Section 551.075     To confer with an employee or employees where the conference is for the 
sole purpose of receiving information from the employee(s) or questioning of public business 
shall take place between the Trustees during the conference. 
 
Section 551.076     To discuss the deployment, or specific occasions for implementation of 
security personnel or devices. 
 
Section 551.082     For the purpose of considering discipline of a public school child or children 
or to hear a complaint by an employee against another employee if the complaint or charge 
directly results in a need for a hearing.  
 
Section 551.0821    For the purpose of considering a matter regarding a student if personally 
identifiable information about the student will necessarily be revealed by the deliberation. 
 
Section 551.084     For the purpose of excluding witness or witnesses from a hearing during 
examination of another witness. 
 
Section 39.030      For the purpose of discussing academic skills assessment instruments and 
individual assessment instruments.
