Modification Requested

The sponsoring entity for Schools for Advanced Studies - Northwest Arkansas is Arkansas Schools for Advanced Studies,

Inc., (“ASASI"), a nonprofit entity certified in Arkansas. The sole member of ASASI is BASIS Charter Schools, Inc.
("BCSI").

BCSI has approved the amended Articles of Incorporation for ASASI removing BCSI as the sole member of ASASI. BCSI
has also approved the revised ASASI bylaws to remove and reallocate the responsibilities of the sole member.

RATIONALE for Requested Modification

Arkansas Schools for Advanced Studies, Inc. (“ASASI") respectfully requests approval to amend its Articles of
Incorporation and Bylaws to remove BASIS Charter Schools, Inc. (“BCSI”) as the sole member of ASASI. This
modification reflects the natural evolution of the governing structure contemplated in ASASI's original charter application
and supports the Board's long-term goal of strengthening local governance and independent oversight of the school.

At the time of the initial application, the sole member structure was established to provide organizational stability and
governance expertise during the school's formation and early operational stages. The application specifically noted that
the founding directors were individuals with experience serving on BASIS-affiliated boards and further stated that, “as
relationships are developed in the State and within the community where the school will reside, additional local Directors
will be added to the Board.” The current amendment request is consistent with that original intent and represents the next
phase in the maturation of the governing board.

Since approval of the charter, the ASASI Board has continued to develop its governance capacity and operational
oversight systems. The Board is now positioned to exercise full independent authority over the corporation and school
Please complete the Impact of Modification (i.e. academic, financial, operational) on next page.

Instead, the modification will strengthen operational governance by placing all corporate authority directly within the
ASASI Board of Directors rather than reserving certain governance powers to a sole member entity. The Board will
continue to exercise oversight of school operations, strategic planning, compliance, and management accountability in
accordance with Arkansas law and the charter contract.

The removal of the sole member structure is expected to improve governance transparency, reinforce local oversight,
and further align the school’'s governance model with the Board’s objective of maintaining local control and
accountability to Arkansas stakeholders. The Board will continue to operate in accordance with its fiduciary duties and
will maintain all policies and procedures necessary to ensure effective governance and operational continuity.

The amendment is therefore expected to have a positive operational impact by enhancing board independence while
preserving continuity in school leadership, management, and educational services.

Nor does it change the Board's authority and responsibility as outlined in the original application. The ASASI Board will continue to retain ultimate responsibility for governance, operations, academic oversight, financial stewardship, statutory compliance, and adherence to the charter contract.
The amendment maintains the separation between the nonprofit governing board and the charter management organization (“CMO”). Under the proposed structure, the Board will continue to oversee and evaluate the CMO relationship, adopt policies and budgets, monitor school performance, and maintain final authority over curriculum, finances, contracts, and school operations, consistent with the governance commitments made in the original charter application.
Overall, the requested modification supports the continued evolution of ASASI into a fully independent Arkansas nonprofit corporation governed by a locally focused board operating in the best interests of the school community and in alignment with the principles of sound public charter school governance.
