Please provide all emails, text messages, drawings, and any other forms of communication that 
reference Howard Avenue in Willow Springs for the period from June 1, 2023, through March 13, 
2026. This request includes communications from current and former Board members, school 
employees, and any interactions involving outside organizations. This includes, but is not limited 
to, communications with local fire and police departments, Pleasantdale Park District officials, 
Willow Springs Village officials, and architectural/engineering firms that may have provided 
drawings or advice. Additionally, please reference any Board meetings where Howard Avenue was 
on the agenda or discussed. For full disclosure, I am a resident of Howard Avenue. After attending 
my first Reimagine Pleasantdale meeting on March 12, 2026, I learned of a plan to promote access 
to the elementary school from Howard Avenue.
