Subject: Summer School Programming, Summer 2023

Executive Summary

Huntley District 158 offers an engaging summer school experience for students at all levels needing learning
support, and for high school students wishing to move ahead in their course sequences. The summer learning
program for summer 2023 maintains some features of prior years, as programming in the past has been successful
and continues to be in demand.

Program Features
The following program features from each level will be offered during summer school in 2023.

e Elementary School: Elementary Summer Bridge summer school program will include an in-person session in June,
plus asynchronous continued learning support in July. In addition to this, the Summer Adventure independent
self-paced exploration and Summer Reading Challenge independent remote reading program will continue to be
offered. Additional details are included in the attachment.

e Middle School: Middle School programming will be revamped to include opportunities for students to focus on
reading and math as well as participate in potential STEM based activities. Reading and math will follow a
proficiency-based approach, allowing students to focus on the areas of their learning that need support, while
avoiding redundancy. A multilingual focused summer programming will be provided to support EL students.

e High School: High School programming will continue to consist of both credit advancement courses and credit
recovery courses. Credit recovery courses will be approached in a proficiency-based manner, with students
assessed at the beginning of the course to determine their specific learning gaps so that they can focus on mastery
of specific standards to move ahead in their learning and pass the course.

e ESY: ESY encompasses services for students with IEPS from ECC through LIGHT based upon their eligibility for ESY,
which is determined by their IEP Teams. The goal for ESY is to engage students in learning tasks that will help them
maintain previous growth on the goals included within their IEPs.

Kev Logistics for § 2023

Summer school 2023 will include the following key logistics.

e (Calendar: All of the Huntley 158 Summer Learning opportunities, will consist of four 4-day weeks, beginning after
school is out and completing before the end of June. Secondary general education summer school will continue
with an online second session during the month of July. The schedule will be modified for the Juneteenth and 4th
of July federal holidays.

e Costs: For summer 2023, District 158 will charge $50 for Elementary, Middle School, and High School credit
recovery summer programming, ESY will remain free of charge, and the High School Fee Structure is as follows for
credit enhancement programming: $125/class semester, $175/class out of district, $250/ Driver Ed, $300/class out
of district

Executive Summary
Both AVID and AVID Excel —Advancement Via Individual Determination—are programs that foster

a safe and open culture, high expectations for teachers and students, and collaboration in all
classrooms. It is a program that helps middle and high school students develop the skills they need
to be successful in college, career and beyond. The program focuses on teaching students how to
think critically, write effectively, and study efficiently. AVID also provides students with college and
career readiness resources, such as college visits and mentoring. AVID is important to middle
school students because it helps them develop the skills and knowledge they need to be successful
in their educational journey. Students will understand the importance of education, goal-setting,
and the opportunities that come with hard work and determination. AVID is fueled by relational
capacity, high expectations, collaboration, inquiry, and layers on existing curriculum.

AVID is directly connected to college and career readiness because it is designed to help students
develop the skills and knowledge they need to be successful life-long learners. The program focuses
on teaching students how to think critically, write effectively, and study efficiently, which are all
skills that are essential for success in college and in the workforce. Further the benefits of AVID and
AVID Excel include but are not limited to:

[J Students become leaders in all classrooms

[0 Students will have a strong family-like unit

[ Students will build towards college and career readiness

There are two programs that were reviewed and recommended. The AVID elective is for all students
focusing on those with good attendance, involved in school, math skills on target, and good
academic skills.

A three year timeline is recommended for both AVID programs and would require a dedicated staff
member at each middle school.

The majority of the revenue was due to recognition of monthly 2021 Levy as well as EBF and
MCAT revenue. Total revenues are at 44% of budget, and total expenditures are at 49% of the budget. The all
funds deficit of ($7.15M) is driven by the December payment of bonds.

December operating revenues of $9.3M are primarily due to the recognition of $3.3M levy 2021 property taxes,
$2.6M State Evidence Based Funding (EBF), and $370k for December FY23 SpEd Private Facility Tuition, Regular
and Special Ed Transportation. Local revenues include $205k student foodservice, $110k CPPRT, and $154k interest
earnings. State revenues include $59k Preschool for All. Federal revenues include $341k IDEA and $129k STEP

grant.

Approximately 80% of December operating expenditures cover salaries and benefits. Major expenditures making up
the $1.1M in operating Purchased Services was for the custodial contract ($171k), ESSER III improvement of
instruction purchased services ($160k), substitute teacher contracted ($134k), software maintenance ($106k) and
contracted transportation ($98k). The $443k in Supplies and Materials includes buildings and grounds supplies
($64k), cafe food ($50k), transportation fuel (§47k), and ARP IDEA instructional supplies ($27k). Capital Outlay of
$136k includes building improvements ($97k) and food service equipment ($27k). The majority of the Other Objects
is for special ed tution.

The District began FY23 with $60.7 million in cash and as of the end of December 2022, the cash balance
approximated $51.2 million. The District holds $5.7M wgb BMO, $37.0M through PMA, and $8.5M with Fifth
Third.

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The following report is intended to provide a look at the recent history of the Huntley Community School District 158 Operations and Maintenance Department.
Where digital data is available, it has been included to provide a look back at how the Operations and Maintenance Department has evolved. The report is also
intended to provide some information on what the Operations and Maintenance Department does for the taxpayers of the community who entrust the O&M
Department with physical plant management responsibilities.

This report is intended to be an executive summary of data and is limited.

When the school district moved to new facilities away from the old Huntley Campus off Lincoln Street, the school district transitioned to a more outsourced
model of providing Operations and Maintenance Department services. Outsourcing peaked about 2005 when the School District expanded its’ facilities from
840,000 square feet (five buildings) to 1,410,000 square feet (nine buildings) all in one summer. Since that time, the School District has moved away from the
outsourced model slightly.

On the Fiscal review graph you will notice that over the last few years, capital replacement spending is starting to decline. This is happening for a few reasons;
one a life cycle on roof systems is near the end (the only thing left is HHS has a couple more years to go at present pace), and two remaining life cycle
replacement initiatives have been slowed down due to funding issues including asphalt replacement and floor finish replacement.

Also of note is the increase in the purchase of services and supplies during the CoVid19 pandemic period which started in March 2020. As a return to school
unfolded, the District spending increased notably with the purchase of supplies, services, and equipment to support enhanced cleaning and increased
ventilation. As the pandemic ended, escalating inflation has made the cost of doing business while trying to stay on track with the budget very challenging.

Our Department motto remains: faster a Llean, Lomfartable, Safe Learning Environment for Students, Faculty, and Staff
