Council member Klanecky moved to approve Banana Rams LLC {Justin Biase) Special Designated
Liquor {SDL) application for Saturday, December 12, 2020 from 1:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m.
regarding a wedding reception at the St. Paul Civic Center - 423 Howard Avenue. Identification
will be checked, along with wristbands being utilized for underage drinking. Also, all Directed
Health Measurers {DHM) will need to be followed that is currently in place concerning Covid-
19. Council member Kezeor seconded the motion. Council members Klanecky, Kezeor, Kowalski
& Thompson voted aye, nays none. Motion carried 4/0. Sergeant Greenwalt approved the
application. Council member Klanecky questioned placing signage on the Civic Center doors
regarding Covid-19. St. Paul Development Corp. Executive Director Mike Coghlan will be on call
during Sarah Townsend's leave of absence.

The discussion and approval regarding the BTS Communications "Unlimited Remote Support”
contract involving the Wildex telephone system fee of $19 per month for one (1) year “died for
a lack of a motion.” The BTS Service contract would cover any type of service call that the BTS
personnel could remotely handle at the business rather than driving to St. Paul. The services
would consist of: (1) changes to the telephone extensions, speed dial numbers, and answering
machine messages when new employees begin employment; (2) changes to call forwarding to




account for people on call regarding weekends and/or holidays; and (3) determine why a
telephone isn’t working or isn’t transferring a call correctly.

The quarterly salaries regarding the Mayor, City Council members, City Treasurer and City Clerk
were tabled until the Monday, November 2, 2020; Council member Klanecky questioned the
City Treasurer and City Clerk rates of pay, due to the lack of comparisons. Council member
Klanecky also questioned how much was budgeted and how many Council meetings were
attended on average.

Council member Kezeor moved to approve opening a new Sales Tax "Insured Cash Sweep" {iCS)
account at Citizens Bank & Trust and place $50,000 from the Sales Tax Money Market account,
so that the City can receive .85% interest City funds. Council member Klanecky seconded the
motion. Council members Klanecky, Kezeor, Kowalski & Thompson voted aye, nays none.
Motion carried 4/0.

No action was needed regarding the approval of the City absorbing the cost of installing a street
light at the west end of Paul Street. Howard Greeley Rural Public Power installed the street
light on Thursday, October 15, 2020.

Acknowledgement of Procedures: City Council meeting "procedures” were emailed to the
Nebraska State Auditor's Office (Cindy Janssen) on Monday, October 5, 2020. Council member
Klanecky gquestioned a $150,000 fund transfer made by City Clerk Beck. Mayor Bergman stated
that the fund transfer was coded incorrectly; the NE State Auditor’s Office acknowledged the
miscoded item. City Clerk Beck accurately coded the fund transfer once it was brought to her
attention by the NE State Auditor’s Office.

Utility Superintendent Helzer invited the Mayor and City Council members to the Planning &
Zoning meeting on Wednesday, October 28, 2020 at 5:00 p.m.

Chief of Police Paczosa submitted an "Incident & Nuisance" report, along with reporting on
police business. Chief Paczosa also reported on minor issues regarding the 2016 Chevy Impala
and has been working with the new Police secretary.

Council member Klanecky stated that a concerned citizen approached her regarding school
children walking on Kendall Street; this is a difficult area for traffic seeing the children walking
to the bus especially when they are wearing dark clothing. City employees will look at the area
to add additional lighting by the bus stop west of Casey’s General Store concerning the school
children’s safety.

Council member Thompson gquestioned whether a stop sign should be placed at 3" and Jay
Street for westbound traffic, along with reporting on the Central City, NE Wastewater
Treatment Plant tour.




Mayor Bergman stated that Fredrick Benzel, a member of the St. Paul Fire Department has
been promoted to a Fire Captain of the Grand Island Fire Department. There will also be a City
Council member forum on Wednesday, October 21, 2020 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

Mayor Bergman adjourned the City Council meeting at 7:50 p.m.

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(3) Except for vehicles governed by subsection (A)(2) of
this section, the Municipality shall make an inquiry concerning the
last-registered owner of an abandoned vehicle as follows:

(a) If the abandoned vehicle has license plates
affixed, to the jurisdiction which issued such license plates; or-

(b) If the abandoned vehicle does not have any
license plates affixed, to the Department of Motor Vehicles.

(4) The Municipality shall notify the [ast-registered owner,
if any, that the vehicle in question has been determined to be an
abandoned vehicle and that, if unclaimed, either:

(a) Tt will be sold or will be offered at public auction
after five (5) days from the date such notice was mailed; or

(b) - Title will vest.in the Municipality thirty (30) days
after the date such notice was mailed.

(5) If the Municipality is notified that a lien or mortgage
exists, the notice described above shall also be.sent to the lienholder
or mortgagee. Any person claiming such vehicle shall be required
to pay the cost of removal and storage of such vehicle.

(6) Title to an abandoned vehicle, if unclaimed, shall vest
in the Municipality:

(2) Five (5) days after the date the notice is mailed
if the vehicle will be sold or offered at public auction under the
provisions of this section.

(b) Thirty (30) days after the date the notice is mailed
if the Municipality will retain the vehicle; or

(c) The last-registered owner cannot be ascertained,
when notice of such fact is received.

(7) (a) After title to the abandoned vehicle vests pursuant
to the terms of this section, the Municipality may retain for use,
sale, or auction the abandoned vehicle. If the Municipality
determines that the vehicle should be retained for use, the
Municipality shall, at the same time that the notice, if any, is
mailed, publish in a newspaper of general circulation in the
jurisdiction an announcement that the Municipality intends to retain
the abandoned vehicle for its use and that title will vest in the
Municipality thirty (30) days after publication.
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(b) If the municipal law enforcement agency has
custody of a motor vehicle for investigatory purposes and has no
further need to keep it in custody, it shall send a certified letter to
each of the last-registered owners stating that the vehicle is in the
custody of the agency, that the vehicle is no longer needed for law
enforcement purposes, and that after thirty (30) days the agency will
dispose of the vehicle.

(c) This subsection shall not apply to motor vehicles
subject to forfeiture under section 28-431 RS Neb.

(8) No storage fees shall be assessed against the registered
owner of a motor vehicle held in custody for investigatory purposes
under this section unless the registered owner or the person in
possession of the vehicle when it is taken into custody is charged
with a felony or misdemeanor related to the offense for which the
law enforcement agency took the vehicle into custody. If a
registered owner or the person in possession of the vehicle when it
is taken into custody is charged with a felony or misdemeanor but
is not convicted, the registered owner shall be entitled to a refund
of the storage fees.

(9) Any proceeds from the sale of an abandoned vehicle,
less any expenses incurred by the Municipality, shall be held by the
Municipality without interest, for the benefit of the owner or
lienholders of such vehicle for a period of two (2) years. If not
claimed within such two-year period, the proceeds shall be paid into
the general fund of the Municipality.

(10) Neither the owner, lessee, nor occupant of the
premises from which any abandoned vehicle is removed, nor the
Municipality, shall be liable for any. loss or damage to such vehicle
which occurs during its removal or while in the possession of the
Municipality or its contractual agent or as a result of any subsequent
disposition.
(11) The last-registered owner of an abandoned vehicle
shall be liable to the Municipality for the costs of removal and

storage of such vehicle.

any public right-of-way, street, highway, alley or park or other state,

A meeting of the Mayor and City Council of the City of St. Paul, Nebraska was held at the
City Hall in said City on Tuesday, February 21, 2017, at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor
Howard and Councilmembers: Solko, Tomlinson, Klanecky & Kezeor. Absent: None.

Mayor Howard opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with thanking the public for attending and
announcing that the City of St. Paul abides by the Open Mestings Act, which is posted on
the west wall as required by Nebraska State Law.

May.or Howard also stated that the City Council may vote to go into Closed Session on
any agenda item as allowed by State Law. ‘

Councilmember Klanecky moved to approve the January 2017 Treasurer's Report, with
the stipulation to correct an expense code on the Dutton Lainson disbursement,
Councilmember Tomlinson seconded the motion. Motion carried 4/0.

The St. Paul Housing Authority is in the process of applying for tax credits to bring an
additional six (6) duplexes of affordable housing to St. Paul, NE. The housing will be-
designated for residents 55 years of age or older. The St. Paul Housing Authority is in the
process of negotiating an option for a tract of land east of the Matelyn Retirement facility.
The property owner is Steve Shoemaker and the purchase price will consist of cash and
tax increment financing (TIF). Councilmember Solko moved to approve the City absorbing
the cost of completing a cul-de-sac located east of the intersection of 5 Street and Paul
Street if the land option goes through for the St. Paul Housing Authority. Councilmember
Kezeor seconded the motion. Councilmembers Solko, Tomlinson, & Kezeor voted aye,
Councilmember Klanecky abstained, nays none. Motion carried 3/0. In addition, the St.
Paul Housing Authority envisions a hike and bike trail through the middle of the property
with a pavilion on the north east corner of the land. Ultility Superintendent Helzer voiced
that the high cost of the paving will be $60,000. The application deadline is May 1, 2017.
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Electrical Commissioner Ed Thompson was present to discuss the new changes of the
proposed electrical rate ordinance which consist of the meter reading time line, the billing
cycle and the utility billing fee modifications. Notice of the changes will be placed on the
back of the utility bill, flyers will be presented at the City Office, and will be mailed to those
that normally receive a disconnect notice. The electrical rate ordinance will be approved /
‘denied on March 6, 2017.

The meter reading time line and the billing cycle modifications consist of: City will read
utility meters as normal on March 19, 2017; the utility bill will be mailed by April 1, 2017,
with the due date occurring on April 10, 2017. The new modification will begin with the
utility meters being read on April 30, 2017; then the utility billing will be mailed by May 10,
2017, with the due date occurring on May 20, 2017; the penalty will be placed on the bill
after May 20, 2017.

Utility billing fee modifications consist of and will be effective May R0 7
a. Payment of all utility bills shall be due by the 20" (twentieth) of every month.

b. If a balance on an account remains unpaid after the due date and no arrangements have been
" made to satisfy the account, the City will mail to the Electric Customer a “Disconnect Notice” by
first-class mail stating the date the service will be disconnected. This will result in an additional
charge of $15.00 to offset the cost of generating a “Disconnect Notice.

c. Ifelectrical service is not disconnected following the issuance of a Disconnect Notice, the City may
issue subsequent Disconnect Notices. Each Disconnect Notice will be mailed by first-class mail and
shall carry an additional service charge fee of $15.00.

d. The cost to restore electrical service to the meter will include payment of the current billing, late
penalties, Disconnect Notice fees, plus a reconnect fee of $25.00 provided such disconnection and -
reconnection is done during normal business hours. If demand is made to reconnect after normal
business hours, weekends or holidays, the fee associated therewith shall be $60.00.

e. A fee of $25.00 will be charged to the Electric Customer for any and all checks returned for non-
sufficient funds. '
The City of St. Paul Municipal Code §3-401.02 — "Special rules; Landlord and Tenant” will
not be enforced at this time.

Gus Patsios (1702 Adams Street) was present to state his concerns regarding the
drainage easement problem on the west side of his home, the Kelly Court Street surface,
and the traveling speed on Adams Street. Mr. Patsios wants this drainage issue to go on
record in case his basement gets flooded. Utility Superintendent Helzer and City Engineer



Prior are to take elevation shots of this area and alleviate this drainage problem for Mr.
Patsios. City Engineer Prior stated that if Kelly Court Street was paved, it would solve
many problems in drainage and mud issues.

Barb Wroblewski, Attorney at Law, St. Paul, NE was present to discuss vacating the
County Road Right-of-Way (lying 33 feet on either side of the section line) lying between
US Hwy 281 and the Union Pacific Railroad R.O.W. in the NW1/4 of Section 3, Township
14 North, Range 10 West of the 6" P.M. and the SW1/4 of Section 34, Township 15
North, Range 10 West of the 6" P.M. in St. Paul, Howard County, Nebraska. As a
reference the said county road right-of-way lays North of Block 34 and Block 35, Original
Town, St. Paul, Nebraska and is an-extension of the county road named 13M Avenue. A
public hearing is scheduled for the March 6, 2017 City Council meeting, along with
passing an ordinance. .

Councilmember Solko moved to approve Olsson Associates Letter Agreement for
Professional Services in updating the City's utility map costing $5,000. Updates will
consist of: (1) water, sewer, & storm sewer utilities in Kelly Court Subdivision & Daiton
Meadows Subdivision (2) any additional paved street sections throughout the City, along
with water, sewer & storm sewer utilities (3) incorporate 15 administrative subdivision plats
and (4) scan City's existing map and add house locations, along with corresponding house
numbers. Upon completion the Gity will receive three (3) full size Mylar maps, along with
a “pdf’ copy of the updated map for City use. Councilmember Kilanecky seconded the
motion. Motion carried 4/0.

Councilmember Solko moved to approve P.M. Sanitation’s bid as presented for the City of
St. Paul's waste hauling service. Councilmember Klanecky seconded the motion. Motion
carried 4/0. The City's waste hauling services is bid out every three (3) years.

Councilmember Klanecky moved to deny paying the Mid-Nebraska Disposal fee of a $100
each time their recycling bin down on 4th Strest across from Scoular Grain is picked up;
there is no market for the recyclables at this time. Councilmember Tomlinson seconded
the motion. Motion carried 4/0. Utility Superintendent will notify Mid-Nebraska Disposal in
removing the recycling dumpster, due to the effective date being March 1, 2017. A sign
will be placed at the site to notify patrons of the change, along with placing an ad in the
Phonograph Herald.

After a lengthy discussion regarding the City mowing the Howard County Historical
Society, Councilmember Solko moved to approve the City mowing and trimming the
Howard County Historical Village property, along with Parks Manager Randy Jerabek
spraying the property once for weeds. This is the City’s contribution to the Historical
Village for the year of 2017. Councilmember Kezeor seconded the motion.
Councilmembers Solko, Klanecky & Kezeor voted aye, Councilmember Tomlinson
abstained, nays none. Motion carried 3/0. This will be revisited again in “2018".

Councilmember Klanecky moved to approve the St. Paul Development Corporation
Community Programs Coordinator job description, which incorporates the City's




Recreation program. The approval was also for St. Paul Development Corp. Executive
Director Mike Feeken going out for applications on this position. Councilmember Kezeor
seconded the motion. Motion carried 4/0. The 2016-2017 budget is to stay unchanged
and followed.

Discussion on Clark Kosmicki placing a center pivot on City Lagoon land was tabled, due
to him not being present. This item will be placed on the March 6, 2017 agenda.

Utility Superintendent Helzer reported: (1) St. Paul Public School reimbursed the City for
the traffic signals; (2) the Wilma Poss Trust donated $500 to be utilized for the City parks.
The Wilma Poss Trust also donated money to the Senior Center for American flags; and
(3) Utility Superintendent Helzer and Water Operator Jeremy Gorecki passed their Grade
2 Wastewater certification through NDEQ.

Chief of Police submitted an "Incident & Nuisance“.report, along with reporting on police
business.

City Councilmember Kezeor had questions regarding the City Landfill keys. Utility
Superintendent wants Mayor Howard to go through the key list before the keys are
disbursed.

Charles Schmid stated that new Eimwood Cemetery fence has been installed.

Mayor Howard adjourned the City Council meeting at 9.58 P.M.

TO CHAPTER 3 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF SAINT PAUL, NEBRASKA; PROVIDING FOR THE
RATES; CUSTOMERS OF THE MUNICIPAL ELECTRICAL SYSTEM SHALL BE CHARGED; REPEALING ALL
ORDINANCES OR PARTS THEREOF IN CONFLICT WITH THIS ORDINANCE; AND PROVIDING FOR THE TIME
THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BE [N FULL FORCE AND TAKE EFFECT.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL, OF THE CITY OF SAINT PAUE, NEBRASKA:

SECTION 1. Article 322 of Chapter 3 of the Municipal Code of Saint Paul, Nébraska shall be
amended to read as foflows:

Customers by the same faétq;l; as used hy the Howard-Greeley Rurai Public Power District to
computa its fuel cost per kilowatt hour consumed times the monthly fuel cost factor. The
City shalt use the same factor to prorate the fuel cost to each Electric Customer, whether
the customer is commercial or residential.

The Utility Clerk or Bookkeeper shall reguire a service deposit from domestic occupants who
are living in & home {eased by them ina sum not to exceed two hundred fifty {$250.00)
dollars and from comnercial users operating their businesses in a building or other type
structure leased hy them in a sum not to exceed two hundred fifty ($250.00) dollars.

Service to the City shall be measured and bills shall be rendered to the various departments
of sald City and shall be collected and paid for in accordance with the above rates.

The City, by resolution of its Mayor and Council, shall have the power and authority to
contract with any person, persons, assoclation or corporation, to sell electric current for
light, heat and power purposes beyond its corporate limits when, in the judgment of the
Mayor and Council, it Is beneficial to the City to do so. The cost or expense of extending the
City lines beyond its borders, to serve farmers and other shall be paid out of net earnings of
the system. For furnishing electric service beyond its corporate limits, subject to the above
conditions, said City may estahlish rates with such parson, persons, association or
corporation without regard to the rates specified In the foregoing schedule; provided,
however, that the contract rate made shall be uniform so far as it affects the uses of equal
amounts of current under such contracts under similar gﬁnditions.

No electric service shall be furnished to any Electric Customer under any other rate than as
provided in this Section, and there shall be na discrimination in rates as between Electric
Customers using equal amounts of cutrent for the same purpose under the same conditions..

Electrical enargy shall be sold by meter measurements only. No flat rates will be quoted or
allowed. ’

Payment of all utility bilis shall be due by the 20™ (twentieth) of every month, unless
otherwise stated on the bill. A late payment penalty of 10% (ten percent} shall be added to
the tolal amount of the hill after the due date. This will be effective May 1, 2017,

If a balance on an account remains unpald after the due date and no arrangements have
been made to satisfy the account, the City will mail to the Electric Customer a “Disconnect
Notice” by first-class mail stating the date the service will be disconnecied, This will result in
an additianal charge of $15.00 1o offset the cost of generating a Disconnect Notice, which
will be effective May 1, 2027, Priorto disconnection, the Electric Customer should make
avery effort to arrange for payment with the City, Should the Electric Customer fail to make
such arrangements or to camply with these arrangements, the disconnection process will be
enforced.

Review Committee report from Tuesday, July 31,2018.

Council member Klanecky moved to approve the July, 2018 Treasurer's Report. Council
member Tomlinson seconded the motion. Council members Solko, Tomlinson, Klanecky
& Kezeor voted aye, nays none. Motion carried.4/0.

City Engineer Jeff Palik (Olsson Associates) was present to discuss the City's northwest
drainage, where there is approximately ten (10) square miles of drainage coming
towards St. Paul, with 95% coming from the west. In 2014, a drainage study was
performed around the perimeter of St. Paul; this was to get input on whether a project
needed to be established concerning water coming into the City, due to heavy rains. The
study.determined that three (3) tasks could be performed to stop the flow of water into
town: (1) regrade the channel; (2) build a dam to contain the water (not feasible); and
(3) upgrading the three (3) County bridge structures. Mr. Palik did share the study and
had a discussion with the Howard County Commissioners regarding the improvement of
bridges and culverts. The City elected to get all parties (City, County, Natural Resource
District (NRD) & Farwell Irrigation District) together in receiving a firm commitment from
eachi one on moving forward with the drainage project. The NRD will be one (1) possible
funding source.

After Matt Rief performed an overview of Phase 1, Council member Solko moved to
approve Resolution 2018-16; whereas the City of St. Paul is applying for federal
assistance from the Recreational Trails Program in the amount of $250,000 for the
purpose of developing a trail; authorizing Mayor Howard to sign the application for
federal assistance; and approve the commitment of a 20% local match share. The total
match share is $62,500, with the Natural Resource District (NRD) committing to” half
($31,250) and the City of St. Paul committing to the other half ($31,250). The City's
match will be expensed through the Keno fund. Council member Kezeor seconded the
motion. Council members Solko, Tomlingon, Klanecky & Kezeor voted aye, nays none.
Motion carried 4/0.

Council member Solko moved to approve Resolution 2018-15; calling for payment on the
GO Water Refunding Bond, Series 2013 6n September 24, 2018, after which date
interest on the bonds will cease.
