TASB will conduct a review of district staffing practices by campus and department to identify options for cost reduction or 

improving instructional effectiveness. The scope of review will include staffing practices in the areas of instructional and 

administrative support staffing; elementary, middle school, and high school teachers; special education staffing; food service; 

maintenance and custodial staffing. Benchmarking metrics will be prepared for an appropriate comparison group of peer districts. 

Site interviews will be conducted with identified campus and central office administrators. Master schedules and class loads will be 

evaluated for each academic campus. The district will receive a preliminary draft of findings and recommendations with detailed 

data analysis and a final report. The scope of work is described in more detail in a separate document. 

2. Cost 
$5,000 consulting fee plus reimbursement of travel expenses. TASB will invoice the district upon completion of services. 

3. Schedule 
November 2021 will be targeted for delivery of a draft report, after beginning in September 2021. To meet this delivery schedule, 
TASB must receive approval of this agreement before the expiration date below and must receive the data requested from the 
district within the timeframe specified in the data request. 

4. Term of Agreement 
This Agreement is effective upon the District’s delivery (by mail or facsimile) of an executed counterpart of this Agreement to TASB 

and either party may rely upon a facsimile or photocopy of the Agreement for all purposes.  

5. Limitation of Liability 
TASB’s liability under this Agreement is limited to the fees paid by the District to TASB under this Agreement. The parties agree 

that, in the event of a lawsuit between the parties relating to this Agreement, the prevailing party is entitled to recover reasonable 

and necessary attorney’s fees. 

6. Cancellation of Agreement 
In the event either party terminates this Agreement before the completion of services, the District will reimburse TASB for all costs 

incurred up to the date of cancellation and will pay TASB’s fee for consulting hours actually rendered at TASB’s then current hourly 

rate.
