Water Operation & Maintenance 

 
➢ PeopleService performed 498 locates. 

 
➢ Installed 15 MXU’s on new builds. 

 
➢ PeopleService read meters on the 26th. 

 
➢ Handed out shutoff notices on the 24th and shut water off to 2 houses for 

nonpayment on the 25th. 
 

➢ A lot of work has been done at the water plant:  2 filters have had the media 
replaced, the 3rd well has been put in and flow tested. The pipe has been put in 
the ground from the water plant to the new well. They have started on the 3rd 
filter and parts are coming in for the chemical rooms. The location where the 
backwash holding tank is going has been brought out of the flood plan and we 
are now waiting on the tank to show up. We have been spending a lot of time at 
the water plant helping out the contractors get their work done when they need 
us to operate the plant for them to work on filters 

 
➢ We have been flushing hydrants as the calls come in for brown water, but the 

calls have gone way down.  
 
 
Wastewater Operation & Maintenance 
 

➢ PeopleService had been checking lift stations on a regular basis. We did have 
BW number 5 go into high level during off hours.  We investigated and found the 
transformer was chattering.  We had OPPD come check it out and they found a 
leg of power was causing the pumps not to run. That was fixed within a few 
hours, and it was back up and running.
