Budget planning shall be an integral part of overall program plan-
ning so that the budget effectively reflects the District’s programs
and activities and provides the resources to implement them. In the
budget planning process, general educational goals, specific pro-
gram goals, capital improvement goals, and alternatives for achiev-
ing program goals shall be considered, as well as input from the
District- and campus-level planning and decision-making commit-
tees. Budget planning and evaluation are continuous processes
and shall be a part of each month’s activities.

The annual public meeting to discuss the proposed budget and tax
rate shall be conducted as follows:

1. The Board President shall request at the beginning of the
meeting that all persons who desire to speak on the proposed
budget and/or tax rate sign up on the sheet provided.

2. Prior to the beginning of the meeting, the Board may establish
time limits for speakers.

3. Speakers shall confine their remarks to the appropriation of
funds as contained in the proposed budget and/or the tax
rate.

4.  No officer or employee of the District shall be required to re-
spond to questions from speakers at the meeting.

The adopted budget provides authority to expend funds for the pur-
poses indicated and in accordance with state law, Board policy,
and the District’s approved purchasing procedures. The expendi-
ture of funds shall be under the direction of the Superintendent or
designee who shall ensure that funds are expended in accordance
with the adopted budget.

The Board shall amend the budget when a change is made in-
creasing any one of the functional spending categories or increas-
ing revenue object accounts and other resources.

The District shall report fund balances for governmental funds in
classifications based primarily on the extent to which the District is
bound to honor constraints on the specific purposes for which
amounts in those funds can be spent. The nonspendable classifi-
cation shall represent assets that will be consumed or must remain
intact, such as inventories of supplies and endowments, and there-
fore cannot be converted to cash. Provisions of law, contracts, and
grants shall specify how fund resources can be used in the re-

stricted classification. The nature of these two classifications pre-
cludes a need for a policy from the Board. However, the Board has
adopted rules for the three unrestricted classifications of commit-
ted, assigned, and unassigned.

From time to time, the Board may commit fund balances by a ma-
jority vote in a scheduled meeting. This commitment may be modi-
fied or rescinded by a majority vote in a scheduled meeting. Board
commitments shall not exceed the amount of fund balance that is
greater than the sum of nonspendable and restricted fund bal-
ances, as this practice would commit funds that the District does
and would not have. Commitments may be made for facility expan-
sion or renovation, program modifications, wage and salary adjust-
ments, financial cushions such as a rainy day fund, and other pur-
poses determined by the Board.

Assigned fund balance comprises amounts intended to be used by
the government for specific purposes. Funds set aside for carryo-
ver appropriations, early termination notification, contingencies,
and projected budgetary deficit in the subsequent year’s budget
are examples to be included in the assigned category. Any funds
set aside must be reported to the Board. The Board has authority
to remove or change the assignment of the funds with a majority
vote. The assignment need not be made before the end of the re-
porting period, but rather may be made any time prior to the issu-
ance of the financial statements.

Unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the gen-
eral fund and shall include all amounts not contained in the other
classifications. Unassigned amounts represent the resources avail-
able for future spending. The District’s goal to maintain two months
of operating costs shall be identified as unassigned fund balance.
The general fund should be the only fund that reports a positive un-
assigned fund balance amount. However, in funds other than the
general fund, it may be necessary to report a negative unassigned
fund balance amount if expenditures incurred for specific purposes
exceeded the amounts restricted, committed, or assigned to those
purposes.

Once the multi-year capital plan has been adopted [see CT(LO-
CAL)], the District shall develop and implement a capital improve-
ment projects budget or a capital budget. The capital budget shall
be essential to ensure the proper planning, funding, and imple-
menting of major projects. The capital budget shall be adopted as
part of the annual budget process and shall incorporate the appro-
priate year of the multi-year capital plan.

Capital projects shall be considered different from programs
adopted in the operating budget since they will often represent very

budget shall describe the impact on the operating budget, number
of additional positions required, tax or fee implications, and other fi-
nancial or service impacts. When developing the capital budget,
the District shall consider measures to mitigate risk related to un-
dertaking major non-routine projects. Based on the size of the capi-
tal budget and the complexity of the capital projects, it may be nec-
essary for the District to budget additional reserves for project
overruns or insurance coverage.

All stakeholders shall have the ability to review the status and ex-
pected completion of approved capital projects. Periodic reports
shall be discussed with the Board regarding ongoing capital pro-
jects. These reports shall compare actual expenditures with those
in the original budget, identify the level of completion of the project,
enumerate any changes in the scope of the project, and alert the
Board to any concerns with the completion of the project on time or
on schedule.

The public school funds may not be spent except as provided by
Education Code 45.105. The state and county available funds may
be used only for the payment of teachers’ and superintendents’ sal-
aries and interest on money borrowed on short time to pay those
salaries that become due before school funds for the current year
become available. Loans for the purpose of payment of teachers
may not be paid out of funds other than those for the current year.

Local funds from district taxes, tuition fees, other local sources,
and state funds not designated for a specific purpose may be used
for the purposes listed above for state and county available funds
and for purchasing appliances and supplies; paying insurance pre-
miums; paying janitors and other employees; buying school sites;
buying, building, repairing, and renting school buildings, including
acquiring school buildings and sites by leasing through annual pay-
ments with an ultimate option to purchase [see CHG]; and, except
as provided below, for other purposes necessary in the conduct of
the public schools as determined by the board.

Funds described above may not be used to initiate or maintain any
action or proceeding against the state or an agency or officer of the
state arising out of a decision, order, or determination that is final
and unappealable under a provision of the Education Code, except
that funds may be used for an action or proceeding that is specifi-
cally authorized by a provision of the Education Code or a rule
adopted under the Education Code and that results in a final and
unappealable decision, order, or determination.

2. Directly or indirectly influencing or attempting to influence the
outcome of legislation or administrative action, as those terms
are defined in Government Code 305.002.
