Summary/Background 
 
The 2023 Bond Program was established with an initial program contingency of $5,000,000 
intended to address unforeseen critical issues.  The cumulative Proposition A Program 
Contingency as of March 31, 2026, is $25,724,770. 
 
The 2023 Bond Program Contingency discussed above is a “working” program contingency 
account that fluctuates on a day-to-day basis as surplus budgeted funds are contributed to 
the account, or as the Board approves the use of available funds. 
 
Administration is requesting approval to use $1,300,000.00 of program contingency funds to 
supplement the HVAC – MEP West 3 (BP048) budget.  
 
Additionally, the District experienced electrical and water infiltration issues at the Don Cook 
Natatorium that required replacement of damaged equipment and significant repairs at the 
site. Due to the immediate need for repairs, purchase orders were issued to the General Fund 
for $585,832. 
 
These expenditures are capital in nature and qualify for bond funding. However, bond funding 
would need to come from contingency, which has not been authorized by the Board. 
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To preserve fund balance in the General Fund, Administration is requesting approval to use 
$585,832 of Program Contingency funds to reclassify the purchase orders to the 2023 Bond 
Program. 
 
Background 
 
The program contingency is comprised of the initial approved contingency budget and any 
surplus budget from completed projects or amounts unspent due to a change of scope.  The 
table below includes projects that will be recommended for approval at the April 20, 2026, 
Board meeting and reflects the projected 2023 Bond Program Contingency balance as of April

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Each District employee shall perform his or her duties in accord-

ance with state and federal law, District policy, and ethical stand-

ards. The District holds all employees accountable to the Educa-

tors’ Code of Ethics. [See DH(EXHIBIT)] Further, each District 

employee is responsible for ensuring his or her conduct is aligned 

with and supportive of the Board’s Core Beliefs and Commitments.

Each District employee shall recognize and respect the rights of 

students, parents, other employees, and members of the commu-

nity and shall work cooperatively with others to fulfill the District’s 

mission and uphold the Board’s Core Beliefs and Commitments.

An employee wishing to express concern, complaints, or criticism 

shall do so through appropriate channels.

This prohibition in-

cludes providing any information to a District student about social 

transitioning or guidelines intended to assist a District student with 

social transitioning.  

Social transitioning means a person’s transition from the person’s 

biological sex at birth to the opposite biological sex through the 

adoption of a different name, different pronouns, other expression 

of identity that deny or encourage a denial of the person’s biologi-

cal sex at birth. 

District staff will not ask any student for their preferred pronouns, 

and District staff will not use pronouns for students that are incon-

sistent with the student’s biological sex. District staff will not ask 

any student for their preferred name and will not use a preferred 

name for a student if staff has knowledge that the use of the pre-

ferred name is intended to support social transitioning. District staff 

will not prohibit students from engaging in non-disruptive expres-

sion that includes a student’s use of a student’s preferred name or 

pronoun. 

The Superintendent shall ensure that District staff receive training 

on the implementation of this policy. 
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A parent may report a suspected violation of this policy to the 

Board of Trustees byor filinge a grievance with the District, begin-

ning at Level Two.

An employee shall not engage in prohibited harassment, including 

sexual harassment, of: 

1. Other employees. [See DIA] 

2. Students. [See FFH; see FFG regarding child abuse and ne-

glect.] 

While acting in the course of employment, an employee shall not 

engage in prohibited harassment, including sexual harassment, of 

other persons, including Board members, vendors, contractors, 

volunteers, or parents. 

An employee shall report child abuse or neglect as required by law. 

[See FFG] 

An employee shall not form romantic or other inappropriate social 

relationships with students. Any sexual relationship between a stu-

dent and a District employee is always prohibited, even if consen-

sual. [See FFH] 

As required by law, the District shall notify the parent of a student 

with whom an educatora District employee or person acting as a 

service provider for the District is alleged to have engaged in cer-

tain misconduct. [See FFF 

[See FFF for parent notification requirements and DHB and DHC 

for reporting requirements.] 

An employee is prohibited from possessing or using any type of to-

bacco product, e-cigarette, or any other electronic vaporizing de-

vice while on school property, in a District vehicle, or while attend-

ing an off-campus school-related activity. An employee is also 

prohibited from possessing or using any type of nicotine product, 

including nicotine pouches, regardless of whether the product con-

tains tobacco, while on District property, in a District vehicle, or 

while attending an off-campus school-related activity. 

An employee’s supervisor is authorized to approve an exception to 

this policy for a smoking cessation product. 
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As a condition of employment, an employee shall abide by the 

terms of the following drug-free workplace provisions. An employee 

shall notify the Superintendent in writing if the employee is con-

victed for a violation of a criminal drug statute occurring in the 

workplace in accordance with Arrests, Indictments, Convictions, 

and Other Adjudications, below. 

An employee shall not manufacture, distribute, dispense, possess, 

use, or be under the influence of any of the following substances 

during working hours while on District property or at school-related 

activities during or outside of usual working hours: 

1. Any controlled substance or dangerous drug as defined by 

law, including but not limited to marijuana, any narcotic drug, 

hallucinogen, stimulant, depressant, amphetamine, or barbitu-

rate. 

2. Alcohol or any alcoholic beverage. 

3. Any abusable glue, aerosol paint, or any other chemical sub-

stance for inhalation. 

4. Any other intoxicant or mood-changing, mind-altering, or be-

havior-altering drug. 

An employee need not be legally intoxicated to be considered “un-

der the influence” of a controlled substance. 

It shall not be considered a violation of this policy if the employee: 

1. Manufactures, possesses, or dispenses a substance listed 

above as part of the employee’s job responsibilities; 

2. Uses or possesses a controlled substance or drug authorized 

by a licensed physician prescribed for the employee’s per-

sonal use; or 

3. Possesses a controlled substance or drug that a licensed 

physician has prescribed for the employee’s child or other in-

dividual for whom the employee is a legal guardian. 

An employee who violates these drug-free workplace provisions 

shall be subject to disciplinary sanctions. Sanctions may include:  

1. Referral to drug and alcohol counseling or rehabilitation pro-

grams; 

2. Referral to employee assistance programs; 

3. Termination from employment with the District; and

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4. Referral to appropriate law enforcement officials for prosecu-

tion. 

Employees shall receive a copy of this policy. 

An employee shall report in writing to the Legal Services depart-

ment within three calendar days any arrest, indictment, conviction, 

no contest or guilty plea, or other adjudication of the employee for 

any felony, any offense involving moral turpitude, and any of the 

other offenses as indicated below: 

1. Crimes involving school property or funds; 

2. Crimes involving attempt by fraudulent or unauthorized 

means to obtain or alter any certificate or permit that would 

entitle any person to hold or obtain a position as an educator; 

3. Crimes that occur wholly or in part on school property or at a 

school-sponsored activity; 

4. Acts constituting abuse or neglect under the Texas Family 

Code;  

5. Acts constituting public intoxication, operating a motor vehicle 

under the influence of alcohol, or disorderly conduct; or 

6. Crimes involving moral turpitude, which include: 

• Dishonesty; fraud; deceit; theft; misrepresentation; 

• Deliberate violence; 

• Base, vile, or depraved acts that are intended to arouse 

or gratify the sexual desire of the actor; 

• Felony possession or conspiracy to possess, or any mis-

demeanor or felony transfer, sale, distribution, or con-

spiracy to transfer, sell, or distribute any controlled sub-

stance defined in Chapter 481 of the Health and Safety 

Code; or 

• Felony driving while intoxicated (DWI). 

The requirement to report a conviction or deferred adjudication 

shall not apply to minor traffic offenses. 

Being convicted of or receiving adjudication for a crime shall not be 

an automatic basis for termination. The District shall consider the 

following factors in determining what action, if any, should be taken 

against an employee who receives deferred adjudication or is con-

victed of a crime during employment with the District: 

1. The nature of the offense. 
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2. The date of the offense. 

3. The relationship between the offense and the position to 

which the employee is assigned. 

Each employee shall adhere to District safety rules and regulations 

and shall report unsafe conditions or practices to the appropriate 

supervisor. 

An employee’s dress and grooming shall be clean, neat, in a man-

ner appropriate for his or her assignment, and in accordance with 

any additional standards established by his or her supervisor.

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The District shall establish a parent portal on the District’s website 
through which parents may submit comments to campus adminis-
trators, District administrators, and the Board. 

The Superintendent shall develop administrative regulations re-
lated to the portal, including placement on the District or campus 
websites and how campus or District administrators are to address 
comments received from parents through the portal. 

The objectives of this policy are that: 

1. Biological females and males and sex-specific spaces are safe-
guarded;  

2. District privacy facilities such as bathrooms, locker rooms, and 
changing facilities are separated by biological sex;  

3. The pronouns used for persons on campus are consistent with the 
biological sex of the person;  

4. Gender fluidity content is excluded from the classroom and instruc-
tional materials and District staff will not teach, instruct, train, pro-
mote, or share information about, gender fluidity or otherwise re-
quire any student or other District staff to adopt, support, or 
otherwise promote gender fluidity; and  

5. District staff will not diagnose or treat gender dysphoria and will re-
spect the right of the parent to determine what is best for the wel-
fare of their child.  

Compliance with this policy does not constitute bullying or harass-
ment under District policy.

A person standing in parental relation is one who is registered as a 
parent or legal guardian in the records of the District.

District staff will not teach, instruct, train, promote, or share infor-
mation about gender fluidity, nor will they require any student or 
other District staff to adopt, support, or otherwise promote gender 
fluidity.

Except to the extent prohibited by law or in cases of suspected 
abuse, District staff shall promptly notify parents if their child re-
quests to:

Consideration and approval of key components of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 
for BakerRipley Head Start Prekindergarten 3 (PK3) program and Fort Bend ISD (FBISD).   
 

 

Summary/Background 
During the 2025-26 school year, Fort Bend ISD and BakerRipley engaged in a partnership 
to create a program for three-year-old children (PK3) at designated campuses within the 
district. The initial collaboration established eleven PK3 Head Start classrooms. The 
partnership has allowed Fort Bend ISD and BakerRipley to successfully launch PK3 Head Start 
classrooms in the district by expanding the early childhood program and offering young 
learners access to enriching academic environments, while also attracting 
and retaining families within our school communities. Due to the success of the first year of 
implementation, Fort Bend ISD would like to expand the partnership with BakerRipley.  
 
During the 2026-27 school year, we will add one PK3 Head Start classrooms. Approval of 
this revised MOU will enable BakerRipley and Fort Bend ISD to open these additional PK3 
classrooms in August 2026 while refining aspects of our partnership after engaging in 
collaboration for one year.   
 
The additional proposed classroom – 1 bilingual - will primarily serve children from Burton 
Elementary, in addition to the already existing six campuses.  
 
Cost  
During the 2025-26 school year, BakerRipley invested $1,328,500 to cover co-teachers, 
support staff, and supplies/materials for age-appropriate classrooms. Fort Bend ISD will 
continue to fund the certified teachers and classroom technology while BakerRipley will 
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continue to cover the cost of co-teachers, support staff, and supplies/materials for age-
appropriate classrooms in accordance with approved expansion plans.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
between 

BAKERRIPLEY 
and 

FORT BEND INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT 
 
 

The purpose of this MOU is to establish a collaboration agreement between the parties to provide publicly 
funded prekindergarten three (Early Head Start) education to children who are residents of Fort Bend ISD 
(“Services”). 

 
1. PARTIES OF MOU: This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is made by and between BakerRipley, 

(“Agency”) and Fort Bend ISD (“FBISD”). Agency contract number 11420. 

2. TERM AND TERMINATION OF MOU 
a. This MOU shall commence on June 1, 2026 and shall remain in effect until May 31, 2028, unless 

terminated by either party. 
b. This MOU may be terminated as follows: 

i. By either party, without cause, by providing the other party thirty (30) days advance 
written notice; 

ii. By FBISD if Agency commits a material breach of any of the terms of this MOU and 
such breach is not cured within 15 days after written notice to cure; 

iii. By Agency if FBISD commits a material breach of any of the terms of this MOU and 
such breach is not cured within 15 days after written notice to cure; and 

iv. In the case of termination, each party shall be responsible for its own costs, expenses 
and third-party contractual obligations up to the time of termination. 

3. AGREEMENTS OF FBISD 
a. FBISD hereby agrees to the following general obligations: 

i. FBISD shall 
1. Designate a point of contact for monthly communication regarding the 

partnership. 

2. Collect and share contact and demographic information with Agency for the 

purpose of assessing eligibility for and enrolling families in the program. 

3. Provide eleven (12) classrooms at Head Start collaboration locations. 

4. Provide administrative space for two (2) staff at all Head Start collaboration 

locations. 

5. Allow Head Start Provider Staff access to designated FBISD Locations to 

provide or facilitate Content Area Services. 

6. Provide one Texas Education Agency (TEA) certified Early Childhood teacher 
per collaboration classroom. 

7. Lead assessments in line with FBISD protocols and share results with the 
Agency. 

8. Provide instructional support to collaboration classrooms to align instruction 
based on state High-Quality Pre-K Components and Head Start requirements. 
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9. Provide classroom, teacher, and co-teacher technology access and hardware 

for each collaboration classroom. 

10. Serve as Local Education Agency and provide Special Education services 
including: 

a. A Full Initial and Individual Evaluation or recommended assessment for 
students suspected of having disabilities in compliance with IDEA 
regulations, including district timelines. 

b. Provide a copy of the assessment and written report of eligibility and 
ARD/IEP committee document for each Head Start child evaluated by 
FBISD with release of information form signed by parent or guardian. 

c. Include Agency staff in Arrival, Review, and Dismissal/Individualized 
Education Program (ARD/IEP) committee meetings with release from 
parents. 

d. Notify Agency staff and parent(s) of the date and time of school districts 
ARD/IEP committee meetings if the child has been identified as a 
Program student. 

e. Recommend services at the FBISD ARD/IEP committee meeting 
including Early Childhood Special Education (ECSE) itinerant teacher, 
transportation, and other related services, as agreed upon. 

f. Provide periodic progress report for Program children receiving special 
education services while participating in collaboration classrooms 
located within the district. 

11. Provide transportation services including: 
a. Activities for children exiting Head Start (PK3) and entering 

prekindergarten 4-year-old (PK4). 
b. Share children’s education records, including screening and 

assessment results with written consent from parent of legal guardian. 
c. Educate parents at collaboration sites about prekindergarten, school 

district expectations, and parent’s responsibilities, schedules 
permitting. 

d. Meet with collaboration site staff annually to address school readiness, 
school district expectations, and transition activities. 

12. FBISD shall assume oversight and accountability over Agency’s property, 
including but not limited to: 

a. Furniture and educational materials. 
13. FBISD shall take responsibility for any newly purchased lost, broken, or 

damaged furniture and/or educational materials included in the Agency’s 
inventory provided in June of each school year. 

14. FBISD shall supply essential classroom supplies and technology for the 
classrooms (access to copy machine, paper, office supplies, etc.) 

15. FBISD shall provide Agency with access to students’ demographic and 
performance data. 

16. FBISD shall provide access to FBISD facilities for required audits and appraisal 
services, to keep the Agency in compliance with Federal mandates during non-
instructional days or escort by BakerRipley managers, after contractors follow 
visitor check-in procedures at each site. 
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AGREEMENTS OF AGENCY 
b. Agency hereby agrees to the following general obligations: 

i. Agency shall: 
1. Provide FBISD with access to students’ and families’ Head Start collected data, 

including, upon request, any portion(s) of OHS Program Performance Summary 
Reports that cover academic outcomes for children in the program. 

2. Designate a point of contact for monthly communication regarding the 

partnership. 

3. Offer Head Start programming services to FBISD families in prekindergarten 

classrooms for three-year-olds. 

4. Identify a minimum number of fifteen (15) Head Start eligible children, up to a 

maximum of seventeen (17) Head Start eligible children, for each 

prekindergarten session, and work with FBISD to group the Head Start eligible 

children together in a "collaboration" classroom. 

5. Provide one co-teacher per collaborative classroom, credentialed with a 
minimum of an associate (AA) degree. 

6. Provide comprehensive social and enrichment services to the Program children 
and families and provide referrals to services such as, but not limited to, case 
management, medical and dental services, full-day childcare, parent education, 
and adult basic skills training. 

7. Agency teaching staff and FBISD-funded teachers shared the responsibility to 
administer all student assessments, in agreement to Head Start and TEA 
requirements. 

8. Administer the CIRCLE assessment three times a year in collaboration with 
FBISD teachers. 

9. Serve enrolled children with suspected or confirmed disabilities according to 
the guidelines set forth by FBISD and refer children with suspected 
disabilities to FBISD for evaluation. 

10. Share beginning-of-the-year and end-of-the-year data regarding family 

services activities with FBISD, including survey results, goal setting data, and 

resources provided to the collaborative classrooms. 

11. Assign a writer who will be collaborating with FBISD staff in adapting the 

existing FBISD curriculum for prekindergarten three classrooms that aligns to 

the then-current Texas PreK Guidelines. 

12. Agency shall provide the following: 

a. Two (2) operations managers, 

b. Four (4) family development workers, 

c. Twelve (12) co-teachers, 

d. Professional learning and technical assistance for staff, 

e. Create project management and communication systems aligned to 

the PreK4 program and designated to keep all stakeholders 

proactively informed and engaged, 
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f. Provide furniture and educational instructional materials for any newly 

established classrooms for the 26-27 school year. 

13. Agency shall not assume responsibility for suppling additional furniture and 

educational materials for classrooms that go beyond the agreed-upon furniture 

list. 

4. MUTUAL AGREEMENTS 
a. Agency and FBISD shall 

i. Recognize and support a determination that Agency’s personnel to the FBISD 

campus(es) and/or collaboration classrooms are assigned under this MOU to a 

campus meeting the criteria of Education Code § 12.057(b-1), in that Agency is also a 

“charter holder” under § 12.1012, for purposes of Agency’s personnel qualifying for 

membership in the Teacher Retirement System of Texas. 

ii. Designate points of contact at the administrative office and school levels for monthly 

communication with Agency. 

iii. Collaboratively create and implement the following 

1. Annual vision, mission, and goals for their partnership, including daily 

operations. 

2. A comprehensive Collaboration Manual to be reviewed and updated annually. 

3.  Co-create job descriptions for collaboration site staff, screening and 

recruitment of teachers and co-teachers employed in all collaboration 

classrooms. 

4.  Co-design curriculum, assessment, lesson plans, daily activities, and 

schedules for the classes ensure compliance with Head Start and Fort Bend 

ISD expectations that are with goals and objectives aligned with the then-

current Texas Prekindergarten Guidelines and Head Start standards. 

iv. Plan and implement organized parent involvement activities including parenting skills, 

financial education, transition activities, and required program governance monthly 

meetings. 

v. Work collaboratively to spread awareness about the Program to recruit families and 

staff. 

vi. Establish a procedure to collect registration information on potential Head Start eligible 

children who enroll in district’s pre-kindergarten and dually enroll students with Agency 

and FBISD. 

1. Note: In accordance with Head Start Program Performance Standards, 

seventeen (17) is the maximum number of 3-year-old students permitted in the 

collaborative classroom. 

vii. Create a system to share information with each other regarding the children enrolled in 

the collaborative classroom to identify eligible children by age, income, and service 

areas including reports: 

1. Registration documents 

2. Health related records 

3. Proof of income 

4. Disability records (if identified) 
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5. Enrollment 

6. Attendance 

7. Assessment results 

8. Observation results 

9. Family Data 

 
viii. Protect the confidentiality of information in accordance with the Federal Educational 

Records Privacy Act (FERPA) and/or the Head Start Program Performance Standards 

located at 45 CFR Section 1303.20-1303.24 as appropriate. 

ix. Work together to ensure collaboration classroom staff receive FBISD and Agency 

required professional development opportunities offered by each party as well as 

external organizations to the extent feasible, including degree completion 

sponsored through partnership with University of Houston-Clear Lake (UHCL). 

x. Plan and participate in parent orientations and/or parent information sessions. 

xi. Work together to identify gaps in early childhood education offerings within the FBISD 

area and plan additional programing collaboratively avoiding duplication of efforts 

and/or creating internal competition among both entities during the recruitment and 

registration of families and students.

MOU, HOWEVER EACH PARTY SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR FUNDING ITS OWN OBLIGATIONS 
HEREUNDER. NO AMOUNT SHALL EVER BE DUE OR OWED BETWEEN THE PARTIES UNDER THIS 
MOU. 
5. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

a. Assignment. This MOU shall not be assignable by either party, nor shall any interest be 
assignable, except upon written consent of the other party, which shall not be unreasonably 
withheld. 

 
b. Interpretation and Governing Law. This MOU shall not be construed against the party who 

prepared it but shall be construed as though prepared by both parties. This MOU shall be 
construed, interpreted, and governed by the laws of the State of Texas. 

c. Severability. If any portion of this MOU is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be 
invalid or unenforceable such portion shall be deemed severed from this MOU and the remaining 
parts shall continue in full force as though such invalid or unenforceable provision had not been 
part of this MOU. 

d. Parties Bound. No officer, director, shareholder, employee, agent, or other person authorized 
to act for and on behalf of either party shall be personally liable for any obligation, express or 
implied, hereunder. 

e. NOTICES. Service of all notices under this MOU shall be sufficient if given personally or mailed 
to the party involved at its respective address herein set forth, or at such address as such party 
may provide in writing from time to time. Any such notice mailed to such address shall be

their respective successors and assigns. FBISD’s obligations under this section shall survive 
any termination of this MOU. 

 
i. Equal Employment Opportunity – Both parties shall comply with E.O. 11246, "Equal

Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity," and as supplemented by regulations at 41 CFR part

j. Debarment and Suspension. – FBISD hereby represents and warrants that they have not been 
debarred, suspended, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from any federal procurement 
or non-procurement programs or agencies, as of the effective date of this Contract, agrees to 
not knowingly perform any act that shall cause FBISD to be excluded during the term of this 
Contract, and further agrees to notify Agency immediately if FBISD becomes debarred, 
excluded, suspended, ineligible or voluntarily excluded during the term of this Contract.

with all applicable Federal and State anti-discrimination laws. 

o. Relationship Between Parties. FBISD is not an employee of Agency. Nothing contained in this 
MOU will be deemed or construed to create an employer/employee relationship between Agency 
and FBISD. FBISD will have no authority to create any obligation or make representations or 
warranty binding on Agency. All personnel supplied by FBISD in connection with this 
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MOU will be deemed employees, agents, or subcontractors of FBISD and will not be considered 
employees, agents, subcontractors, or volunteers of Agency for any purpose whatsoever. 
FBISD alone is responsible for FBISD work, direction, compensation and personal conduct. 
Nothing included in any provision of this MOU shall impose any liability or duty upon Agency in 
any capacity whatsoever, or make Agency liable for the acts, omissions, liabilities, or obligations, 
of whatsoever nature, of FBISD or its personnel. 

 
Likewise, Agency is not an employee of FBISD Nothing contained in this MOU will be deemed 
or construed to create an employer/employee relationship between Agency and FBISD. Agency 
will have no authority to create any obligation or make representations or warranty binding on 
FBISD. All personnel supplied by Agency in connection with this MOU will be deemed 
employees, agents, or subcontractors of Agency and will not be considered employees, 
agents, subcontractors, or volunteers of FBISD for any purpose whatsoever. Agency alone 
is responsible for Agency's work, direction, compensation and personal conduct. Nothing 
included in any provision of this MOU shall impose any liability or duty upon FBISD in any 
capacity whatsoever, or make FBISD liable for the acts, omissions, liabilities, or obligations, of 
whatsoever nature, of Agency or its personnel. 

p. Compliance with Applicable Law- To the extent applicable, both parties shall fully comply 
with all provisions and reauthorizations of applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, 
regulations, and ordinances as applicable including but not limited to the Texas Education 
Code, the Texas Administrative Code, the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), 
the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), and the Family Educational Rights and 
Privacy Act (FERPA) and all laws specifically noted herein. Agency shall cooperate to ensure 
compliance with all practices and policies regarding criminal background checks as required by 
FBISD and in compliance with Texas law, including submission of information required to 
complete screenings and providing pre-service affidavits under Texas Education Code Section 
22A.055 as amended. 

 
q. Final Agreement. This MOU constitutes the final understanding and agreement between the 

parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior 
negotiations, understandings and agreements between the parties, whether written or oral. 

 
r. Disputes. The parties will use their best efforts to resolve any dispute arising out of this MOU 

among themselves in good faith. In the event such dispute cannot be resolved by good faith 
discussions between the parties, any such dispute shall be subject to FBISD’s complaint 
policy (GF Local or other policy designated by FBISD) and the timelines established in the 
policy. If a party is dissatisfied with the outcome of FBISD’s complaint process, then the 
Dispute shall be subject to mediation as condition precedent to litigation.

and no other person or entity shall have any rights hereunder or any right to bring an action 
hereon. There are no third-party beneficiaries of this MOU.

form was used, or solely because one or all parties to this MOU executed this MOU by means 
of an electronic record or electronic signature, as cited by COMMERCE & TRADE-Title 15 
U.S.C, Chapter 96, Subchapter I.

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EXHIBIT A: Memorandum of Understanding Rider 

Page 1 of 2 

The Fort Bend Independent School District (“District”) and BakerRipley (“Agency”) hereby enter into 

this Rider (“Rider”) on even date herewith to the attached Memoranda of Understanding (“MOU”) for the 

specific purpose of amending the MOU as follows: 

 

1. Controlling Provisions.  Notwithstanding any other provision in the MOU or any subsequent 

amendment to the MOU, the District and Vendor expressly agree that the provisions in the Rider 

control in the event of a conflict between the Rider and the MOU or any subsequent amendment 

to the MOU (hereinafter singularly and collectively referred to as “MOU”). 

 

2. Insurance 

 

a. Each Party shall maintain, at its own expense, insurance, or self-insurance sufficient to cover 

its respective liabilities arising from its acts or omissions under this MOU, consistent with 

Texas law and prudent risk management practices. The parties acknowledge that the District 

participate as a self-funded governmental entity in accordance with the laws of the state of 

Texas.  

b. Throughout the term of this MOU, Agency shall maintain, at its sole cost and expense, a policy 

or policies of  

i. Comprehensive General Liability (“CGL”) insurance with limits of not less than 

$1,000,000.00 per occurrence, including $2,000,000.00 aggregate, $1,000,000 for personal 

injury, $500,000 for fire damage, and $5,000 for medical payments. Such coverage shall 

include but not be limited to normal and customary coverages under CGL policies, 

coverages for products, completed operations, independent contractors, broad form 

property damage, pollution, and blanket contractual liability coverages. Any XCU 

exclusions must be removed when underground work is performed.  

ii. Automobile Liability Coverage insurance covering any automobile used or hired by 

Agency or Agency’s employees, contractors, or affiliates in a combined single limit of 

$1,000,000.  

iii. Workers’ Compensation (“WC”) insurance in an amount that complies with the 

requirements of the Texas Workers' Compensation Act, and Employer’s Liability in the 

amount of $1,000,000.00 

iv. Abuse and Molestation insurance coverage applicable to services involving minors and 

students, whether provided as a separate policy or endorsed to the CGL policy, with limits 

not less than $1,000,000.00 per occurrence. Such coverage shall not exclude claims arising 

from negligent hiring, supervision, training, or retention.  

 

All such policy or policies shall be written by an insurance company or companies 

reasonably satisfactory to FBISD, licensed to do business in the State of Texas, and shall 

have a Best’s Key rating of at least “A-X.” 

 

c. Agency shall list the District as an additional insured under the insurance policy or policies. 

Policies shall include a waiver of subrogation in favor of the District.  

 

d. Agency shall provide FBISD, thirty (30) days prior to commencement of performance of this 

MOU, a certificate or certificate(s) of insurance evidencing required insurance coverage, 

documented by a Texas Acord Form 25, which shall display that the District is an additional 
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insured. Throughout the term of this MOU, Agency shall provide an updated certificate of 

insurance coverage upon expiration of the current certificate.  

 

e. Agency will insure its own equipment.  

 

f. If any required coverage is written on a claims-made basis, Agency shall ensure that:  

 

i. The retroactive date precedes the effective date of this Agreement; and 

ii. Continuous coverage is maintained during the term of this Agreement and for at least two 

(2) years following completion of services; or 

iii. An extended reporting period endorsement is obtained 

Evidence of such coverage shall be furnished upon request.  

 

g. Agency represents that it has implemented appropriate policies and procedures for the 

screening, supervision, and training of personnel working with minors. 

 

h. The insurance requirements of this Paragraph are a condition precedent to this MOU, without 

the fulfillment of which FBISD would not enter into this MOU. These requirements cannot be 

waived by conduct or statement of any District employee unless such a waiver is expressly 

made in writing and signed by the Superintendent. If the insurance requirements are not strictly 

maintained, in addition to any other available remedies, the District may immediately terminate 

this MOU.  

 

3. Modifications / Amendments.  The MOU, including this Rider, its terms, covenants, and 

conditions may be modified only in writing and witnessed by an amendment executed by both 

parties. 

 

4. Counterparts.  The MOU, including this Rider, may be executed in any number of counterparts, 

each of which will for all purposes be deemed an original, but all of which together will constitute 

one and the same document. 

 

Having agreed to the foregoing terms, and with the intention of being bound, the parties have 

executed this Rider as part of the MOU as of the dates shown below.

The attached form provided by the Texas 
Education Agency serves as FBISD’s confirmation of our use of IMA funds and methods for 
covering 100% of the TEKS. The submission of the form requires the Board of Trustees to 
approve, sign, and have a district representative submit the form electronically.

• District IMA funds will be used to purchase materials adopted and board-approved 
through previous proclamations;

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Survey Prework Form  
2026–27 Certification of Provision of Instructional Materials   
In accordance with Texas Education Code (TEC) §31.1011 local school systems are required to 
annually certify to the State Board of Education (SBOE) and TEA commissioner that students have 
access to instructional materials covering all Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) for all 
required subjects, except physical education.  

Additionally, school systems are required to certify that they protect against access to obscene or 
harmful content in compliance with the requirements for certification under the (i) the Children's 
Internet Protection Act (Pub. L. No. 106-554); (ii) TEC, Section 28.0022; (iii) Section 43.22, Penal 
Code; and (iv) any other law or regulation that protects students from obscene or harmful content. 
The Certification 2026–27 Survey includes a section for school systems to certify they meet this 
requirement. 

TEA utilizes the following tools for the Certification of Provision of Instructional Materials process: 

• Certification 2026–27 Prework Form: The prework form is a fillable and printable PDF 
intended to mirror the online survey and provide guidance for successful survey 
completion. The prework form should be completed offline and presented to the board of 
trustees or governing body for ratification and signatures.

On March 27, 2023, the Board approved RFP 23-022AR for a GPS system supporting the 
District’s fleet of vehicles. This contract expires in April 2026. The Fort Bend ISD GPS system 
provides real-time tracking, speed monitoring, and vehicle location capabilities that are 
essential for emergency response, incident investigation, and driver performance oversight. 
Since implementation, the GPS system has supported safe, efficient, and accountable yellow 
and white fleet operations.  
 

The discontinuation of this service would significantly reduce the District’s ability to monitor 
fleet activity, respond promptly to safety incidents, and mitigate operational and liability risks. 
By continuing this service, the District will support fleet tracking and monitoring across the 
Warehouse, Risk Management, Police, Transportation, Child Nutrition, Facilities, Career and 
Technical Education, and IT Departments.

Summary/Background 
 
On July 19, 2021, the Board approved RFP 21084TA, Radio Equipment and Related Items and 
Services, which authorized the purchase of campus and department radio equipment and 

associated services for the District. This contract is scheduled to expire in July 2026 and will be 

replaced by Contract 26059RA, Handheld Two-way Radios, Equipment, and Related Items and 
Services. 
 
Two-way radios are essential for ensuring the District’s ability to maintain clear, reliable, and 

immediate communication during both routine emergency situations. Unlike cell phones and 
other consumer communication tools, two-way radios provide instant push-to-talk 
functionality, increased durability, and uninterrupted service when commercial networks 
experience failure or congestion. During emergencies such as severe weather events, power 

outages, security threats, or evacuation scenarios, rapid and dependable communication is 
critical to safeguarding students, staff, and district operations. 

 

In an emergency, staff can coordinate actions in real time, streamline decision-making, and 

relay urgent information without delay. Cellular networks can sometimes become unreliable 
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during crises, creating communication gaps that could compromise safety. This contract will 
help strengthen the District’s communication capabilities, enhance staff and student safety, 

and support emergency preparedness. The reliability of these radios during critical situations 

makes them an indispensable component of the District’s safety and emergency response 
infrastructure. 

This contract seeks approval under relevant statutes, including Chapter 44, § 44.031(a) of the 

Texas Education Code and Chapter 791, Interlocal Cooperation Act, along with Board Policies 

CH (LEGAL) and CH (LOCAL) for purchasing goods and services. The Board of Trustees must 
approve proposal awards worth $50,000 or more.

On October 19, 2020, the Board approved RFP 21-004AR digital radios, airtime services, 
equipment, and related services, which is set to expire in April 2026. To ensure continuity of 
service and avoid any disruption in airtime services and radio maintenance, Fort Bend ISD 
issued RFP 26-042AR on December 21, 2025.  
 
The Transportation Department relies on districtwide digital radio communications to 
support the daily, safe, and efficient operation of student transportation services. Digital 
radios serve as the primary communication method for bus drivers, dispatchers, supervisors, 
and maintenance staff, enabling real-time coordination for route operations, student safety 
incidents, vehicle breakdowns, weather-related events, emergencies, and special education 
transportation needs. 
 
Reliable communication is critical to maintaining student safety and operational continuity 
across Fort Bend ISD’s geographically expansive service area. Continued access to dependable 
airtime services, equipment maintenance, programming, replacement parts, and related 
components is essential to ensure uninterrupted communication, compliance with district 
safety protocols, and timely response to operational issues. 
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An evaluation team comprised of Fort Bend ISD staff members from the Business and Finance, 
and the Transportation departments evaluated the proposals. The district applied the “Best

The 2023 Bond Program includes Field House & Athletics Renovations (BP012) at the 
following campuses: Austin HS, Bush HS, Dulles HS, Elkins HS, Hightower HS, Kempner HS, 
Marshall HS, Ridge Point HS, Travis HS, and Willowridge HS. 
 
On June 26, 2023, the Board of Trustees (BOT) approved all project budgets for the 2023 
Bond Program. BOT also approved Pfluger Architects as the architect of record to design and 
prepare construction documents for Field House & Athletics Renovations (BP012). 
 
On October 21, 2024, the BOT approved realigning the Turf & Athletics Package (BP010) and 
Field House & Athletics Renovations (BP012) within the approved budgets. 
 
The Competitive Sealed Proposal (CSP) solicitation, CSP 26-028KB, requested bids for Field 
House & Athletics Renovations (BP012) at Multiple Campuses. There were five valid 
submissions in response to the CSP.

Summary/Background 
 
On March 15, 2022, the Board approved 21-039KB-Clinic Supplies, Equipment, and Related 
Items, which is scheduled to expire in April 2026. To ensure uninterrupted availability of 
essential medical supplies and equipment for all District clinics, Fort Bend ISD issued RFP 26-
038KB for Clinic Supplies, Equipment and Related Items on December 11, 2025. This contract 
will support the procurement of commonly purchased items, used by Special Education and 
campus nurses include, but not limited to, glucose monitors, blood pressure cuffs, 
wheelchairs, Automated External Defibrillators (AED), Stop the Bleed kits, disposable under 
pads (changing pads), adult size wipes, etc. needed to maintain safe and compliant clinic 
operations across all District campuses.

Summary/Background 
 
On December 4, 2025, the District issued RFP 26-044KB to solicit proposals from qualified 
vendors to provide Physical Education (PE) Uniforms, Spirit Wear Apparel, and Related Items.  

Physical Education (PE) uniforms are used by secondary campuses to ensure students dress 
out in appropriate attire for physical activity, as required by the TEKS. The standard PE 
uniform typically includes a cotton T-shirt with the school logo and mesh athletic shorts. Some 
campuses may also offer optional upgrades such as moisture wick shirts or sweatpants. These 
uniforms are provided as a convenient and affordable option for students to obtain the proper 
clothing needed for participation in physical education activities. 

Spirit Wear Apparel and other Related Items are essential to the campuses ability to have 
fundraisers for their initiatives and club activities. Some of the vendors offer incentives and 
rebates that give the campuses the opportunity to maximize revenue generation. Also, with 
the district’s new branding standards, FBISD campuses will be able to provide these vendors 
with official FBISD logos, fonts and colors that must be adhered to for brand consistency 
regardless of which awarded vendor is selected.

Summary/Background 
 
The Police Department is requesting approval to procure software solutions and related 
services from Versaterm Public Safety US, Inc. to enhance campus safety operations, incident 
documentation, records management, analytics, and coordination among district safety 
personnel. The District requires an integrated Computer Aided Dispatch and Records 
Management System (CAD/RMS) capable of supporting incident reporting and case 
management, secure records documentation, real-time situational awareness, compliance 
reporting, secure data sharing with authorized agencies, and data handling consistent with 
Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) standards, where applicable. The District’s 
current solution does not fully meet operational needs in some critical areas. 
 
The proposed CAD/RMS will strengthen operational efficiency by unifying dispatch, reporting, 
and resource management within a single platform, reducing manual processes and 
improving response coordination. It also enhances long term effectiveness through reliable 
analytics, audit trails, and standardized reporting to support strategic planning and risk 
mitigation. 
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This solution ensures continued compliance with the federal requirement that law 
enforcement agencies submit annual crime statistics through the National Incident-Based 
Reporting System (NIBRS). The prior records management system no longer adequately 
supports the District’s operational and reporting needs. The proposed platform provides full 
NIBRS compatibility and strengthens data integrity and reporting accuracy. 
 
Versaterm’s platform is widely used by public safety agencies and supports interoperability 
with local partners. Implementing this solution will enhance information exchange, improve data 

consistency, and establish standardized reporting and audit controls across the department. The 
solution supports secure data management practices consistent with CJIS requirements, 
student data privacy standards, and role-based access controls with audit logging. 
 
This contract seeks approval under relevant statutes, including Chapter 44, § 44.031(a) of the 
Texas Education Code and Chapter 791, Interlocal Cooperation Act, along with Board Policies 
CH (LEGAL) and CH (LOCAL) for purchasing goods and services. The Board of Trustees must 
approve proposal awards worth $50,000 or more.
