 THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into as of this ____ day of May, 2018, 
by and between the undersigned School Districts, Educational Service Units or other 
Educational Institutions, all being bodies politic and corporate. 

WITNESSETH: 
 

 WHEREAS, the Parties hereto desire to enter into an Agreement pursuant to the 
Nebraska Interlocal Cooperation Act, Neb. Rev. Stat. 13-801 et seq. (Reissue 1997), as 
now existing or hereinafter amended, and other laws, to establish, maintain, and operate a 
FCS Program (“Program”) for students of Ravenna Public Schools, as applicable by, 
through and as a part of this arrangement; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the members have agreed to cooperatively provide such Program, 
and desire to reduce the terms and conditions of such Agreement to writing; 
 
 NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and the terms 
and conditions hereinafter set forth, the Parties covenant and agree as follows: 
 
 1.  INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT.  The parties hereto agree, under Neb. Rev. 
Stat. 13-801, et seq. (Reissue 1997), and other Nebraska Laws to create and provide the 
Program as set forth herein, for use by the Partners or others as agreed.  The Program 
shall be managed and controlled in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.  As 
deemed necessary and appropriate, the governing body of each Member, hereinafter 
referred to as the “Member Governing Body” shall approve this Agreement by resolution, 
and provide a copy to each Member.  
 
 2.  GOVERNANCE AND PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION.  The Members 
agree that Jeff Anderson, whose office and business is at 606 4th St., Fullerton, Nebraska, 
in addition to being a Partner, shall also be the program Administrator (“Administrator”) 
or Managing Agent (“Managing Agent”).  The Administrator shall perform such duties as 
provided in this Agreement or as assigned and agreed to from time to time.  
 
 The Administrator shall have the following duties and in the performance thereof, 
shall seek input and advice from the Members: 
 

1. To develop policy and procedural recommendations for the Program, 
including, but not limited to capacity, eligibility criteria, structure, and 
content, etc; 

 
2. To administer, obtain and complete any required governmental approvals or 

contractual Agreement in order to conduct the Program; and, 
 

3. To establish and make member assessment and billing to fund the program 
budget, and to perform such other and further administrative or management 
functions as necessary or appropriate to transact all business of the 
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Partnership under this Agreement or as agreed to and assigned from time to 
time. 

 
The undersigned signatory for each Member represents and warrants that each 

Partner’s Governing Body has agreed to and shall make all payments, and pay all costs, 
fees, bills, assessments, and expenses for services rendered, or as otherwise required by 
this Agreement to the Administrator. 

 
3.  DURATION.  The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date the 

Agreement is entered into as shown above, and shall continue for a period of one (1) year 
through the 2018-2019 school year, and shall end by mutual agreement of the Parties on 
June 1, 2019; provided, however, the term of this Agreement may be extended by further 
Member agreement.  This Agreement shall be effective for all Members who have 
executed this instrument or a counterpart thereof. 

 
4.  LOCATION & STAFFING OF THE PROGRAM, ETC.  The Program 

shall be located and staffed as determined by the Administrator.  Certificated and other 
staff employed for the Program shall be compensated according to the negotiated 
agreement of the Managing District, employing Member or as otherwise determined and 
agreed.  Unless otherwise agreed, the Administrator or Managing District shall set up, 
administer the Program, provide the staff, and shall adopt a plan for other necessary 
items, supplies and equipment for the Program. 

 
5.  PROGRAM PAYMENT.  Unless otherwise agreed, Ravenna Public Schools 

shall pay Fullerton Public Schools for the 2018-19 school year as follows:  $250.00 per 
student, per semester.  First payment of $250.00 per student due on December 1, 2018.  
Second payment of $250.00 per student due on April 15, 2019.  Additional billable fees, 
due and payable at the conclusion of each academic term shall be limited to substitute 
teacher fees at $110 per day/$55 per half-day for a maximum of 10 days throughout the 
contract period and mileage reimbursement at the rate of 54.5¢ per mile, payable to either 
Fullerton Public Schools or to the teacher contracted by Fullerton Public Schools for 
travel to/from Ravenna Public Schools for on-site classroom visits or conferences. 
 

6.  EXPANSION OR DECREASE OF MEMBERSHIP.  Participation in the 
partnership, any expansion of services to other districts shall be at the discretion of and 
determined by the Administrator.  Any expansion or decrease in membership shall be 
according to a Member approved plan.  Any new Partner shall also be bound by all terms 
and conditions of this Agreement. 

 
7.  AMENDMENT OF AGREEMENT.  Unless otherwise provided herein, the 

Agreement may only be amended during the term of this agreement by mutual consent of 
the Partners. 

 
8.  GOVERNING LAW.  The Agreement shall be construed in accordance with 

and governed by the laws of the State of Nebraska. 
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9.  COUNTERPARTS.  This Agreement may be executed in two or more 
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall be 
one and the same instrument.

Extracurricular Drug Testing Program

The Ravenna Public School district supports and values student participation in 
extracurricular activities, but such participation in school district extracurricular 
activities is a privilege and not a right. Students in all extracurricular activities 
in grades 7-12 shall be subject to mandatory and random testing for the 
presence of alcohol, illegal drugs, and misused prescription drugs.

1. Purpose of Random Drug Testing

a. The school district has recognized that observed and     suspected 
drug and alcohol use and abuse has increased among the student 
population, including students participating in extracurricular  activities. 

b. The school district seeks to provide safe, drug-free schools.

c. The school district seeks to deter the use of illegal and prohibited 
drugs and alcohol among students.

d. The school district recognizes that students who use illegal and 
prohibited drugs pose a threat to the health and safety of themselves, 
other students, teachers, administrators, and other persons.

e. The school district finds that drug and alcohol use among the 
student body will be effectively addressed by making sure that the 
large number of students participating in extracurricular activities do 
not use drugs and alcohol.

1. Notice.  Each student who participates or seeks to participate in 
extracurricular activities shall be given a copy of this policy.  This policy may 
also be included in the student and activities handbooks.

1. Drug Testing Coordinator.  The Drug Testing Coordinator shall be the 
Secondary Principal, Activities Director, or his or her designee unless otherwise 
indicated.

1. Extracurricular Activities.  This policy applies to any activity that 
meets the guidelines of an extracurricular activity at the school district which 
includes but is not necessarily limited to the following:

1.       Students Who Are Required to Submit to Drug Testing

a. Grades.  All students in grades 7-12 who participate in any 
extracurricular activity are part of the pool subject to random drug 
testing.

b.  Consent.  A student and his or her parent(s)/guardian(s) must 
sign a consent form before the student shall be eligible to try out for, 
practice with, or participate in the extracurricular activity.  The 
consent form is attached to this policy.

c.  Selection Pool Eligibility.  Students shall remain in the selection 
pool for an entire calendar year (365 days) from the date the consent 
form is received by the school district except students who quit during 
the season. 

Random testing will be completed a minimum of 3 times per
year or as determined by the DTC.  Each selection pool will
consist of: 

Three students from 7th and 8th grades
Six students from 9th through 12th grades

 
d.  Withdrawal.  Students who have a consent form on file remain 

eligible for drug tests from the date the consent form is received by 
the school district and throughout the remainder of the school year or 
until the student files a Withdrawal of Student from Activity form 
signed by the student and his or her parent(s)/guardian(s).  Upon 
withdrawal, the student shall not be eligible to participate in any 
activity that is subject to drug testing for the remainder of the school 
year.  A student who files a Withdrawal of Student from Activity form 
after selected for a random drug test but before submitting to the test 
or after testing positive shall be ineligible to participate in any 
extracurricular activities for one calendar year from the date the 
Withdrawal of Student from Activity form is received by the Drug 
Testing Coordinator.



1. Drugs.  Students participating in extracurricular activities are prohibited 
from using, possessing, distributing, manufacturing, or having drugs present in 
their system.  “Drugs” means:

a. Any substance considered illegal by the Uniform Controlled 
Substances Act, Neb. Rev. Stat. § 28-401 et seq.
b. Any substance which is controlled by the Food and Drug 
Administration unless prescribed to the student by any licensed medical 
practitioner authorized to prescribe controlled substances or other 
prescription drugs;
c. Alcohol for any student under the age of 21.  Alcohol shall have the 
meaning as provided in NEB. REV. STAT. § 48-1902(1).

1. Testing Procedures 

a. Student Selection.  All students who participate in extracurricular 
activities and submit a consent form will be included in a master list and 
will be subject to random drug screening.  The master list shall be 
submitted to the company employed by the district to conduct the 
testing. 

b. Reasonable Suspicion Testing.  In addition to random drug 
testing, a student is subject to drug testing at any time when the Drug 
Testing Coordinator determines there is individualized reasonable 
suspicion based upon articulable facts to believe that the student has 
used a drug.  The Drug Testing Coordinator will notify the student and 
take the necessary steps to schedule a test as soon as practicable.  
Reasonable suspicion testing   may be used during school sponsored 
summer activities and camps. 

c. Parental Request.  Students who do not participate in 
extracurricular activities may be added to the random drug screening 
master list upon parental request.  Parent(s)/guardian's may also 
request that their student be subject to non-random drug screening.  The 
school will arrange for the test as soon as practicable.  The 
parent(s)/guardian(s) making a request under this subparagraph must 
submit a signed consent form and indicate which type of test is being 
requested.   Any cost associated with tests administered as a result of 
parental request must be paid by the parent(s)/guardian(s) in advance of 
the test.

d. Type of Test.  The school district reserves the right to utilize 
breath, saliva, hair or urinalysis testing procedures. Urine and oral 
fluid samples which screen positive will be confirmed by GC/MS. 



Positive saliva or breath alcohol tests will be confirmed by EBT 
(Evidential Breath Tester).  

e. Collection Site.  The Drug Testing Coordinator will designate the 
collection site at which student will provide specimens.  The 
collection site may be off the premises of the school district.   

f. Collection Procedures.  The school board will select a Drug 
Program Administrator (DPA).  The DPA shall randomly select the 
students subject to drug testing from the master list.  The DPA will 
maintain and follow generally accepted industry standards for 
collecting, maintaining, shipping, and accessing all specimens.  The 
DPA will seek to obtain the sample in a manner designed to insure 
accurate testing protocols while minimizing intrusion into a 
student’s privacy.  The DPA and the school district will provide a 
copy of the collection procedures upon request.

g. Drugs.  Students may be randomly tested for any drugs, including 
but not limited to alcohol, amphetamines, marijuana or 
cannabinoids, cocaine, methadone, methaqualone, propoxyphene, 
hallucinogens, opiates, phencyclidine, synthetic opiates and PCP, 
steroids, barbiturates, benzodiazepines, and any prescription drug 
that was obtained without proper authorization.

h. Results.  The DPA shall notify the student and the Drug Testing 
Coordinator of any positive test after the initial screening.  The 
school representative shall notify the student’s parents.  The DPA 
will use a secure method to transmit all positive test results to the 
DPA’s Medical Review Officer (MRO).  The MRO will be certified by 
an MRO accreditation body.  The MRO will be responsible for 
reviewing test results and determining whether the use of a 
substance identified by the sample analysis is from illicit use or a 
legitimate medical use.  Prior to making a final decision, the MRO 
or his or her assistant shall contact the student and his or 
parent(s)/guardian(s) to discuss the result either face-to-face or 
over the telephone.  If the MRO determines the test results are 
negative, no further action shall be taken against the student.  The 
MRO will report results of verified positives to the DPA.  The DPA 
shall then notify the Drug Testing Coordinator of the positive test 
result.  The Drug Testing Coordinator shall notify the student and 
his or her parent(s)/guardian(s) and any staff members 
responsible for implementing the consequences of this policy.

i. Request for a Retest.  A split specimen will be collected for all 
testing methods, with the exception of alcohol testing.  A positive 



alcohol test will be confirmed with an EBT device.  In the event of a 
positive test a split specimen will be tested at a second nationally 
certified laboratory from a list provided by the MRO. The school 
district will cover the cost associated with testing the split 
specimen.  The student will remain eligible pending the results of 
the split specimen test.  If the test is confirmed positive the 
student will begin any consequences associated with testing 
positive on the day the school district receives notice of the 
confirmed positive test.  

1. Negative Tests.  Students and their parents will receive verbal or 
written notice when the student’s test result is negative. 

1. Consequences for Testing Positive.  Whenever the test results 
indicate the presence of drugs, Drug Testing Coordinator shall schedule and 
hold a confidential meeting with the student, parent/guardian, and 
sponsor/coach.  Other members of the school’s administration may also attend 
the meeting.  At the meeting, the Drug Testing Coordinator shall explain the 
drug testing procedures and the policy of the district.  The consequences shall 
be as follows (All offenses are cumulative in grades 7-8.  Offenses that 
occur in grades 7-8 shall not count as offenses in grades 9-12.  All 
offenses are cumulative in grades 9-12):

a. First Offense

i. The student will be allowed to attend practice.   

ii.  The student will be ineligible to publicly perform in any 
extracurricular activity for 10 calendar days and a minimum of 1 
competition.  The day of the positive test result shall be the first 
day for counting purposes.  If the activity ends prior to the 10 
calendar days the consequence will carry over to the next 
activity.   

iii. The student shall attend drug and alcohol counseling or 
educational program at the student’s expense or as arranged or 
approved by the District Testing Coordinator. 

iv. The student will have a follow up test to be conducted in 
conjunction with the next random test.  This test will be 
conducted at the parent’s expense.  If the student were to test 
positive it will be considered a second offense.  If the student 
tests negative they will return to the random pool.  



b.    Second Offense

i. The student shall be allowed to attend practice.  

ii.  The student will be ineligible to publicly perform in any 
extracurricular activity for 20 calendar days and a minimum of 2 
competitions.  The day of the positive test result shall be the 
first day for counting purposes.  If the end of the activity 
precedes the end of the 20 days, the consequence will carry 
over to the next activity.

iii. The student shall obtain a drug and alcohol assessment at 
student’s expense from a certified substance abuse counselor or 
licensed mental health provider who holds a valid license that 
includes in its scope of practice the ability to administer 
substance abuse evaluations and/or treatment.  The student 
shall provide written proof of obtaining the assessment to the 
District Testing Coordinator.  The student is strongly encouraged 
to comply with the assessment recommendations.

 
iv.   The student will have a follow up test to be conducted in 

conjunction with the next random test.  This test will be 
conducted at the parent’s expense.  If the student were to test 
positive it will be considered a third offense.  If the student tests 
negative they will return to the random pool. 

c.    Third Offense

i. The student will be ineligible to practice or publicly perform in 
any extracurricular activity for one calendar year from the date of 
the third positive test or end upon graduation.  The day of the 
positive test result shall be the first day for counting purposes.   

ii. The student must submit to a district administered test and 
test negative before returning to activities.  

d.     Fourth Offense

i. The student will be ineligible to participate in any 
extracurricular   activity for the remainder of the student’s time at 
the school district. 



1. Refusal to Test. A student who refuses to submit to a drug test 
authorized under this policy, or fails or refuses to comply with any other 
provision of this policy, shall not be eligible to participate in any activities 
covered under this policy including all meetings, practices, performances and 
competitions for one calendar year.

1. Tampering. Tampering is the use of any agent or technique which is 
designed to avoid detection of a drug and/or compromise the integrity of a 
drug test and is prohibited.  This includes providing false urine samples (for 
example, urine substitution), contaminating the urine sample with chemicals or 
chemical products, the use of diuretics to dilute urine samples, and the use of 
masking.  If the Drug Testing Coordinator determines that a student tampered 
with a drug test, the student shall not be eligible to participate in any activities 
covered under this policy including all meetings, practices, performances and 
competitions for one calendar year.

1.  Maintenance of Records. All results of drug testing shall be 
confidential.  Procedures for maintaining confidentiality will be developed by 
the school district and the testing organization.  The Drug Testing Coordinator 
shall maintain records of positive tests in a secure location.  This information 
will not be available to anyone other than appropriate school personnel and 
parents.  This information will be destroyed upon the student’s graduation or 
one year after the student’s class graduates.  Under no circumstances will this 
information become a part of the student’s permanent file, nor will it be sent to 
another school when the student moves to another district or transfers to 
another school.  The school district will not share drug testing results with any 
law enforcement agencies.

1. Appeal. The school district will rely solely upon the opinion of the MRO 
to determine whether the positive test result was the result of the consumption 
of a drug.  There shall be no appeal of the test result to any school 
administrator or the board of education.

1.  Severability. If any portion of this policy is deemed to be contrary to 
the law of the state of Nebraska or the United States by judicial decision or an 
act of Congress, then only such portion or provision directly deemed to be 
unconstitutional shall be stricken, and the remainder of the policy shall remain 
in full force.

RAVENNA PUBLIC SCHOOLS 

 
 THIS CONTRACT is made by and between the Board of Education of 

Ravenna Public Schools, legally known as Buffalo County School District 
10-0069, and referred to as “the Board” and “the School District” respectively, 

and Dr. Ken Schroeder, referred to herein as “the Superintendent”.  In 
accordance with its action taken and recorded in the minutes of a duly advertised 

board meeting, the Board agrees to employ the Superintendent, and the 
Superintendent agrees to accept such employment, subject to the terms and 

conditions set forth herein. 
 

 Section 1. Term of Contract. The Superintendent shall be employed for 
a period of 2 year(s) beginning on July 1, 2017, and expiring on June 30, 2019.  

During each year of this contract, the Superintendent shall render at least 230 

working days of service in the performance of his duties as Superintendent.  
“Working days” typically will not include Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays, 

but it shall include all days on which the Superintendent actually and necessarily 
completes his contractual duties.  The Superintendent agrees to work sufficient 

hours and days to satisfactorily complete the duties of this contract.  The 
Superintendent shall keep complete and accurate records of his working days 

and shall provide the Board of Education with a report of his accumulated working 
days at least quarterly.   

 
 Section 2. Renewal of Contract.  If a Board representative does not 

inform the Superintendent in writing on or before the seventh day after the 
regular December board meeting of the Board’s intention to consider the 

nonrenewal or amendment of this contract, the contract will automatically renew 
for a period of one year from and after the expiration date provided in Section 

1 of this contract.  The Superintendent shall remind the Board in writing of this 

provision no later than its regular November meeting of each year of this 
contract and shall make the renewal of his employment contract an agenda item 

for the regular December board meeting during each year of this contract.  At 
the time of each contract renewal and/or amendment, the Superintendent shall 

be responsible for taking all necessary steps to insure that the School District 
has complied with the Superintendent Pay Transparency Act.  

 
Section 3. Salary.  The Superintendent’s salary for the contract year shall 

be $130,246.20 which shall be paid in 12 equal monthly installments beginning 
in the month of July 2018.  The Board shall not reduce the Superintendent's 

salary during the term of the contract, but may increase it and/or the benefits 
during the term of this contract, as an amendment to the contract, without the 

amendment constituting a new contract, requiring a hearing, or extending the 
term of this contract. 
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 Section 4.  Deductions.  This contract shall conform to the statutes and 
regulations governing deductions from compensation.  The Superintendent 

authorizes the District to deduct or withhold from each and every period of pay 
any amounts necessary to offset any damages caused by the Superintendent or 

the value of property or money entrusted to the Superintendent or owed by the 
Superintendent to the District during the course of or as a result of the 

Superintendent’s employment, if such property or money have not properly been 
returned to the District.  The school district shall withhold other deductions as 

the Superintendent and Board may agree. 
 

 Section 5. Professional Status. The Superintendent affirms that he is 
not under contract with any other board of education covering any part or all of 

the term provided in this contract.  Throughout the contract term, he will hold a 
valid and appropriate certificate to act as a superintendent of schools in the State 

of Nebraska which he will register and maintain on file in the school district’s 

central administrative office.  This contract shall not be valid and the Board will 
not compensate the Superintendent for any service performed prior to the date 

that he registers his certificate. The Superintendent represents that: (1) all 
information he provided in connection with his application for employment with 

the District was true and accurate at the time of application, and if there is or 
has been a material change in such information, he will advise the Board 

immediately; (2) he has never been convicted of or plead no contest to, a felony 
as defined in Title 92, Chapter 21, Sections 003.11 and 003.13 of the Nebraska 

Administrative Code (“Rule 21”), or any offense involving moral turpitude, abuse, 
neglect, or sexual misconduct, as defined in Title 92, Chapter 21, Sections 

003.12 and 003.13 of the Nebraska Administrative Code; and (3) he has not had 
any professional licenses or certificates suspended or revoked. 

 
 Section 6. Superintendent's Duties. The Superintendent’s duties shall 

be as prescribed by statute and by Board policies, rules, regulations and 

directives. The Superintendent agrees to devote his time, skill, labor and 
attention to his duties throughout the contract term.  He shall be subject to the 

direction and control of the Board at all times and shall perform such 
administrative duties as the Board assigns to his.  By agreement with the Board, 

he may undertake consultative work, speaking engagements, writing, lecturing, 
or other professional duties and obligations as long as they do not interfere with 

carrying out his duties and obligations to the school district.   
 

 Section 7.  Board-Superintendent Relationship. The Board shall be 
primarily responsible for formulating and adopting policy. The Superintendent 

shall be the chief administrative officer for the district and shall be responsible 
for implementing Board policy. He shall organize the administrative and 

supervisory staff, and select, place, and transfer personnel with the concurrence 
of the Board.  He is responsible for administering the instruction of students and 

the business affairs of the school district.  The Board members agree, individually 
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and collectively, to promptly refer all criticisms, complaints, and suggestions called 
to their attention to the Superintendent for action, study and/or 

recommendation, as appropriate. 

 Section 8.  Cancellation or Mid-Term Amendment.  The Board may 

cancel or amend this contract during its term for any of the following reasons:  
(a) the cancellation, termination, revocation, or suspension of the 

Superintendent’s certificate (Nebraska Administrative and Supervisory 
Certificate, or the Nebraska Professional Administrative and Supervisory 

Certificate) by the State Board of Education: (b) any of the reasons set forth in 
this contract; (c) the breach of any of the material provisions of this contract; 

(d) incompetence: (e) neglect of duty; (f) unprofessional conduct; (g) 
insubordination; (h) conduct involving moral turpitude;  (i) physical or mental 

incapacity: (j) immorality; (k) conviction of a felony; (l) any conduct that 
substantially interferes with the Superintendent’s continued performance of his 

duties; (m) any arrest, criminal charge, or criminal conviction of Superintendent 

or the failure to report the same; (n) any filing against the Superintendent under 
Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 43-247 or any other provision of the Nebraska Juvenile 

Code for child abuse and/or neglect or the failure to report the same; (o) 
knowingly falsifying school district records or documents; (p) misrepresentation 

of fact to the district and its personnel in the conduct of the district’s official 
business; (q) the use or possession of illegal drugs or controlled substances 

except as prescribed by a physician; or (r) being under the influence of illegal 
drugs, controlled substances, or alcohol while on school grounds, at school 

events, or in a vehicle owned, leased or contracted by the district except as 
prescribed by a physician.  The procedures for cancellation or amendment shall 

be in accordance with state statutes.  The parties agree that the Superintendent’s 
failure to comply with his duties under Section 2 (Renewal of Contract) or Section 

15 (Evaluation) shall constitute a material breach of this contract. 
  

 Section 9.  Disability.  If the Superintendent is unable to perform his 

duties by reason of illness, accident or other disability beyond his control, and 
the disability continues for a period of more than 90 days or if the disability is 

permanent, irreparable, or of such a nature as to make performance of his duties 
impossible, the Board may initiate action to cancel this contract, whereupon the 

respective rights, duties and obligations of the parties hereunder shall terminate, 
with the exception of any benefits to be paid to the Superintendent under any 

insurance coverage furnished by the district. 
 

 Section 10. Transportation. The Board shall provide the Superintendent 
with transportation or reimburse him for mileage required in the performance of 

his official duties at the then-current IRS rate.  
 

 Section 11.  Fringe Benefits.  The Board shall provide the 
Superintendent with the following fringe benefits:  
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a. Health Insurance.  Family health insurance that is provided 

to certificated staff through the District’s health insurance 
carrier. 

  
b. Dental Insurance.  Family dental insurance that is available 

to certificated staff through the District’s health insurance 
carrier. 

 
c. Life Insurance.  Term life insurance with a total death benefit 

of $50,000.00 with the option to purchase an additional 
$50,000 of coverage. 

 
d. Sick Leave.  The Superintendent shall be entitled to 10 days 

of sick leave per year which may accumulate to a total of 30 

days.  For purposes of the 2017-2018 year only, the 
Superintendent will receive a one-time credit of 10 additional 

days, meaning he will begin the 2017-2018 contract year with 
20 total sick days.  In each subsequent year, the 

Superintendent will be eligible for up to 10 days of sick leave 
unless otherwise capped by the 30-day limit on accrual. Sick 

leave may only be used for personal illness or as otherwise 
provided in District policy.  If the Superintendent qualifies for 

disability pay under the long-term disability policy, he shall be 
required to take the disability pay instead of sick leave pay.  

The Superintendent shall keep complete and accurate records 
of his sick days and shall provide the Board of Education with 

a report of his accumulated sick days at least quarterly.  The 
Superintendent shall not be compensated for unused days of 

sick leave upon the ending of his employment with the District.    

 
e. Disability Insurance.  The Superintendent shall purchase 

long-term disability insurance from the school district’s carrier 
at his own expense.  The Board will increase his salary by the 

amount of the premium cost. 
 

f. Professional Development.  The Superintendent is 
expected to continue his professional development and to 

participate in relevant learning experiences.  With the approval 
of the Board, he may attend appropriate professional meetings 

at the local, state, regional and national level; and the Board 
will pay for valid expenses of attendance.  If the 

Superintendent attends a national convention and does not 
return following the initial year of employment as 

Superintendent, the Superintendent agrees to repay the 
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District in full for national convention expenses paid by the 
District.   

 
g. Professional Dues.  The school district will pay the annual 

dues for the Superintendent’s membership in the following 
organizations: American Association of Superintendents; 

Nebraska Council of School Administrators. 
 

h. Physical Examination.  The Superintendent may voluntarily 
undergo a physical examination.  The Superintendent agrees 

that he will authorize the physician performing each such 
examination to provide the Board with all records, results and 

medical judgments of the examination. Up to $200 of the cost 
of such physical examination and physician's reports which are 

not paid for by the Superintendent's insurance coverage shall 

be paid by the District. 
  

i. Cell Phone.  The Superintendent shall be required to 
purchase and maintain a cellular phone so that he can be 

reached at all times for work-related emergencies or while 
away from school grounds during the work day.  The School 

District will reimburse the Superintendent up to a maximum 
of $100 per month for the actual cost of a cellular phone 

service plan. 
  

j. Expense Reimbursement.  The Board shall pay or 
reimburse the Superintendent for expenses that are actually, 

necessarily, and reasonably incurred in attending educational 
seminars, conventions, and workshops; conferences; training 

programs; official school functions, hearings or meetings, 

provided that (1) such payment or expense is authorized by 
the Local Government Miscellaneous Expenditures Act (Neb. 

Rev. Stat. § 13-2201 et seq.) or some other provision of law, 
and (2) the Superintendent shall secure the prior approval of 

the Board before incurring any such expense when the 
anticipated aggregate expense of any single event is 

$1,000.00 or more. 
 

 Section 12.  Principal Residence/Domicile in School District.  The 
Superintendent shall have his domicile and principal residence within the 

boundaries of the District as they exist on the first duty day for the 
Superintendent under the terms of this contract; and, the Superintendent shall 

maintain his domicile and residence within the boundaries of the District during 
the term of this agreement, or any renewal, amendment, or continuation thereof, 

except as otherwise provided herein.  If the Superintendent is in his first year of 
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employment with the District and does not have his domicile and principal place 
of residence within the District at the time of his employment, the 

Superintendent shall move his domicile and principal place of residence into the 
corporate limits of the District before the expiration of the first six months from 

the Superintendent’s first duty day under this contract.  It is the purpose of this 
paragraph to require the Superintendent to, at all times during such 

employment, live and maintain his domicile and principal place of residence in 
the District to encourage the Superintendent: (1) to be highly motivated and 

deeply committed to the District’s educational system; (2) to speak to and vote 
on ballot issues affecting the district as a legal voter of the school district; (3) to 

be involved in school and community activities bringing his in contact with 
parents and community leaders and be committed to the future of the district 

and its schools; (4) to be accessible to parents and students, and allow parents 
and students to become personally acquainted with the Superintendent; and, 

(5) to gain sympathy and understanding for the cultural basis of the community, 

and the social, economic, and environmental problems of the children of the 
school community and are thus less likely to be considered isolated from the 

community in which he is the educational leader.  
 

Section 13. No Penalty for Release or Resignation. There shall not be 
a penalty for the release or resignation of the Superintendent from this contract; 

provided no resignation shall become effective until the expiration of the contract 
unless it is accepted by the Board, and the Board shall fix the date at which the 

resignation shall take effect. 
 

 Section 14. Compensation Upon Termination and Credit for Accrued 
Vacation. Upon lawful termination of this contract for any reason, the 

compensation to be paid hereunder shall be an amount which bears the same 
ratio to the annual salary specified as the number of months or fraction thereof 

to the date of such termination bears to the 12 months in the annual salary 

period in which termination occurs. The Superintendent shall refund any portion 
of the salary he was paid but had not earned prior to the date of termination of 

this contract. He shall be paid for any unused vacation days at the daily 
compensation rate then in effect at the termination of employment. 

 
 Section 15.  Evaluation.  The Board shall evaluate the Superintendent 

twice during his first year of employment and at least once each year thereafter. 
The first evaluation during the first year of employment and the yearly 

evaluations after the first year of employment shall occur no later than the 
regular December meeting.  The Superintendent shall: remind the Board 

members in writing of this provision no later than its regular November 
meeting; make his evaluation an agenda item for the regular December board 

meeting during each year of this contract; and provide them with the written 
evaluation instrument that is on file with the Nebraska Department of Education.  
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 Section 16.  Legal Actions.  The Board will support the Superintendent 
if there is a legal dispute caused by his carrying out his duties properly.  If a 

legal action, including a professional practice complaint, is threatened or filed 
against the Superintendent as a result of his performance of his duties or his 

position as Superintendent of the district, the Board will provide his with a legal 
defense to the maximum extent permitted by law so long as he acted in good 

faith and in a manner which he reasonably believes to be in or not opposed to 
the best interests of the district and, with respect to any criminal action or 

proceeding, had no reasonable cause to believe that his conduct was unlawful. 
 

 Section 17.  Physical or Mental Examination.  The Superintendent 
agrees that, at the request of the Board, he will have a comprehensive physical 

and\or mental examination performed by one or more licensed physicians or 
psychologists of the Board's choosing during the term of this Contract.  In 

deference to the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act and HIPAA, 

the physician’s report to the Board must address whether the Superintendent is 
able to perform the “essential functions” of his position.  

 
 Section 18.  Disciplinary Action.  The parties agree that the Board 

president may place the Superintendent on paid leave by delivering written 
notice of the same when the Board president determines it is in the best interests 

of the school district to do so.  The paid leave shall continue unless and until a 
majority of the Board determines otherwise at a duly convened meeting.  The 

Board may suspend the Superintendent without pay for a period not to exceed 
thirty (30) working days.  Prior to suspending the Superintendent without pay, 

the Board president or secretary shall deliver a written notice to the 
Superintendent advising his of the alleged reasons for the proposed action and 

provided the opportunity to present his version of the facts.  Within seven 
calendar days after receipt of such notice, the Superintendent may make a 

written request to the secretary of the school board for a formal due process 

hearing under section 79-832.  If such a request is not delivered within such 
time, the action of the Board shall become final.  

 
 Section 19. Governing Laws. The parties shall be governed by all 

applicable state and federal laws, rules, and regulations in performance of their 
respective duties and obligations under this contact. 

 
 Section 20. Amendments to be in Writing. This contract may be 

modified or amended only by a writing duly authorized and executed by the 
Superintendent and the Board. 

 
 Section 21. Severability. If any portion of this contract is declared invalid 

or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, such declaration shall not 
affect the validity or enforcement of the remaining provisions of this contract.

Legislation 
Veto message suggests "unnecessary" 
 
Governor Ricketts has vetoed LB 998, introduced
by Walz, to create the Collaborative School
Behavioral and Mental Health Program.  The goal
of the program was to provide a social worker in
each ESU to train school personnel and to work
with parents, schools, behavioral and mental
health care providers and other community
resources to provide timely, effective and family-
centered services. 
 
Provided below is the message from the Governor explaining his
veto action.

Dear Mr. President and Members of the Legislature:
 
I am returning LB 998 without my signature and with my
objections.  While the goal of the bill is noble, the bill in its final
form misses the mark.  I share concern about the underlying
problem LB 998 is trying to address.  However, the legislation
creates a "one-size fits all" program and a state fund that merely
accepts private donations and passes those private dollars on to
a political subdivision.
 
LB 998 is not needed.  A private foundation could directly raise
and provide funds to the Educational Service Unit Coordinating

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Council ("ESUCC") or to individual Educational Service Units
("ESU"s).  Those entities would then have more discretion and
flexibility to connect with existing state and community resources
in their local areas to design locally-tailored programs.
 
As proposed by the bill, once $3.6 million in private donations are
received, the Educational Service Unit Coordinating Council must
hire staff and further distribute funding to individual ESUs to hire
social workers.  The ESUCC, which is created under existing law
as a political subdivision, would receive the money and operate
the program that is created in the bill.
 
LB 998 unnecessarily inserts the State between private funders
and the political subdivision receiving those donations.  Political
subdivisions may already accept donations. Instead of providing
additional services, the bill limits how an ESU may use private
funding.  The bill also creates another separate silo of mental
health services that is redundant to the existing efforts of the
Department of Health and Human Services Behavioral Health
Division at a time when we are trying to better coordinate a
system of care for delivery of these services.
 
Another problem created by LB 998 is that it would set a
precedent for the State to assume the obligation of running a
private grant program.  As proposed by the bill, the State provides
no funding for the program and no state agency has a role other
than to act as a budgetary pass-through entity.  As noted, LB 998
fails to coordinate with existing efforts and funding provided for
behavioral and mental health care services.
 
The bill is also unclear about how parents and guardians would
be involved in the consent and care of the student for screening,
referral, treatment, and payment for services that would be
created by this legislation.  Parental rights are paramount and
must have a clearly defined role in any state-sanctioned program
that impacts a child.
 
Taxpayers expect efficient and effective state services. Creating
duplicative and uncoordinated programs - even with private funds
- is irresponsible.  We can do better. Currently, several ESUs
have staff participating in the implementation of a comprehensive
Systems of Care model that is coordinated through the Division of
Behavioral Health.  Those efforts should be encouraged and not
potentially undermined with disparate and disconnected state
programs.
 
I have vetoed LB 998 as it is unnecessary.  The bill creates an
artificial need for a state cash fund, it fails to require coordination
with existing state behavioral and mental health care initiatives,
and it does not provide a clear and respectful role for the parents
and guardians of a minor child.

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During the two-year cycle of the 105th Legislature, there were 1136 bills introduced (667, First 
Session, 469 Second Session).  During the Second Session (2018), the Legislature passed 67 bills 
and eight appropriation (“A”) bills attached to certain measures. 
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I. Status of Significant Carryover Legislation 
 
At the conclusion of each 90-day legislative session, those legislative proposals that were not 
passed, withdrawn or indefinitely postponed automatically carryover to the succeeding 60-day 
session.  While many such “carryover” measures are monitored by NCSA, the following 
represent those that received legislative consideration in 2018. 
 
LB 44 (Watermeier) LB 44 would have created the Noncollecting Retailer Notice and Reporting 
Act.  A “noncollecting retailer” was defined as a retailer who sells taxable items to Nebraska 
purchasers and does not collect sales or use tax.  (The bill was debated on Final Reading on 
March 15th for about three hours and stalled; the bill is indefinitely postponed.) 
 
LB 295 (Smith) LB 295 would have created nonrefundable income tax credits for contributions 
to a scholarship-granting organization that provides education scholarships to eligible students to 
attend a private school in Nebraska.  The bill was advanced to General File on May 23, 2017, 
just prior to adjournment sine die.  LB 295 was designated as Senator Linehan’s priority bill for 
2018.  (The bill was debated on March 23rd for about three hours and did not advance; the bill 
is indefinitely postponed.) 
 
LB 548 (Lindstrom) Among other provisions, LB 548 would have permitted the OPS Board of 
Education to issue pension obligation bonds for payment of obligations to the retirement system 
without a vote of the electorate.  The bill was designated a 2018 priority bill for the Retirement 
Committee.  A special hearing was held on February 14th to re-purpose the bill.  (The bill was 
debated on April 4th for about three hours and did not advance; the bill is indefinitely 
postponed.) 
 
LB 595 (Groene) LB 595 would have allowed teachers and administrators to use necessary force 
or physical restraint to defend students, other teachers or administrators, or themselves and to use 
physical restraint to protect school property.  (The bill was debated on April 24, 2017 for about 
three hours and did not advance; the bill is indefinitely postponed.) 
 
LB 640 (Groene) LB 640 would have lowered the school district maximum levy and provide for 
“property tax relief aid” to supplement school funding via the Property Tax Relief Fund.  LB 640 
was designated as Senator Groene’s priority bill for 2018.  (The bill was debated on March 27th 
for about three hours and did not advance; the bill is indefinitely postponed.) 
 
LB 651 (Linehan) LB 651 would create the Nebraska Reading Improvement Act.  The bill 
provides requirements for school districts and NDE.  LB 651 was advanced to General File by a 
“floor pull” motion on May 2, 2017.  The bill was debated on May 11, 2017 for about three 
hours but did not advance.  (On March 21, 2018, a modified version of the bill was amended into 
LB 1081, the NDE technical cleanup bill.)  [Refer to LB 1081 below] 
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II. 2018 Legislation Stalled, General File 
 
The following legislation was debated but stalled on General File.  These measures were 
indefinitely postponed at the conclusion of the 2018 Session. 
 
LB 778 (Groene) As proposed on General File, the bill would have permitted a school board to 
levy up to 10 cents for building funds and any amount over 10 cents and up to 14 cents must be 
approved by a ballot issue.  (The bill was debated on March 22nd for about three hours and did 
not advance.) 
 
LB 947 (Smith) Provided for corporate income tax rate reduction and provide for a refundable 
income tax credit for homeowners and ag landowners that would increase gradually over the next 
decade.  (The bill was debated on April 3rd for about three hours and did not advance.) 
 
LB 1069 (Brasch) LB 1069 proposed to change provisions relating to duties of local committees 
on Americanism and testing requirements for school districts.  LB 1069 was advanced to General 
File by a “floor pull” motion on March 29th.  (The bill was debated on April 9th for less than an 
hour and did not advance.) 
 
LB 1103 (Friesen) Provided for basic funding to school districts with a pending amendment to 
raise the sales tax rate and incorporate various provisions of LB 1084 (Briese).  (The bill was 
debated on April 6th for about three hours and did not advance.)

LB 347 Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Geist January 1, 2019 Change provisions relating to school bus permits  
   and qualifications 
 
LB 347 eliminates the requirement that school bus operators annually obtain a school bus permit 
and submit to an examination by a driver’s license examiner of the Department of Motor 
Vehicles (DMV). 
 
 
LB 377 Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Education Com. January 1, 2019 Change provisions relating to classification  
   of school districts 
 
LB 377 eliminates provisions in current law related to references to Class I (elementary only) 
and Class VI (high school only) districts.  The bill also provides that existing Class II school 
districts will become Class III school districts.  (In 2005 the Legislature passed LB 126 to 
“assimilate” all school districts into K-12 systems.) 
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LB 773 Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Clements July 19, 2018 Change provisions relating to prohibited uses of  
   scanning devices and encoding machines and  
   intimidation by telephone call and prohibit  
   intimidation by electronic communication 
 
Currently, a person committed the offense of intimidation by telephone call if he/she telephoned 
someone with the intent to terrify, intimidate, threaten, harass, annoy or offend.  LB 773 amends 
the law to include intimidation by electronic communication, such as a text message or an email. 
It also removes the terms “terrify,” “annoy” and “offend” to address a possible conflict with the 
First Amendment.  The offense is a Class III misdemeanor with a maximum penalty of three 
months in prison, a $500 fine, or both. 
 
 
LB 793  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Riepe Various Eliminate provisions relating to aging and  
   disability resource centers and developmental  
   disabilities services and transfer funds 
 
The original intent behind LB 793 was to eliminate an entitlement that prioritized services for 
high school graduates with developmental disabilities.  The original bill would have permanently 
eliminated the entitlement, which otherwise would resume in fiscal year 2020. 
 
The entitlement was halted for fiscal year 2017-18 and FY2018-19 during the 2017 legislative 
session in order to bring Nebraska into compliance with federal law.  The entitlement prioritized 
services for graduates or those reaching age 21, which violates a home and community-based 
services waiver federal requirement that the state first serve individuals with the highest priority 
status. 
 
Under a compromise amendment adopted during Select File, in the event the Department of 
Health and Human Services does not have enough funds to provide services to all eligible 
individuals under the waiver, DHHS would be required to provide comparable services only to 
high school graduates. 
 
 
LB 803  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Stinner July 19, 2018 Change certain permit and certificate requirements  
   relating to prekindergarten programs 
 
LB 803 allows the State Board of Education to adopt rules and regulations that exempt a 
prekindergarten program from the requirement for teachers and administrators to hold valid 
certificates or permits if the program is in compliance with rules and regulations. 
 
 
LB 885 Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Harr January 1, 2019 Change provisions relating to property tax protests 
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Under current law, the owner of a parcel of land does not receive notice when a non-owner 
protests the valuation of a parcel of land.  LB 885 would require the county clerk to send a copy 
of the protest form (Form 422), attachments, and the county board of equalization’s decision to 
the property owner. 
 
 
LB 902 Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Bostelman July 19, 2018 Authorize the withholding from the public of  
   information regarding firearm registration,  
   possession, sale, or use 
 
LB 902 would allow any government entity to withhold information regarding firearm 
registration, possession, sale, or use that is obtained by the entity for purposes of an application 
permitted or required by law or contained in a permit or license issued by the entity from the 
public. 
 
The bill requires an entity withholding information pursuant to the bill to make the information 
available to any federal, state, county, or local law enforcement agency upon request. 
 
 
LB 944  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Scheer April 5, 2018 Provide, change, and eliminate provisions relating  
   to appropriations and reduce appropriations 
 
LB 944 represents the mid-biennium adjustments to the FY2017-18 and FY2018-19 budget. 
 
 
LB 990  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Wayne July 19, 2018 Create the offense of possession of a firearm by a  
   prohibited juvenile offender 
 
As amended, LB 990 would create the offense of possession of a firearm by a prohibited juvenile 
offender.  Violations would constitute a Class IV felony for a first offense and a Class IIIA 
felony for a second or subsequent offense.  Penalties are as follows: 
 

• Class IV felony:  Maximum -- two years imprisonment and twelve months post-release 
supervision or ten thousand dollars fine, or both; Minimum -- none for imprisonment and 
nine months post-release supervision if imprisonment is imposed; and 

• Class IIIA felony:  Maximum -- three years imprisonment and eighteen months post-
release supervision or ten thousand dollars fine, or both; Minimum -- none for 
imprisonment and nine months post-release supervision if imprisonment is imposed. 

 
The bill requires that when a petition filed in juvenile court alleges that a juvenile committed an 
act which would constitute a felony or an act which would constitute a misdemeanor crime of 
domestic violent, the juvenile court must inform the juvenile that adjudication for such an act 
will have a specific legal impact on the juvenile’s right to possess a firearm. 
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LB 994  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Friesen April 18, 2018 Create the Rural Broadband Task Force and  
   exempt dark fiber from sales tax 
 
Creates the Rural Broadband Task Force.  In addition, an advisory group may be appointed by 
the Task Force consisting of representatives of interest groups and stakeholders.  A consultant 
also may be hired by the Task Force.  Changes were made to language in the bill relating to 
issues to be studied by the Task Force, including a study of alternatives for deployment to 
underserved or unserved areas such as reverse auction programs, public-private partnerships, and 
funding for competitive deployment. 
 
 
LB 1000  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Briese April 18, 2018 Require a bond election under the Public Facilities  
   Construction and Finance Act 
 
Commentary and analysis provided by Mr. Paul Grieger, Managing Director, 
D.A. Davidson & Co. 
 
Over the past five years D.A. Davidson and Kutak Rock LLP have worked with school districts 
and ESUs throughout Nebraska to finance technology needs.  By forming joint entities these 
technology cooperatives have issued bonds as permitted by the Public Facilities Construction and 
Finance Act.  The ESUs/school districts were limited to no more than $100,000 in bonds at any 
time.  While these types of bond issues were subject to hearing and publication requirements 
voter approval was not required.  LB 1000 became effective on April 18, 2018 and now requires 
that these types of bonds are approved by voters. 
 
A possible alternative for a school district or an ESU to finance technology equipment could be a 
lease purchase agreement.  The lease purchase agreement would require board approval.  School 
districts may enter into a lease purchase agreement for a period not longer than seven years and 
the lease payments would be made from current building funds and/or general funds of the 
district subject to the $1.05 levy limitation.  An ESU may enter into a lease purchase agreement, 
however the term is not limited to a specific length of time.  The lease payments would be made 
from the ESU’s levy of not to exceed one and one-half cents ($0.015) per one hundred dollars 
($100) of taxable value. 
 
 
LB 1005  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Kolterman April 24, 2018 Change retirement provisions and University Trust  
   Fund investment provisions 
 
LB 1005 became an omnibus technical cleanup and substantive bill for the Retirement 
Committee. 
 
Withdrawing from Plan:  LB 1005 grants the Public Employees Retirement Board (PERB) and 
the Nebraska Public Employees Retirement System (NPERS) the authority to act if an employer 
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in the County or School Plan makes a business decision to withdraw from the plan in whole or in 
part.  The PERB and NPERS are granted authority that: 
 

(1) Allows the PERB to determine employer and employee eligibility to participate in the 
retirement systems; 

(2) Allows employers to request an actuarial study that calculates what the employer needs to 
pay to fund the retirement benefits for plan members affected by the employer’s business 
transactions; 

(3) Provides direction on how the actuarial study calculates the employer’s liability to fund 
the retirement benefits for affected plan members; and 

(4) Outlines how the employer will pay for the actuarial study and the amount necessary to 
fund the retirement benefits for affected plan members. 

 
Affected employees who are terminated from the Plan will be considered fully vested and within 
90 days of the entity’s withdrawal or determination of ineligibility, the affected members will be 
considered inactive. 
 
Class V Retirement Plan:  Relating to the Class V (OPS) Retirement Plan, the bill provides a 
new definition of solvency, which equals the actuarially required contribution (ARC) as 
annotated in each annual valuation report.  The bill requires the school district to deposit the 
amount necessary to maintain the solvency of the plan and to ensure payment of the actuarially 
required contribution (ARC) into the retirement fund by August 31st of each year. 
 
Other Provisions: 
 

• The promulgation of rules and regulations is made permissive in each of the plans 
administered by the Public Employees Retirement Board, which includes the County, 
Judges, State Patrol, School and State plans.  (language merged from LB 698) 

 

• Inserts language inadvertently left out of LB 415 (2017).  In order to harmonize the 
definitions in each of the plans, language is added to the definitions of “actuarial 
equivalent” in the Nebraska State Patrol, the School Employees, and the State Employees 
Retirement Acts.  (language merged from LB 699) 

 

• Removes the obligation of the State Investment Officer and the Nebraska Investment 
Council to invest the funds in the University Trust Fund.  The Fund is overseen and 
managed by the University of Nebraska and does not contain tax dollars.  (language 
merged from LB 700) 

 
 
LB 1034  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Riepe July 19, 2018 Change credentialing provisions for health care  
   professions and occupations and licensure  
   provisions for health care facilities and services  
   and school-age child care programs and adopt the  
   EMS Personnel Licensure Interstate Compact and  
   the Psychology Interjurisdictional Compact 
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Creates new section within the Child Care Licensing Act and provides an exception for school-
age childcare programs regarding fire and health inspections.  Provides requirements for licensed 
school-age child care programs, operating in an accredited or approved school, would be deemed 
to meet the standards of NDE for care and protection of children.  Mandates the Department of 
Health and Human Services to provide inspections for the programs.  Provides the Department of 
Health and Human Services the ability to adopt and promulgate rules and regulations in 
consultation with NDE. 
 
 
LB 1036  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Kolowski July 19, 2018 Change the expenditure limit for a recognition dinner  
   under the Local Government Miscellaneous  
   Expenditure Act 
 
Current law authorizes the governing body of various local governments to approve expenditure 
of public funds for nonalcoholic beverages and meals provided at one recognition dinner each 
year held for elected and appointed officials, employees, or volunteers of the local government.  
The maximum cost per person for such a dinner is currently limited to $25.  LB 1036 increases 
the authorized maximum cost per person to $50. 
 
 
LB 1052  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Pansing Brooks July 19, 2018 Require instruction and teacher education  
   related to dyslexia 
 
In 2017 the Legislature passed LB 645 (Pansing Brooks), which defined “dyslexia” as a specific 
learning disability.  The definition was inserted in the Nebraska Special Education Act (§ 79-
1118.01).  LB 645 (2017) defined dyslexia as 
 

[A] specific learning disability … that (a) is neurobiological in origin, (b) is characterized 
by difficulties with accurate or fluent word recognition and by poor spelling and 
decoding abilities, (c) typically results from a deficit in the phonological component of 
language that is often unexpected in relation to other cognitive abilities and effective 
classroom instruction, and (d) has secondary consequences that may include problems in 
reading comprehension and reduced reading experience that may impede growth of 
vocabulary and background knowledge. 

 
NDE indicated the inclusion of the definition of dyslexia in statute would not require the 
provision of special education services for children with this disability because it is not a verified 
disability category as per the Special Education Act. 
 
LB 1052, also introduced by Senator Pansing Brooks, is a continuation of her effort to further 
awareness about dyslexia. 
 
Literacy Instruction:  Beginning with the 2018-19 school year, unless otherwise provided in an 
individualized education plan (IEP) for a student receiving special education services, each 
student who is identified as exhibiting characteristics of dyslexia must receive evidence-based 
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structured literacy instruction implemented with fidelity using a multisensory approach as 
provided in the “technical assistance document” for dyslexia adopted and promulgated by NDE.  
The technical assistance document currently exists and is widely used by teachers and 
administrators. 
 
The bill further provides that a school district may not require a student who exhibits 
characteristics of dyslexia to obtain a medical diagnosis to receive intervention. 
 
Technical Assistance Document:  The bill requires NDE to develop and distribute a technical 
assistance document for dyslexia.  The technical assistance document must provide information 
about the characteristics of dyslexia, associated conditions of dyslexia, indicators of dyslexia, 
and the screening, progress monitoring, evaluation, instruction, and intervention for dyslexia.  
The technical assistance document must also provide guidance for evidence-based structured 
literacy instruction to be implemented with fidelity using a multisensory approach for students 
who are identified as exhibiting characteristics of dyslexia. 
 
The document must be distributed to all (i) teacher education programs, (ii) ESUs, and (iii) 
school districts to create statewide awareness among educators.  The document must also be 
referenced in the rules and regulations of the department regarding approval of teacher education 
programs, special education, and accreditation of schools. 
 
As noted above, the technical assistance document currently exists and is widely used by 
teachers and administrators. 
 
Teacher Education Programs:  By July 1, 2019 each teacher education program approved by the 
State Board of Education must include as a part of their initial program course requirements 
instruction in dyslexia, including, but not limited to: 
 

(1) Knowledge and best practice standards for teaching reading; 
 
(2) Characteristics of dyslexia and the science of dyslexia; and 
 
(3) Evidence-based structured literacy interventions, classroom accommodations, and 

assistive technology for individuals with dyslexia. 
 
 
LB 1070  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Brewer July 19, 2018 Change an election requirement for school districts  
   with fewer than twenty-five students in high school  
   grades 
 
LB 1070 changes election requirements in school districts that have an average daily 
membership of less than 25 students in grades nine through twelve that maintain the only high 
school in the county.  Current law requires an annual district-wide election to continue operation 
of a high school with less than 25 students.  The bill provides for the issue to be voted upon 
every four years.  In the intervening years, the school board must annually determine if a district-
wide election is necessary.  (There is currently one district in operation that meets the 
requirements of the bill according to NDE.) 
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LB 1081  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Education Com. July 19, 2018 Change education provisions regarding  
   reporting, penalties, residency, boundaries,  
   priority schools, subpoena authority, poverty,  
   and limited English proficiency and adopt the  
   Nebraska Reading Improvement Act 
 
LB 1081 was introduced as the NDE technical cleanup bill.  On General File, Senator Linehan 
successfully amended the bill to include provisions of LB 651 relating to reading instruction. 
 
Learning Community:  The bill requires the learning community coordinating council to submit 
an annual financial report to NDE by January 31st of each year.  The bill requires the learning 
community to have an annual audit and also authorizes the State Auditor to determine if a less 
frequent audit is appropriate, but not less than once every three years.  The learning community 
may contract with the State Auditor to perform the audit.  Funds may be withheld from the 
learning community for failure to submit an annual financial report. 
 
Poverty and Limited English Proficiency Plans:  The bill eliminates requirements for schools to 
submit poverty and limited English proficiency plans beginning in FY2018-19.  The Legislature 
has earmarked $75,000 of general funds in FY2018-19 for the review of poverty and limited 
English proficiency plans. 
 
Priority Schools:  The bill eliminates the cap on the number of priority schools that may be 
designated by the State Board of Education at any one time.  Current law allows no more than 
three schools to be designated as priority schools at one time.  The bill removes the cap and 
states that no less than three schools may be designated at any one time. 
 
Reading Improvement:  LB 1081 incorporates provisions from LB 651 and creates the Nebraska 
Reading Improvement Act (hereinafter, “Act”).  The intent of the Act is for: 
 

(1) School boards develop policies to facilitate reading instruction and intervention services 
to address student reading needs, including, but not limited to, dyslexia; 

 
(2) All teachers for kindergarten through grade three should be effective reading teachers as 

evidenced by (a) evaluations based on classroom observations and student improvement 
on reading assessments or (b) specialized training in reading improvement; 

 
(3) Each student and his or her parents or guardians be informed of the student's reading 

progress; and 
 
(4) Each student in a public school be able to read at or above grade level by third grade. 

 
Reading Assessment:  Beginning for school year 2019-20, each school district must administer 
an approved reading assessment three times during the school year to all students in kindergarten 
through grade three, except for: 
 

(i) any student receiving specialized instruction for limited English proficiency who has 
been receiving such instruction for less than two years, 
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(ii) any student receiving special education services for whom such assessment would 
conflict with the individualized education plan, and 

 
(iii) any student receiving services under a federal plan for whom the assessment would 

conflict with such federal plan. 
 
The first administration of such assessment for each such school year must occur within the first 
30 days of the school year. 
 
An approved reading assessment is defined as an assessment of student reading skills approved 
by NDE that: 
 

(a) Measures progress toward proficiency in the reading skills assessed on the statewide 
assessment of reading for grade three; 

 
(b) Is valid and reliable; 
 
(c) Is aligned with academic content standards for reading adopted by either the State Board 

of Education or the school district administering the assessment; 
 
(d) Allows teachers access to results in a reasonable time period as established by the 

department, not to exceed 15 working days; and 
 
(e) Is commercially available and complies with requirements established by the department. 

 
By March 1, 2019, and by each March 1st thereafter, NDE must make public the list of approved 
reading assessments for the subsequent school year and the threshold level of performance for 
each such assessment.  A student performing below the threshold level must be identified as 
having a “reading deficiency” for purposes of the Act. 
 
The bill states that diagnostic assessments used within a supplemental reading intervention 
program do not require department approval. 
 
Reading Deficiency:  Any student in kindergarten, grade one, grade two, or grade three must be 
identified as having a reading deficiency if the student performs below the threshold level as 
determined above on an approved reading assessment.  A student who is identified as having a 
reading deficiency must remain identified as having a reading deficiency until the student 
performs at or above the threshold level on an approved reading assessment. 
 
The bill states that nothing in the Act should prohibit a school district from identifying any other 
student as having a reading deficiency. 
 
Supplemental Reading Intervention Programs:  Each school district must provide a supplemental 
reading intervention program for the purpose of ensuring that students can read at or above grade 
level at the end of third grade.  School districts may work collaboratively (i) with a reading 
specialist at NDE, (ii) with ESUs, (iii) with the learning community, or (iv) through interlocal 
agreements to develop and provide supplemental reading intervention programs.  Each program 
must: 
 

(a) Be provided to any student identified as having a reading deficiency; 
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(b) Be implemented during regular school hours in addition to regularly scheduled reading 
instruction unless otherwise agreed to by a parent or guardian; and 

 
(c) Make available a summer reading program each summer for any student who has been 

enrolled in grade one or higher and is identified as continuing to have a reading 
deficiency at the conclusion of the school year preceding such summer reading program.  
The summer reading program may be held in conjunction with existing summer programs 
in the school district or in a community reading program not affiliated with the school 
district or may be offered online. 

 
The supplemental reading intervention program may also include: 
 

(a) Reading intervention techniques that are based on scientific research and best practices; 
 
(b) Diagnostic assessments to frequently monitor student progress throughout the school year 

and adjust instruction accordingly; 
 
(c) Intensive intervention using strategies selected from the following list to match the 

weaknesses identified in the diagnostic assessment: 
 

(i) Development in phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, and reading 
comprehension; 

 

(ii) Explicit and systematic instruction with detailed explanations, extensive 
opportunities for guided practice, and opportunities for error corrections and 
feedback; or 

 

(iii) Daily targeted individual or small-group reading intervention based on student needs 
as determined by diagnostic assessment data subject to planned extracurricular 
school activities; 

 
(d) Strategies and resources to assist with reading skills at home, including parent-training 

workshops and suggestions for parent-guided home reading; or 
 
(e) Access to before-school or after-school supplemental reading intervention with a teacher 

or tutor who has specialized training in reading intervention. 
 
Parent Notification:  The school of any student who is identified as having a reading deficiency 
must notify the student's parents/guardians either in writing or by electronic communication no 
later than 15 working days after the identification of the reading deficiency that the student has 
been identified as having a reading deficiency and that an “individual reading improvement plan” 
will be established and shared with the parents/guardians. 
 
Individual Reading Improvement Plan:  Any student who is identified as having a reading 
deficiency must receive an individual reading improvement plan no later than 30 days after the 
identification of such reading deficiency.  The reading improvement plan may be created by the 
teacher, the principal, other pertinent school personnel, and the parents or guardians of the 
student and must describe the reading intervention services the student will receive through the 
supplemental reading intervention program to remedy the reading deficiency.  Each student must 
receive reading intervention services through the supplemental reading intervention program 
until the student is no longer identified as having a reading deficiency. 
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The Department:  The bill provides that NDE may provide technical assistance as needed to 
assist school boards in carrying out the Nebraska Reading Improvement Act.  The department 
may adopt and promulgate rules and regulations to carry out the act. 
 
 
LB 1110  Sponsor Effective Date Subject 
 Vargas July 19, 2018 Require annual reporting of school performance  
   scores and classifications 
 
LB 1110 requires NDE to classify and report the performance of public schools and school 
districts annually by December 31st of each year. 
 
 
 
IV. Legislation, Vetoed 
 
On April 23, 2018, Governor Ricketts issued a notice of his action to veto LB 998.  The 
Governor’s veto message follows the summary of this legislation along with the media response 
from Senator Walz. 
 
LB 998  Sponsor Vetoed Subject 
 Walz April 23, 2018 Create the Collaborative School Behavioral and  
   Mental Health Program 
 
“This is a great step in connecting schools, students, families and resources by collaborating and 
bringing all players to the table to make sure that kids are being successful in school.” 

— Senator Lynne Walz 
 

“It is overwhelming to think about serving large numbers of kids with one person, but if 
you strategize and prioritize, as the bill recommends, we can make a start in making a 
difference here.” —Senator Kate Bolz 

 
“Over and over and over again I hear teachers need help, parents don’t know 
where to turn, kids are falling through the cracks.  This bill gives us a way to try 
to prevent those kids from falling through the cracks.”   — Senator Sue Crawford 

 
LB 998 was proposed to create a collaborative school behavioral and mental health program with 
initiatives in each of the ESUs and provide schools with the needed support in the most efficient 
manner in order to promote classroom learning and prevent student involvement in the child 
welfare system or the juvenile justice system. 
 
The bill creates the Collaborative School Behavioral and Mental Health Program (hereinafter, 
“Program”).  The goal of the Program is to provide each ESU with a social worker (a) to train 
teachers and other school personnel and (b) to work with parents, schools, behavioral and mental 
health care providers, and other community resources in order to provide timely, effective, and 
family-centered services. 
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Each initiative will be a partnership between the Educational Service Unit Coordinating Council 
(ESUCC), the ESU, and the school systems within the ESU. 
 
Funding:  LB 998 creates the Collaborative School Behavioral and Mental Health Fund for the 
purpose of implementing the Program.  For budgetary purposes, the fund will be administered 
through NDE.  The State Treasurer must credit to the fund such money as is donated as gifts, 
bequests, or other contributions to the fund from private sources. 
 
Implementation and Sunset:  Once the Collaborative School Behavioral and Mental Health Fund 
reaches a balance of at least $3.6 million, the ESUCC would begin implementation of the 
program.  The program automatically terminates on July 1, 2022. 
 
At the time implementation begins, the ESUCC will administer the Program, including 
employing a coordinator for the program.  As part of the administration, the ESUCC must: 
 

(a) Establish requirements for initiatives in each ESU to implement the program that include 
the components noted below (See Initiative for Implementation); 

 
(b) Solicit annual program plans from each ESU and ensure that the plans meet initiative 

requirements; 
 
(c) Identify evidence-based best practices in interventions for students and coordinate the 

delivery of evidence-based training to social workers and other school personnel on at 
least an annual basis; 

 
(d) Complete an annual evaluation of the program in each ESU based on the number of 

students referred, assessed, or served, implementation of evidence-based practices, and 
improved health and academic outcomes for students; and 

 
(e) Create and maintain a statewide map of behavioral and mental health services available 

in the state. 
 
Cost Analysis:  Three years after the program is implemented, each ESU must determine the cost 
of the program in its service area.  If the cost of the program for an ESU exceeds the available 
funds for the ESU, the program may not continue in such service area. 
 
Social Workers:  To further the goal of the Program, the ESUCC or an ESU may employ a social 
worker.  If a social worker is so employed, each school system with which the social worker will 
interact must designate a contact person for each school system in the ESU.  The social worker 
may: 
 

(1) Work to empower students, families, and school personnel to access available 
opportunities and resources to fully develop each student’s potential; 

 
(2) Administer evidence-based screening tools to identify students in need of services; 
 
(3) Administer evidence-based assessment tools, if qualified, to assist in matching students 

with appropriate health care providers;

(4) Meet with school personnel, students, and families to facilitate behavioral or mental 
health care; 

 
(5) Advocate for appropriate services for students and their families; 
 
(6) Coordinate access to services provided by outside agencies to students within the 

educational setting; 
 
(7) Maintain case files and reports to track problems and progress and recognize patterns in 

behavior; or 
 
(8) Provide behavioral and mental health care training and support to school personnel and 

students. 
 
Initiative for Implementation:  An ESU may develop an “initiative for implementation” of the 
Program within the ESU with the following components: 
 

(1) Agreements with specific referral sources, including, but not limited to, community 
behavioral and mental health care providers, nonprofits and other community resources to 
serve students, school systems within the ESU, and the Nebraska Family Helpline of the 
Department of Health and Human Services; 

 
(2) Training for referral sources to recognize and refer students who could benefit from the 

program; 
 
(3) Strategies to utilize available health insurance or the medical assistance program; 
 
(4) At least one social worker who will meet with families, assess needs, identify barriers to 

accessing services, and assist with making connections to resources that exist within the 
community; 

 
(5) Plans for mapping services that benefit the well-being of struggling students within the 

communities in the ESU that are being served by the initiative; and 
 
(6) Plans for collecting and submitting documentation of outcomes and for participation in 

evaluation activities as required by the ESUCC.

Dear Mr. President and Members of the Legislature: 
 
I am returning LB 998 without my signature and with my objections. While the goal of the bill is 
noble, the bill in its final form misses the mark. I share concern about the underlying problem LB 
998 is trying to address. However, the legislation creates a "one-size fits all" program and a state 
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fund that merely accepts private donations and passes those private dollars on to a political 
subdivision. 
 
LB 998 is not needed. A private foundation could directly raise and provide funds to the 
Educational Service Unit Coordinating Council ("ESUCC") or to individual Educational Service 
Units ("ESU"s). Those entities would then have more discretion and flexibility to connect with 
existing state and community resources in their local areas to design locally-tailored programs. 
 
As proposed by the bill, once $3.6 million in private donations are received, the Educational 
Service Unit Coordinating Council must hire staff and further distribute funding to individual 
ESUs to hire social workers. The ESUCC, which is created under existing law as a political 
subdivision, would receive the money and operate the program that is created in the bill. 
 
LB 998 unnecessarily inserts the State between private funders and the political subdivision 
receiving those donations. Political subdivisions may already accept donations. Instead of 
providing additional services, the bill limits how an ESU may use private funding. The bill also 
creates another separate silo of mental health services that is redundant to the existing efforts of 
the Department of Health and Human Services Behavioral Health Division at a time when we are 
trying to better coordinate a system of care for delivery of these services. 
 
Another problem created by LB 998 is that it would set a precedent for the State to assume the 
obligation of running a private grant program. As proposed by the bill, the State provides no 
funding for the program and no state agency has a role other than to act as a budgetary pass-
through entity. As noted, LB 998 fails to coordinate with existing efforts and funding provided 
for behavioral and mental health care services. 
 
The bill is also unclear about how parents and guardians would be involved in the consent and 
care of the student for screening, referral, treatment, and payment for services that would be 
created by this legislation. Parental rights are paramount and must have a clearly defined role in 
any state-sanctioned program that impacts a child. 
 
Taxpayers expect efficient and effective state services. Creating duplicative and uncoordinated 
programs – even with private funds – is irresponsible. We can do better. Currently, several ESUs 
have staff participating in the implementation of a comprehensive Systems of Care model that is 
coordinated through the Division of Behavioral Health. Those efforts should be encouraged and 
not potentially undermined with disparate and disconnected state programs. 
 
I have vetoed LB 998 as it is unnecessary. The bill creates an artificial need for a state cash fund, 
it fails to require coordination with existing state behavioral and mental health care initiatives, 
and it does not provide a clear and respectful role for the parents and guardians of a minor child.

The purpose of this resolution is to examine criteria for economic development tools funded by 
the Legislature. Economic growth is vital to the state, and Nebraska has many strengths that 
allow it to be competitive in a global economy. Economic development tools funded by the 
Legislature include, but are not limited to, the Job Training Cash Fund, Site and Building 
Development Fund, Business Innovation Act, and grants for paid internships pursuant to sections 
81-1210.01 to 81-1210.03 of the Nebraska Revised Statutes. 
 
The study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of legislative opportunities to: 
 

(1) Encourage economic growth and development; 
(2) Strengthen Nebraska’s workforce; and 
(3) Promote the retention of existing jobs. 
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LR 430 Bolz Appropriations Interim study to examine the federal Family First  
   Prevention Services Act of 2017 and its  
   implementation in Nebraska 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to examine the federal Family First Prevention Services Act of 
2017 (the Act) and its implementation in Nebraska.  The Act was passed by the United States 
Congress and signed into law by President Trump on February 9, 2018, as part of Division E in 
the Bipartisan Budget Act of 2018. 
 
The Act represents a significant change in the manner in which the federal government provides 
funding for services for children and families.  The Act redirects federal funds to provide 
services to keep children safely with their families and out of foster care, and, when foster care is 
needed, allows federal reimbursement for care in family-based settings and certain residential 
treatment programs. 
 
Among other things, the Act includes provisions that: 
 

(1) Permit federal funding for prevention services for children at risk of entering foster care 
at the option of the state; 

(2) limit federal funding to children in foster family homes and qualified residential 
treatment programs, special treatment settings for pregnant and parenting teens, youth 
eighteen years and older preparing to transition from foster care to adulthood, and youth 
who are found to be or are at risk of becoming sex trafficking victims; 

(3) provide federal investments in evidence-based kinship navigator programs and family 
reunification services; 

(4) require states to review foster care licensing standards and compare them to federally 
identified model licensing standards; 

(5) require states to track and prevent child maltreatment fatalities; 
(6) extend John H. Chafee Foster Care Independence Program services to assist former foster 

youth up to age twenty-three and eligibility for education and training vouchers for such 
youth up to age twenty-six; and 

(7) establish an electronic case-processing system to expedite interstate placement of 
children. 

 
The study shall examine the status of the implementation of the Act in Nebraska, including 
changes to the Department of Health and Human Services’ state plan, policies, and procedures 
and whether any changes should be made to current state law in accordance with the Act. 
 
 
LR 445 Wishart Appropriations Interim study to examine the long-term fiscal  
   sustainability of the Nebraska Health Care Cash  
   Fund 
 
The Nebraska Health Care Cash Fund was initially created with a $50 million endowment for 
health care programs using the principal and investment income from the Nebraska Tobacco 
Settlement Trust Fund and the Nebraska Medicaid Intergovernmental Trust Fund. The purpose 
of this endowment was to create an ongoing funding mechanism for health care in Nebraska. 
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The purpose of this interim study is to examine the long-term fiscal sustainability of the 
Nebraska Health Care Cash Fund. This study shall include: 
 

(1) A review of the annual Nebraska Health Care Cash Fund reports provided by the 
Department of Health and Human Services; 

(2) Input from interested parties regarding the funds necessary to continue using the 
Nebraska Health Care Cash Fund to pay for health care and related services; and 

(3) Recommendations for any statutory or funding changes that the Legislature should make 
in order to protect the ongoing viability of the Nebraska Health Care Cash Fund. 

 
 
LR 379 Kuehn Business and Labor Interim study to examine the potential impact of  
   changing provisions under the Industrial Relations  
   Act for the determination of working conditions  
   for noncertificated or noninstructional school  
   employees by including criteria related to the  
   property tax base of the employer 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study the potential impact of changing provisions under the 
Industrial Relations Act for the determination of same or similar working conditions for 
noncertificated or noninstructional school employees employed by a school district, educational 
service unit, or community college by including criteria related to the property tax base of the 
employer. 
 
 
LR 357 Kolowski Education Interim study to examine the status of early childhood  
   education 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study the current status of early childhood education in this 
state and potential methods and policies to ensure universal access to high-quality early 
childhood education.  The primary focus of the study shall be on access to programs for children 
who are three or four years of age, but the study may also examine access issues for all young 
children, from birth onward. 
 
The study committee shall work in conjunction with interested entities, including, but not limited 
to, school districts, the State Department of Education, any institute at the University of 
Nebraska formed for the purpose of promoting quality early childhood experiences, and any 
nonprofit groups interested in expanding access to high-quality early childhood education in this 
state. 
 
 
LR 362 Groene Education Interim study to examine issues under the jurisdiction of  
   the Education Committee 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to examine any issues within the jurisdiction of the Education 
Committee of the Legislature that may arise during the interim. 
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LR 372 Baker Education Interim study to examine school violence and identify  
   steps that can be taken to preserve our schools as safe  
   environments for learning and growth 
 
Since the 1970s, school shootings have increased in communities across the nation. School 
shooters do not have a shared profile, nor a common reason for their attacks. 
 
School violence is a whole community issue and must be addressed at all levels of government to 
ensure safe learning environments for elementary and secondary school students, teachers, 
administrators, and others. 
 
In its February 2018 report, “Making Schools Safer,” the U.S. Secret Service states, “There are 
many aspects to creating positive school climates and school safety.  School administrators 
manage reports of all types of concerning behavior, ranging from vandalism to bullying, fights to 
drugs, suicidal behaviors and violence. With limited resources, schools must be creative in how 
they address these issues.” 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to examine school violence and identify steps that can be taken 
at the state level to support the efforts of local communities and school districts in preserving our 
schools as safe environments for learning and growth. 
 
 
LR 381 Hilgers Education Interim study to examine the inclusion of financial  
   literacy and entrepreneurship in the academic content  
   standards adopted by the State Board of Education as  
   proposed in LB 1094, 2018 
 
The purpose of this interim study is to examine potential inclusion of financial literacy and 
entrepreneurship in the academic content standards adopted by the State Board of Education as 
proposed in Legislative Bill 1094, which was heard by the Education Committee of the 
Legislature on February 6, 2018.  Entrepreneurship and financial literacy are essential for a 
strong education and are pivotal elements for the growth of Nebraska.  The ability to manage 
funds and financial resources is crucial for a lifetime of financial well-being, and the Legislature 
recognizes the importance of entrepreneurship in Nebraska for the cultivation of growth and 
innovation within the state. 
 
This study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of academic content standards 
related to: 
 

(1) Using financial resources effectively; 
(2) Managing debt, including student loans, mortgages, credit cards, and car loans; 
(3) Managing personal finances, including, but not limited to: Investing personal assets, 

utilizing savings accounts, handling insurance, and filing taxes; and 
(4) Employing entrepreneurship skills, including business planning, business operations, and 

business financing. 
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LR 393 Walz Education Interim study to examine delinquent or unpaid school meal  
   accounts in Nebraska schools and school districts 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study delinquent or unpaid school meal accounts in Nebraska 
schools and school districts.  This study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of 
the following issues: 
 

(1) The practices and policies of schools and school districts regarding delinquent or unpaid 
school meal accounts; 

(2) The effect of such practices and policies on students and families, including how 
delinquent or unpaid school meal accounts are demonstrated or communicated to students 
and families; 

(3) The amount or quantity of debt carried by schools and school districts regarding 
delinquent or unpaid school meal accounts; 

(4) The administrative costs associated with addressing delinquent or unpaid school meal 
accounts; 

(5) The manner in which schools and school districts attempt to collect on delinquent or 
unpaid school meal accounts; and 

(6) Any other related topics the study committee deems appropriate. 
 
 
LR 403 Halloran Education Interim study to examine the enrollment option program 
 
The purpose of this interim study is to examine the enrollment option program described in 
sections 79-232 to 79-246.  The study shall include: 
 

(1) An examination of the enrollment option program to ascertain whether the program is 
achieving the desired results for which it was created; 

(2) An examination of the cost-effectiveness of the program; 
(3) An examination of the effects on school districts, including whether some schools have 

been negatively impacted by the program to the benefit of other school districts; and 
(4) Any recommendations to address the possible inequities to school districts. 

 
 
LR 434 Linehan Education Interim study to examine school structure and finance 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study school structure and finance. The study shall include, 
but not be limited to: 
 

(1) Research on public school structure in other states; 
(2) Research on how other states pay for K-12 education; and 
(3) Comparison of Nebraska’s education benefit packages, including retirement benefits, and 

the education benefit packages of other states. 
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LR 438 Walz Education Interim study to examine the benefits of the creation of an  
   educational trust fund 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to examine the benefits of the creation of an educational trust 
fund. The study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of the following: 
 

(1) The impact that an educational trust fund would have on limiting the fluctuation of 
funding through the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act (TEEOSA) 
formula; 

(2) The best source of revenue to establish and maintain an educational trust fund; 
(3) The effectiveness of management of an educational trust fund by the State Department of 

Education; and 
(4) The effects an educational trust fund would have on school spending and reliance on 

property taxes. 
 
 
LR 439 Walz Education Interim study to examine the ongoing implementation and  
   impact of LB 276, 2014, which made medicaid  
   reimbursement available for a broader array of services  
   delivered to medicaid-eligible special education students 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study the ongoing implementation and impact of LB 276 
(2014). LB 276 made medicaid reimbursement available for a broader array of services delivered 
to medicaid-eligible special education students.  The study committee shall explore options to 
create a distribution formula that allows schools to maximize federal medicaid reimbursements 
and seek reimbursement for additional services as allowed by federal law.  By assessing the 
impacts to funding mechanisms and exploring innovative opportunities arising from the passage 
and implementation of LB 276, the study committee shall determine next steps for the 
Legislature for funding school-related health services through medicaid, thereby providing 
opportunities to improve overall student health and increase student engagement. 
 
The study shall include, but not be limited to: 
 

(1) Reviewing impacts on school funding mechanisms, including the Medicaid in Public 
Schools program, state aid pursuant to the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities 
Support Act (TEEOSA), funds for the Nebraska Early Development Network, and the 
reallocation of special education appropriations; 

(2) Examining how changes to the cost settlement process and repayments to the Centers for 
Medicare and Medicaid Services could affect TEEOSA funding; 

(3) Examining equity considerations under the current TEEOSA formula, such as the impact 
of providing medically necessary services and any incentives that exist for school 
districts to provide and bill for such services; 

(4) Determining the fiscal impact on the Nebraska Early Development Network and its 
funding given the new payment methodology; and 

(5) Identifying the possible changes to the flow and allocation of funding from the Medicaid 
in Public Schools program in an effort to reduce barriers to use. 
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LR 446 Pansing Brooks Education Interim study to examine existing best practices for  
   anti-bullying policies and practices in K-12  
   education and the feasibility of adopting these  
   standards 
 
The Legislature has declared that bullying disrupts a school’s ability to educate students and 
threatens public safety by creating an atmosphere in which such behavior can escalate into 
violence. The Legislature has previously defined bullying to mean any ongoing pattern of 
physical, verbal, or electronic abuse on school grounds, in a vehicle owned, leased, or contracted 
by a school being used for a school purpose by a school employee or his or her designee, or at 
school-sponsored activities or school-sponsored athletic events. The Legislature required each 
school district to adopt and annually review anti-bullying policies in 2009. 
 
According to studies cited by the state Department of Education, fifteen to twenty-five percent of 
students in the United States are bullied with some frequency, fifteen to twenty percent report 
that they bully others with some frequency, and seventy-five percent of students reported that 
they had experienced some form of bullying during their school years. Bullying tends to peak in 
transition years, moving from elementary to middle school and middle to high school. 
 
Recent unfortunate instances of bullying based on race, ethnicity, national origin and 
immigration status and toward LGBTQ students in Nebraska have underscored the need to 
ensure state policy and individual school district policy are meeting best practices and to ensure 
schools are proactively meeting their legal obligations to ensure students are not bullied or 
discriminated against. 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to examine existing best practices for anti-bulling policies and 
practices in K-12 education and the feasibility of adopting these standards in Nebraska. The 
issues examined in this study shall include, but not be limited to: 
 

(1) An exploration of the current anti-bullying laws, policies, and practices in Nebraska 
schools; 

(2) An exploration of existing best practices to prevent bullying, harassment, and 
discrimination in public schools; and 

(3) An exploration of any other legal or policy issues related to ensuring Nebraska anti-
bullying law and policies are meeting best practices for our schools and our students as 
appropriate. 

 
 
LR 452 Vargas Education Interim study to examine alternative teacher certification  
   programs 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study alternative teacher certification programs. The study 
shall include, at a minimum, an examination of the following: 
 

(1) Alternative teacher certification programs and teaching license reciprocity currently 
available in Nebraska; 

(2) Alternative teacher certification programs and teaching license reciprocity available in 
other states; 
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(3) Alternative teacher certification programs that may be available online; 
(4) The statutory and regulatory environment around alternative teacher certification 

programs and teaching license reciprocity; and 
(5) The role of the Legislature, State Board of Education, State Department of Education, 

and higher education institutions in ensuring the availability of accelerated teacher 
certification programs and teaching license reciprocity. 

 
 
LR 456 Vargas Education Interim study to examine the Student Discipline Act 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study the Student Discipline Act. The study shall include, at a 
minimum, an examination of the following: 
 

(1) The legislative and legal history of the Student Discipline Act; 
(2) How the Student Discipline Act is implemented by schools and school districts; and 
(3) Recommendations for updates to the Student Discipline Act. 

 
 
LR 437 Hilgers Executive Board Interim study to analyze possible improvements and  
   changes to the standing committee system of the  
   Legislature 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to fully and comprehensively analyze possible improvements 
and changes to the standing committee system. The Rules Committee of the Legislature 
convenes to hear proposed rules submitted by members of the Legislature. The Rules Committee 
also met during the interim prior to the Second Session of the One Hundred Fifth Legislature and 
submitted a report to the Legislature regarding its findings. The Rules Committee unanimously 
voted to conduct an interim study during 2018 to further develop specific proposals for 
consideration by the One Hundred Sixth Legislature. 
 
 
LR 443 Wishart Executive Board Interim study to examine the issues surrounding the  
   adoption of a state strategic plan 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study the issues surrounding the adoption of a state strategic 
plan. This study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of the following issues: 
 

(1) The development of a ten-year strategic plan for the state by the Legislature’s Planning 
Committee; 

(2) Goals and guidance for the Planning Committee to develop a ten-year strategic plan for 
the state; 

(3) Potential partner organizations to work in cooperation with to develop a ten-year strategic 
plan for the state; and 

(4) Funding opportunities to assist with the development of a ten-year strategic plan for the 
State of Nebraska.

LR 353 Lowe Government Interim study to determine the feasibility and fiscal  
   impact of hiring outside consultants to perform an  
   efficiency review of state agencies 
 
The purpose of this study is to determine the feasibility and fiscal impact of hiring outside 
consultants to perform an efficiency review of state agencies. The people of this state expect that 
their government will efficiently provide services and will responsibly and effectively spend tax 
dollars. With the great fiscal challenges facing the state, these expectations and challenges 
require occasional review of the ways state agencies conduct business. 
 
An efficiency review means a study to identify: 
 

(1) Areas of state agency operations that can be improved to make the delivery of services 
more cost-effective; 

(2) Outdated practices that can be eliminated; 
(3) Increased statewide efficiencies; 
(4) Potential new sources of non-tax funding; and 
(5) Methods to make state agencies more accountable to the people of the state. 

 
 
LR 391 Hansen Government Interim study to examine the effects on elections should  
   Nebraska switch to an all vote-by-mail system 
 
The purpose of this interim study is to study the effects on elections should Nebraska switch to 
an all vote-by-mail system.  This study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of the 
following issues: 
 

(1) The effects on counties and their capacity to implement a vote-by-mail system; 
(2) The potential effect on voter turnout, including an analysis of states who have 

implemented an all vote-by-mail system; and 
(3) A cost-benefit analysis of the potential effect an all vote-by-mail system would have on 

the State of Nebraska. 
 
 
LR 407 Morfeld Government Interim study to examine the self-funded model that has  
   led to the development and management of technology  
   to allow citizens electronic access to government  
   information and services 
 
The State Records Board oversees and manages electronic access to state government 
information, including a contract with a network manager to provide for electronic access to 
public records. Since legislation was enacted in 1996, this self-funded model has led to the 
development and management of technology to allow citizens electronic access to government 
information and services without the use of any up-front expenditures from the state. The 
purpose of this resolution is to examine the self-funded model and the steps necessary to ensure 
its continued success in providing Nebraskans electronic access to government records and 
documents. 
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LR 455 Stinner Government Interim study to identify evidence-based best practices  
   for establishing an early warning system to identify and  
   respond to fiscal distress among local political  
   subdivisions 
 
The purpose of this study is to identify evidence-based best practices for establishing an early 
warning system to identify and respond to fiscal distress among local political subdivisions.  
Local political subdivisions continue to face increasing budgetary stresses due to a variety of 
factors such as growing liabilities, costly infrastructure repairs, and decreasing aid amid state 
mandates. In addition to these localized influences on the health of local governments, a 
changing economy, coupled with outmoded taxing systems as the economy moves more towards 
services and online sales puts increasing pressure on local political subdivisions. 
 
This study shall focus on evidence-based best practices for identifying the appropriate financial 
indicators used to adequately signal that a local political subdivision is experiencing or is likely 
to experience fiscal distress.  It shall also be the aim of the study to identify and recommend 
model policies for the monitoring of fiscal distress and establishing an intervention mechanism 
for responding to fiscal distress and its risks.  The study shall include the following: 
 

(1) An inventory of evidence-based financial indicators used in the identification of financial 
stressors among local political subdivisions; 

(2) An analysis of best practice model policies at the state level which monitor and signal the 
existence or impending materialization of fiscal distress among local political 
subdivisions; 

(3) An analysis of best practice model policies at the state level which establish early 
warning and escalating intervention systems to prevent or improve the condition of fiscal 
distress among local political subdivisions; 

(4) Policy recommendations appropriate to the State of Nebraska and its local political 
subdivisions; and 

(5) Other recommendations as appropriate. 
 
 
LR 377 Lowe Health Interim study to review practices at the Youth Rehabilitation  
   Center-Kearney and the Youth Rehabilitation and Treatment  
   Center-Geneva with the intent to improve safety and security 
 
The purpose of this interim study is to review procedures and practices at the Youth 
Rehabilitation and Treatment Center-Kearney and the Youth Rehabilitation and Treatment 
Center-Geneva with the intent to improve the safety and security of the residents of the facilities, 
staff at the facilities, and neighbors who live near the facilities. 
 
The study shall include an examination of the following: 
 

(1) Recent practices and procedures that have worked to improve safety and security and 
those that have not been effective; and 

(2) Practices and procedures that have been attempted at other facilities to improve safety 
and security but have not been attempted at the Youth Rehabilitation and Treatment 
Center-Kearney or the Youth Rehabilitation and Treatment Center-Geneva. 
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LR 405 Walz Health Interim study to examine the conditions which lead to the  
   congregation, isolation, and segregation of Nebraskans with  
   mental illness who reside in institutional settings and those at  
   risk of placement in institutional settings due to a lack of  
   community support and services 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study the conditions which lead to the congregation, isolation, 
and segregation of Nebraskans with mental illness who reside in institutional settings, including 
assisted-living facilities, and those who are at risk of placement in institutional settings due to a 
lack of community supports and services. 
 
The study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of the following: 
 

(1) Whether the Department of Health and Human Services is taking adequate steps to 
ensure behavioral health services are administered in the most integrated setting pursuant 
to the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990; 

(2) What steps the department has taken to advance the recommendations proposed by the 
Technical Assistance Collaborative as a consultant to the department, including 
permanent supportive housing; 

(3) The effectiveness of the department in administering its behavioral health services 
through the behavioral health regions; 

(4) The need for statutory changes to the Nebraska Behavioral Health Services Act in order 
to address the role of the regions, including, but not limited to, how a region identifies 
and communicates its services to individuals who are not clients of the region, including 
in-reach to people with severe and persistent mental illness who reside in institutional 
settings, and a region’s role in protecting the health and safety of such individuals; 

(5) The lack of adequate conditions in assisted-living facilities where people with mental 
illness reside; 

(6) The effectiveness of statutes, regulations, and licensure requirements administered by the 
Division of Public Health of the Department of Health and Human Services in providing 
oversight of and protecting the health and safety of people with mental illness who reside 
in such facilities; 

(7) Whether the existing Medicaid state plan or waiver services are sufficient to meet the 
service needs of individuals in the most integrated settings possible, including the 
possible adoption of the Medicaid 1115 waiver; and 

(8) Successful models and programs implemented in other states that have addressed the 
issues identified in this resolution. 

 
 
LR 413 Lindstrom Health Interim study to examine strategies to strengthen  
   Nebraska’s workforce and build financial mobility and  
   independence, particularly among working parents with  
   young children 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to study strategies to strengthen Nebraska’s workforce and build 
financial mobility and independence, particularly among working parents with young children. 
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This resolution will examine structural barriers to financial independence in public work support 
programs. Such barriers exist when income eligibility levels for work supports force Nebraskans 
to choose between increased wages or hours and a loss of benefits. 
 

The study shall include, but not be limited to the following: 
 

(1) An examination of current state-funded work supports offered by the Department of 
Health and Human Services to assist working parents with child care affordability; 

(2) Estimates of the cost of raising a family in Nebraska, disaggregated to reflect geography 
or rurality, family type, and ages of children, to the degree possible; 

(3) An analysis of the incongruity between the cost of raising a family and current eligibility 
levels for state-funded child care assistance to ensure full employment among working 
parents; 

(4) The identification of options available to the state to more effectively leverage federal 
funding to improve the effectiveness of child care assistance programs in ways that 
support families attempting to successfully transition off such programs; 

(5) Information from the Department of Health and Human Services regarding full utilization 
of federal funds toward increasing access and quality for child care assistance, including 
plans for the anticipated increase in Child Care and Development Block Grant (CCDBG) 
funds for federal fiscal years 2018 and 2019, and the status of unspent federal Temporary 
Assistance for Needy Family (TANF) funds that are in excess of necessary reserves; and 

(6) An examination of policies and regulations that adequately align child care subsidy 
eligibility levels with the cost of raising a family in other states or jurisdictions. 

 
 
LR 419 Howard Health Interim study to examine the term “shaken baby syndrome”  
   as it exists within Nebraska statutes 
 

The purpose of this study is to examine the term “shaken baby syndrome” as it exists within the 
Nebraska statutes. Shaken baby syndrome is a term often used by physicians and the public to 
describe abusive head trauma inflicted on infants and young children. Although the term is well-
known and has been used for a number of decades, advances in the understanding of the 
mechanisms and clinical spectrum of injury associated with abusive head trauma compel us to 
modify our terminology to keep pace with our understanding of pathologic mechanisms. 
Although shaking an infant has the potential to cause neurologic injury, blunt impact or a 
combination of shaking and blunt impact cause injury as well. The use of broad medical 
terminology that is inclusive of all mechanisms of injury, including shaking, is required. The 
American Academy of Pediatrics recommends that pediatricians develop skills in the recognition 
of signs and symptoms of abusive head injury, including those caused by both shaking and blunt 
impact, consult with pediatric subspecialists when necessary, and embrace a less mechanistic 
term, “abusive head trauma,” when describing an inflicted injury to the head and its contents.  
 

This interim study shall include: 
 

(1) A comprehensive review of the Nebraska statutes to identify references to shaken baby 
syndrome that could be changed to the recommended terminology of abusive head 
trauma; and 

(2) Identifying other similar terms within the accompanying statutes that could be changed to 
reflect current recommendations. 
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LR 420 Riepe Health Interim study to examine possible collaboration between the  
   Dept. of Health and Human Services and the Dept. of  
   Education to address behavioral or mental health issues for  
   Nebraska students 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to examine possible collaboration between the Department of 
Health and Human Services and the State Department of Education to address behavioral or 
mental health issues for Nebraska students.  The issues addressed by this study shall include, but 
not be limited to, the following: 
 

(1) Parameter and effectiveness of “System of Care,” a program by the Division of 
Behavioral Health of the Department of Health and Human Services, which is a 
framework for designing mental health services and supports for children and youth who 
have a serious emotional disturbance, and their families, through a collaboration across 
and involving public and private agencies, families, and youth; 

(2) Efforts conducted by school-based centers and school-based providers; and 
(3) Mental and behavioral health services provided by educational service units. 

 
 
LR 451 Bolz Health Interim study to examine the work of the Nebraska Children’s  
   Commission and to evaluate the need for the commission’s  
   continuation and any revisions to its structure and purpose 
 
The Nebraska Children’s Commission was created as a high-level leadership body to create a 
statewide strategic plan to provide a broad restructuring of the goals of the child welfare system. 
The commission is currently scheduled to terminate on June 30, 2019, unless continued by the 
Legislature. 
 
The purpose of this study is to examine the work of the Nebraska Children’s Commission and 
evaluate the need for the commission’s continuation and any revisions to its structure and 
purpose. 
 
 
LR 370 Hansen Judiciary Interim study to conduct a review of issues arising from  
   the lack of mental health treatment for those in the  
   criminal justice system 
 
The purpose of this interim study is to conduct a review of issues arising from the lack of mental 
health treatment for those in the criminal justice system across the state and possible options for 
expanding services.  This study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of the 
following issues: 
 

(1) The short-term and long-term effects of housing inmates with mental health needs at 
county facilities, where resources are often lacking; 

(2) The long wait times for openings at the Lincoln Regional Center (LRC) for defendants 
who have been ruled incompetent to stand trial, and the effect that has on Nebraska 
counties and their practice of housing those waiting for beds at the LRC; and 
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(3) Options for expanding treatment alternatives for defendants found incompetent to stand 
trial and other inmates with mental health needs, including outpatient and community 
treatment options and the reopening of regional centers outside Lincoln. 

 
 
LR 390 Bolz Judiciary Interim study to examine the success of the Office of  
   Violence Prevention since its establishment 
 
The Legislature created the Office of Violence Prevention in 2009 in order to develop, foster, 
promote, and assess violence prevention programs.  The purpose of this resolution is to study the 
success of the Office of Violence Prevention since its establishment, including: 
 

(1) Best practices for violence prevention as assessed by the Office of Violence Prevention; 
(2) Opportunities to expand, promote, and develop best practice initiatives to prevent 

violence in Nebraska; 
(3) Opportunities for future growth, efforts, and initiatives to reduce violence statewide; and 
(4) The effects of the Office of Violence Prevention on violence over time in Nebraska, as 

well as a review of the resources and authorities afforded the office to determine their 
sufficiency. 

 
 
LR 402 Halloran Judiciary Interim study to examine the issue of granting local  
   school boards the authority to allow school employees to  
   carry concealed handguns on school grounds 
 
With the increase in school shootings in recent years, the purpose of this resolution is to examine 
the issue of granting local school boards the authority to allow school employees, including 
teachers, administrators, and support staff, to carry concealed handguns on school grounds if 
they have received proper training and are permitholders under the Concealed Handgun Permit 
Act. 
 
 
LR 429 Pansing Brooks Judiciary Interim study to examine the role and purpose of  
   school resource officers 
 
In recent years, an increasing number of public schools have arranged to have law enforcement 
officers serve as school resource officers. School resource officers (SROs) are assigned to and 
work in the schools, often on a full-time basis. SROs may have daily authority over students, 
even in situations that have traditionally been seen as everyday disciplinary matters subject to the 
school code of conduct. SROs may also be regarded as mentors and used as classroom presenters. 
In some respects, SROs are more than law enforcement, while still maintaining the power and 
authority of law enforcement officers. 
 
The “school-to-prison pipeline” describes the process by which students are excluded from 
schools and pushed into the court system, often for noncriminal behaviors. Nationally, the rise of 
policing in schools is closely linked to an over-reliance on arrest and court processing to respond 
to normal adolescent behaviors. The purpose of this resolution is to examine the role and purpose 
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of SROs in Nebraska, and whether, and to what extent, the interplay between law enforcement 
and education is contributing to our burgeoning state juvenile justice system. 
 
The study shall include investigation and consideration of the following: 
 

(1) School district policies regarding the limits and uses of law enforcement authority in 
schools, including a review of any standard responsibilities or job duties for SROs; 

(2) Data relevant to considering whether and how law enforcement authority in Nebraska 
schools relates to juvenile court involvement, including: 

a. The number of SROs in districts and schools in Nebraska; 
b. The number of students cited or arrested at school or school-sponsored activities 

by SROs, and the types of charges; 
c. An analysis of SRO-student interactions disaggregated by demographic indicators 

such as race, ethnicity, gender, grade level, and whether the student has an 
identified disability; and 

d. The number and severity of charges filed in juvenile court related to school 
behavior; 

(3) National best practices regarding the role of SROs and opportunities for SRO training 
that is trauma-informed and responsive to adolescent development; and 

(4) A review of relevant Nebraska law to determine whether current statutes or statutory 
interpretation may contribute to the school-to-prison pipeline. 

 
 
LR 447 Morfeld Judiciary Interim study to examine security measures to ensure  
   safety in schools 
 
The purpose of this interim study is to examine security measures to ensure safety in schools, 
including gun reform, increased use of firearms by qualified school personnel such as school 
resource officers, additional school resource officers in all middle and high schools, and a list of 
best practices in threat assessment and prevention and mental health services.  The issues 
addressed by this interim study shall include, but not be limited to: 
 

(1) Costs for increased security measures to prevent violence in schools; 
(2) Use of firearms by qualified school personnel; 
(3) The cost to provide school resource officers at every middle and high school; 
(4) Best practices on threat assessment and prevention and mental health services for at-risk 

students; 
(5) Best practices in other states, including Wisconsin’s plan to incorporate an Office of 

School Safety into the Wisconsin Department of Justice; and 
(6) The need for additional gun reform. 

 
 
LR 467 Wayne Judiciary Interim study to examine the Nebraska Juvenile Code 
 
The purpose of this interim study is to examine the Nebraska Juvenile Code, including, but not 
limited to:

(1) A review of the delinquency and status offenses; 
(2) A review of neglect cases; and 
(3) A review of all other pertinent statutes related to the juvenile system. 

 
 
LR 468 Wayne Judiciary Interim study to review criminal offenses throughout the

The purpose of this interim study is to review criminal offenses throughout the Nebraska statutes, 
including, but not limited to: 
 

(1) All felony and misdemeanor offenses; and 
(2) All juvenile delinquency and status offenses. 

 
 
LR 368 Kolterman Retirement Interim study to examine the public employees’  
   retirement systems administered by the Public  
   Employees Retirement Board 
 
The purpose of this study is to examine the public employees’ retirement systems administered 
by the Public Employees Retirement Board, including the State Employees Retirement System, 
the County Employees Retirement System, the School Employees Retirement System of the 
State of Nebraska, the Nebraska State Patrol Retirement System, and the Nebraska Judges 
Retirement System.

The purpose of this study is to carry out the provisions of section 13-2402 of the Nebraska 
Revised Statutes, which require the Nebraska Retirement Systems Committee of the Legislature 
to monitor underfunded defined benefit plans administered by political subdivisions. The study 
committee shall conduct a public hearing for the presentation of reports by all political 
subdivisions with underfunded defined benefit plans.

The goal of the Nebraska Advantage Act has been to 
encourage new businesses to locate in Nebraska and to retain existing businesses and aid in their 
expansion, but the December 31, 2020, deadline for new applications is approaching.

(1) Legislative efforts to encourage new businesses to locate in Nebraska and to retain 
existing businesses and aid in their expansion; and 

(2) Additional opportunities to: 
(a) Create incentives to promote the creation and retention of new jobs in the state; 
(b) Attract and retain growth in certain industries (generally non-retail) such as large data 

centers; and 
(c) Create better jobs to improve the overall economic health of the state. 

 
 
LR 462 Briese Revenue Interim study to examine the possible elimination of various  
   exemptions of goods and exclusions of services under  
   Nebraska’s sales and use tax laws 
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The purpose of this resolution is to examine the possible elimination of various exemptions of 
goods and exclusions of services under Nebraska’s sales and use tax laws. The study shall 
include, but not be limited to, identifying and evaluating: 
 

(1) Criteria to consider when evaluating the feasibility of eliminating specific exemptions 
and exclusions; 

(2) How other states treat goods and services in their sales and use tax base, and specifically, 
the six states bordering Nebraska;

LR 319 Quick Urban Affairs Interim study to determine a sustainable revenue  
   source for the Nebraska Main Street Network 
 
The purpose of this resolution is to determine a sustainable revenue source for the Nebraska 
Main Street Network. The Nebraska Main Street Network brings together communities across 
the state to learn how to utilize a historic preservation-based strategy of rebuilding the places and 
strengthening the businesses that make more sustainable, vibrant, and unique communities. 
Through affiliation with the National Main Street Center, Nebraska’s Main Street communities 
tap into the collective wisdom and experience of more than one thousand five hundred 
communities in forty-six state, regional, and urban programs. The Legislature began providing 
funding to support the program in 1997, with the funding renewed every two years through a bill 
appropriating such funds. Legislative Bill 281 was introduced during the 2017 legislative session 
to provide an appropriation of $100,000 for each year of the current biennium and is currently 
being considered by the Appropriations Committee. 
 
 
LR 392 Hansen Urban Affairs Interim study to examine neighborhood issues and  
   potential neighborhood improvement tools 
 
Neighborhoods across the state face a variety of challenges, and neighborhood and city leaders 
have expressed a desire for more tools to help promote safe, inclusive, and strong neighborhoods. 
The purpose of this resolution is to examine neighborhood issues and potential neighborhood 
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improvement tools.  This study shall include, but not be limited to, an examination of the 
following: 
 

(1) Existing and potential neighborhood improvement policy solutions, including those in 
other states; 

(2) Neighborhood improvement policies which promote community- and resident-driven 
priorities and outcomes; and 

(3) Other issues faced by neighborhoods in Nebraska.

The original building was constructed in 1969 with a new addition completed in 1995.  A 
Youth Center/DL room is a separate building sitting directly east of the main building.  The 
Resource Room, Weight Room and Shop Classroom are separate buildings sitting directly 
north of the main building.  The football field and track are located directly east of the school 
building.  
  
NOTES FROM ADMINISTRATIVE INTERVIEW 
 
Ravenna was a new ALICAP member last year, therefore they did not record any Safe 
Schools trainings during the 2016-17 school year.  This year Ravenna staff members have 
utilized the online trainings extensively.  Administrators and staff members need to be 
commended for their use of the training modules. 
 
Dr. Schroeder plans to update all job descriptions which will include lifting requirements and 
restrictions. 
 
Dr. Schroeder said that the Safety Committee has met three times this year and they plan to 
meet again before the end of the school year.  The Rule 10 Safety Committee, LB 757 
Safety Committee are the same committee. The Crisis Team members are separate from 
Safety Committee. Meetings are documented and records of the meetings are kept on file. 
Local fire and law enforcement visit the buildings to offer suggestions for safety upgrades. 
There is a good cross-section of people serving on the Safety Committee.  The high school 
principal is the chairperson of the committee. 
 
The Resource Room, Weight Room and Shop Classroom are separate buildings sitting 
directly north of the main building.  The buildings are locked during the day, but student 
safety could be a concern when passing between buildings multiple times during the school 
day.  The door locks are timed to activate (unlock and lock) during passing periods. 

 
(1) One set of requirements comes from the Nebraska Department of Education 

Rule 10.  These requirements include that the school district has a safety 
committee composed of representatives of the faculty, parents, and 
community.  The committee meets at least once a year and keeps accurate 
documentation of the meeting(s).  The school district shall bring in an outside 



person to conduct an annual safety review and write a report and submit the 
written report to the superintendent. 

(2) The other requirement is found in Nebraska law LB-757.  The school district is 
an employer, and as such, all state and federal worker safety laws apply to 
your school district.  The law requires that you have a safety committee that 
meets quarterly and documents these meetings (keep the records for at least 
three years).  The composition of the safety committee includes 
representatives from all departments (teachers, maintenance/custodial, 
secretarial, kitchen, transportation, and para’s). 

(3) 48-443. Safety committee; when required; membership; employee rights and 
remedies. (1)(a) Not later than January 1, 1994, every public and private 
employer subject to the Nebraska Workers' Compensation Act shall establish a 
safety committee. Such committee shall adopt and maintain an effective written 
injury prevention program. (b) A client of a professional employer organization 
is not relieved of its obligation to establish a safety committee based on its 
workers being co-employees of the professional employer organization. A 
professional employer agreement shall not allocate the client's responsibility 
to establish a safety committee to the professional employer organization. For 
purposes of this subdivision, the terms client, professional employer 
organization, and professional employer agreement shall have the same 
meaning as in section 48-2702. This subdivision becomes operative on January 
1, 2012. 

 
COMMENDATIONS: 
 

1. Administrators have utilized the Safe Schools Trainings extensively this year. 

2. All exit lights are LED and are inspected monthly by Dan.  

3. The most important recommendations from last year have been addressed.  

4. The school conducts regular fire drills, tornado drills, and other emergency drills.  The 
County Sheriff participates in some of the emergency drills. 

5. Each classroom had fire exit map and tornado exit guides listed by the classroom 
doors. 

 
6. Rule 27 is reviewed with the staff. 

 
7. All exterior exits were locked.  The only access for visitors is by way of a controlled 

entry system operated by someone in the office. 
 
8. All school employees who have contact with students have taken the NDE required 

suicide awareness/prevention online training. 

9. Maintenance personnel are trained in proper handling of hazardous chemicals. 

10.Classrooms were very clean and free of obstructions. 



11.Dan (maintenance director) should be commended for how well the building is 
cleaned and maintained. 

12.Coaches and other staff members have taken the Concussion training protocol. 

13.Drains are cut out under the sidewalks to allow water runoff from the building to 
properly drain beneath the sidewalk.  This helps prevent ice buildup on sidewalks.  

14.The kitchen area was clean and well organized.  All supplies and food items were 
placed on shelves low enough to allow staff members to easily access items without 
needing a ladder. 

15.Maintenance storage closets were locked and were very well organized. 

16.Handrails at the football field track area were available to assist people walking up 
and down the steps. 

17.Steel beams in the gym were padded. 

18.Last year Dr. Schroeder informed me that the district uses Crisis Go App which is 
free through the AASA.  We did not discuss the app this year. 

19.A separate gas shut off was easily accessible in the science room. 

20.Plans are in place to identify exterior entry points to assist fire and safety personnel in 
emergencies. 

21.Regular inspections of the playground take place and repairs are done quickly. 

22.Emergency shut off in the boiler room was clearly marked and easily accessible. 

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS OF BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS​: 
 

1. The buildings/grounds are very clean and well maintained. 

2. There is no Kiln in the district.  

3. Corrosive acids are stored in a secured and well identified storage cabinet inside the 
science classroom. 

4. Playground areas are well maintained with exception of asphalt area which is noted 
in recommendations. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 
 

1. Job Descriptions did not define lifting requirements.  Superintendent Schroeder plans 
to add lifting requirements to the current job descriptions. 

2. The boiler inspection was dated 1-12-17, Dan will call the boiler inspector to make 
sure it is inspected. 



3. The south parking lot has an area in which the concrete has sunken down and is 
breaking into chunks.  This section needs to be repaired. 

4. The handicap ramp area has a crack that will soon become a trip hazard. 

5. The asphalt playground area is starting to break up and separate.  This playground 
area needs to be recovered or replaced in the near future. 

6. The welding shop had a few cords laying on the floor which could be a trip hazard. 

7. The Youth Center/DL building needs a fire extinguisher.  

8. Some fire extinguishers did not have the monthly inspections signed.
