To her friends, high school senior Liza Yang is nearly perfect. Smart, kind, and pretty, she dreams 

big and never shies away from a challenge. But to her mom, Liza is anything but. Compared to 

her older sister Jeannie, Liza is stubborn, rebellious, and worst of all, determined to push back 

against all of Mrs. Yang's traditional values, especially when it comes to dating. 

 

The one thing mother and daughter do agree on is their love of baking. Mrs. Yang is the owner 

of Houston's popular Yin & Yang Bakery. With college just around the corner, Liza agrees to help 

out at the bakery's annual junior competition to prove to her mom that she's more than her 

rebellious tendencies once and for all. But when Liza arrives on the first day of the bake-off, she 

realizes there's a catch: all of the contestants are young Asian American men her mother has 

handpicked for Liza to date.

​​Harmful Material  

The material’s dominant theme taken as a whole: (A) appeals to the prurient interest of a 
minor, in sex, nudity, or excretion; (B) is patently offensive to prevailing standards in the 
adult community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors; and (C)  is utterly 
without redeeming social value for minors. 

 
Taking the material’s dominant theme as a whole: 

1.​ Does the material appeal to the prurient interest of a minor, in sex, nudity, 
or excretion? 

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 
The committee concluded that the material does not appeal to the prurient 
interests of a minor regarding sex, nudity, or excretion. Members noted that the 
romantic elements are limited to dating and kissing, which occur in public settings 
rather than private or suggestive environments. The discussion emphasized that 
there are no sexual scenes or inappropriate details; instead, the plot centers on a 
baking competition. Even instances of partial nudity—specifically a male 
character with his shirt off while wearing an apron—were described as brief, and 
occurring after the characters had graduated high school. 
 

2.​ Is the material patently offensive to prevailing standards in the adult 
community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors?  

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 
The committee concluded that the material is not patently offensive to the 
prevailing standards of the adult community regarding suitability for minors. 
Members highly praised the characters' behavior, noting that the protagonists 
often demonstrated more maturity and respect than many adults in public 
settings. The discussion highlighted a specific instance where a character 
apologized for using a curse word in front of a parent, illustrating a pervasive 
theme of respect for elders and cultural awareness. Furthermore, the committee 
noted that the book's core premise—a young woman navigating her dual identity 
as Taiwanese and American—reinforces a respectful appreciation for different 
cultures, making it an exemplary text rather than an offensive one. 
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3.​ Is the material utterly without redeeming social value for minors?  
         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
         
The committee concluded that the material strongly supports literacy, historical 
understanding, and social-emotional learning. Members highlighted the 
narrative's focus on overcoming obstacles, demonstrating empathy, and the 
importance of understanding diverse perspectives. Furthermore, the committee 
praised the "transformation" of the mother-daughter relationship, where both 
characters learn to compromise and embrace each other's passions, ultimately 
fostering a deep respect for family history and cultural identity. The committee 
even felt the author’s personal story was valuable, who transitioned from 
medicine to writing, emphasizing that personal fulfillment is as vital as traditional 
success. 
 

Pervasively Vulgar 
Vulgarity is present and referenced throughout the material. Vulgar means 
“offensive in language” or “lewdly or profanely indecent.”  

 
         Is the vulgarity and/or lewdness the central and dominant theme of the broader  
         story? 

 
1.​ Is content that is offensive in language present and referenced through the 

material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
The committee concluded that offensive language is not a pervasive or 
characteristic feature of the material. Members noted that there was only a single 
instance of profanity in the entire book. Crucially, the discussion highlighted that 
this moment was used to demonstrate character integrity, as the individual 
immediately apologized for the lapse in front of a parent. The members agreed 
that the language is handled with extreme restraint and does not constitute a 
"referenced throughout" presence of offensive content. 

 
2.​ Is lewdly or profanely indecent content present and referenced throughout 

the material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
 

The committee concluded that the material does not contain lewd, profanely 
indecent, or sexual content. Members noted that while there are kissing scenes, 
they lack graphic detail and there are no sexual scenes whatsoever. In trying to 
figure out why the book was challenged since there were no details specified, the 
discussion also addressed a brief mention of a character identifying as bisexual 
in Chapter 21; however, members agreed that this was a singular, "offhand 
comment" that was not a central theme of the book and did not involve any 
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depicted behavior or indecent descriptions, or a viable reason for the book to be 
challenged based on a character’s sexual orientation. Ultimately, the committee 
found the content to be entirely devoid of anything that could be characterized as 
lewd or profane. 

 
If the committee chose “yes” for one or both questions above, the material is 
pervasively vulgar.  

          Is the material “pervasively vulgar”?  [  ] Yes [ x ] No  
 
Educationally Unsuitable 

Material is unsuitable for some pedagogical reason, because it encourages 
harmful behaviors, or because of other factors, either due to specific sections of 
content, or holistically. Material may include portions of content that some find 
objectionable but that contain significant educational value when taken as a 
whole, and that may be deemed educationally suitable.  

 

Either due to specific selections of content or holistically: 

1.​ Is the material unsuitable for a pedagogical reason?  [ 0 ] Yes   [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded that the material is not unsuitable for pedagogical 
reasons, highly recommending it for educational settings. Members noted that 
the book would be an excellent choice for literature circles or book clubs, 
particularly for students interested in "romcom" narratives or baking. The 
discussion emphasized that the story is a wholesome "young love story" that is 
age-appropriate for both middle and high school levels. 

2.​ Does the material encourage harmful behaviors?       [ 0 ] Yes   [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded that the material does not encourage harmful 
behaviors, but instead reinforces positive social conduct and responsible 
decision-making. Members noted that the characters consistently demonstrated 
"ideal behaviors," such as adhering to curfews and maintaining open 
communication with their parents. While the story includes a character who 
attempts sabotage, the committee observed that his actions are clearly framed 
as negative and are not rewarded or emulated. Instead, the narrative focuses on 
themes of acceptance, understanding, and the resolution of a rivalry between the 
two mothers.  

3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?   [ 0 ] Yes   [ 5 ] No 
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The committee concluded that the material is not unsuitable due to any other 
factors. Members expressed significant confusion regarding the original 
challenge, noting a complete disconnect between the nature of the objections 
and the actual content of the book. The discussion touched on potential cultural 
sensitivities, such as the mother’s preference for her daughter to date within the 
Asian-American community, but the committee determined this was a realistic 
reflection of the characters' cultural backgrounds and the author's heritage rather 
than a grounds for removal. Members discussed how we were "waiting and 
waiting" for an offensive element to appear, but finished the book without finding 
any content that justified the challenge. 

Indecent Content

The committee evaluated whether the material appeals to the prurient interests of 
minors, specifically regarding sex, nudity, or excretion. The members reached a 
unanimous consensus that the content is not explicit, graphic, or encouraging of 
inappropriate sexual interests. Discussion noted that while the plot involves a 
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romantic relationship between two characters, the physical intimacy is limited to 
an innocent kiss and a romantic moment on a blanket. The committee 
characterized these interactions as normal, non-sensual teenage behavior that 
lacks any sexual orientation or detailed descriptions of intimate affairs. Members 
concluded that despite the narrative build-up, the book remains well within the 
bounds of appropriate material for its target audience. 
 

2.​ Is the material patently offensive to prevailing standards in the adult 
community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors?  

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 
The committee deliberated on whether the material is patently offensive to 
community standards regarding suitability for minors, specifically examining 
themes of substance abuse, grief, and systemic racism. Members noted that 
while the book includes "adult" or "young adult" themes—such as a parent's 
debilitating alcoholism and a child selling drugs to prevent homelessness—these 
elements are not sensationalized or offensive. Instead, the narrative emphasizes 
the dire consequences of these actions, such as the protagonist’s eventual 
imprisonment, which serves as a cautionary tale rather than an endorsement. 
The committee highlighted that the heavy subject matter, including a 
non-gratuitous reference to childhood assault, reflects real-world "gray areas" 
that many teenagers navigate. Members agreed that the material is not offensive 
because it handles these difficult realities with seriousness and purpose, 
modeling the high stakes of impossible choices rather than making light of them. 
 

3.​ Is the material utterly without redeeming social value for minors?  
         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
 
The committee concluded that the material possesses significant redeeming 
social and educational value, particularly in its representation of Middle Eastern 
culture and the immigrant experience in America. Members noted that the book 
fosters empathy, compassion, and historical understanding by providing a 
multifaceted viewpoint that counters common media stereotypes. From a 
pedagogical standpoint, the story emphasizes literacy and academic ambition as 
tools for survival; both protagonists are depicted as high-achieving students who 
view higher education as their primary path to escaping trauma and domestic 
hardship. The committee highlighted strong themes of resilience, forgiveness, 
and personal growth, pointing to the realistic portrayal of grief and substance 
abuse recovery. Even the supporting characters, such as the father, undergo a 
transformative arc toward sobriety, reinforcing a message of perseverance that 
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the committee found deeply relevant to the lived experiences of students within 
the Seguin community. 
          

Pervasively Vulgar 
Vulgarity is present and referenced throughout the material. Vulgar means 
“offensive in language” or “lewdly or profanely indecent.”  
Pervasive - existing in or spreading through every part 
Vulgar - broadly refers to coarse, tasteless, or unrefined behavior that violates 
social norms. 
Lewd - specifically emphasizes lustful, indecent, or sexually inappropriate conduct

1.​ Is content that is offensive in language present and referenced through the 

material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 

The committee discussed the presence of profanity and offensive language, 
concluding that while moderate profanity is present, it is used realistically to 
reflect emotional intensity and character dialogue. Members agreed that the 
cussing is not the central theme and does not detract from the storyline. A 
significant portion of the discussion focused on the inclusion of racial and ethnic 
slurs directed at the Muslim protagonists. The committee determined that these 
slurs, while "awful" and "mean," are not patently offensive in the context of the 
novel because they are used to hold racist behavior up to scrutiny and 
demonstrate the severe social consequences of such language, specifically 
noting a plot point where a character loses a college scholarship after a racist 
outburst is recorded. The consensus was that the material serves as a vital 
teaching tool for empathy and digital citizenship, providing representation for 
students who may have experienced similar verbal abuse in real life. 

 
2.​ Is lewdly or profanely indecent content present and referenced throughout 

the material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
 

The committee unanimously agreed there is no lewd or profane content present 
in the material. The committee felt this was covered thoroughly in the first 
question regarding the material “appealing to the prurient interest of a minor, in 
sex, nudity, or excretion”.  
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If the committee chose “yes” for one or both questions above, the material is 
pervasively vulgar.

Educationally Unsuitable

1.​ Is the material unsuitable for a pedagogical reason?  [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded that the material is highly suitable for the high school 
level, serving as a platform for discussions on identity, equality, mental health, 
and social issues. Members emphasized that the book provides a vital "teaching 
moment" regarding the reality of adult failings; it realistically depicts how parents 
can let children down, forcing young people to develop the self-reliance to "save 
themselves." The narrative was praised for its focus on resilience, illustrating how 
students can overcome traumatic obstacles to become stronger individuals 
without losing their core connections to others. The committee found the book to 
be a valuable resource for fostering empathy and demonstrating that personal 
growth is possible even in the face of significant systemic and familial challenges. 

2.​ Does the material encourage harmful behaviors?       [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

The committee determined that the material does not encourage harmful 
behaviors; rather, it highlights the devastating and clear negative consequences 
of choices involving drug abuse and alcoholism. Members noted that the 
narrative is framed through the pain and trauma experienced by the protagonists, 
making it easy for the reader to decipher that substance abuse is destructive to 
families. The committee also discussed the character Salahudin’s brief 
involvement in drug dealing, noting that his decision to quit was driven by the 
direct violence and guilt he felt after a peer's overdose. The committee observed 
that the protagonist’s eventual arrest—occurring just as he was attempting to 
dispose of the drugs—serves as a powerful cautionary tale. They concluded that 
the story effectively demonstrates that "it's just not worth your life" and reinforces 
the idea that even one lapse in judgment can have permanent, life-altering 
stakes. 
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3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?   [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded its review by examining other complex factors, 
specifically the portrayal of childhood trauma and domestic abuse. Members 
discussed the narrative's subtle handling of a past assault involving the character 
Salahudin, noting that the details are inferred through his behavior rather than 
graphically described. The discussion also addressed the physical abuse the 
character Noor suffers at the hands of her uncle. While the committee 
acknowledged a specific scene where the violence is described (including 
references to physical injury and bruises), they determined it was not gratuitous. 

Members emphasized that these scenes provide a crucial mirror for students 
who may be experiencing similar domestic situations, offering a message of hope 
and positive resolution. By showing Noor eventually reaching out to safe adults 
for rescue, the book reinforces the idea that help is available and that 
perseverance is possible even in the most dire circumstances. The committee 
agreed that these elements, while upsetting, are essential to the story’s themes 
of survival and resilience. 

Indecent Content

The committee unanimously agreed that sexual organs or activities were not 
portrayed in any way in the library material.

The committee unanimously agreed that excretory organs or activities were not 
portrayed in any way in the library material. 

Profane Content 

Content that includes grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance. 
 

1.​ Does the material include grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
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The committee addressed whether the material contains grossly offensive 
language that could be considered a public nuisance, defined in this context as 
content affecting the health, safety, or morals of the community. Members noted 
that while profanity exists, it is used selectively and is absent from significant 
portions of the book, such as the chapters detailing life in Pakistan. The 
committee compared the frequency of the language to common occurrences in 
high school hallways, concluding that the usage is not overt or excessive. The 
discussion emphasized that the book does not glamorize the use of profanity; 
rather, it portrays language within a realistic social context where harmful speech, 
such as racial slurs, results in negative social consequences. The committee 
agreed that the inclusion of this language is not "grossly offensive" and would not 
influence a student’s moral behavior or language choices more than their existing 
environment.

​​Harmful Material  

The material’s dominant theme taken as a whole: (A) appeals to the prurient interest of a 
minor, in sex, nudity, or excretion; (B) is patently offensive to prevailing standards in the 
adult community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors; and (C)  is utterly 
without redeeming social value for minors. 

 
Taking the material’s dominant theme as a whole: 

1.​ Does the material appeal to the prurient interest of a minor, in sex, nudity, 
or excretion? 

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 3 ] No  

The committee evaluated whether the material, when considered as a whole, appeals to 
the prurient interests of minors—defined as encouraging excessive or inappropriate 
interest in sexual matters. Members generally agreed that it does not. 

While the book includes a brief, non-explicit reference to a character (Mav) engaging in 
sexual activity, the description is described as minimal, non-vulgar, and not salacious. 
The discussion emphasized that the material does not promote or encourage sexual 
behavior. 

Instead, members noted that the narrative highlights the consequences of such actions, 
particularly through the character’s experience of having children at a young age. This 
portrayal was seen as discouraging rather than encouraging sexual activity. 

Overall, the committee concluded that the material focuses more on responsibility and 
the outcomes of relationships rather than appealing to prurient interests. 
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2.​ Is the material patently offensive to prevailing standards in the adult 
community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors?  

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 3 ] No  

The committee concluded that the material is not patently offensive to prevailing adult 
community standards for minors. Members noted the absence of explicit or graphic 
content and agreed that nothing in the material was inherently offensive when 
considered as a whole. 

While the text includes use of profanity, this was viewed as reflective of the character’s 
environment and typical of both youth and adult settings. Members noted the main 
character changed the way he spoke when he was at his workplace or when he was 
talking to his mom, being respectful of time and place. References to a girlfriend’s 
appearance were described as mild, non-sexual, and not objectifying. 

Overall, the material was considered appropriate in context and not offensive. 

 
3.​ Is the material utterly without redeeming social value for minors?  

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 3 ] No 

The committee agreed that the material has clear redeeming social and educational 
value for minors. Participants highlighted its strong contribution to social-emotional 
learning, particularly in fostering empathy and understanding of others’ life 
circumstances. 

Through the main character’s experiences with young parenthood, the material 
illustrates responsibility, sacrifice, and real-life challenges. This perspective was seen as 
helping readers better relate to peers who may be facing difficult situations at home. 

Overall, the book was viewed as meaningful and impactful, offering valuable insights 
that support empathy, awareness, and personal growth. 

 
Pervasively Vulgar

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1.​ Is content that is offensive in language present and referenced through the 
material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 3 ] No  

The committee acknowledged that the material contains some profanity and language 
that could be considered vulgar. However, members agreed that this language is not 
pervasive in a way that dominates the text, nor is it the central focus of the story. 

The use of profanity was described as incidental and reflective of the character’s 
environment rather than a primary theme. Additionally, the main character demonstrates 
awareness of appropriate language use in different settings, such as at work or with 
family. 

Overall, while some offensive language is present, it is not a dominant or defining 
element of the material. 

 
2.​ Is lewdly or profanely indecent content present and referenced throughout 

the material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 3 ] No 

The committee interpreted “lewd or profanely indecent content” primarily as referring to 
sexual content and agreed that such content is not present in the material in any 
significant or pervasive way. 

While one brief reference to a character’s interaction with his girlfriend was noted, it was 
described as non-graphic and not overly descriptive. Members emphasized that this 
instance does not reflect a broader theme of indecency. 

Overall, the committee concluded that the material does not contain lewd or profanely 
indecent content as a dominant or recurring element.

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1.​ Is the material unsuitable for a pedagogical reason?  [ 0 ] Yes   [ 3 ] No 

The group agreed that the material is suitable for pedagogical use and not inappropriate 
from an instructional standpoint. Participants emphasized that it addresses real-world 
issues relevant to students, including relationships, consequences of decision-making, 
violence, loss, and responsibility. 

The material was seen as valuable for supporting social-emotional learning, helping 
students develop empathy and awareness of others’ experiences. Comparisons were 
made to traditionally taught texts, such as The Scarlet Letter, with similar themes, 
reinforcing its appropriateness in an educational setting. 

Overall, the group concluded that the book provides meaningful learning opportunities 
and can be effectively used for instruction without requiring students to experience such 
challenges firsthand. 

2.​ Does the material encourage harmful behaviors?       [ 0 ] Yes   [ 3 ] No 

The committee agreed that the material does not encourage harmful behaviors. Instead, 
it consistently portrays consequences for negative actions such as drug use, gang 
involvement, and poor decision-making, reinforcing responsible behavior. 

Members noted that while risky behaviors are depicted, they are framed with realistic 
outcomes, including legal consequences, family impact, and personal conflict. These 
elements were viewed as discouraging rather than promoting harmful actions. 

One concern raised was the portrayal of distrust toward law enforcement; however, this 
was considered reflective of real-world perspectives rather than an endorsement. It was 
also seen as an opportunity to prompt meaningful discussion. 

Overall, the material was viewed as responsible in its messaging and not supportive of 
harmful behavior. 

3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?   [ 0 ] Yes   [ 3 ] No 

The committee agreed that the material was suitable for high school students and did 
not believe any other factors would make this material educationally unsuitable.  

Indecent Content 
Content that portrays sexual or excretory organs or activities in a way that is 
patently offensive. 

1.​ Does the material portray sexual organs or activities in a way that is patently 

offensive? [ 0 ] Yes   [ 3 ] No 
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The committee concluded that it does not contain "patently offensive" depictions of 
sexual organs or activities. Participants noted a complete absence of explicit anatomical 
language, observing that even scenes involving the conception of a child are framed 
through emotional context—such as "being comforted"—rather than physical 
mechanics. While a second instance in the text was identified as slightly more 
descriptive, it remains brief, spanning less than a single page. Ultimately, the consensus 
reached is that the writing lacks the graphic detail or intensity required to be considered 
offensive or inappropriate. 

2.​ Does the material portray excretory organs or activities in a way that is patently 

offensive? [ 0 ] Yes   [3  ] No 

The only instance the committee found regarding excretory activities involved the main 
character changing his son’s diaper, and all agreed this is not patently offensive. 

Profane Content 
Content that includes grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance. 
 

1.​ Does the material include grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance? [ 0 ] Yes   [ 3 ] No 

 

The committee concluded that the material does not contain grossly offensive language 
or constitute a public nuisance. While profanity is present, it was characterized as 
reflective of realistic high school social interactions rather than being used in a 
gratuitous or descriptive manner. Participants noted that even in high-stress or angry 
scenes, such as a confrontation between the protagonist and his father, the use of curse 
words remains minimal. Ultimately, the consensus was that the language is neither 
pervasive nor shocking enough to be considered offensive, as the reviewer found the 
dialogue natural enough for the main character's environment that the specific instances 
of profanity were not initially prominent.

​​Harmful Material  

The material’s dominant theme taken as a whole: (A) appeals to the prurient interest of a 
minor, in sex, nudity, or excretion; (B) is patently offensive to prevailing standards in the 
adult community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors; and (C)  is utterly 
without redeeming social value for minors. 

 
Taking the material’s dominant theme as a whole: 

1.​ Does the material appeal to the prurient interest of a minor, in sex, nudity, 
or excretion? 

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 
The committee concluded that the material does not appeal to the prurient 
interests of minors regarding sex, nudity, or excretion. Members noted that the 
overarching theme of the book—focused on the search for a journal—does not 
center on sexual matters, and that any romantic elements are limited to kissing or 
brief, non-explicit references to implied relations. Discussion of specific scenes, 
such as a phone conversation about clothing, revealed that the content does not 
progress into inappropriate or graphic detail. Ultimately, the consensus was that 
the material lacks the excessive or overt focus on sexual activities required to 
meet the definition of prurient interest. 
 

2.​ Is the material patently offensive to prevailing standards in the adult 
community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors?

The committee concluded that the material is not patently offensive to the 
prevailing standards of the adult community regarding suitability for minors. 
Members emphasized that the narrative accurately reflects the contemporary 
high school experience through an authentic teenage perspective, addressing 
real-world challenges like peer pressure and underage drinking without glorifying 
them. The discussion highlighted that the book portrays the negative 
consequences of poor decisions—such as the physical and emotional aftermath 
of alcohol abuse—providing a safe, educational space for students to encounter 
these themes. Ultimately, the committee noted that given the diversity of 
community beliefs, the material remains appropriate as it focuses on character 
growth and the realistic struggles of growing up. 
 

3.​ Is the material utterly without redeeming social value for minors?  
         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
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The committee highlighted the book’s strong support for literacy, historical 
understanding, and social-emotional learning, particularly through its exploration 
of racial identity, empathy, and mental health. Members noted that while the text 
addresses difficult topics like the use of racial slurs and the feeling of being 
misunderstood by peers of different backgrounds, these elements contribute to a 
representation of empathy as characters learn to listen to and validate one 
another's experiences. The committee emphasized that the narrative provides a 
realistic portrayal of a teenager navigating anxiety, grief, and the pressures of 
socioeconomic disparities without glorifying self-harm. By depicting the 
protagonist’s journey from avoidance to confrontation and eventually finding 
support, the book serves as a relatable resource for students to understand 
healthy coping mechanisms and the importance of diverse perspectives. 
 

Pervasively Vulgar 
Vulgarity is present and referenced throughout the material. Vulgar means 
“offensive in language” or “lewdly or profanely indecent.”

1.​ Is content that is offensive in language present and referenced through the 

material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 
The committee concluded that while the material contains instances of profanity, 
the language is not pervasive and remains consistent with the realistic dialogue 
of high school students. Members noted that the frequency of curse words is 
minimal and that the usage is not restricted to any specific social group, making it 
reflective of a broad youth demographic. Furthermore, the discussion clarified 
that specific terms, including a racial slur, are used sparingly and only within a 
specific narrative context to illustrate a scene or reflect cultural dialect rather than 
as a gratuitous offense. Ultimately, the members agreed that the language is 
age-appropriate for grades 9–12 and does not exceed the standards of a high 
school environment. 

 
2.​ Is lewdly or profanely indecent content present and referenced throughout 

the material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
 
The committee concluded that the material does not contain lewd or profanely 
indecent content. Members noted that while the book addresses coming-of-age 
themes and sensitive situations, such as a "getaway car" incident after a group 
vandalizes another student's artwork, and any references to sexual activity are 
strictly implied or alluded to rather than being explicitly described. The committee 
emphasized that these elements are not the predominant focus of the work; 
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instead, the narrative centers on identity, friendship, and social issues like 
cyberbullying. Ultimately, the discussion highlighted the book's value in portraying 
reconciliation and forgiveness, providing a relatable framework for students to 
navigate interpersonal conflicts and personal growth.

The committee concluded that the material is entirely suitable for educational 
purposes and possesses significant pedagogical value. Members noted that the 
book’s themes—including cultural relevance, bias awareness, socioeconomic 
disparities, and the dangers of online bullying—offer numerous "teaching points" 
applicable across various subjects, from English novel studies to history lessons 
involving figures like Ruby Bridges. The discussion highlighted that the book 
presents complex social issues in a non-confrontational, relatable manner that is 
particularly appropriate for high school students preparing to enter the world. 
Ultimately, the members agreed that the text is a high-quality resource that 
supports critical thinking and reflects the realistic experiences of its target 
audience. 

2.​ Does the material encourage harmful behaviors?       [ 0 ] Yes   [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded that the material does not encourage harmful 
behaviors; rather, it actively discourages them by portraying the realistic 
consequences of poor choices. Although characters in the book drink alcohol a 
few times, committee members noted that the narrative reflects "true to life" 
experiences, such as the physical and emotional aftermath of excessive drinking. 
The material also reveals the negative impact of dishonesty regarding academic 
failures. The discussion emphasized that the book serves as a constructive 
model for teenagers, teaching them the importance of standing up for themselves 
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against bullying and illustrating the value of being truthful with parents. By 
showing both the mistakes and the path to reconciliation, the text reinforces 
positive social-emotional growth and healthy communication. 

3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?   [ 0 ] Yes   [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded that there are no additional factors that would render 
the material unsuitable. Members expressed that they struggled to find any 
objectionable content throughout their review, instead noting that the narrative 
was engaging and compelling. The discussion revealed that members were 
consistently waiting for "the other shoe to drop" regarding potentially 
inappropriate material, but ultimately found the book to be a high-quality read that 
maintained their interest without ever crossing into unsuitability. 

Indecent Content

The committee concluded that the material does not portray sexual organs or 
activities in a way that is patently offensive. Participants noted that while the book 
includes typical teenage romantic interests—such as a "crush list" or a phone 
conversation asking "what are you wearing"—these instances are handled with 
restraint. The discussion emphasized that physical contact is described in 
"clinical" or anatomical terms (e.g., abdomen, thigh) rather than in a suggestive 
or graphic manner, giving the instance when the male character helps the female 
character buckle her seatbelt. Ultimately, the members agreed that the 
descriptions are modest and do not cross any thresholds of indecency or 
offensiveness. 

2.​ Does the material portray excretory organs or activities in a way that is patently 

offensive? [ 0 ] Yes   [ 5 ] No 

Committee members found no examples of excretory organs or activities 
explained at all.  
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Profane Content 
Content that includes grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance. 
 

1.​ Does the material include grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance? [ 0 ] Yes   [ 5 ] No 
 
The committee concluded that the material does not include grossly offensive 
language that could be considered a public nuisance. Participants noted that the 
profanity present is no more extreme than what is commonly encountered in 
everyday public life or news media. Specifically, the discussion highlighted that 
the "F-word" appears only nine times across 353 pages—a frequency calculated 
at less than 1% of the total word count. In previous conversations, a racial slur 
was also mentioned. It was used 2 times and “used within a specific narrative 
context to illustrate a scene or reflect cultural dialect rather than as a gratuitous 
offense”. Members agreed that these instances were used purposefully within the 
narrative to provide context and character depth rather than for gratuitous 
offense, reinforcing the consensus that the language is not excessive.

The committee concluded that the material does not contain content designed for 
“sexual stimulation, eroticism, or titillation”. Members specifically noted that the 
book lacks sexual innuendo and does not focus on the development of puberty 
as a central struggle. Regarding references to nudity, the committee clarified that 
these instances are strictly context-driven, highlighting a "child neglect survival 
memoir." Specifically, scenes such as the one involving a bathtub or a stove were 
identified as depictions of degrading and abusive treatment rather than anything 
of a sexual or pornographic nature. The members agreed that while these 
moments are humiliating and difficult to read, they serve a narrative purpose to 
illustrate abuse and do not meet the criteria for being patently offensive or 
sexually explicit. 

2.​ Is the material patently offensive to prevailing standards in the adult 
community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors?

The committee concluded that the material is not patently offensive to the 
prevailing standards of the adult community regarding suitability for minors. While 
members acknowledged that the book is "shocking," "graphic," and "hard to 
read," they determined that the content serves a vital purpose in building 
empathy, compassion, and awareness. 

The discussion addressed several potentially sensitive elements, including 
depictions of extreme child abuse, a scene involving peer pressure toward 
suicide, and the protagonist’s survival-based theft. The committee found that 
these moments are not intended to encourage offensive behavior, but rather to 
realistically portray the desperation of a child seeking survival and affection. They 
noted that the book acts as a "teachable moment" that could open doors for 
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students in similar demographics to seek help. Ultimately, the members agreed 
that while the material describes offensive acts committed against a child, the 
book itself is not offensive, as it focuses on the resilience of the human spirit and 
the importance of school-based intervention. 

3.​ Is the material utterly without redeeming social value for minors?  
         [ 0 ] Yes [ 8 ] No 
 
The committee concluded that the material possesses significant redeeming 
social and academic value, particularly in fostering empathy, resilience, and child 
abuse awareness for students in grades 7–12. Members noted that the book 
serves as a vital "teachable moment," highlighting the importance of trusted 
adults and school-based intervention, while also offering academic opportunities 
to analyze perspectives and historical shifts in mandated reporting. The 
committee determined that the narrative is a purposeful tool for social-emotional 
learning that encourages students to recognize and report signs of neglect in 
their own communities.

Members noted that the profanity, including infrequent use of the "f-word" and 
other terms, is primarily used to realistically depict the verbal abuse of the mother 
and the main character’s internal struggle. The discussion compared the 
frequency of this language to standard media ratings for minors, determining that 
it falls within a "lower level" and is not pervasive. The committee agreed that the 
language is appropriate for a high school setting, as it accurately reflects the 
harsh reality of the child's environment.

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The committee concluded that the material does not contain lewd or 
profanely indecent content that would necessitate its removal from 
secondary libraries. While acknowledging "vulgar" elements—such as 
depictions of the protagonist being forced to eat feces or regurgitated 
food—members determined these instances are strictly used as a literary 
device to illustrate the severity of child abuse rather than for 
sensationalism. Members found that the book lacks the "recurring 
sexualized content" required to meet legal standards for lewdness, and 
they expressed confidence in its appropriateness for middle and high 
school students.

Members 
highlighted the literary value of analyzing a "dual perspective"—an adult 
reflecting on their life through a child’s voice—contrasting it with works like The 
Diary of Anne Frank. 

The committee found the text to be a strong tool for critical discussion, helping 
students recognize how societal standards and school curriculum have evolved 
over time. 

2.​ Does the material encourage harmful behaviors?       [ 0 ] Yes   [ 8 ] No 

The committee concluded that the material does not encourage harmful 
behaviors; rather, it actively promotes resilience and the "fighting spirit" 
necessary for survival. Members noted that while there is a brief, "fleeting" 
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reference to a child being egged on toward suicide, the protagonist does not 
dwell on the thought. Instead of modeling self-harm, the committee believed the 
material serves as a testament to endurance in the face of extreme adversity, 
ultimately encouraging readers to value survival and the strength to overcome 
traumatic circumstances. 

3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?   [ 0 ] Yes   [ 8 ] No 

The committee concluded that there are no "other factors" that render the 
material unsuitable for a school library. While members acknowledged the 
intense emotional weight and the potential for the content to be "triggering," they 
determined that the book's substantial educational value outweighs these 
concerns. The discussion emphasized the distinction between a required 
classroom read and voluntary library access, noting that students typically seek 
out this specific title with an understanding of its subject matter. The committee 
highlighted that the book includes professional resources for child welfare and 
abuse prevention, providing vital "channels of communication" for any student 
who identifies with the trauma described in the narrative.

The committee concluded that the material does not portray sexual organs or 
activities in a way that is patently offensive. Members specified that while there is 
an isolated reference to nudity, it is presented strictly to highlight the abusive and 
humiliating nature of the main character’s environment. The committee agreed 
that the content is non-sexualized and serves as a narrative tool to depict neglect 
and maltreatment rather than for any prurient or indecent purpose. 

2.​ Does the material portray excretory organs or activities in a way that is patently 

offensive? [ 0 ] Yes   [ 8 ] No 

The committee concluded that the material does not portray excretory organs or 
activities in a patently offensive manner. Members acknowledged specific scenes 
involving feces and denied access to a restroom, but determined these were 
strictly contextualized as depictions of child abuse and degradation rather than 
for "explicit" or sexualized purposes. The committee noted that these references 
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are isolated and not pervasive, especially when compared to the broader themes 
of food deprivation and physical endangerment. Ultimately, the committee agreed 
that these moments serve the book's overarching goal of abuse awareness and 
are essential to narrating the protagonist's struggle for survival.

The discussion highlighted that the language is normalized in contemporary society, 
lacks derogatory references to race, religion, or sexual orientation, and does not meet 
the "shock and awe" threshold required for a public outcry. By applying FCC guidelines, 
the committee determined that the material possesses significant literary and artistic 
value regarding themes of resiliency, thereby disqualifying it from being classified as 
obscene or indecent.

Participants noted that the instances of profanity are 
infrequent—described as "sprinklings"—and often mirror the everyday language 
minors encounter in media or at home. The members specifically identified that 
the most challenging language is confined to chapters involving a specific 
character, serving a distinct character-building purpose to illustrate his 
entitlement rather than for gratuitous or salacious intent.

Members specifically 
highlighted the book's relevance to modern challenges like online bullying, noting 
that the material provides a safe framework for secondary students to think about 
difficult social topics.

instead, it illustrates the negative consequences of actions such as drug use and 
smoking. Rather than romanticizing these behaviors, the text portrays them as 
desperate coping mechanisms linked to trauma and suffering, reinforcing a 
cautionary message through the tragic outcomes of specific characters.

The committee found no additional factors that would render the material 
unsuitable, concluding that the challenge lacks specific justification for removal. 
Members argued that addressing difficult topics—including cultural differences, 
religious diversity, and the realities of abuse—is inherently valuable rather than 
harmful. The members emphasized that the book provides a vital voice for 
marginalized students, including those from Middle Eastern backgrounds, and 
offers important representation for those navigating mental health issues across 
various family dynamics.

Participants characterized the content as "matter-of-fact" and 
comparable to a PG-13 film, emphasizing that the text avoids gratuitous details 
or the mention of specific body parts. The group noted that such moments are 
limited to a few brief sentences and reaffirmed that sexual activity is in no way a 
dominant or central theme of the book.

The committee determined that the material is not patently offensive to adult 
community standards regarding suitability for minors, noting that any potentially 
sensitive content is limited to a few brief sentences that do not distract from the 
broader narrative. Members reached a consensus that the dominant themes of 
the work—specifically grief, guilt, memory, truth, and moral ambiguity—are highly 
relevant to the lived experiences of students. The members identified that the 
book’s exploration of power dynamics, abandonment, and bullying reflects 
challenges that minors navigate daily.

The committee firmly rejected the notion that the material lacks redeeming social 
value, identifying several key areas of educational and developmental merit. 
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Members highlighted the book's capacity to support social-emotional learning, 
specifically regarding grief, accountability, and the weight of consequences. From 
a teaching perspective, the discussion emphasized the work's value in teaching 
literary analysis, focusing on its use of suspense, structure, and unreliable 
narration to explore the differences between truth and perception. The committee 
also discussed how the book could be used to discuss the transition from 
childhood to adulthood, especially regarding decision-making and peer pressure.

Ultimately, the 
group concluded that the dialogue accurately reflects typical teenage 
conversation and does not reach a level of frequency or intensity that would 
characterize it as being referenced throughout the material in an inappropriate 
manner.

The committee discussed whether the material contains lewd or profanely 
indecent content, ultimately determining that any references to relationships or 
attraction are handled without perversion or explicit detail. Members 
characterized the writing style as typical for young adult literature, noting that 
such instances are briefly "sprinkled" throughout to provide character depth 
rather than serving as a central focus. A key takeaway from the discussion was 
that these moments are not essential to the core plot; the group concluded that 
because the story remains fully intact without them, the content is neither a 
dominant theme nor a defining characteristic of the book.

The committee concluded that the material is pedagogically suitable, viewing it 
as a cautionary "how-not-to" guide rather than an endorsement of harmful 
behaviors. While the narrative includes depictions of smoking and underage 
drinking, members noted these are contextualized by the book’s early 90s setting 
and serve as realistic, albeit extreme, coping mechanisms for the protagonist's 
grief. The discussion emphasized that the story holds significant educational 
value by exploring the consequences of poor decision-making and the 
importance of healthy peer circles. The committee noted that the absence of 
clear heroes or villains encourages critical thinking in students regarding 
intentions versus actions. Because the protagonist eventually recognizes the 
weight of her choices, the group agreed the material offers a constructive 
framework for discussing accountability and the transition into adulthood. 

2.​ Does the material encourage harmful behaviors?        [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

The committee deliberated on whether the material encourages harmful 
behaviors, such as arson, substance abuse, and impulsive decision-making. 
While members noted that the protagonist's actions are often reckless, they 
concluded that the text does not glorify or glamorize these behaviors; rather, the 
character frequently experiences negative physical consequences, such as 
becoming "super sick" after drug use. The discussion highlighted the book’s 
portrayal of a "snowball effect," where one character's choices lead to complex, 
adverse impacts on the surrounding community. Although some members 
expressed a desire for more explicit moral condemnation from the protagonist, 
the consensus was that the narrative serves as a realistic exploration of how grief 
and a lack of power can drive teenagers toward extreme coping mechanisms. 
Ultimately, the committee agreed that by depicting the harsh realities of these 
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actions rather than presenting them as "rainbows and butterflies," the material 
provides a relatable and cautionary framework for mature students navigating 
their own social and emotional challenges. 

3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?    [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded that the material is not unsuitable, noting that while the 
themes are mature, they remain highly relevant to the high school experience 
and teenage decision-making. Members clarified that the book is currently 
housed only at the high school level, which they deemed appropriate for its 
content. While the group agreed the material would likely be unsuitable for a 
general middle school audience, they maintained that it serves as a pertinent 
resource for older students navigating complex social and emotional transitions.

Rather 
than being instructional in a harmful way, the group determined the book is 
informational, offering a realistic contrast between healthy and unhealthy 
relationships while encouraging young readers to trust their intuition. The 
discussion highlighted that the story addresses relevant themes—including 
mental health, trauma, and the failure of adult systems to protect youth—making 
the content relatable and educational for a teenage audience without being 
gratuitous.

The committee unanimously agreed that the material possesses significant 
redeeming social value for minors. The discussion identified several key themes 
that contribute to this value, including mental health awareness, the importance 
of recognizing personal boundaries, and the development of emotional 
intelligence. Members noted that the book effectively illustrates diverse ways of 
processing trauma and emphasizes the importance of a strong support system 
composed of family and friends. Members also highlighted the main character’s 
journey toward self-advocacy and strength as a powerful, educational example 
for young readers.

The committee concluded that the material does not encourage or glorify harmful 
behaviors, such as gun violence or stalking; instead, it portrays these actions 
through the negative emotional toll they take on the characters. Members noted 
that even potentially hazardous activities, like the protagonist's extreme running, 
are presented with realism regarding physical consequences—such as pain and 
dehydration—and are mitigated by a clear support system rather than being 
framed as reckless. Members agreed that the author emphasizes the 
psychological impact of trauma and the reality of recovery over graphic 
descriptions, making the material a powerful and responsible exploration of its 
themes rather than a promotion of harm. 

3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?   [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
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The committee found the material highly suitable for its intended high school 
audience (grades 9–12), determining that there are no additional factors that 
would render it inappropriate. While members noted a difficult scene involving an 
animal (a car hitting a deer), they agreed it served a vital symbolic purpose in 
illustrating the realities of PTSD and how unrelated triggers can impact a trauma 
survivor. Members emphasized that the book provides a safe, accessible 
medium for students to understand the complexities of mental health and 
recovery, concluding that the narrative’s honest depiction of trauma is an asset 
rather than a reason for exclusion.

The material’s dominant theme taken as a whole: (A) appeals to the prurient interest of a 
minor, in sex, nudity, or excretion; (B) is patently offensive to prevailing standards in the 
adult community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors; and (C)  is utterly 
without redeeming social value for minors. 

 
Taking the material’s dominant theme as a whole: 

1.​ Does the material appeal to the prurient interest of a minor, in sex, nudity, 
or excretion? 

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 
The committee concluded that the material does not contain explicit sexual 
content, noting that while pregnancy and past trauma are mentioned to provide 
necessary character context, there are no descriptions of sexual acts or body 
parts. Members highlighted that romantic interactions are portrayed with a high 
degree of respect, emphasizing clear communication, mutual consent, and 
emotional safety. The group praised the book as an exemplary model for teenage 
readers, as it depicts a healthy, responsive relationship where the characters 
navigate personal boundaries and trauma with maturity and care. 
 

2.​ Is the material patently offensive to prevailing standards in the adult 
community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors?  

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 
The committee determined that the material is not patently offensive to 
community standards and is highly suitable for its target audience of grades 
9–12. While the book addresses mature themes such as criminal activity and 
substance use, members noted that these elements are handled with significant 
responsibility and pedagogical value. The narrative provides a realistic and 
positive demonstration of addiction recovery, showing the protagonist's journey 
toward a healthier lifestyle and the support systems required to maintain sobriety. 
Members also observed that instances of heavy drinking are not romanticized but 
are instead depicted as negative coping mechanisms with dangerous 
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consequences, countered by characters who demonstrate protective and caring 
behaviors. 
 

3.​ Is the material utterly without redeeming social value for minors?  
         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
 
The committee firmly concluded that the material possesses significant 
redeeming social and educational value for minors. Members identified the book 
as an excellent resource for social-emotional learning, noting its realistic 
portrayal of a young girl transitioning into adulthood while navigating past trauma. 
The discussion highlighted several key strengths: the story models healthy 
relationship dynamics based on trust, boundaries, and mutual consent; it 
provides positive representation of non-traditional family structures—such as a 
supportive relationship with a gay uncle—without making these elements the 
"dominant theme" or subject to judgment; and it encourages self-awareness and 
personal growth. Members agreed that the book offers a powerful, 
non-judgmental look at overcoming adversity and building a healthy future, 
making it a highly appropriate and valuable resource for high school students. 
         

Pervasively Vulgar 
Vulgarity is present and referenced throughout the material. Vulgar means 
“offensive in language” or “lewdly or profanely indecent.”  

 
         Is the vulgarity and/or lewdness the central and dominant theme of the broader  
         story? 

 
1.​ Is content that is offensive in language present and referenced through the 

material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No  
 

The committee concluded that offensive language is not a pervasive or dominant 
feature of the material. Members noted that profanity was minimal and did not 
appear until midway through the book, specifically during a high-stress scene 
where characters were grieving the death of a teacher. The group agreed that the 
language was used appropriately within the context of the plot—reflecting the 
characters' loss of inhibition during a crisis—rather than being excessive or used 
for shock value. Because the instances were confined to a specific episode 
rather than being referenced throughout the entirety of the text, the committee 
determined it does not constitute a persistent or offensive presence. 

 
2.​ Is lewdly or profanely indecent content present and referenced throughout 

the material? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
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The committee determined that the material does not contain lewd or profanely 
indecent content. Participants noted that while there are mentions of past sexual 
trauma and a pregnancy, these are presented as narrative facts rather than 
explicit or vulgar descriptions. The group specifically discussed a scene involving 
partial nudity, concluding that it was entirely non-sexual in nature; the characters 
staged the situation as a tactical distraction to avoid being caught while 
investigating. The consensus was that the writing remains purposeful and 
methodical, avoiding any coarse or tasteless depictions of the human body or 
sexual activities, and instead maintaining a focus on the plot and character 
development.

Educationally Unsuitable 

Material is unsuitable for some pedagogical reason, because it encourages 
harmful behaviors, or because of other factors, either due to specific sections of 
content, or holistically.

The committee concluded that the material is not only pedagogically suitable but serves 
as a highly valuable instructional tool for high school students. Members emphasized 
that the book provides an intricate portrayal of a strong female lead who actively 
manages her boundaries and overcomes personal flaws and addiction. A significant 
portion of the discussion centered on the book's depiction of consent, which is shown as 
an ongoing dialogue between the main character and her boyfriend, rather than a 
one-time agreement. By illustrating how the characters use "contracts" and verbal 
check-ins—such as asking whether a partner prefers physical touch or space during 
distress—the narrative models a healthy, balanced relationship based on mutual 
respect and emotional intelligence. The committee felt the book offers essential lessons 
in empowerment, accountability, and communication that align with educational goals 
for adolescent development. 

2.​ Does the material encourage harmful behaviors?       [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
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The committee concluded that the material does not encourage harmful behaviors; 
instead, it actively promotes healthy decision-making by illustrating the negative 
consequences of high-risk actions. Participants noted that while the book depicts 
underage drinking and smoking, these behaviors are used as a "foil" to highlight the 
responsible choices of the protagonists. The narrative explicitly shows the physical and 
social repercussions of substance abuse—such as trauma, illness, and loss of 
self-control—while providing an educational model for navigating peer pressure without 
compromising personal boundaries. By showcasing characters who successfully 
manage addiction and avoid reckless behavior, the committee determined the text 
serves as a deterrent to harmful actions rather than an endorsement of them. 

3.​ Is the material unsuitable because of other factors?   [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

The committee concluded that there are no additional factors that would render the 
material unsuitable for its intended audience. In analyzing potential points of contention, 
members noted that while the book includes LGBTQ+ characters, their presence is 
integrated naturally and without explicit content, serving as a reflection of diverse 
real-world families rather than a dominant or provocative theme. The group also 
observed that despite common concerns regarding sexual content in young adult 
literature, this text is notably non-sexual, focusing instead on a "classic mystery" 
reminiscent of traditional detective stories. Although the book touches on heavy topics 
such as past trauma and a non-traditional educational path, the committee found these 
elements to be handled with maturity and realism. Members expressed surprise at the 
challenge against the book, as they found it to be a high-quality, responsible, and 
engaging work of fiction that aligns well with the standards for high school readers. 

Indecent Content 
Content that portrays sexual or excretory organs or activities in a way that is 
patently offensive. 

1.​ Does the material portray sexual organs or activities in a way that is patently 
offensive? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

The committee determined that the material does not portray sexual organs or activities 
in any manner, let alone one that could be considered patently offensive. Members 
noted that the text contains no descriptions of anatomy or sexual acts, even when using 
euphemisms or indirect hints. The committee observed that the narrative only 
acknowledges the existence of sexual activity through the factual mention of a 
pregnancy; however, the act itself is never described, discussed, or depicted. The 
committee found that the book entirely lacks any content that would meet the criteria for 
being sexually offensive or indecent. 

2.​ Does the material portray excretory organs or activities in a way that is patently 
offensive? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
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The committee concluded that the material does not portray excretory organs or 
activities in a way that is patently offensive. Members noted a total absence of such 
content, with the sole exception of one character vomiting after binge drinking. The 
committee determined that this specific instance was not gratuitous or offensive, but 
rather served as a realistic and cautionary depiction of the negative physical 
consequences of alcohol abuse. Outside of that contextual moment, the committee 
found no references to excretory functions in the text. 

Profane Content 
Content that includes grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance. 
 

1.​ Does the material include grossly offensive language that is considered a public 
nuisance? [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 

 
The committee concluded that the material does not include grossly offensive language 
that could be considered a public nuisance. Members noted that the use of profanity 
was minimal and restricted to private, emotionally charged moments among the 
characters. The committee emphasized that the language used was neither excessive 
nor more extreme than what is encountered in daily public discourse or high-level 
professional environments. Because the dialogue occurred in private settings as a 
natural expression of character emotion—rather than as a public disturbance or outward 
display of obscenity—the committee found the language to be well within acceptable 
bounds for the intended audience.

The committee deliberated on whether the book’s content appeals to the 
prurient interests of minors, specifically regarding sex, nudity, or excretion. 
One perspective argued that the material is innocent and age-appropriate 
for middle schoolers, noting that the only physical intimacy is a brief kiss 
and that descriptions of the characters are non-sensual. One committee 
member contended that the revelation of the protagonist's transgender 
identity at the end of the book (“I am a boy, but I was born in the wrong 
body.”) constitutes "inappropriate sexual matter," suggesting that the topic 
inherently encourages excessive curiosity about biological sex and 
medical transitions. However, other committee members emphasized a 
literal interpretation of the criteria, maintaining that the book contains no 
explicit sexual activity or nudity and that concerns regarding student's 
hypothetical outside research fall outside the scope of the material itself. 
The discussion concluded with a pivot toward evaluating whether the book 
is patently offensive to prevailing community standards. 
 

2.​ Is the material patently offensive to prevailing standards in the adult 
community as a whole with respect to what is suitable for minors?  

         [ 1 ] Yes [ 4 ] No  
 

The committee engaged in a vigorous debate regarding whether the book 
is patently offensive to the prevailing standards of the adult community 
concerning suitability for minors. One member argued that the depiction of 
a transgender protagonist is inherently unsuitable for middle schoolers, 
suggesting it challenges traditional family values and introduces adult 
complexities regarding gender identity prematurely. Other members 
contended that the book lacks explicit sexual content or medical 
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discussions, focusing instead on a narrative of self-assertion, overcoming 
shyness, and personal growth. This side emphasized that "prevailing 
standards" in Seguin are diverse and that the book’s dominant 
themes—such as teamwork in soccer and repairing family 
relationships—provide significant educational value. The discussion 
concluded by weighing whether the specific revelation of the character's 
identity at the end of the story outweighs the broader, positive message of 
the book as a whole.  

 
3.​ Is the material utterly without redeeming social value for minors?  

         [ 0 ] Yes [ 5 ] No 
         Consider: Does the book support literacy, historical understanding, 
          social/emotional learning, representation of empathy, etc.? 
 
The committee evaluated whether the material is utterly without redeeming social value, 
specifically assessing its contributions to literacy, historical understanding, and 
social-emotional learning. The members reached a consensus that the book possesses 
significant educational merit, highlighting its support for literacy by using humor to 
reinforce the importance of proper grammar and complete sentences through character 
dialogue and the inclusion of well-developed intergenerational relationships. Notable 
"redeeming qualities" cited include the portrayal of a grandfather coping with PTSD, 
which offers a historical perspective and empathy regarding the long-term effects of war 
and family resilience; and the realistic depiction of teen infatuation, providing minors with 
a healthy example of processing big emotions, exploring the difference between 
infatuation and reality. While some reservations persisted regarding the ending, the 
committee generally agreed that, when viewed as a whole, the book offers valuable 
lessons on healthy adult-minor dynamics and personal growth.

Aside from the potential for Australian slang that might not be 
recognized as such by an American audience, the committee agreed that the 
book remains free of offensive language.

The consensus was that the material supports student development by modeling 
how to navigate challenges and put oneself out there in a constructive way.

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The committee unanimously agreed that the material does not encourage 
harmful behaviors.

This 
perspective argued that the late-story revelation regarding the protagonist's 
gender identity is inherently unsuitable for the target age group, as it introduces 
complex concepts of gender transition—whether physical or mental—that may 
conflict with certain parental beliefs. The committee acknowledged this viewpoint 
for the official record, noting that the disagreement stems from the interpretation 
of the character's identity rather than a lack of educational or social value in the 
rest of the text.
