BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

● The district instructional data dashboard provides the district with a systematic
process for gathering multiple data points to track implementation levels of the
district focus areas and to monitor student progress data throughout the school
year.

● AISD is in the third year of engaging in the district instructional rounds process
(the past 2 years rounds did not take place due to COVID), which is a four-step
process that includes- identifying a problem of practice, observing, debriefing,
and focusing on the next level of work.

● District instructional rounds is a systematic process for analyzing student tasks
and products for rigor, relevance, and learner engagement and occurs at each
campus in the fall and spring semester.

● AISD’s district-wide problem of practice for the 2022-2023 school year is as
follows: Students are not consistently demonstrating essential academic and
social behaviors, and there is not consistent implementation of an engaging
learner environment that is aligned to learner needs.

● Instructional rounds data provides the campus and the district with overall
patterns and trends so that the district and campuses can focus efforts on the
identified refinement areas, and the data drives teacher professional learning.

● Spring instructional rounds have been completed at all campuses at this time.
● Data from the ten campuses and 180 classroom visits have been compiled and

district-wide patterns and trends comparing fall to spring instructional rounds will
be reported to the Board of Trustees.

● Data collected from classroom observations will drive “Just In-Time” professional
learning throughout the school year and district-wide professional learning days.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:
● Per Board Policy CH (Legal/Local), purchase of goods or services valued at

$50,000, or more, shall require Board approval before a transaction may take
place.

● During the 2022-2023 school year, the district implemented, with board approval,
the IXL Real-Time Diagnostic math screener in grades K-2 and IXL Learning
math program in grades K-Algebra II.

● IXL data showed consistent usage across the majority of grade levels and there
was significant growth when comparing the K-2 math screener data from the
beginning of the year to the middle of the year.

● The district would like to renew the IXL Learning math program for use in
K-Algebra II during the 2023-2024 school year. This purchase will include the
diagnostic screener that will be used for our K-2 grade math screener.

● At the end of this school year, K-5 grade teachers were given an opportunity to
utilize free IXL Language Arts licenses with their students and were asked to give
feedback comparing IXL to Lexia, our current K-5 supplemental reading program.
The majority of teachers reported that they prefer IXL over Lexia.

● Based on teacher feedback, the district would like to replace the K-5 Lexia Core5
reading program with the IXL Learning Language arts program. This change will
save the district $36,100.

● The IXL Learning program provides teachers with access to the entire online
K-12 curriculum which will equip teachers with additional math and reading
materials for differentiated instruction either in the classroom or through online
skills practice.

● The cost associated with purchasing IXL Learning for the 2023-2024 school year
is as follows:

o IXL math and reading student licenses for grade K-5 (3800 licenses at
$15.50 each) $58,900

o IXL math student licenses for grades 6-8, Algebra I, Geometry and
Algebra II (3200 licenses at $10 each) $32,000

o Total $90,900

Each year the Administration presents a projection of staff needs to the Board based on the
latest information from a variety of sources, such as current enrollment and the demographer’s
report. The Administration and the Board of Trustees discussed the additional 2023-2024
staffing positions recommended by the Administration during the March 7, 2023, Board
Workshop. Additional staff was approved as follows at the March 20, 2023 meeting:

● 27.5 teachers at $1,725,750
● .5 counselor at $38,500
● 5 paraprofessionals at $103,000
● 1 speech therapist at $29,500 (partial IDEA funding)
● 7 child nutrition staff at $129,500 (self-funded program)
● 2.5 special programs staff (OT, PT, LSSP) at $68,000 (partial contract funding)

This is a total of 43.5 additional positions = $1,964,750

After continued review of the district needs, we are now recommending the following staff
positions in the areas of instruction, health, and safety and security also be considered and
approved:

● 9-12 Math Specialist at $78,000
● Certified Medical Assistant at $25,000
● Police Officer at $50,000

If approved the total additional positions for the 2023-2024 school year would increase the
district's personnel budget by approximately $2,117,750

FISCAL INFORMATION:
If all recommended additional positions are approved, the personnel budget for 2023-2024
would increase by approximately $2,117,750.

ADMINISTRATIVE RECOMMENDATION:

Fiscal Year District Audit 
 
PRESENTER: Earl Husfeld, Chief Financial Officer 
 
BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

• Pursuant to Education Code 44.008(a),(b), the District’s fiscal accounts are 
required to be audited annually at District expense by a Texas certified or public 
accountant holding a permit from the State Board of Public Accountancy.  

• The annual financial audit shall be completed following the close of each fiscal 
year and shall meet at least the minimum requirements and be in the format 
prescribed by the State Board of Education, subject to review and comment by the 
State Auditor. 

• In April 2021, the District issued a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for Annual 
Financial Audit Services for the fiscal year ended August 31, 2021. 

• During the RFQ process, each firm was asked to submit a proposed fee for 
conducting the District’s annual financial audit for the 2020-2021 fiscal year and 
each of the following four (4) fiscal years. The RFQ also provided for the option for 
renewal in one-year extensions for up to four (4) additional years. 

• After completion of the RFQ process, the auditing firm of Pattillo, Brown & Hill, 
L.L.P. was engaged to perform the District’s financial audit for the fiscal year ended 
August 31, 2021.  

• Pattillo, Brown & Hill has conducted quality audits and provided responsive service 
to the District. Therefore, we are recommending the engagement of Pattillo, Brown 
& Hill for year two (2) of the four (4) additional years allowed.  

• Pattillo, Brown & Hill’s proposed not to exceed fee for the audit of the fiscal year 
ending August 31, 2023 is $30,800, an increase of $860 from the prior year.  

• Pattillo, Brown & Hill’s engagement letter is attached for your review and 
consideration.

Board of Trustees and Management: 

 

You have requested that we audit the financial statements of the governmental activities, the 

business-type activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of Aledo 
Independent School District (the “District”), as of August 31, 2023, and for the year then ended, and 

the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the District’s basic financial 

statements as listed in the table of contents.  

 

In addition, we will audit the entity’s compliance over major federal award programs for the period 

ended August 31, 2023. We are pleased to confirm our acceptance and our understanding of this 

audit engagement by means of this letter. Our audits will be conducted with the objectives of our 

expressing an opinion on each opinion unit and an opinion on compliance regarding the entity’s major 

federal award programs. The objectives of our audit of the financial statements are to obtain 

reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free from material 

misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our 

opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute assurance and 

therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with auditing standards generally 

accepted in the United States of America (GAAS), the standards applicable to financial audits 

contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States 

of America, and the Texas Education Agency audit requirements included in the Financial 

Accountability System Resource Guide will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. 

Misstatements, including omissions, can arise from fraud or error and are considered material if there 

is a substantial likelihood that, individually or in the aggregate, they would influence the judgment 

made by a reasonable user based on the financial statements.  

 

The objectives of our compliance audit are to obtain sufficient appropriate audit evidence to form an 

opinion and report at the level specified in the governmental audit requirement about whether the 

entity complied in all material respects with the applicable compliance requirements and identify 

audit and reporting requirements specified in the governmental audit requirement that are 

supplementary to GAAS and Government Auditing Standards, if any, and perform procedures to 

address those requirements. 
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Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the 

management’s discussion and analysis, budgetary comparison information, and pension and other 

postemployment benefit related information be presented to supplement the basic financial 

statements.

As part of our engagement, we will apply certain limited procedures to the required 

supplementary information (RSI) in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the 

United States of America. These limited procedures will consist primarily of inquiries of management 

regarding their methods of measurement and presentation and comparing the information for 

consistency with management’s responses to our inquiries. We will not express an opinion or provide 

any form of assurance on the RSI. The following RSI is required by accounting principles generally 

accepted in the United States of America. This RSI will be subjected to certain limited procedures 

but will not be audited: 

 

• Management’s Discussion and Analysis. 

 

• Budgetary Schedules. 

 

• Schedule of District’s Proportionate Share of Net Pension Liability and Net Other 

Postemployment Benefits (OPEB) Liability, and Related Ratios. 

 

• Schedule of District Pension and OPEB Contributions. 

 

Supplementary information other than RSI will accompany the District’s basic financial statements. 

We will subject the following supplementary information to the auditing procedures applied in our 

audit of the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and 

reconciling the supplementary information to the underlying accounting and other records used to 

prepare the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, and additional procedures 

in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America. We intend 

to provide an opinion on the following supplementary information in relation to the financial 

statements as a whole: 

 

• Combining Statements. 

 

• Required Texas Education Agency Schedules. 

 

• Schedule of Required Responses to Selected School First Indicators. 

 

 

Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards 

 

We will subject the schedule of expenditures of federal awards to the auditing procedures applied in 

our audit of the basic financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing 

and reconciling the schedule to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the 

financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, and additional procedures in 

accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America. We intend 

to provide an opinion on whether the schedule of expenditures of federal awards is presented fairly 

in all material respects in relation to the financial statements as a whole. 
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Data Collection Form 

 

Prior to the completion of our engagement, we will complete the sections of the Data Collection Form 

that are our responsibility. The form will summarize our audit findings, amounts and conclusions. It 

is management’s responsibility to submit a reporting package including financial statements, 

schedule of expenditure of federal awards, summary schedule of prior audit findings and corrective 

action plan along with the Data Collection Form to the federal audit clearinghouse. The financial 

reporting package must be text searchable, unencrypted, and unlocked. Otherwise, the reporting 

package will not be accepted by the federal audit clearinghouse. We will assist you in the electronic 

submission and certification. You may request from us copies of our report for you to include with 

the reporting package submitted to pass-through entities.  

 

The Data Collection Form is required to be submitted within the earlier of 30 days after receipt of our 

auditors’ reports or nine months after the end of the audit period, unless specifically waived by a 

federal cognizant or oversight agency for audits. Data Collection Forms submitted untimely are one 

of the factors in assessing programs at a higher risk. 

 

 

Audit of the Financial Statements 

 

We will conduct our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United 

States of America (U.S. GAAS), the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government 

Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States of America; the audit 

requirements of Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Administrative 

Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (Uniform Guidance), and 

the Texas Education Agency audit requirements included in the Financial Accountability System 

Resource Guide.  

 

As part of an audit of financial statements in accordance with GAAS, the standards applicable to 

financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of 

the United States of America, and the Texas Education Agency audit requirements included in the 

Financial Accountability System Resource Guide we exercise professional judgment and maintain 

professional skepticism throughout the audit. We also:  

 

• Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether 

due to fraud or error, design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and 

obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion. The 

risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one 

resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, 

misrepresentations, or the override of internal control. 

 

• Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit 

procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing 

an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s internal control. However, we will communicate 

to you in writing concerning any significant deficiencies or material weaknesses in internal 

control relevant to the audit of the financial statements that we have identified during the 

audit. 

 

• Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of significant 

accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluate the overall presentation of 

the financial statements, including the disclosures, and whether the financial statements 

represent the underlying transactions and events in a manner that achieves fair presentation. 

 

• Conclude, based on the audit evidence obtained, whether there are conditions or events, 

considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the District’s ability to continue 

as a going concern for a reasonable period of time. 
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Because of the inherent limitations of an audit, together with the inherent limitations of internal 

control, an unavoidable risk that some material misstatements or noncompliance may not be 

detected exists, even though the audit is properly planned and performed in accordance with GAAS, 

Government Auditing Standards of the Comptroller General of the United States of America, and the 

Texas Education Agency audit requirements included in the Financial Accountability System Resource 

Guide. Please note that the determination of abuse is subjective, and Government Auditing Standards 

does not require auditors to detect abuse. 

 

Our responsibility as auditors is limited to the period covered by our audit and does not extend to 

any other periods. 

 

We will issue a written report upon completion of our audit of the District’s basic financial statements. 

Our report will be addressed to the Board of Trustees of the District. Circumstances may arise in 

which our report may differ from its expected form and content based on the results of our audit. 

Depending on the nature of these circumstances, it may be necessary for us to modify our opinions, 

add an emphasis-of-matter or other-matter paragraph(s) to our auditor’s report, or if necessary, 

withdraw from the engagement. If our opinions on the basic financial statements are other than 

unmodified, we will discuss the reasons with you in advance. If, for any reason, we are unable to 

complete the audit or are unable to form or have not formed opinions, we may decline to express 

opinions or to issue a report as a result of this engagement. 

 

In accordance with the requirements of Government Auditing Standards, we will also issue a written 

report describing the scope of our testing over internal control over financial reporting and over 

compliance with laws, regulations, and provisions of grants and contracts, including the results of 

that testing. However, providing an opinion on internal control and compliance over financial 

reporting will not be an objective of the audit and, therefore, no such opinion will be expressed. 

 

 

Audit of Major Program Compliance 

 

Our audit of the District’s major federal award program(s) compliance will be conducted in accordance 

with the requirements of the Single Audit Act, as amended; and the Uniform Guidance, and will 

include tests of accounting records, a determination of major programs in accordance with the 

Uniform Guidance and other procedures we consider necessary to enable us to express such an 

opinion on major federal award program compliance and to render the required reports. We cannot 

provide assurance that an unmodified opinion on compliance will be expressed. Circumstances may 

arise in which it is necessary for us to modify our opinion or withdraw from the engagement. 

 

The Uniform Guidance requires that we also plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable 

assurance about whether material noncompliance with applicable laws and regulations, the provisions 

of contracts and grant agreements applicable to major federal award programs, and the applicable 

compliance requirements occurred, whether due to fraud or error, and express an opinion on the 

entity’s compliance based on the audit. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not 

absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with 

GAAS, Government Auditing Standards, and the Uniform Guidance will always detect material 

noncompliance when it exists. The risk of not detecting material noncompliance resulting from fraud 

is higher than that resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, 

misrepresentations, or the override of internal control. Noncompliance with the compliance 

requirements is considered material if there is a substantial likelihood that, individually or in the 

aggregate, it would influence the judgment made by a reasonable user of the report on compliance 

about the entity’s compliance with the requirements of the federal programs as a whole. 

 

As part of a compliance audit in accordance with GAAS, Government Auditing Standards of the 

Comptroller General of the United States of America, and the Texas Education Agency audit 

requirements included in the Financial Accountability System Resource Guide, we exercise 
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professional judgment and maintain professional skepticism throughout the audit. We also identify 

and assess the risks of material noncompliance, whether due to fraud or error, and design and 

perform audit procedures responsive to those risks.  

 

Our procedures will consist of determining major federal programs and, performing the applicable 

procedures described in the U.S. Office of Management and Budget OMB Compliance Supplement for 

the types of compliance requirements that could have a direct and material effect on each of the 

entity’s major programs, and performing such other procedures as we consider necessary in the 

circumstances. The purpose of those procedures will be to express an opinion on the entity’s 

compliance with requirements applicable to each of its major programs in our report on compliance 

issued pursuant to the Uniform Guidance. 

 

Also, as required by the Uniform Guidance, we will obtain an understanding of the entity’s internal 

control over compliance relevant to the audit in order to design and perform tests of controls to 

evaluate the effectiveness of the design and operation of controls that we consider relevant to 

preventing or detecting material noncompliance with compliance requirements applicable to each of 

the entity’s major federal award programs.

However, we will communicate to you regarding, among other matters, the planned scope and timing 

of the audit and any significant deficiencies and material weaknesses in internal control over 

compliance that we have identified during the audit. 

 

We will issue a report on compliance that will include an opinion or disclaimer of opinion regarding 

the entity’s major federal award programs, and a report on internal controls over compliance that 

will report any significant deficiencies and material weaknesses identified; however, such report will 

not express an opinion on internal control. 

 

 

Management’s Responsibilities 

 

Our audit will be conducted on the basis that management and those charged with governance 

acknowledge and understand that they have responsibility: 

 

1. For the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with 

accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; 

 

2. For the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the 

preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free from material 

misstatement, whether due to fraud or error; 

 

3. For identifying, in its accounts, all federal awards received and expended during the period 

and the federal programs under which they were received; 

 

4. For maintaining records that adequately identify the source and application of funds for 

federally funded activities; 

 

5. For preparing the schedule of expenditures of federal awards (including notes and noncash 

assistance received) in accordance with the Uniform Guidance; 

 

6. For designing, implementing, and maintaining effective internal control over federal awards 

that provides reasonable assurance that the entity is managing federal awards in compliance 

with federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of the federal awards; 

 

7. For identifying and ensuring that the entity complies with federal laws, statutes, regulations, 

rules, provisions of contracts or grant agreements, and the terms and conditions of federal 
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award programs, and implementing systems designed to achieve compliance with applicable 

federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of federal award programs;

With regard to the schedule of expenditures of federal awards referred to above, you acknowledge 

and understand your responsibility (a) for the preparation of the schedule of expenditures of federal 

awards in accordance with the Uniform Guidance, (b) to provide us with the appropriate written 

representations regarding the schedule of expenditures of federal awards, (c) to include our report 

on the schedule of expenditures of federal awards in any document that contains the schedule of 

expenditures of federal awards and that indicates that we have reported on such schedule, and (d) 

to present the schedule of expenditures of federal awards with the audited financial statements, or 

if the schedule will not be presented with the audited financial statements, to make the audited 

financial statements readily available to the intended users of the schedule of expenditures of federal 

awards no later than the date of issuance by you of the schedule and our report thereon.

If you intend to publish or otherwise reproduce the financial statements and make reference to our 

firm, you agree to provide us with printers’ proofs or masters for our review and approval before 

printing. You also agree to provide us with a copy of the final reproduced material for our approval 

before it is distributed.  

 

 

Non-attest Services 

 

We will also assist in preparing the financial statements, schedule of expenditures of federal awards, 

and related notes of the District in conformity with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles and 

the requirements of Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Administrative 

Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (Uniform Guidance) based 
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on information provided by you. These non-audit services do not constitute an audit under 

Government Auditing Standards and such services will not be conducted in accordance with 

Government Auditing Standards. These services are limited to preparing the financial statements, 

schedule of expenditures of federal awards, and related notes of the District as previously outlined.  

 

We will not assume management responsibilities on behalf of the District. However, we will provide 

advice and recommendations to assist management of the District in performing its responsibilities. 

 

The District’s management is responsible for (a) making all management decisions and performing 

all management functions; (b) assigning a competent individual to oversee the services; (c) 

evaluating the adequacy of the services performed; (d) evaluating and accepting responsibility for 

the results of the services performed; and (e) establishing and maintaining internal controls, 

including monitoring ongoing activities. 

 

Our responsibilities and limitations of the engagement is limited to our preparation of the financial 

statements and related note disclosures and the schedule of expenditures of federal awards 

previously outlined. Our firm in its sole professional judgment, reserves the right to do any procedure 

or take any action that could be construed as making management decisions or assuming 

management responsibilities, including determining account coding and approving journal entries. 

Our firm will advise with regard to financial reporting, but the District must make all decisions with 

regard to those matters. 

 

Government Auditing Standards require that we document an assessment of the skills, knowledge, 

and experience of management, should we participate in any form of preparation of the basic financial 

statements and related schedules or disclosures as these actions are deemed a non-audit service. 
 

 

Engagement Administration, Fees and Timing 

 

We will schedule the engagement based in part on deadlines, working conditions, and the availability 

of your key personnel. We will plan the engagement based on the assumption that your personnel 

will cooperate and provide assistance by performing tasks such as preparing requested schedules, 

retrieving supporting documents, and preparing confirmations. If for whatever reason your personnel 

are unavailable to provide the necessary assistance in a timely manner, it may substantially increase 

the work we have to do to complete the engagement within the established deadlines, resulting in 

an increase in fees over our original fee estimate.

His 

responsibilities include supervising Pattillo, Brown & Hill, LLP’s services performed as part of this 

engagement and signing or authorizing another qualified firm representative to sign the audit report. 

 

Our fees for these services will be at our standard hourly rates plus out-of-pocket cost (such as 

reports reproduction, word processing, postage, travel, copies, telephone, etc.) except that we agree 

that our gross fee, including expenses, will not exceed $30,800. Our standard hourly rates vary 

according to the degree of responsibility involved and the experience level of the personnel assigned 124
