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Pursuant to the Governor’s Executive Order 20-03, on Thursday, March 26, 2020 at 7:00 p.m. the
Bellevue Planning Commission meeting was held via video conference in the Bellevue City Council
Chambers. Upon roll call, present were Commissioners Casey, Perrin, Cain, Aerni, Ritz, Ackley,
Hankins, Cutsforth, and Jacobson. Also present were Tammi Palm, Planning Manager, and Angela
Curry, Assistant Planning Manager.

Notice of this meeting was given in advance thereof by publication in the Bellevue Leader and posting
in two public places, and was also given to the Chairperson and members prior to the meeting. These
minutes were written and available for public inspection within ten days of the meeting.

Ritz announced the Open Meetings Act pursuant to the Governor's Executive Order 20-03, and said
meeting may be held via videoconference, telephone conference, or by conferencing by other electronic
means. As such, said meeting will be by a virtual meeting and the public may join using Facebook live
via the City of Bellevue’s Facebook page.

Motion was made by Ackley, seconded by Cain, to approve the minutes of the February 27, 2020
reqular meeting as presented. Upon roll call, Casey, Perrin, Cain, Aerni, Ritz, Ackley, Hankins,
Cutsforth and Jacobson voted ves. Motion carried.

Ritz asked if there were any updates or additions to staff reports. Palm advised a letter from Lance
Jordan at Stephens and Smith Construction and several letters of opposition were emailed to the
Commissioners regarding item 3.a Ashford Hollow North, and a letter of opposition was also received
regarding item 3.b.

Motion was made by Ackley, seconded by Jacobson, to accept into the record all staff reports,
attachments, memos, and handouts regarding each application. Upon roll call, all present voted yes.
Motion carried unanimously.

Ritz explained the public hearing procedures.

PUBLIC HEARING was held on a request for a Conditional Use Permit for Lot 1, Ashford Hollow North,
located in the Northwest V4 of Section 32, and the Southwest % of Section 29, all in T14N, R13E of the
6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska for the purpose of a self-storage facility. Applicant: Stephens &
Smith Construction Co. General Location: 11203 S. 48th St. Case #: CUP-1812-04.

Doug Kellner with TD2 Engineering, 10836 Old Mill Road, Omaha, NE was present on behalf of the
applicant. Kellner stated the purpose of the proposal is a conditional use permit for a storage facility in
an existing Flex Zoning. Kellner explained they will be constructing the required buffer around the
property and have obtained a permit from the Corp of Engineers.

Several Facebook Live questions were asked regarding the proposed site and answered after the close
of the Public Hearing.

Travis Hamilton, 4610 Brook Circle, Papillion, NE said he was opposed to the request because it will
be in his backyard and will block his view of the walking trail. Hamilton stated the area was zoned
residential and he never imagined a storage facility would be constructed there. He also stated the
street lights and barb wire fence would not fit into the neighborhood.

Bryce Hiracheta, 4470 Brook Drive, Papillion, NE asked if the trees being planted will be mature enough
to block the view of the building.

Beth Moseley, 4502 Brook Circle, Papillion, NE stated the plans show construction in the floodplain
and the alteration of a floodplain could affect the levels of periodic floods. This business will be adjacent
to homes and any chance of flooding homes because of this development is unacceptable.

Aerni responded to Mr. Hamilton's concerns. He stated according to the Sarpy County GIS website
Outlot B, which is a one hundred and seventy foot deep lot between the proposed storage facility and
Mr. Hamilton’s lot would prevent the storage facility from being in his back yard. Mr. Hamilton stated
he understood that but because of the elevation of Outlot B there would not be a buffer and he would
be looking at a storage facility with street lights and barb wire fencing.

Aerni asked if Palm would give the history on the zoning of this property. Palm stated the original
developer of Ashford Hollow North platted and developed Lot 1 Ashford Hollow North as Flex Zoning
along with the adjacent residential zoning. Aerni said the Flex Zoning allows for construction of a car
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wash, convenience store, gas station, railroad tracks, and many things that would be more of a negative
impact on the neighborhood than a storage facility. He stated the zoning is not changing, and the
property has been zoned Flex since the original plat.

Ashley Decker asked if the facility will be lighted all night and how tall will they need to build up the
floodplain for this project.

Beth Moseley asked what the hours of operation will be.
Brandon Berry asked how tall and how many stories the buildings will be.

Palm addressed the question of trees. She stated the landscape plans require ornamental or shade
trees with a minimum two inch caliper.

Lance Jordan with Stephens & Smith Construction Company, 5711 South 60" St., Omaha NE stated
a landscape plan was submitted to the City of Bellevue and approved. He stated a variety of trees
such as evergreens and maples will be planted on a berm around the facility. The facility will not have
a barb wire fence, a privacy fence will be installed. Palm stated the landscape plan is available to the
public online attached to the Planning Commission agenda.

Palm asked Kellner to address the questions regarding the floodplain. Kellner stated they are filling

25% of the western portion of the site ranging from zero to three feet of fill according to Bellevue Code.
Palm added the applicant’s plans were reviewed by the US Army Corp of Engineers and the Papillion
Missouri River NRD. She said if this development is approved, prior to construction they will have to
get a floodplain development permit from the City of Bellevue. She said once the project is completed
the developer will be required to provide the City of Bellevue with an elevation certificate to verify the

buildings are minimum one foot above base flood elevation and not impacting the floodway or the
floodplain.

Jordan stated the only lighting on the property would be low voltage lights installed on the buildings
pointing toward the ground.

Palm said in regard to hours of operation the developer submitted paperwork stating their hours of
operation, for renters only, would be from 6 a.m. to 10 p.m. daily. Police and fire departments would
have 24 hour access. Upon completion of the project, a full time manger will be on site between the
hours of 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday and 8 a.m. to 1 p.m. on Saturday.

Jordan stated the building height would be approximately nine feet six inches tall with all the buildings
being single story.

Brandon Berry stated Charleston Homes told him there would be no construction behind him.

Ashley Decker asked how much fill will be needed to bring the property above the floodplain and will
there be flood lights on the property.

Brandi Anderson stated they were told no buildings could be constructed due to easements and
floodplain. She is concerned for the safety of her children playing in the yard with tenants coming and
going all hours of the day and night. This will be a complete eye sore for our backyards regardless of
the berm and landscaping. The lighting will shine directly in our bedroom window and the developer
has not maintained the property.

Sarah Garcia asked if the property entrance would be closed and locked after hours.

Beth Moseley stated as early as 6 a.m. up to 10 p.m., 300 feet from a residential area does not seem
right. She asked if the lighting was motion detected.

Don Zachary asked if the lighting will affect the wildlife in the area. The loss of trees has already
diminished the birds in the area.

Palm addressed the floodplain elevation question and stated currently the base flood elevation in that
area is 998". According to the plans that were submitted by the developer they would be at 1,000.25°
or above, which would meet the requirement of at least one foot above base flood elevation.

Jordan stated there would be an electronic gate at the entrance which renters would access with a key
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pad. He said the lighting will be low voltage lights on the building which will shine downward and will
be lit 24 hours a day. There will be no flood or street lights on the property other than one light at the
gate.

Palm stated when the area was originally platted it was found to have an old railroad easement, which
was the reason for the creation of Outlot B.

Don Zachary asked if a wildlife study had been done. Palm stated a wildlife study is not required by
the City of Bellevue.

Sarah Garcia stated the developer left three piles of trees burning and they did not mow.

Beth Moseley stated trees were recovered from this property last year and illegally placed on HOA land
despite repeated requests for their removal. Given this experience you can imagine why we are weary
of what will happen with this development and hopes the City will monitor this more closely.

Sarah Garcia asked the developer to explain why they have not taken care of the property.

Jordan stated the property was recently purchased. He stated he had nothing to do with removing the
trees. He said he recently had crews remove trash from along the street.

Brandi Anderson stated the trees were lit on fire and not monitored so she had to call the Fire
Department to extinguish them.

A discussion ensued regarding the time line of removal and burning of trees.

Jordan stated they have not been involved in any of the tree removal, it was part of their contract prior
to taking ownership of the property. He said he was not aware of any piles of trees but, when they begin
developing the property they will complete the tree and debris removal if needed.

Matthew Menard asked if the storage facility is for residential or commercial.

Stacey Case asked how far to the east will the facility be built and how many homes will be affected by
it.

Jordan said traditionally the storage units are residential but if a business had overflow of product they
would be allowed to rent a unit. He stated because of the floodway/floodplain, they will develop about
half of the property.

There was no one else present to speak in favor of, or in opposition to this request. Subsequently, Ritz
closed the public hearing.

Discussion between the commissioners and the applicant ensued regarding landscaping, lighting,
trees, and permitted conditional uses in the Flex Zoning. Jacobson asked how high the berm will be
and where the privacy fence will be placed. Jordan stated the berm would be approximately three foot
high with the fence being on the inside of the berm. Jacobson asked if the driveway would be long
enough on 48" street to avoid a traffic problem. Jordan said there will be two lanes at the gate area to
avoid any traffic problems. Hankins asked what type of fence will be installed. Palm stated it would be
a six foot vinyl fence. Jordan stated the gate would be six foot chain link.

Ritz stated there were drawings available to the public which will help them to better understand the
landscaping, fencing and berm. Ritz asked about the lighting spillage. Palm stated there is a zoning
ordinance which states there cannot be light pollution or spillage of light from a commercial property
onto a residential district.

Jordan stated he was not aware of tree piles on the property. Palm stated Ms. Garcia had sent pictures
and she would get copies to Jordan. Palm stated no matter what happens with the application the tree
piles and debris will need to be removed. Jordan said he wanted to be a good neighbor and would
take care of the matter.

MOTION was made by Jacobson, seconded by Hankins to recommend APPROVAL of a request for a
Conditional Use Permit for Lot 1, Ashford Hollow North, located in the Northwest ¥ of Section 32, and
the Southwest % of Section 29, all in T14N, R13E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska for the
purpose of a self-storage facility. APPROVAL of the conditional use permit based on conformance
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with the requirements of the zoning ordinance and lack of perceived negative impact on the surrounding
neighborhood. Upon roll call, all present voted yes. MOTION carried unanimously.

This item will proceed to CITY COUNCIL for PUBLIC HEARING ON April 21, 2020.

PUBLIC HEARING was held on a request to annex Lots 1 through 3, Ramsey’s Addition: Lots 1 and 2.
Sedlak Addition: Lots 1 and 2. Sparling Gardens: Lots 1 through 4, Thomsen's Subdivision: Lots 1 and
2, Thomsen’s Subdivision Il; Tax Lot 4B3; Tax Lot 13A1A; Tax Lots 13A1B and 4B2: Tax Lot 13A2:
Tax Lot 13A4; Tax Lots 13B, 25, 26B and 26A2; and Tax Lot 26A1: all located in the Northeasl ¥ of
Section 20, T14N, R13E of the 6th P.M.; Tax Lot 11A; Tax Lot 12A; Tax Lots 12B1 and 5B2: Tax Lot
12B2B; Tax Lot 12B2C: Tax Lot 18A; Tax Lot 18B; and Tax Lots 21, 22A, 22B. 23, and 24: all located
in the Northwest ¥z of Section 20, T14N. R13E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska: and all abutting
county road rights-of-way. Applicant: City of Bellevue.

Cynthia Buettner, 8624 S 42™ St, Bellevue, NE stated this will generate approximately $41,000 dollars
additional revenue for the City, plus another $8,000 from the State highway fund. The necessary
infrastructure improvements as estimated by the Street Department are $50,000 which will be spread
out over four years because there hasn't been a comprehensive plan put together by the Street
Department or by the City of Bellevue. She stated the Planning Commission should demand they have
a plan prior to annexing this area. She stated why would the city bring in an area that you don't have
the cost for or you can't spell out the benefits to us. Buettner requested the Commission table this
annexation until the city has a full view of the costs or the benefits to the land owners. Buettner asked
if there was more information on how the improvements would be made to the roads including the
north, south, east and west sections.

Palm stated we have a memorandum from Mr. Bobby Riggs, City of Bellevue Streets Superintendent
and he indicated the annexation would have minimal impact on man power and equipment needs and
minimal to no impact on operations. The memorandum also stated the need for some patching along
42" Street which would be spread out over the next three to four fiscal years. If the City annexes this
property Mr. Riggs will look more closely for an exact dollar figure, but at this time he was confident the
city could handle the infrastructure and patching needs.

Buettner said it would be minimal to maintain the streets as they are now because they are sub-
standard and in no way meet the standards of the Planning Commission, nor would you want these
streets to reflect your city. Palm stated she agrees they are sub-standard streets, but that would be a
benefit to being annexed by the city. The city would have a plan to improve those streets. Buettner
said it shouldn't take four years for the city to repair the streets when the only department that needed
the funds to service this area was the Street Department. The roads should be priority number one and
the Planning Commission should know what that will cost.

Lawrence Ramsey, 8456 S 42™ St Bellevue, NE, stated he agreed with Buettner. Ramsey stated he
sent a letler to the Commissioners and wanted to be sure they received it. Ritz stated the
Commissioners received it. Ramsey expressed concern for the tax increase which would be a burden
for people on a fixed income. He stated he does not understand the natural growth reasoning to the
annexation. He said he felt this was an inappropriate time to increase taxes when the country is going
through a significant economic downturn. Ramsey asked what happens after they are annexed, will
they have to install sidewalks or connect to the City sewer system if they are on septic now. Ramsey
asked if a cost analysis for the annexation exists.

Nancy Schrack, 8706 S 42™ St., Bellevue, NE, stated she agreed with Mr. Ramsey and Ms. Buettner
regarding seeing anything that would benefit the residents. The only benefit would be the City getting
additional tax doltars. Schrack said she calculated her taxes will go up 25% which is a significant
amount.

Steven Donovan, asked if there is a plan to improve the Highway 75 North and South overpass ingress
and egress.

There was no one else present to speak in favor of, or in oppaosition to this request. Subsequently, Ritz
closed the public hearing.

Palm addressed concerns regarding sanitary sewer connections. She stated it would not be a
requirement to connect to public sewer with this annexation. Residents on a septic system would
continue on a septic system unless that system failed. If the system failed, residents would have to
follow City Code in order to repair or replace the septic system or connect to public services if available.

Palm addressed concerns regarding Highway 75. She stated Highway 75 in that area would be the
responsibility of the Nebraska Department of Roads.

Palm addressed concerns regarding 42™ Street. Palm said she believes Mr. Riggs is referring to the
entire section of 42™ Street. Mr. Riggs says in his memo, the first year would be prioritizing asphalt
patching and sectional replacement over the next three to four fiscal years to improve 42" Street to
city standards.

Palm stated when the city does annexations each department head is contacted to do a cost analysis
regarding needs such as equipment, staff, and the financial impact. With this annexation the only
department impacted was the Public Works Department. Palm said annexation is not always a plus
financially for the city. It is part of the natural growth of the city to annex these areas. The city does
not want to leave pockets of unincorporated areas surrounded by city limits which becomes difficult for
the Public Works Department with snow removal and street repairs.

Ritz stated most of the services provided by the city cannot be quantified in a number, therefore no cost
analysis can be done. The benefit to the citizens in this annexation will be representation. With this
annexation the City will make sure that all of your services are maintained at the level you are receiving
at this time. Ritz stated the repairs to the area roads will be done in sections to minimize traffic problems
in the area.

Aerni stated Mr. Ramsey’s property was unique due to the fact that 42™ Street in front of his house was
in the city limits of Bellevue, so if an accident occurred on the street in front of his house the Bellevue
Police Department would respond but, if there was a medical emergency in his house or backyard
Sarpy County Sheriff would respond. This is part of the reason for annexation; to make service
consistent.

MOTION was made by Casey, seconded by Cutsforth to recommend APPROVAL of a request to annex
Lots 1 through 3, Ramsey's Addition: Lots 1 and 2. Sedlak Addition; Lots 1 and 2, Sparling Gardens:
Lots 1 through 4, Thomsen’s Subdivision; Lots 1 and 2, Thomsen’s Subdivision |l; Tax Lot 4B3; Tax
Lot 13A1A; Tax Lots 13A1B and 4B2: Tax Lot 13A2: Tax Lot 13A4: Tax Lots 13B, 25, 26B and 26A2;
and Tax Lot 26A1: all located in the Northeast % of Section 20, T14N, R13E of the 6th P.M.; Tax Lot
11A: Tax Lot 12A; Tax Lots 12B1 and 5B2; Tax Lot 12B2B; Tax Lot 12B2C; Tax Lot 18A; Tax Lot 18B;

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

The City of Bellevue, Nebraska (“City”) and the Bellevue Professional Management

Association (“BPMA”) are parties to a collective bargaining agreement effective October 1, 2017
to September 30, 2021 (“Agreement”).

The City and the BPMA have identified for areas of the Agreement that are required to be

revised to accurately reflect the job classifications listed in Appendix B of the Agreement due to
the recent restructuring of the City. The parties agree that the current Agreement does not
accurately reflect current job classifications listed in Appendix B of the Agreement and therefore,
enter into the following Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) to correct those inaccuracies.

Unless otherwise agreed upon herein, this MOU is effective for the term of the Agreement.

Article 1 (Union Recognition), Section 1 of the Agreement states: “The City recognizes
the Union as the exclusive collective bargaining representative of those employees who
occupy the job classifications listed in Appendix B of this Agreement.”

. Atrticle 1 (Union Recognition), Section 2 of the Agreement states:

“Excluded from the above referenced bargaining unit are any employees

e who, in the normal performance of their duties, may obtain advance
knowledge of the City's collective bargaining position; or

e who assist and act in a confidential capacity to persons who formulate,
determine and effectuate management policies in the field of labor relations;
or

e who, although not assisting persons exercising managerial functions in the
labor relations area, regularly have access to confidential information
concerning anticipated changes which may result from collective
bargaining.”

Article 1 (Union Recognition), Section 3 of the Agreement states: “Placement in the
bargaining unit shall occur immediately upon reinstatement of the position if the position
was previously covered under the bargaining unit. Newly created positions may be
considered for inclusion in the bargaining unit, but such inclusion will not constitute re-
opening of this agreement.”

As written, Appendix B, Job Classification and Grade Assignment of the Agreement, does
not accurately reflect the job classifications of the employees due to the recent restructuring
of the City.

The parties agree that Appendix B, Job Classification and Grade Assignment of the
Agreement, shall omit the following job classifications:

The City is taking the position that it is in its best interest to annex areas adjacent to the existing
city limits; it is also part of the natural growth and development of a city. We are proposing the
annexation of several unincorporated lots adjacent or close to the existing city limits. The overall
annexation package consists of two different areas which have been labeled as Areas 1 and 2.

Unlike with the annexation of Sanitary and Improvement Districts, the City does not assume any
debt with the annexation of these unincorporated areas. The City will, however, begin receiving
property tax revenue from these areas beginning in 2021. The current assessed value of the
properties in this annexation proposal is $6,712,266. Based upon the City’s current levy, the
increase in property tax receipts for the City would be approximately $41,000; this figure will
change in the future based upon changes in assessed valuation and the City’s property tax rate.
In addition to property tax revenue, the City will receive an additional $8,070.00 in State
Highway Allocation funding, plus other revenue including such things as sales taxes on items
delivered to these areas. Estimates of these amounts are not available.

The properties involved in this annexation will see an increase in their tax levy in future years as
a result of the City’s levy being added to the tax bill; annexation will also result in the
elimination of the levy assessed by the Good Luck Rural Fire Department. Based upon current
property tax levies, the net effect of the change in levy will be a levy increase of 0.46736
beginning with taxes payable in 2021. This levy increase will result in a property tax increase of
$701.04 on a property assessed at $150,000.

Upon the effective date of the annexation residents will begin receiving City services. In some
cases, residents are already receiving the benefits of city services, such as snow removal and fire
protection; in other cases, the City is restricted in providing needed services, such as Code
Enforcement, to areas that are outside the city limits. This annexation proposal was distributed to
other departments for review with a request to determine what additional resources they would
require, in terms of manpower and equipment, to deliver services to the residents of these areas.
Most departments indicated the ability to serve these areas with existing resources, however, the
Street Department indicated a need for an additional maintenance budget of approximately
$60,000; to be disbursed in increments of $15,000 over the course of four years.

Due to the existing conditions of the readway along s 42™ St, the department will need to prioritize asphalt patching or
sectional roadway replacement over the next 3-4 fiscal years. While patching will not greatly impact year 1 needs,
moving forward, maintenance funds would need to increase in years 2 through 5 by $15,000 per year, over and above
current funding level needs, to perform full-depth roadway replacement on 42™ St to the new corporate limits.

IV. HIGHWAY ALLOCATION

Highway Allocation funding is somewhat fluid and subject to change with revenue fuctuation.

Revenue projections in this report are based solely on fiscal 2018-19 budget projections reduced to a per lane mile
estimate.

The City is taking the position that it is in its best interest to annex areas adjacent to the existing
city limits; it is also part of the natural growth and development of a city. We are proposing the
annexation of several unincorporated lots adjacent or close to the existing city limits. The overall
annexation package consists of two different areas which have been labeled as Areas 1 and 2.

Unlike with the annexation of Sanitary and Improvement Districts, the City does not assume any
debt with the annexation of these unincorporated areas. The City will, however, begin receiving
property tax revenue from these areas beginning in 2021. The current assessed value of the
properties in this annexation proposal is $6,712,266. Based upon the City’s current levy, the
increase in property tax receipts for the City would be approximately $41,000; this figure will
change in the future based upon changes in assessed valuation and the City’s property tax rate.
In addition to property tax revenue, the City will receive an additional $8,070.00 in State
Highway Allocation funding, plus other revenue including such things as sales taxes on items
delivered to these areas. Estimates of these amounts are not available.

The properties involved in this annexation will see an increase in their tax levy in future years as
a result of the City’s levy being added to the tax bill; annexation will also result in the
elimination of the levy assessed by the Good Luck Rural Fire Department. Based upon current
property tax levies, the net effect of the change in levy will be a levy increase of 0.46736
beginning with taxes payable in 2021. This levy increase will result in a property tax increase of
$701.04 on a property assessed at $150,000.

Upon the effective date of the annexation residents will begin receiving City services. In some
cases, residents are already receiving the benefits of city services, such as snow removal and fire
protection; in other cases, the City is restricted in providing needed services, such as Code
Enforcement, to areas that are outside the city limits. This annexation proposal was distributed to
other departments for review with a request to determine what additional resources they would
require, in terms of manpower and equipment, to deliver services to the residents of these areas.
Most departments indicated the ability to serve these areas with existing resources, however, the
Street Department indicated a need for an additional maintenance budget of approximately
$60,000; to be disbursed in increments of $15,000 over the course of four years.

ANALYSIS

A. COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:

The Future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan shows this property as flex
space.

B. OTHER PLANS:

C. TRAFFIC AND ACCESS:
1. There is no traffic data available for 48™ Street near this property.

2. The property will have access from 48% Street via a private drive.

D. UTILITES:
All utilities are available to this property.

E. ANALYSIS:

1. Lance Jordan, on behalf of Stephens & Smith Construction Company, is
requesting approval of a conditional use permit for Lot 1, Ashford Hollow North,
for the purpose of a self-storage facility.



2. The property is presently vacant and zoned FX (Flex Space).
3. The FX zoning allows for self-storage as a permitted use.

The FX zoning for this property was approved on December 8, 2014. As part of
that action, a development agreement was approved. That agreement allows for
self-storage as a conditional use permit on this property rather than a permitted use.

4. The applicant is proposing nine storage buildings, totaling 70,250 square feet of
indoor storage. No outdoor storage is being proposed.

5. This application was sent out to the following departments for review: Public
Works, Permits and Inspections, Chief of Police, Offutt Air Force Base, Fire
Inspector, Sarpy County Public Works, Papio-Missouri NRD, U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers (Omaha District), and the Papillion LaVista Public School District. The
cover letter indicated a deadline to send comments back to the Planning
Department, and also stated if the requested department did not have comments
pertaining to the application, no response was needed.

Chief Building Official Mike Christensen and Fire Inspector Don Gifford made
comments pertaining to the International Fire Code (2012) Section (F) 903.2.9 #5
regarding sprinkler requirements of storage facilities housing upholstered furniture
or mattresses. This code requirement will be pertinent as part of the building permit

review process. The applicant and their engineer were made aware of this comment
for that purpose.

Matt Knight, Public Works Engineer, and the Papio-Missouri NRD had initial

comments regarding the drainage and grading plan. These comments have been
addressed by the applicant’s engineer.

A portion of this property lies within the floodplain. The applicant is proposing fill
in the floodplain area to raise the finished floor elevation of the storage buildings
to 1000.25° or above. The base flood elevation is 998°. As previously mentioned,
this application has been reviewed by both the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and
the Papio-Missouri NRD. Additionally, the applicant will obtain the necessary
flood plain development permits prior to construction.

No other comments were received on this case.

6. The site plan shows the required 40’ bufferyard abutting RD-60 residential
zoning district. Additionally, a 15” deep landscaped area is being provided along
the South 48" Street right-of-way. A six foot vinyl privacy fence is proposed
around the self-storage facility for screening purposes. The proposed landscape

plan has been reviewed by staff and meets the requirements of the zoning
ordinance.



7. The proposed storage units will be required to meet the design standards
guidelines for building materials as outlined in Section 8.11. This will be
determined as part of the building permit process.

8. A sidewalk/trail exists along South 48® Street.

9. Per Section 6.06, the Zoning Ordinance requires no conditional use permit shall
be granted unless the Planning Commission or City Council has found:

6.06.01 That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional
use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, moral, comfort,
or general welfare of the community.

6.06.02 That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and
enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purpose already
permitted, nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the
neighborhood.

6.06.03 That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the
normal and orderly development of the surrounding property for uses permitted in
the district.

6.06.04 Adequate utilities, access roads, drainage, and/or necessary facilities
have been or are being provided.

6.06.05 Adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress
and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets.
6.06.06 The use shall not include noise which is objectionable due to
volume, frequency, or beat unless muffled or otherwise controlled.

6.06.07 The use shall not involve any pollution of the air by fly-ash, dust,
vapors or other substance which is harmful to health, animals, vegetation or other
property or which can cause soiling, discomfort, or irritation.

6.06.08 The use shall not involve any malodorous gas or matter which is
discernible on any adjoining lot or property.

6.06.09 The use shall not involve any direct or reflected glare which is
visible from any adjoining property or from any public street, road, or highway.
6.06.10 The use shall not involve any activity substantially increasing the

movement of traffic on public streets unless procedures are instituted to limit traffic
hazards and congestion.

The Planning Department believes this application meets the criteria for approval
of the Conditional Use Permit.

After looking at the proposed plans for a Self-Storage Facility on part of Lot 1, Ashford Hollow North, | have two
concerns as homeowner on the adjacent land.

1) These plans show construction in the floodplain. The alteration of a floodplain could affect the
levels of the periodic floods. This business will be adjacent to residential homes, any chance of our
homes/properties flooding because of this development and a change in the floodplain is
completely unacceptable.

2) These plans show an entrance to the business which is too close to residential homes. The entrance

to the business should be further away offering those homeowners the privacy that residential
zoning should provide.

| am concerned that this business will lower property values and make my community a less nice place to live.
The business should mitigate this negative impact by doing the following:

1) Plant a very dense row of at a minimum 3 inch diameter trees on the property perimeter.

2) Surround the storage building portion of the property with an aesthetically pleasing privacy fence.
(This appears to already be in the plans, great!)

3) Leave the floodplain portion of their property undeveloped.
4) This business should not be allowed to place 24-hour lights (should be motion detection lights).

5) This business should not be allowed to place obnoxious signs {(should be tasteful, no taller than one
story, located on the street side, and unlighted).

6) The business should restrict their hours of operation to 0800-2000.
7) This business should be formally restricted to one-story structures AND indoor storage only.

The city should ensure this business complies with these measures and their permit or the city should close their
operations and restore the land.

Trees were removed from this property last year and illegally placed on HOA land for many many months
despite repeated request for their removal. Given this experience you can imagine why we are weary of the
development and what may happen as this property is developed and the business is opened. Using our HOA
property as a dumping ground was unacceptable and | hope the city more closely monitors this development
and protects the rights of the adjacent residential property owners.

We would like to officially petition the building of a self-storage facility at 11203 and 11050 S 48
St. Reference Case #: CUP-1812-04.

When my wife and | first saw the property where we’d eventually move in, 4454 Brook Dr, one of the
biggest selling points was having no neighbors behind our house and the view of our backyard. We
moved into our property in November of 2017. At that time we were one of the final 10 homes to be
built on Brook Dr/Circle. We asked Charleston Homes if anything was going to be built on the land
behind our house. We were told “No” on numerous occasions and that their intent was to leave it
empty. If they would have said “yes”, that would have been a very influential factor into our decision

making process. We feel like we’ve been lied to by the builders who apparently started to try and sell
that property shortly after we moved in.

Having a self-storage facility (or any other business for that matter) is an absolute terrible idea to be
built on the referenced land, especially with it being so close to family residential housing. | have never
seen a self-storage facility proposed to be built this close to personal residences. Who is to say late night
movers wouldn’t be loud and disruptive to young children trying to sleep in their home? Rowdy

teenagers looking for a hangout or any other shady character would now be able to access that lot and
there after all of our homes affecting the safety of our whole .

Not only could building this facility potentially pose a risk to peoples safety, they are posing a threat to
the re-sale value to every house in this neighborhood. Nobody will move into a house with a storage
facility built in the backyard. People want privacy, and the knowledge that they can be safe in their own
backyard. There is absolutely no way the storage company could guarantee either of these factors. Also

We are writing to express our concern over the proposed development of land along 48™ Street, namely
the construction of storage facilities on the property directly north of our home. Due to the current

COVID-19 restrictions, the meeting is unable to take place in person, and we wanted to make sure our
concerns were voiced.

We are very opposed to the proposed storage facility plans, and feel that we have several very legitimate
concerns. Not only will this be an eyesore to our neighborhood, this area is not a commercial area. We
are extremely concerned in the care, or really lack thereof, of the property to this point. This piece of land
has not been cared for in any way. | do not believe the area was even mowed last summer. This resulted

in weeds over six feet high. We and several neighbors would mow 20 yards into the property in an attempt
to keep the weeks from taking over our yards.

The lack of care has also resulted in the creation of a small dump on the property. For months, we have
seen landscaping companies, as well as personal trucks and cars stopping and unloading their garbage
there. At one point there was even an old mattress. Our family personally contacted the Sarpy County
Sheriff's Department regarding this. To this day, there are still piles of junk there.

Also, last March they cut down all of the trees along the property. The workers doing the job said that
someone would be coming back to burn the piles soon. The piles and downed trees sat there for several
weeks at the very least. When the owners of the property did finally come out to burn them, they left the

piles still burning and unattended at least twice, requiring the fire department to come out and monitor
or extinguish the piles.

Our property is directly adjacent to the proposed site, also backing to 48" Street. The proposed entrance
and exit looks to be within 20 feet of our property line, meaning cars will be in and out of the facility right
by our property line. We did not purchase our property over three years ago expecting to have a
commercial entrance adjacent to our property. We were in fact told that 48" Street would not be allowed
any entrances or exits off of the road, due to the desire to keep it through street for flowing traffic, which
was a major selling point for buying our property and building our home here.

Finally, we are concerned with potential flooding of the property, which could impact our property as well
as our neighbors. It appears that the plans do not call for the property to be built up a significant amount,

and this basically creates a pool between the creek levee and our property levee. Adding storage buildings
to this area does not seem responsible.

We feel that their past care of the property shows that they will not be good neighbors. The addition of
a storage facility will definitely be an eyesore to us and our neighbors. We are extremely concerned by
their past lack of care to the property. This proposed facility will negatively impact our home values. Due
to the property owner’s history of neglect for the property, we have no confidence it will be cared for



adequately in the future. We strongly urge you do deny the zoning of the proposed storage facility. Please
see the attached photos which show the lack of care taken with this property to this point. The first photo
is from June 2019, and the other three were taken today. Feel free to call us with any questions.

This Conditional Use Permit issued this day of April, 2020 by the City of Bellevue, a municipal
corporation in the County of Sarpy County, Nebraska (“City”) to Stephens & Smith Construction
Company/Rip Inc., (“Applicant™), pursuant to the Bellevue Zoning Ordinance.

WHEREAS, Rip Inc., is the legal owner of Lot 1, Ashford Hollow North, located in the Northwest % of
Section 32, and the Southwest % of Section 29, Township 14 North, Range 13 East of the 6 P.M., Sarpy
County, Nebraska, consisting of approximately 8.18 acres, more or less (“Property”). Applicant desires to
use the Property for the purpose of a self storage facility; and

WHEREAS, Applicant has applied for a conditional use permit for the purpose of using the Property as
described above; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Bellevue are agreeable to the issuance of a

conditional use permit to the Applicant for such purpose, subject to certain conditions and agreements as
hereinafter provided (the “Permit”).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT KNOWN THAT subject to the conditions hereof, this Permit is issued to the
Applicant to use the Property for the purpose described above, said use hereinafter being referred to
interchangeably as a “Permitted Use” or “Use”.

Conditions of Permit

The conditions to which the granting of this Permit is subject are as follows:

1. Development and operation on the Property is governed by this Permit. The rights granted by this
Permit are transferable and any breach of any terms hereof shall cause Permit to expire and terminate,

subject to the rights of the Applicant to cure such default or deficiency as set forth in this Permit.

2, In respect to the proposed Use:



A site plan showing the Property’s boundaries, proposed structures, parking, access points,
and drives, is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit “A.” A landscape plan is
attached as Exhibit “B.”

The Property shall be developed and maintained in accordance with the site plan (Exhibit
“A”) and all other exhibits, if any, of this Agreement. Any modifications to the site plan
must be submitted to the Planning Department for approval. Modifications of any other
document or exhibit shall be subject to approval of the City, as directed by the City
Administrator, unless otherwise expressly provided in the document or exhibit to be
modified.

Applicant hereby indemnifies the City against, and holds the City harmless from, any
liability, loss, claim or expense whatsoever (including, but not limited to, reasonable
attorney fees and court costs) arising out of or resulting from the acts, omissions or
negligence of the Applicant or its agents, employees, assigns, suppliers or invitees,
including, but not limited to, any liability, loss, claim or expense arising out of or resulting
from any violations of any applicable environmental or safety law, rule or regulation
relating to the Applicant’s Use of the Property.

3. The Applicant’s right to maintain the Use of the Property, as contemplated by this Permit, shall be
based on the following conditions:

a. A periodic inspection to determine compliance with the conditions of this Permit. The
Permit may be revoked only upon a finding by the City that there is a material violation of
the material terms of this Permit if the violation occurs after written notice from the City
to Applicant and opportunity to cure in the time and manner described below.

b. Construction of the Use authorized by this Permit must be initiated within 12 months after
the date of the approval of this Permit otherwise such Permit shall become void.

c. Applicant may maintain a self storage facility on the Property.

d. All obsolete or unused structures, accessory facilities or materials with an environmental
or safety hazard shall be abated and/or removed from the Property at Applicant’s expense
within twelve (12) months of cessation of the Use of the Property.

e. All signage on Property related to Use shall be in conformance with the City Zoning
Ordinance.

f. Applicant shall record this Permit with the Sarpy County Register of Deeds at Applicant’s
expense.

4. Notwithstanding any other provision herein to the contrary, this Permit, and all rights granted

hereby, shall expire and terminate as to a Permitted Use hereunder upon the first of the following to occur:

a.

Applicant’s abandonment of the Permitted Use. There shall be a presumption that the
project on the Property has been abandoned if the Applicant fails to use the Property for
the Permitted Uses for any twelve (12) consecutive month period.

Cancellation, revocation, denial or failure to maintain any federal, state or local permit
required for the Use, and such cancellation, revocation, denial or failure to maintain any
federal, state or local rights are provided under laws, rules and regulations governing said
permit.

Applicant’s breach of other terms hereof and its failure to cure such breach in the time
and manner set forth below.

St In the event the Applicant fails to promptly remove any safety, environmental or other hazard or
nuisance from the Property, or upon the expiration or termination of this Permit the Applicant fails to
promptly remove any remaining safety, environmental or other hazard or nuisance, the City may at its
option (but without any obligation to the Applicant or any third party to exercise said option) cause the
same to be removed at Applicant’s cost (including, but not limited to, the cost of any excavation and

earthwork that is necessary or advisable in connection with the removal thereof) and the Applicant shall
reimburse the City the costs incurred to remove the same. Applicant hereby irrevocably grants the City, its
agents and employees, the rights, provided notice is fumnished to the Applicant along with a reasonable time
to remove or cure such hazard, to enter the Property and to take whatever action as is necessary or
appropriate to remove any such hazards, nuisances in accordance with the terms of this Permit, and the

right of the City to enter the Property as may be necessary or appropriate to carry out any other provision
of this Permit.

6. If any provisions, or any portion thereof, contained in this Permit are held to be unconstitutional,

invalid, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions hereof, or portions thereof, shall be deemed severable,
shall not be affected, and shall remain in full force and effect.

7. The conditions and terms of this Permit shall be binding upon Applicant, its successors and assigns.
a. Delay of City to terminate this Permit on account of breach of Applicant of any terms
hereof in accordance with the terms hereof shall not constitute a waiver of City’s right to
terminate this Permit, unless the City has expressly waived said breach. A waiver of the
right to terminate upon any breach shall not constitute a waiver of the right to terminate
upon a subsequent breach of the terms hereof, whether said breach be of the same or
different nature.

b. Cure Rights. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Permit to the contrary, Applicant
shall be entitled to notice and opportunity to cure a breach of this Permit as follows. City
will notify the Applicant of any breach of this Permit. Cure shall be commenced and
completed as soon as possible and in all cases within thirty (30) days after City provides

City shall have the right to terminate this Permit if a breach is not timely cured.

c. Nothing herein shall be construed to be a waiver or suspension of, or an agreement on the
part of the City to waive or suspend, any zoning law or regulation applicable to the premises
except to the extent and for the duration specifically authorized by this Permit.

d. Any notice to be given by City hereunder shall be in writing and shall be sufficiently

SARPY COUNTY AND UNITED CITIES OF SARPY COUNTY MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT

This Mutual Aid Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into this day of

, 20 by, between, and among the City of Papillion, Nebraska

(hereinafter referred to as “Papillion”), the City of La Vista, Nebraska (hereinafter referred to as “La

Vista”), the City of Gretna, Nebraska (hereinafter referred to as “Gretna”), the City of Bellevue, Nebraska

(hereinafter referred to as “Bellevue”), the City of Springfield, Nebraska (hereinafter referred to as

“Springfield”), and Sarpy County, Nebraska (hereinafter referred to as “Sarpy”) (singularly “Party”, and
collectively “Parties”).

WHEREAS, it is desirable and necessary for the protection of life, property, and the environment
that each of the Parties hereto voluntarily aid and assist each other by the interchange of services and
resources in the event of an emergency; and

WHEREAS, the Parties have determined that it would be in their best interests to enter into a
Mutual Aid Agreement that implements a plan and sets forth procedures and responsibilities of the Parties
whenever emergency services, personnel, facilities, equipment, materials, and/or other resources are
provided from one Party to another; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Government, through its Federal Department of Homeland Security and
Federal Emergency Management Agency (“FEMA”), has recommended and actively encourages the
formation of mutual aid agreements between local jurisdictions for reciprocal disaster response and
recovery assistance; and,

WHEREAS, such an Agreement is in accord with the Nebraska Emergency Management Act ("Act")
set forth in Neb. Rev. Stat. §§ 81-829.36 et seq., and the Nebraska Interlocal Cooperation Act set forth in
Neb. Rev. Stat. §§ 13-801 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, no Party should be in a position of unreasonably depleting its own resources or
services providing such mutual aid.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE CONDITIONS AND COVENANTS CONTAINED
HEREIN, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

l. PURPOSE

Recognizing that emergencies may require aid or assistance in the form of emergency services,
personnel, facilities, equipment, materials, and/or other resources from outside the area of
impact, the signatory Parties hereby enter into a Sarpy County and United Cities of Sarpy County
Mutual Aid Agreement. Through the Agreement, Parties coordinate response activities and share
resources during emergencies. This Agreement sets forth the procedures and standards for this
Sarpy County and United Cities of Sarpy County Mutual Aid Agreement.

I. DEFINITIONS

A AREA OF OPERATION — A geographic area in which emergency Sarpy County or United
Cities of Sarpy County operations are conducted.



B. ASSISTANCE —Services, personnel, facilities, equipment, materials, and/or other resources
to address an Emergency, except for mutual aid provided by police, fire, or sheriff's
department personnel and related costs.

C. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE(S) — An official or designated employee of a Party
authorized by that Party to request or offer assistance under the terms of the Agreement.

D. EMERGENCY — A natural or human caused event or circumstance causing, or imminently
threatening to cause, loss of life, injury to person or property, human suffering, or
financial loss, and includes, but is not limited to, fire, explosion, flood, storm, severe
weather, drought, earthquake, volcanic activity, spills or releases of oil or hazardous
material, contamination, utility or transportation emergencies, disease, blight,
infestation, civil disturbance, riot, intentional acts, sabotage, and war that is, or could
reasonably be, beyond the capability of the resources of a Party to fully manage and
mitigate internally.

E. INCIDENT COMMANDER — The person responsible for all aspects of an emergency
response, including quickly developing incident objectives, managing all incident
operations, application of resources as well as responsibility for all persons involved.

F. NATIONAL INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (NIMS) — A national, standardized approach
to incident management and response that sets uniform processes and procedures for
emergency response operations.

G. PERIOD OF ASSISTANCE — A specified period of time when a Providing Party assists a
Requesting Party. The period commences when resources depart from Providing Party’s
facility and ends when the resources return to their facility (portal to portal). All
protections identified in the Agreement apply during this period. The specified Period of
Assistance may occur during response to, or recovery from, an emergency as previously
defined.

H. PROVIDING PARTY — A Party that provides Assistance to a Requesting Party.
l. REQUESTING PARTY — A Party that requests Assistance from other Parties.

J. SARPY COUNTY LOCAL EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN (“LEOP”) — The plan approved by
the governing bodies of Sarpy County and the United Cities of Sarpy County to establish
policies, plans, guidelines, and procedures with respect to Emergencies, consistent with
applicable requirements including NIMS, which plan, as adopted or amended from time
to time, is incorporated into this Agreement by reference.

APPLICABILITY

This Agreement is available and applicable to all Parties upon signing of the Agreement. This
Agreement shall not apply to mutual aid provided by police, fire, or sheriff's departments and
related costs.

PROCEDURES



In the event that a particular Party becomes a Requesting Party, the following procedures shall be
followed:

A

A Party shall not be held liable for failing to serve as a Providing Party.

Each Providing Party may respond, when practicable, to requests for Assistance by
providing such resources as are reasonably available to the Providing Party. The Providing
Party shall have the sole discretion of determining which resources are reasonably
available.

The execution of this Agreement shall not create any duty to respond on the part of any
Party.

The Requesting Party may contact participating Parties that may be able to provide the
requested resources.

Necessary information in accordance with the procedures defined in this Agreement shall
be shared between Requesting and Providing Parties.

When contacted by a Requesting Party, the Authorized Representative of a Party shall
assess if it is capable of providing assistance. If the Authorized Representative determines
that the Party is capable and willing to provide assistance, the Authorized Representative
shall notify the Requesting Party and provide the Requesting Party with the information
as required.

The Requesting Party shall designate an Incident Commander to manage all aspects of
the response to the Emergency under this Agreement. The Providing Party shall designate
an Authorized Representative to address issues regarding its provision of Assistance
under this Agreement. The Incident Commander shall exercise operational control of all
Assistance provided by all sources, including that provided by any Providing Party, to
respond to the emergency. The Incident Commander shall provide work assignments for
provided personnel and shall schedule and arrange for the use of provided materials or
other resources. The Incident Commander shall supervise the safety of personnel and
resources provided by a Providing Party, and regularly report work progress to the
Authorized Representative of the Providing Party. Notwithstanding the authority granted
the Incident Commander under this Agreement, the Authorized Representative of a
Providing Party shall have the power to prohibit or limit any proposed use of its
Assistance, upon notice to the Incident Commander. The designated Authorized
Representative of the Providing Party shall maintain daily personnel time records and a
log of equipment hours (including breakdowns or damage, if any).

When possible, the Requesting Party shall supply reasonable food and shelter for the
Providing Party personnel. If the Requesting Party does not provide food and shelter for
the Providing Party, the Providing Party’s Authorized Representative is authorized to
secure, at the expense of the Requesting Party, the resources reasonably necessary to
meet the needs of its personnel in coordination with the Requesting Party’s procedures.
The cost for such resources shall not exceed the state per diem rate for that area, unless

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the Providing Party documents and demonstrates that the additional costs were
reasonable and necessary under the circumstances.

The Requesting Party’s Incident Commander shall provide a communications plan to the
Authorized Representative of the Providing Party prior to arrival.

The command structure established during the Emergency shall comply with the
requirements of the National Incident Management System (NIMS).

The Incident Commander shall, as soon as reasonably possible, release the resources of
the Providing Party from the Emergency. The resources of the Providing Party shall, if
practical, be released before the resources of the Requesting Party are released.

To the extent permitted by law, Providing Party personnel who hold valid licenses,
certificates, or permits evidencing professional, mechanical, or other skills shall be
allowed to carry out activities and tasks relevant and related to their respective
credentials during the specified Period of Assistance.

Resources of the Providing Party shall be released from the Emergency when it is
determined by the Incident Commander that the services provided by the Providing Party
are no longer required or when the Authorized Representative of the Providing Party
informs the Incident Commander that the resources provided by the Providing Party are
otherwise needed by the Providing Party.

Each Party shall provide its own credentialing for identification purposes.

REIMBURSABLE EXPENSES

The Requesting Party shall reimburse the Providing Party for each of the following categories of
costs incurred during the specified Period of Assistance. This Agreement, and the duty to
reimburse, shall apply to all emergencies or disasters involving any mutual aid assistance, except
for mutual aid among police, fire, or sheriff’'s departments. This Agreement, and the duty to
reimburse, shall not be contingent upon any declaration or reimbursement decision of FEMA or
similar State agencies.

A.

Personnel — The Providing Party shall be reimbursed by the Requesting Party for
personnel costs incurred for work performed during the specified Period of Assistance.
Providing Party personnel costs shall be calculated according to the terms provided in
their employment contracts or other conditions of employment. Providing Party’s
Authorized Representative must keep accurate records of work performed by personnel
during the specified Period of Assistance. Requesting Party reimbursement to the
Providing Party could consider all personnel costs, including salaries or hourly wages,
overtime, costs for fringe benefits, and indirect costs.



Equipment — The Requesting Party shall reimburse the Providing Party for the use of
equipment during the specified Period of Assistance, including, but not limited to,
reasonable rental rates, all fuel, lubrication, maintenance, transportation, and
loading/unloading of loaned equipment. All equipment shall be returned to the Providing
Party in good working order in accordance with applicable requirements including,
without limitation, NIMS, as soon as is practicable and reasonable under the
circumstances. As a minimum, rates for equipment use must be based on the FEMA
Schedule of Equipment Rates. If the Providing Party wishes to use rates different from
those in the FEMA Schedule of Equipment Rates, the Providing Party must first provide
such rates orally or in writing to the Requesting Party prior to supplying the equipment,
and also obtain the Requesting Party’s written consent, all prior to dispatch of the
equipment.

If the Providing
Party must lease a piece of equipment while its equipment is being repaired, the
Requesting Party shall reimburse the Providing Party for such rental costs.

Materials and Supplies — The Requesting Party must reimburse the Providing Party in kind
or at actual replacement cost, plus handling charges, for use of expendable or non-
returnable supplies. The Providing Party must not charge direct fees or rental charges to
the Requesting Party for other supplies and reusable items that are returned to the
Providing Party in a clean, damage-free condition. Reusable supplies that are returned to
the Providing Party with damage must be treated as expendable supplies for purposes of
cost reimbursement.

Payment Period — The Providing Party must provide an itemized bill to the Requesting
Party for all expenses incurred by the Providing Party while providing assistance under
this Agreement. The Providing Party must send the itemized bill not later than ninety
(90) days following the end of the Period of Assistance. The Providing Party may request
additional periods of time within which to submit the itemized bill, and the Requesting
Party shall not unreasonably withhold consent to such request. The Requesting Party
must pay the bill in full on or before the sixtieth (60™") day following the billing date. The
Requesting Party may request additional periods of time within which to pay the itemized
bill, and Providing Party shall not unreasonably withhold consent to such request,
provided, however, that all payment shall occur not later than one year after the date a
final itemized bill is submitted to the Requesting Party.

Records — Each Party shall document and maintain records of costs and other matters in
connection with this Agreement in accordance with applicable requirements, including,
without limitation, NIMS. Each Providing Party and their duly authorized representatives
shall have access to a Requesting Party’s books, documents, notes, reports, papers, and
records that are directly pertinent to this Agreement for the purposes of reviewing the
accuracy of a cost bill or making a financial, maintenance, or regulatory audit. Each
Requesting Party and their duly authorized representatives shall have access to the
Providing Party’s books, documents, notes, reports, papers, and records that are directly
pertinent to this Agreement for the purposes of reviewing the accuracy of a cost bill or
making a financial, maintenance, or regulatory audit. Such records shall be maintained
for at least five (S) years or longer where required by law.

INSURANCE

This Agreement shall not relieve any Party of any obligation or responsibility imposed upon it by
law or other agreement.

INDEMNIFICATION AND HOLD HARMLESS

A Subject to the Nebraska Political Subdivisions Tort Claims Act, including liability limitations
thereunder, each Party (“Indemnifying Party”) shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless
each other Party (“Indemnified Party”) and the officers, employees, and representatives
of the Indemnified Party, if they are acting within the course and scope of their duties,
from all claims, suits, actions, damages, and costs of every kind, including but not limited
to, reasonable attorney’s fees and court costs, proximately caused by the negligence of
the Indemnifying Party or the officers, employees, or representatives of the Indemnifying
Party in the performance or provision of services or materials under this Agreement,
except to the extent the same are proximately caused by the negligence of the
Indemnified Party or the officers, employees, or representatives of the Indemnified Party.
This Agreement shall not be construed to be a waiver of any rights or protections provided
to any Party.

B. Subject to the foregoing, nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as an agreement
by a Party to indemnify, defend, or hold harmless, or in any way assume liability, if there
