PERMANENT EASEMENT

THIS PERMANENT EASEMENT (this “Easement”) is made as of this ﬁ day of

t\J[J\}CW\VfL,‘/ , 2018, by SHERWOOD PROPERTIES, LLC (the “Grantor”), and THE CITY OF

BELLEVUE, NEBRASKA, a Nebraska municipal corporation (together with its agents, contractors,
and licensees, “Grantee™).

PRELIMINARY STATEMENTS

Grantor is the fee simple owner of the real property legally described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto
and incorporated herein (the “Grantor’s Property”). The Grantee is a City of the First Class of the State of
Nebraska.

Subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, Grantor desires to grant a permanent
non-exclusive easement to Grantee and Grantee’s employees, agents, contractors, mortgagees and
invitees, for ingress and egress to, upon, over, across and through that portion of Grantor’s Property, as
depicted and legally described on Exhibit 1 attached hereto (the “Easement Area”), for the purposes of
accessing, inspecting, repairing, and maintaining sanitary sewer connections that exist on Grantor’s
Property.

AGREEMENT

For good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Grant of Permanent Access Easement. Grantor hereby grants to Grantee a permanent
non-exclusive easement to Grantee and Grantee’s employees, agents, contractors, mortgagees and
invitees, for ingress and egress to, upon, over, across and through that portion of Grantor’s Property, as
depicted and legally described on Exhibit 1 attached hereto (the “Easement Area”), for the purposes of
accessing, inspecting, repairing, and maintaining sanitary sewer connections.

2, Maintenance; Rights of Grantor and Grantee. Grantee shall restore the Easement
Area, to the extent practical, to its condition existing prior to any use by Grantee, including, without
limitation, leveling the surface and reseeding the grass or repaving the Easement Area. Grantor reserves
and retains for itself, and its successors and assigns, the right to landscape and/or otherwise improve the
Easement Area, provided the rights of the Grantee are not unreasonably interfered with, and furthermore
reserves to itself, its agents and representatives, and its successors and assigns the rights of ingress and
cgress to, upon, over, through and across the Easement Area for all purposes to the extent the Grantee's
rights are not unreasonably interfered with. The rights of the Grantee hereunder shall be exercised in such
a way that the Grantor, its successors, assigns and designees are not unreasonably interfered with.

3. Improvements. No buildings, improvements or other structures shall be placed upon
within the Easement Area at any time by Grantor, and no dirt, fill or fill material shall be placed upon the
Easement Area by Grantor at any time without the prior written consent of Grantee, which consent shall
not unreasonably be withheld or delayed.

4, Indemnification. Grantee (the “Indemnitor”) hereby indemnifies Grantor and its
respective trustees, officers, employees, agents, consultants, representatives, successors, transferees and
assigns (collectively, the “Indemnitee”), by counsel reasonably acceptable to Indemnitee, against all
claims, liabilities, losses, costs, expenses (including all attorney’s fees, costs and expenses related thereto)
and damages incurred by the Grantor in connection with, related to or in any manner arising from (i) the
use and other activities performed within the Easement Area by Indemnitor pursuant to the terms of this
Easement, (ii) Indemnitor’s exercise of the rights and obligations granted herein or (iii) the breach by
Indemnitor of its obligations hereunder, including but not limited to Indemnitor’s failure to maintain the



Easement Area pursuant to the terms of this Easement. The indemnification obligations set forth in this
Section are (a) independent of and will not be limited by damages or benefits payable under workers
compensation or other statute, and (b) not diminished or limited in any way by any insurance carried by
the Grantor, which shall in all cases function in excess of these indemnification obligations.

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT
THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this 10" day of December 2018, by and

between the City of Bellevue, Nebraska, a Municipal Corporation, hereinafter referred to as
“CITY” and James L. Ristow, hereinafter referred to as “RISTOW”, WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, CITY desires to employ the services of RISTOW as its City Administrator,
as provided by the Bellevue City Code and Nebraska State Statutes; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of CITY to provide certain benefits, establish certain
conditions of employment, and to set working conditions of RISTOW, and

WHEREAS, RISTOW desires to accept employment as City Administrator of the City
of Bellevue, Nebraska.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, the
parties agree as follows:

Section 1 - Employment and Duties

A. CITY hereby agrees to employ RISTOW, and RISTOW, hereby accepts
employment as City Administrator of the City of Bellevue to perform the functions and duties
specified in the City Code of the City of Bellevue and to perform such other legal and proper duties
and functions as the Mayor and City Council shall assign.

B. The parties agree that the terms of this Agreement do not supersede the provision
of state statutes for the State of Nebraska. To the extent that they do conflict, state statutes shall

prevail.

Section 2 - Term

A. This Agreement shall expire at the end of the elected term of the current Mayor of
the City of Bellevue and until RISTOW’S successor is appointed, unless sooner terminated as
herein after provided. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent, limit, or otherwise interfere with
the right of CITY to terminate the services of RISTOW at any time prior to the end of the term,
subject only to the provisions set forth in Section 3, of this Agreement.

B. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent, limit, or otherwise interfere with the right
of RISTOW to resign at any time from his position with CITY, subject only to the provision set
forth in Section 3, paragraph B, of this Agreement. However, the resignation of RISTOW shall
allow RISTOW the right to provide CITY with a release of all claims

C. RISTOW agrees to remain in the exclusive employment of CITY until termination
or resignation as provided in Section 3 of this Agreement occurs. RISTOW shall not use any

Both parties acknowledge that exclusive employment shall mean that RISTOW shall not accept
any outside employment from any source whatsoever without first obtaining written approval from
CITY. Outside employment shall not be construed to include occasional teaching, writing or
consulting performed on RISTOW’S time off. It is further understood that any activity of this
nature outside of the workplace cannot represent a conflict of interest.

Section 3 - Termination

A(1). The Mayor with the approval of the City Council shall have the right at any time
during the term of this Agreement to terminate RISTOW for just cause. “Just Cause” is defined
as: (a) a conviction for a felony or any misdemeanor involving moral turpitude, (b) breach of this
Agreement, or (c) commission of any dischargeable offense as defined in the Personnel Rules of
the City of Bellevue.

A(2). Inthe event the Mayor, with approval of the City Council, during the term of this
Agreement, terminates RISTOW for any or no reason other than Just Cause, the CITY agrees to
pay RISTOW in a single lump-sum payment of six (6) months of RISTOW’s base salary,
excluding the CITY’s obligation for retirement, and any other insurance, benefits or allowances
for said six (6) month period, within thirty (30) days of termination of RISTOW’S employment in
exchange for a Release of all Claims against the CITY by the City Administrator. Upon payment
of such lump sum payment to RISTOW, RISTOW does hereby waive and release the CITY, and
its elected and appointed officials, managers, employees, and agents, from any and all claims of
any nature whatsoever which may arise by reason of such termination, including, but not limited
to an alleged breach of this contract (or any other express or implied contract), or any federal law,
state law, or local ordinance, or a constitutional due process claim that RISTOW’S termination by
the CITY deprived RISTOW of a property interest and continued employment with the CITY and
of a liberty interest in RISTOW’S good name and reputation.

A(3). The lump sum payable under Section 3 Paragraph (A)(2) is based upon the
following and to avoid the expense of:

1. Conducting a pre-and post termination grievance hearing which
will cost the CITY $10,625.00 the equivalent of at least one (1)
month’s salary for the City Administrator.

2. Conducting a Loudermill hearing and “full blown” due process
hearing which will cost the CITY $21,250.00 the equivalent of at
least two (2) month’s salary for the City Administrator.

3. Defending a discrimination charge brought under the municipal
code, state law, and/or federal which will cost the CITY
$21,250.00 the equivalent of at least two (2) month’s salary for the City

Administrator.



4, Defending a breach of contract claim which will cost the CITY
$10,625.00 the equivalent of at least one (1) month’s salary for the City
Administrator.

5. RISTOW, in accepting this lump sum payment, agrees after termination
of employment with the CITY that he will voluntarily participate and
cooperate with the CITY in the defense of the CITY and its elected
officials and employees and the prosecution of any action or proceeding
about which he has knowledge, including any litigation related to these
actions. Such participation and cooperation includes, for example,
agreeing to speak with the CITY s attorneys at mutually convenient times

regarding the facts of the matter and agreeing to make himself available

for a deposition and/or trial.

6. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if such termination under subsection A(2)
of this Section 3 occurs within the first six (6) months of the term of this
Agreement, said lump sum payment shall be reduced to three (3) months
and the corresponding expense avoidance provided in subsection A(3) of
this Section 3 shall be reduced proportionately as the term of employment

shall be of short duration so as to reduce the expenses provided in

subsection A(3) of this Section 3.

B. In the event RISTOW voluntarily resigns from his position with the CITY before
expiration of the aforesaid term of employment, then RISTOW shall give the CITY two (2) months
notice in advance, unless the parties agree otherwise.

C. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event this Agreement terminates by virtue of
the term as set forth in Section 2 Paragraph A, such termination shall not be deemed a termination
by the City or RISTOW but rather by the term of the Agreement and neither party shall have any
further obligations to the other party except as those obligations the City has to RISTOW under
Section 5. However, such termination shall allow RISTOW the right to provide CITY with releases
as designated under Section 3 Paragraph (A)(2) of this Agreement which releases shall in turn
trigger the obligation of the CITY to make a lump sum payment of one month’s base salary for the
City Administrator as agreed upon consideration of such releases.

Section 4 - Salary

Beginning January 1, 2019, CITY agrees to pay RISTOW for his services rendered
pursuant hereto an annual base salary of $127,500.00. Said annual base salary shall be payable
in installments at the same time as other employees of the CITY are paid. Other than by amendment
or the provisions of Section 13, said salary shall not be adjusted regardless of any step level,
longevity increases, or similar adjustments made to any other group of regular, full-time
employees. Notwithstanding the foregoing, for hours worked prior to January 1, 2019, RISTOW

will work part-time and be paid $62.00 per hour.

Section S - Benefits

A. CITY agrees to provide RISTOW professional liability insurance for the actions of
RISTOW conducted within the scope of his employment with the CITY.

B. Except as provided or specifically addressed or altered in this Employment
Agreement, RISTOW shall receive similar benefits granted to other CITY directors other than
police or fire, subject to any limitations or restrictions thereon applicable to such directors,
including by illustration only and not limited to health, hospitalization, surgical, dental, long-
term disability insurance and life insurance; retirement, pension, or deferred compensation;
holiday; and other group benefit programs extended to employees for their voluntary participation.

C. Inlieu of sick, vacation, personal and compensatory time leave RISTOW shall be
entitled to ten (10) days paid time off (hereinafter referred to as “PTO”) commencing January 1,
2019.

On January 1%, termination or
retirement, any unused PTO in excess of ten (10) days shall be paid to RISTOW based upon 100%
of his base salary. PTO may be used immediately upon the effective date of this Agreement despite
any other policies or practices of the City.

D. Upon commencement of RISTOW’S employment, the CITY agrees to match
RISTOW?’S contribution to CITY’S general employees pension plan in the same percentage of his
monthly salary as the budgeted CITY contribution provided to CITY’S other general employees
(excluding police and fire). RISTOW may participate in the self-funded 457(b) Plan.

E. CITY shall provide RISTOW with a desktop computer, laptop computer
and cell phone required for RISTOW to perform the job and to maintain effective communication.

F. Notwithstanding any other policy or practice to the contrary, and except as
otherwise provided herein, RISTOW shall not be entitled to contribution toward his or his family’s
health insurance premiums after his employment with the CITY.

Section - 6 Automobile

CITY shall provide RISTOW use of a CITY-owned or leased automobile for work
related purposes. RISTOW shall also be allowed de minimis personal use of the CITY-owned or
leased vehicle to include but not be limited to occasional personal errands or occasionally having
passengers ride in the CITY-owned or leased vehicle. The parties acknowledge that RISTOW’S
daily commuting expenses shall be treated as taxable income on RISTOW’S W-2 Form, and shall
not be reimbursed to the CITY.



Section 7 - Dues, Memberships and Professional Development

A. CITY agrees to budget and pay the professional dues and subscriptions of
RISTOW’S continued and full-membership to the Nebraska City Management Association
(NCMA), Nebraska Economic Development Association (NEDA), and other national, regional,
state and local associations and organizations necessary and desirable for RISTOW’S continued
professional growth and advancement, and for the good of the CITY.

B. CITY agrees to budget and to pay travel and subsistence expenses of RISTOW for
professional travel, meetings, and occasions adequate to continue the professional development of
RISTOW, and adequately to pursue necessary official and other functions for the CITY, and for
short courses, workshops, seminars, and institutes that are necessary and desirable for RISTOW’S
continued professional development and for the good of the CITY. RISTOW, with the written
approval of the Mayor may attend the NCMA Summer Conference, NEDA Fall and Summer
Conferences, and League of Nebraska Municipalities Annual Conference, Midwinter Conference,
Municipal Accounting & Finance Conference, and Utilities/Public Works Section Annual
Conference and the costs of such conferences as well as travel and subsistence expenses shall be
paid by the City.

C. CITY recognizes the desirability of representation in and before local, civic, and
other organizations, and RISTOW is authorized to become a member of such civic clubs or
organizations as he may deem appropriate, provided the CITY will pay membership dues for one
(1) such club selected by RISTOW.

Section 8 - Expenses

RISTOW may be required as a condition of employment to incur reasonable and
necessary expenses in connection with his duties. RISTOW shall be reimbursed by CITY for
such expenses in accordance with CITY’s expense reimbursement policy.

Section 9 - Residency Requirement

RISTOW will maintain his permanent domicile and residency within the corporate or
extra-territorial zoning limits of Bellevue, Nebraska.

Section 10 - Disability

If RISTOW is permanently disabled or is otherwise unable to perform his duties
because of sickness, accident, injury, mental incapacity or health for a period of four Q)
consecutive work weeks beyond any accrued PTO or for twenty (20) working days over a thirty
(30) working day period, CITY shall have the option to terminate this Agreement subject to lump
sum payment requirements of Section 3, paragraphs A(2) and A(3). RISTOW shall also be
compensated for any accrued PTO, holidays and other accrued benefits.

The performance pay adjustment shall be added to
the base salary which sets the new base salary beginning each anniversary of the effective date of
this Agreement and this Agreement shall be automatically amended to reflect such adjustment.

Section 14 - Indemnification

CITY shall defend, save harmless and indemnify RISTOW against any claim or demand
or other legal action, whenever groundless or otherwise arising out of any act or omission incurred
in the performance of RISTOW’S duties of City Administrator. (This indemnification by CITY
shall not include any intentional criminal acts or torts committed by RISTOW for which the CITY
would not have insurance coverage).

Section 15 - Incorporation of Code of Ethics

Inasmuch as RISTOW is an active member and participant in Nebraska City
Management Association (NCMA), the “Code of Ethics” promulgated by NCMA are by this
reference made a part thereof. That said Code of Ethics shall furnish principles to govern
RISTOW’S conduct and actions as administrator of the CITY.



Section 16 - Bondin

CITY shall bear the full cost of any fidelity or other bonds required of RISTOW under
any law or ordinance.

Section 17 - Other Terms and Conditions of Employment

CITY shall fix any such other terms and conditions of employment as it may determine
from time to time, relating to the performance of RISTOW, provided such terms and conditions
are not inconsistent with or in conflict with the provisions of this Agreement, CITY Code or any
other law or CITY ordinances.

Section 18 - Notices

Notices pursuant to this Agreement shall be given by deposit in the custody of the
United States Postal Service, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this — 10" day of December 2018, by
and between the City of Bellevue, Nebraska, a Municipal Corporation, hereinafter referred to as
“CITY” and James L. Ristow, hereinafter referred to as “RISTOW”, WITNESSETH:

EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this day of December 2018, by and
between the City of Bellevue, Nebraska, a Municipal Corporation, hereinafter referred to as
“CITY” and James Ristow, hereinafter referred to as “RISTOW”, WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, CITY desires to employ the services of RISTOW as its City Administrator,
as provided by the Bellevue City Code and Nebraska State Statutes; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of CITY to provide certain benefits, establish certain
conditions of employment, and to set working conditions of RISTOW; and

WHEREAS, RISTOW desires to accept employment as City Administrator of the City
of Bellevue, Nebraska.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, the
parties agree as follows:

Section 1 - Employment and Duties

A. CITY hereby agrees to employ RISTOW, and RISTOW, hereby accepts
employment as City Administrator of the City of Bellevue to perform the functions and duties
specified in the City Code of the City of Bellevue and to perform such other legal and proper duties
and functions as the Mayor and City Council shall assign.

B. The parties agree that the terms of this Agreement do not supersede the provision
of state statutes for the State of Nebraska. To the extent that they do conflict, state statutes shall
prevail.

Section 2 - Term

A. This Agreement shall expire at the end of the elected term of the current Mayor of
the City of Bellevue and until RISTOW’S successor is appointed, unless sooner terminated as
herein after provided.

It is further understood that any activity of this
nature outside of the workplace cannot represent a conflict of interest.

Section 3 - Termination

A(1). The Mayor with the approval of the City Council shall have the right at any time
during the term of this Agreement to terminate RISTOW for just cause. “Just Cause” is defined
as: (a) a conviction for a felony or any misdemeanor involving moral turpitude, (b) breach of this
Agreement, or (c) commission of any dischargeable offense as defined in the Personnel Rules of
the City of Bellevue.

A(2). In the event the Mayor, with approval of the City Council, during the term of this
Agreement, terminates RISTOW for any or no reason other than Just Cause, the CITY agrees to
pay RISTOW in a single lump-sum payment of six (6) months of RISTOW’s base salary,
excluding the CITY’s obligation for retirement, and any other insurance, benefits or allowances
for said six (6) month period, within thirty (30) days of termination of RISTOW’S employment in
exchange for a Release of all Claims against the CITY by the City Administrator. Upon payment
of such lump sum payment to RISTOW, RISTOW does hereby waive and release the CITY, and
its elected and appointed officials, managers, employees, and agents, from any and all claims of
any nature whatsoever which may arise by reason of such termination, including, but not limited
to an alleged breach of this contract (or any other express or implied contract), or any federal law,
state law, or local ordinance, or a constitutional due process claim that RISTOW’S termination by
the CITY deprived RISTOW of a property interest and continued employment with the CITY and
of a liberty interest in RISTOW’S good name and reputation.

A(3). The lump sum payable under Section 3 Paragraph (A)(2) is based upon the
following and to avoid the expense of:

1. Conducting a pre-and post termination grievance hearing which
will cost the CITY $10,625.00 the equivalent of at least one (1)
month’s salary for the City Administrator.

2. Conducting a Loudermill hearing and “full blown” due process
hearing which will cost the CITY $21,250.00 the equivalent of at
least two (2) month’s salary for the City Administrator.

3.  Defending a discrimination charge brought under the municipal
code, state law, and/or federal which will cost the CITY



$21,250.00 the equivalent of at least two (2) month’s salary for the City
Administrator.

4. Defending a breach of contract claim which will cost the CITY
$10,625.00 the equivalent of at least one (1) month’s salary for the City
Administrator.

5. RISTOW, in accepting this lump sum payment, agrees after termination
of employment with the CITY that he will voluntarily participate and
cooperate with the CITY in the defense of the CITY and its elected
officials and employees and the prosecution of any action or proceeding
about which he has knowledge, including any litigation related to these
actions. Such participation and cooperation includes, for example,
agreeing to speak with the CITY s attorneys at mutually convenient times

regarding the facts of the matter and agreeing to make himself available

for a deposition and/or trial.

6. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if such termination under subsection A(2)
of this Section 3 occurs within the first six (6) months of the term of this
Agreement, said lump sum payment shall be reduced to three (3) months
and the corresponding expense avoidance provided in subsection A(3) of
this Section 3 shall be reduced proportionately as the term of employment

shall be of short duration so as to reduce the expenses provided in

subsection A(3) of this Section 3.

B. In the event RISTOW voluntarily resigns from his position with the CITY before
expiration of the aforesaid term of employment, then RISTOW shall give the CITY two (2) months
notice in advance, unless the parties agree otherwise.

C. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event this Agreement terminates by virtue of
the term as set forth in Section 2 Paragraph A, such termination shall not be deemed a termination
by the City or RISTOW but rather by the term of the Agreement and neither party shall have any
further obligations to the other party except as those obligations the City has to RISTOW under
Section 5. However, such termination shall allow RISTOW the right to provide CITY with releases
as designated under Section 3 Paragraph (A)(2) of this Agreement which releases shall in turn
trigger the obligation of the CITY to make a lump sum payment of one month’s base salary for the
City Administrator as agreed upon consideration of such releases.

Section 4 - Salary

Beginning January 1, 2019, CITY agrees to pay RISTOW for his services rendered
pursuant hereto an annual base salary of $127,500.00. Said annual base salary shall be payable
in installments at the same time as other employees of the CITY are paid.

There is currently a single family residence on the lot; Mr. Ricchini wants to utilize the existing structure as an
insurance office. This request is not in conformance with the Future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan and
there is no other commercial zoning in this area of Capehart Road; staff believes approval of this request would be an
illegal "spot zone™. Staff is also concerned about future access to this site in the event improvements are made to the
intersection of 48th Street and Capehart Road. Such improvements could reduce or eliminate access to the site from
48th Street.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

A. EXISTING CONDITION OF SITE:

The site is presently developed with a single family residence constructed in 1991
and a 1,200 square foot pole building.

C. REVELANT CASE HISTORY:
1. On September 20, 2018, the Planning Commission recommended denial of a
request to rezone Tax Lot 1, except right-of-way, located in the Northeast % of
Section 7, T13N, R13E of the 6 P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska from AG to BN
for the purpose of a business office.

D. APPLICABLE REGULATIONS:
Section 5.20, Zoning Ordinance, regarding BN uses and requirements.

ANALYSIS

A. COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:

The Future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan designates this area as
medium density residential.

B. OTHER PLANS:
None
C. TRAFFIC AND ACCESS:
1. There is no traffic data available for this area.

2. The property has access from a private drive off of South 48" Street.



D. UTILITES:

With the residential development happening adjacent to this property, all utilities
will be available to serve the area.

E. ANALYSIS:

1. Matt Ricchini has submitted a request to rezone Tax Lot 1, except right-of-way,
located in the Northeast % of Section 7, T13N, R13E of the 6® P.M., Sarpy County,
Nebraska, from AG to BN for the purpose of a business office.

2. This property is presently a non-conforming Agricultural zoned lot. The
property is less than one acre, while the minimum lot size for AG lots is 20 acres.

3. The applicant has indicated he would like to operate his State Farm Insurance
business on the property. He intends to use the existing single family residence for
this purpose if the requested change of zone is approved.

4. The intent of the BN district is to provide for limited commercial uses serving
the common and frequent needs of the residents of the immediate vicinity.

5. The area immediately south of the Capehart Road and 48™ Street intersection is
being developed residentially. In the past year, approximately 140 acres adjacent
to this property have been platted as residential properties and are in the process of
being developed. There have been 280 single family residential lots platted, as well
as one multi-family residential lot.

6. This property has access from S. 48 Street. Due to controlled access along
Capehart Road, this property will not have access to Capehart Road in the future.
It is also safe to assume at some point in the future, improvements will need to be
made to 48" Street as well which will limit the full access this property currently
has. An access easement was provided for on the adjacent Outlot A, Falcon Pointe,

for the purpose of this property taking access through the Falcon Pointe subdivision
in the future.

7. The Future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan identifies this area as
medium density residential. With the residential development presently occurring
adjacent to this property, there will not be other commercial properties along the
south side of Capehart Road at 48" Street. Subsequently, staff views the rezoning
of this small parcel as spot zoning and not suitable for the area.

Short term, the proposed use could work with the surrounding residential
development; however, long range planning suggests spot zoning this parcel as
commercial is not appropriate. The zoning will run with the land, and remain after
the applicant moves on from the property. Once the insurance office has closed,

this small lot will not likely be desirable for commercial businesses. This will be
due to the residential nature of the area, as well as the likely future restricted access.

There are several large properties near 36" Street and Capehart Road which are
zoned commercially and remain undeveloped. As such, staff believes this will be
the future commercial center which services the area.

8. This application was sent out for review by the following departments and
individuals: Public Works, Permits and Inspections, Chief of Police, Offutt Air
Force Base, Fire Inspector, Sarpy County Planning Director, Sarpy County Public
Works Department, and the Springfield Platteview Public School District. The
cover letter indicated a deadline to send comments back to the Planning
Department, and also stated if the requested department did not have comments
pertaining to the application, no response was needed.

Mike Christensen, Chief Building Official, commented a change of occupancy
from residential to commercial will require the entire building to be brought into

code compliance with the new occupancy. This would include ADA compliance.

No other comments were received in this case.

Brian,

After taking a cursory review of the property in question, it would be difficult to say at this time if and/or when the
County would need or require the 48th access to change in location and/or be reduced to less than full access, as it
currently unclear if 48th Street will ever be upgraded in classification from a Collector road to an Arterial road, or what
the ultimate configuration of either Capehart Road or 48th Street will be in the vicinity of the of the property in
question.

As it would appear the only public access to this property is currently off of 48th Street, if the access needs to be
modified or moved to better accommodate traffic movements or potential stacking out onto 48th Street and/or
Capehart Road, the access may need to be moved south, and/or the access may then need to be reduced to right-
in/right-out via a channelized median along 48th Street. A traffic study of the proposed redevelopment should be
conducted as to ensure stacking out into 48th Street and potentially Capehart Road is either mitigated or eliminated, or
that potential uses of the property are limited to only low traffic generators.

Again, not knowing all the details of Bellevue’s Master Plan and/or Transportation Plan, nor what specific traffic impacts
would be expected due to redevelopment of the property in question, it would be fairly difficult to nail down the extents
of any needed access and/or corridor modifications at this time.

PCO (Neighborhood Business — Planned Center Overlay) and BNH-PCO (Heavy
Neighborhood Business — Planned Center Overlay) to BG-PCO (General Business
— Planned Center Overlay).

2. The purpose of this request is to obtain approval of a rezoning for the purpose
of further commercial development on the property; including a doggy daycare and
indoor sports facility.

3. The applicant presently operates B & B Classic Dogs in a portion of the existing
strip retail building. Ms. Bruce has indicated in the attached letter to the Planning
Department she has a new tenant desiring to operate a dog training/grooming
facility in the empty bay next to her restaurant. Additionally, Ms. Bruce has future
plans to construct an indoor sports facility on the vacant property next to her
restaurant.

The proposed BG zoning allows these aforementioned uses as permitted uses.

4. The purpose of the BG zoning district is to provide for a wide range of retail and
service establishments, while the BN and BNH zoning districts are designed for
more limited commercial uses serving the immediate vicinity.

The —PCO (Planned Center Overlay) requires site plan approval. Any further
construction on these properties will require Ms. Bruce to obtain site plan approval
through the Planning Commission and City Council public hearing process.

5. Like the BNH zone, the BG zone would require a 20 foot bufferyard from the
existing RS-72 zoned property to the south. The current building is located
approximately 140 feet from the rear property line. In addition, there is an elevation
difference of approximately 40 feet from the rear property line of the single family
residences to the existing commercial building.

6. This application was sent out to the following departments for review: Public
Works, Permits and Inspections, Chief of Police, Offutt Air Force Base, Fire
Inspector, and the Bellevue Public School District.

The City Council previously gave direction to staff to amend the existing Complete Streets
ordinance, which has been in place since January 24, 2011.

The Complete Streets amendment has been discussed with both the Citizen Complete Streets
Advisory Panel and the Planning Commission. The redline copy reflects feedback received, in
addition to staff’s suggestions.

The proposed amendment seeks to clarify portions of the document; primarily existing Section
28-154 which describes exceptions. Additionally, the amendment proposes to delete Section 28-
153. The city does not have streets classified as “Major Truck Streets.” Moreover, staff does not
believe it is imperative to single out the movement of freight in the ordinance.

This document reflects the language discussed and voted on at the Planning Commission public
hearing on November 15, 2018.

IMPROVEMENTS ARE PLANNED, DESIGNED AND CONSTRUCTED TO ENCOURAGE

EFFICIENT OPERATIONS FOR ALL USERS; TO REPEAL SUCH SECTIONS AS

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, NEBRASKA:

Section 1. That Sections 28-151 through 28-157 of Article VII of Chapter 28 are hereby
amended to read as follows.

ARTICLE VII. COMPLETE STREETS

Section 28-151. Planning, Design and Construction.

Complete Streets are streets designed and operated to enable a multimodal, context
sensitive, framework of streets that provide safe, efficient access and use for all users. The
Bellevue Planning and Public Works Departments will plan for, design, and construct, and modify
all aew City transportation improvements prejeets to provide appropriate accommodation for
motor vehicles, pedestrians, bicyclists, transit riders, and persons of all abilities, while promoting
safe and efficient operation for all users, as provided for hereafter.

Section 28-152. Incorporation by Planning and Public Works Departments.

The Bellevue Planning and Public Works Departments will develop, with citizen input,
then incorporate Complete Streets principles, with City Council approval as necessary, into:
Planning and Public Works plans, manuals, rules, regulations and programs as appropriate.

Section 28-153. Exceptions.

Except in unusual or extraordinary circumstances, Complete Streets principles will not
apply:

a. To ordinary maintenance activities designed to keep assets in serviceable condition
(e.g., mowing, cleaning, sweeping, spot repair and surface treatment such as chip seal,
or interim measures on detour or haul routes); or

b. Where the Planning or Public Works Director issues recommends a-deeumented an
exception which eemelading determines that the application of Complete Street
principles is unnecessary or inappropriate because it would be contrary to public safety



or substantially detrimental to the efficient flow of current or projected motor vehicle
traffic flow and the City Council approves the documented exception; or

c. Where the Planning or Public Works Director recommends an exception
determining that other available means or factors indicate an absence of then-current

or future need, ineludingfature-need, and the City Council approves the documented

exception.

d. Where the application of complete streets on one street would have a substantial
detrimental impact on traffic volume and/or safety on a neighboring street

Section 28-154. Achievement; Annual Progress Report.

Complete Streets may be achieved through single prejeets improvements or
incrementally through a series of smaller improvements or substantial maintenance activities over
time. The city administrator shall make an annual report to the city council showing the progress
made in implementing complete streets.

Section 28-155. Advisory Panel — Mayor to Appoint.

The Mayor of Bellevue, Nebraska will appoint a five (5) member Citizen Complete
Streets Advisory Panel. Three-of The members will be appointed to four (4) year terms and-twe
of the members-will be-appointed-to-two(2)-year-terms. The Panel will develop recommendations
to the Planning Commission for review, and recommendations to City Council for action to meet
for-meeting the Performance Measurements in Section 28-156.

Section 28-156. Performance Measurement.

Performance measurement will be by, but not limited to, the miles of bicycle routes
created; new linear feet of pedestrian accommodation; increase in use of public transportation,
bicycling and walking; the miles of connection added between trails; the increased efficiency of
traffic flow through the use of sophisticated traffic control devices, turn lanes, traffic circles, and
the leveling or decrease of transportation-related accidents.

It is the Bellevue City Council’s intent that all sources of transportation funding be

drawn upon to implement Complete Streets. The City believes the maximum financial flexibility
is important to implement Complete Streets principles.

1. The 2016 MAPA Traffic Flow Map estimates approximately 11,450 vehicles
per day near the intersection of Chandler Road West and Cedar Island Road.

ANALYSIS:

1. Craig Faulk, on behalf of 2715 LLC, is requesting approval of a rezoning, small
subdivision plat, and conditional use permit for Lot 1, Milt’s Addition, for the purpose
of expanding his existing self storage facility.

2. The property is presently vacant and covered in vegetation. Mr. Fauk’s existing
self storage facility is developed on an adjacent lot to the north and west of this
property.

3. This application was sent out to the following departments for review: Public
Works, Permits and Inspections, Chief of Police, Offutt Air Force Base, Fire Inspector,
Sarpy County Public Works, and the Omaha Public School District. The cover letter
indicated a deadline to send comments back to the Planning Department, and also
stated if the requested department did not have comments pertaining to the application,
no response was needed.

Chief Building Official Mike Christensen commented a portion of the property was
previously used for dumping concrete. Testing may be required prior to any building
construction. The applicant is aware of this.



Public Works Engineering Manager Dean Dunn had technical comments pertaining to
the plat and site plan. These comments have been addressed by the applicant’s
engineer.

No other comments were received on this case.

4. The site plan shows six buildings, consisting of 41,500 square feet of storage area.
The applicant also intends to have outdoor storage on the site as well. Seventy covered
parking stalls are shown, with the remaining 159 stalls being uncovered. Per the
zoning ordinance, outdoor storage of automobiles, boats, and recreational vehicles in
operable condition would be allowed.

5. The site plan shows the required 25’ bufferyard abutting the adjacent single family
residences. Additionally, a 15’ deep landscaped area is being provided along the right-
of-ways. A six foot wood privacy fence is proposed around the self storage facility.
The proposed landscape plan has been reviewed by staff and meets the requirements
of the zoning ordinance.

6. The proposed storage units will be required to meet the design standards guidelines
for building materials as outlined in Section 8.11. This will be determined as part of
the building permit process.

7. The developer intends to request a sidewalk waiver for this development. The
Pubic Works’ policy is such that a waiver will be granted along unimproved sections
of roadway. The abutting roads (Chandler Road and Cedar Island Road) do not have
curb and gutter; therefore, are considered “unimproved.”

8. As part of this development, 2715 LLC is requesting a portion of McCorkindale
Avenue be vacated. This application is being processed by the Public Works
Department and will be heard by the City Council. Staff does not have any objection
to the proposed street vacation.

9. As pointed out by the Chief Building Official, a portion of this property was
historically used for dumping concrete, thus making it more difficult to develop.

10. Per Section 6.06, the Zoning Ordinance requires no conditional use permit shall
be granted unless the Planning Commission or City Council has found:

Conditional Use Permit for 2715 LLC

This Conditional Use Permit issued this day of January, 2019 by the City of Bellevue, a municipal
corporation in the County of Sarpy County, Nebraska (“City”) to 2715 LLC, (“Applicant”), pursuant to the
Bellevue Zoning Ordinance.

WHEREAS, 2715 LLC, is the legal owner of Lot 1, Milt’s Addition, located in the Southeast % of Section
16, Township 14 North, Range 13 East of the 6% P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska, consisting of
approximately 8.64 acres, more or less (“Property”). Applicant desires to use the Property for the purpose
of a self storage facility; and

WHEREAS, Applicant has applied for a conditional use permit for the purpose of using the Property as
described above; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Bellevue are agreeable to the issuance of a

conditional use permit to the Applicant for such purpose, subject to certain conditions and agreements as
hereinafter provided (the “Permit™).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT KNOWN THAT subject to the conditions hereof, this Permit is issued to the

Applicant to use the Property for the purpose described above, said use hereinafter being referred to
interchangeably as a “Permitted Use” or “Use”.

Conditions of Permit
The conditions to which the granting of this Permit is subject are as follows:

1. Development and operation on the Property is governed by this Permit. The rights granted by this
Permit are transferable and any breach of any terms hereof shall cause Permit to expire and terminate,
subject to the rights of the Applicant to cure such default or deficiency as set forth in this Permit.

2. In respect to the proposed Use:
a. A site plan showing the Property’s boundaries, proposed structures, parking, access points,

and drives, is attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit “A.” A landscape plan is
attached as Exhibit “B.”



The Property shall be developed and maintained in accordance with the site plan (Exhibit
“A”) and all other exhibits, if any, of this Agreement. Any modifications to the site plan
must be submitted to the Planning Department for approval. Modifications of any other
document or exhibit shall be subject to approval of the City, as directed by the City
Administrator, unless otherwise expressly provided in the document or exhibit to be
modified.

Applicant hereby indemnifies the City against, and holds the City harmless from, any
liability, loss, claim or expense whatsoever (including, but not limited to, reasonable
attorney fees and court costs) arising out of or resulting from the acts, omissions or
negligence of the Applicant or its agents, employees, assigns, suppliers or invitees,
including, but not limited to, any liability, loss, claim or expense arising out of or resulting
from any violations of any applicable environmental or safety law, rule or regulation
relating to the Applicant’s Use of the Property.

3. The Applicant’s right to maintain the Use of the Property, as contemplated by this Permit, shall be
based on the following conditions:

a.

A periodic inspection to determine compliance with the conditions of this Permit. The
Permit may be revoked only upon a finding by the City that there is a material violation of
the material terms of this Permit if the violation occurs after written notice from the City
to Applicant and opportunity to cure in the time and manner described below.
Construction of the Use authorized by this Permit must be initiated within 12 months after
the date of the approval of this Permit otherwise such Permit shall become void.
Applicant may maintain a self storage facility on the Property.

All outdoor storage shall be in compliance with Section 5.24.03, City Zoning Ordinance.
All obsolete or unused structures, accessory facilities or materials with an environmental
or safety hazard shall be abated and/or removed from the Property at Applicant’s expense
within twelve (12) months of cessation of the Use of the Property.

All signage on Property related to Use shall be in conformance with the City Zoning
Ordinance.

Applicant shall record this Permit with the Sarpy County Register of Deeds at Applicant’s
expense.

4, Notwithstanding any other provision herein to the contrary, this Permit, and all rights granted
hereby, shall expire and terminate as to a Permitted Use hereunder upon the first of the following to occur:

a.

Applicant’s abandonment of the Permitted Use. There shall be a presumption that the
project on the Property has been abandoned if the Applicant fails to use the Property for
the Permitted Uses for any twelve (12) consecutive month period.

Cancellation, revocation, denial or failure to maintain any federal, state or local permit
required for the Use, and such cancellation, revocation, denial or failure to maintain any
federal, state or local rights are provided under laws, rules and regulations governing said
permit.

Applicant’s breach of other terms hereof and its failure to cure such breach in the time
and manner set forth below.

5. In the event the Applicant fails to promptly remove any safety, environmental or other hazard or
nuisance from the Property, or upon the expiration or termination of this Permit the Applicant fails to
promptly remove any remaining safety, environmental or other hazard or nuisance, the City may at its
option (but without any obligation to the Applicant or any third party to exercise said option) cause the
same to be removed at Applicant’s cost (including, but not limited to, the cost of any excavation and
earthwork that is necessary or advisable in connection with the removal thereof) and the Applicant shall
reimburse the City the costs incurred to remove the same. Applicant hereby irrevocably grants the City, its

2



agents and employees, the rights, provided notice is furnished to the Applicant along with a reasonable time
to remove or cure such hazard, to enter the Property and to take whatever action as is necessary or
appropriate to remove any such hazards, nuisances in accordance with the terms of this Permit, and the
right of the City to enter the Property as may be necessary or appropriate to carry out any other provision

of this Permit.

6. If any provisions, or any portion thereof, contained in this Permit are held to be unconstitutional,
invalid, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions hereof, or portions thereof, shall be deemed severable,
shall not be affected, and shall remain in full force and effect.

7. The conditions and terms of this Permit shall be binding upon Applicant, its successors and assigns.

a.

Delay of City to terminate this Permit on account of breach of Applicant of any terms
hereof in accordance with the terms hereof shall not constitute a waiver of City’s right to
terminate this Permit, unless the City has expressly waived said breach. A waiver of the
right to terminate upon any breach shall not constitute a waiver of the right to terminate
upon a subsequent breach of the terms hereof, whether said breach be of the same or
different nature.

Cure Rights. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Permit to the contrary, Applicant
shall be entitled to notice and opportunity to cure a breach of this Permit as follows. City
will notify the Applicant of any breach of this Permit. Cure shall be commenced and
completed as soon as possible and in all cases within thirty (30) days after City provides
notice of breach; provided, however, in any case that cure cannot be completed within 30
days, additional time will be allowed, so long as cure is commenced within the time
required in this Section b and diligently pursued and completed as soon as possible, and
allowing additional time does not present or increase risk of harm to persons or property.
City shall have the right to terminate this Permit if a breach is not timely cured.

Nothing herein shall be construed to be a waiver or suspension of, or an agreement on the
part of the City to waive or suspend, any zoning law or regulation applicable to the premises
except to the extent and for the duration specifically authorized by this Permit.

Any notice to be given by City hereunder shall be in writing and shall be sufficiently

given if sent by regular mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

Article 7 of the Zoning Ordinance, regarding Sign Regulations, addresses digital billboards and provides
specific guidelines for their use. These guidelines are not written anywhere so as to apply to digital signs
that are not billboards, although those guidelines have been given to sign installers when digital signs
have been permitted. The proposed amendments address how often a message can change on the sign,
the permitted brightness of the sign, and animation or movement on the sign. In addition to the

regulations pertaining to digital signs, we are proposing changes to the zoning districts where such signs
are allowed.

The proposed amendments are shown below in Table 7F of the Zoning Ordinance:

This Agreement made and entered into effective as of this 1st day of September, 2018, by

WHEREAS, Plan has engaged Lockton to provide certain health and welfare insurance
brokerage and/or consulting services that may include, as applicable, Pharmacy Analytic
Services, InfoLock® Services and/or other consulting services as mutually agreed to by the
parties (collectively, “Services™), which may or will necessitate Disclosure of Protected Health
Information (“PHI”) to Lockton; and

WHEREAS, the parties to this Agreement are committed to compliance with the Privacy,
Security, Breach Notification, Standard Transactions and Enforcement Rules of the Health
Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA”) and its implementing
regulations at 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 to 164 (“HIPAA Regulations”) and any current and future
regulations promulgated under HIPAA or the Health Information Technology for Economic and
Clinical Health Act as incorporated in the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009
(the “HITECH Act™);

WHEREAS, Client is authorized to enter into this agreement on behalf of Plan;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and other good and
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the Parties
hereby agree to maintain the privacy and security of PHI as set forth herein:

ARTICLE 1. DEFINITIONS

“Breach” means the acquisition, access, use or disclosure of protected health
information which compromises the privacy or security of such information as
determined by the HIPAA Regulations.

“Data_Aggregation” means the combining of Protected Health Information
created or received by Lockton in its capacity as a business associate of the Plan with the
Protected Health Information received by Lockton in its capacity as a business associate
of another covered entity to permit data analyses that relate to the health care operations
of the respective covered entities.



“Designated Record Set” means a group of records maintained for the Plan that
is (i) the medical records and billing records about individuals maintained by or for a
covered health care provider; (ii) the enrollment, payment, claims adjudication, and case
or medical management record systems maintained by or for a health plan; or (iii) Used,
in whole or in part, by or for the Plan to make decisions about individuals. For the
purposes of this definition, “record” means any item, collection, or grouping of
information that includes Protected Health Information and is maintained, collected,
Used, or disseminated by or for the Plan.

“Disclose” or “Disclosure” means release, transfer, provision of access to, or

divulging in another manner, of information outside the entity holding the information.

“Electronic _Media” means (i) electronic storage media including memory
devices in computers (hard drives) and any removable/transportable digital memory
medium, such as magnetic tape or disk, optical disk, or digital memory card, or (ii)
transmission media Used to exchange information already in electronic storage media.
For the purposes of this definition, “transmission media” include, for example, the
internet (wide-open), extranet (using internet technology to link a business with
information accessible only to collaborating parties), leased lines, dialup lines, private
networks, and the physical movement of removable/transportable electronic storage
media. Certain transmissions, including of paper, via facsimile, and of voice, via
telephone, are not considered to be transmissions via electronic media, because the
information being exchanged did not exist in electronic form before the transmission.

“Electronic PHI” means individually identifiable health information that is

transmitted by or maintained in Electronic Media.

“Individual” means the person who is the subject of Protected Health
Information and shall include a person who qualifies as a personal representative in
accordance with 45 C.F.R. 164.502(g).

“InfoLock® Services” means the performance of data analytic consulting

services for the Client, including but not limited to: medical and pharmacy claims, Health
Risk Assessment and biometric screening information to identify possible trends in

chronic disease, high-cost claims, and utilization patterns.

“Pharmacy Analytics Services” means the performance of consulting services
for the Client, including but not limited to: data modeling, benchmarking, auditing,
marketing of the program or Requests for Proposals (RFP), diagnostic analysis, reporting
and related pharmacy financial and clinical information consulting services.

“Privacy Rule” means the Standards for Privacy of Individually Identifiable
Health Information at 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164, Subparts A and E.




“Protected Health Information” or “PHI” means information that is created or
received by Lockton from or on behalf of the Plan and is information about an individual,
whether oral or recorded in any form or medium: (i) that relates to the past, present or
future physical or mental condition of an individual; the provision of health care to an
individual; or the past, present or future payment for the provision of health care to an
individual, and (ii) that identifies the individual or with respect to which there is a
reasonable basis to believe the information can be Used to identify the individual. PHI
does not include individually identifiable health information in: (i) education records
covered by the Family Educational Right and Privacy Act, as amended, 20 U.S.C. 1232g;
and (ii) records described at 20 U.S.C. 1232g(a)(4)(B)(iv). PHI also does not include
individually identifiable health information maintained by an entity in its role as an
employer.

“Required By Law” means a mandate contained in law that compels a covered
entity to make a Use or Disclosure of Protected Health Information and that is
enforceable in a court of law. Required By Law includes, but is not limited to, court
orders and court-ordered warrants; subpoenas or summons issued by a court, grand jury,
a governmental or tribal inspector general, or an administrative body authorized to
require the production of information; a civil or an authorized investigative demand;
Medicare conditions of participation with respect to health care providers participating in
the program; and statutes or regulations that require the production of information,
including statutes or regulations that require such information if payment is sought under
a government program providing public benefits.

“Secretary” means the Secretary of Health and Human Services (HHS) or any

other officer or employee of HHS to whom the authority involved has been delegated.

“Security Incident” means the attempted or successful unauthorized access, Use,
Disclosure, modification, or destruction of information or interference with system
operations in an information system. Inconsequential incidents that occur on a daily
basis, such as scans or pings on Lockton’s networks or servers containing electronic PHI,
shall not be considered a Security Incident subject to reporting, unless so required by the
Privacy Rule.

“Security Rule” means the Security Standards and Implementation

Specifications at 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164, Subparts A and C.

“Standards for Electronic Transactions Rule” means the final regulations

issued by Health and Human Services concerning standard transactions and code sets
under the Administrative Simplification provisions of HIPAA, 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and
162.



.

“Unsecured PHI” means PHI that is not rendered unusable, unreadable or

indecipherable to unauthorized individuals through the use of a technology or

methodology specified by the Secretary.

“Use” means the sharing, employment, application, utilization, examination, or
analysis of information.

All terms used, but not otherwise defined, in this Agreement shall have the same
meaning as those terms in the HIPAA Rules-

ARTICLE 2. OBLIGATIONS AND ACTIVITIES OF LOCKTON

2.1 Lockton agrees to not Use or further Disclose PHI other than as permitted or
required by this Agreement or as Required By Law.

2.2  Lockton agrees to use appropriate safeguards to prevent the Use or Disclosure of
the PHI other than as provided for by this Agreement.

2.3 Lockton agrees to implement administrative, physical, and technical safeguards
and comply with Subpart C of 45 C.F.R. Part 164 with respect to electronic PHI.

2.4  Lockton agrees to notify the Plan of any Security Incident or Use or Disclosure of
PHI not permitted by this Agreement of which Lockton is aware, including any Breach of
Unsecured PHI as required by 45 C.F.R. 164.410. Such notice shall be provided within three (3)
business days and shall include, to the extent possible, information that is required to be included
in notification to the individual under 45 C.F.R. 164.404.

2.4.1 Lockton and Plan agree that unsuccessful attempts at unauthorized access or
system interference occur frequently and that there is no significant benefit for data
security from requiring the documentation and reporting of such unsuccessful intrusion
attempts. In addition, both parties agree that the cost of documenting and reporting such
unsuccessful attempts as they occur would outweigh any potential benefit gained from
reporting them. Consequently, both Lockton and Plan agree that this Agreement shall
constitute the documentation, notice and written report of such unsuccessful attempts at
unauthorized access or system interference as required above and by 45 C.F.R. Part 164,
Subpart C and that no further notice or report of such attempts will be required. By way
of example (and not limitation in any way), the Parties consider the following to be
illustrative (but not exhaustive) of unsuccessful Security Incidents when they do not
result in unauthorized access, use, disclosure, modification, or destruction of e-PHI or
interference with an information system:
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LOCKTON
1. Pings on a Party’s firewall,
2. Port scans,
3. Attempts to log on to a system or enter a database with an invalid
password or username,
4. Denial-of-service attacks that do not result in a server being taken off-line,
and
5. Malware (e.g., worms, viruses).

Otherwise, Lockton will document as required by 45 C.F.R. Part 164, Subpart C and

report to Plan (i) any successful unauthorized access, use, disclosure, modification, or

destruction of Plan’s Electronic Protected Health Information of which Lockton becomes
aware, or (ii) any successful unauthorized interference with system operations in

Lockton’s Information System containing Plan’s Electronic Protected Health Information

of which Lockton becomes aware. Such reports will be provided within ten (10) business

days of when Lockton becomes aware of the incident.

2.5  Lockton may disclose PHI to subcontractors, vendors and/or other third parties,
including affiliates of Lockton, to the extent necessary to perform the Services. To the extent any
subcontractor, vendor and/or other third party creates, receives, maintains or transmits PHI of the
Plan on behalf of Lockton, Lockton agrees to ensure that any such subcontractor, vendor and/or
other third party agrees in writing to the same restrictions and conditions that apply to Lockton
with respect to such PHI.

2.6 To the extent any affiliate of Lockton creates, receives, maintains or transmits
PHI of Plan to provide Services to Client pursuant to this Agreement, Lockton agrees to ensure
that such affiliate agrees in writing to the same restrictions and conditions that apply to Lockton
with respect to such PHI.

2.7 At the request of the Plan, Lockton agrees to provide access to PHI in a
Designated Record Set, as directed to an Individual in order to meet the Plan’s obligations under
45 C.F.R. 164.524.

2.8  Lockton agrees to make any amendment(s) to PHI in a Designated Record Set as
directed by or agreed to by Plan and to take any other measures necessary to satisfy the Plan’s
obligations pursuant to 45 C.F.R. 164.526.

2.9  Lockton agrees to make internal practices, books, and records, relating to the Use
and Disclosure of PHI received from, or created or received by Lockton on behalf of, the Plan
available to the Secretary, in a time and manner mutually agreed upon by Lockton and the Plan
or as designated by the Secretary, for purposes of the Secretary determining the Plan’s
compliance with HIPAA.

2.10 Lockton agrees to document such Disclosures of PHI and, provide such

information to Plan as would be required for the Plan to respond to a request by an individual for
an Accounting of Disclosures of PHI in accordance with 45 C.F.R. 164.528.

2.11  To the extent Lockton is to carry out one or more of Plan’s obligations with
respect to HIPAA, Lockton will comply with the requirements of HIPAA in the performance of
such obligations.

ARTICLE 3. PERMITTED USES AND DISCLOSURES BY LOCKTON

Lockton will Use or Disclose PHI including, without limitation, claim, eligibility,
financial and other data received from, or created or received on behalf of Plan consistent with
the minimum necessary requirements applicable to Plan set forth in 45 C.F.R. 164.514(d) and
only:

3.1  As permitted or required by this Agreement or applicable law, or to perform
Services on behalf of Client and Plan as described in this Agreement, but not in such a manner
that would violate HIPAA.

3.2 For the proper management and administration of Lockton or to carry out the
responsibilities of Lockton, provided that Lockton will only Disclose PHI pursuant to this
Paragraph 3.2 where such Disclosure is Required By Law or Lockton obtains reasonable
assurances from the person to whom the PHI is Disclosed that it will remain confidential and
Used or further Disclosed only as Required By Law or for the purpose for which it was
Disclosed to the person, and the person notifies Lockton of any instances of which it is aware in
which the confidentiality of the information is breached;

33 To create de-identified information in compliance with 45 C.F.R. 164.514(a)-(c).
Once PHI has been de-identified, it shall no longer be considered PHI and shall not be subject to
the confidentiality obligations or restrictions on Disclosure set forth in this Agreement;

3.4  To provide Data Aggregation Services on behalf of the Plan, including, without
limitation, Disclosure of PHI to subcontractors, vendors and/or other third parties, as may be
necessary to allow Lockton to perform the Services; to Use and store PHI in a benchmark
database; and to Disclose de-identified and disassociated data for population benchmarking and
normative reporting purposes.

3.5  To Use PHI to report violations of law to appropriate Federal and State authorities
consistent with the Privacy Rule;

3.6  AsRequired by Law.

ARTICLE 4. OBLIGATIONS OF CLIENT

4.1 Client shall make all necessary amendments to Plan documents to permit Use and
Disclosure of PHI by Lockton as described in this Agreement.

4.2 Client shall provide Lockton with a list of person(s) (“Designee”) who perform
functions for the Plan or for the Client as Plan Sponsor to whom it is permissible for Lockton to
Disclose PHI. To the extent Client has limited the amount of PHI that may be Disclosed to a
Designee, Client shall notify Lockton of such limitation. Client shall immediately notify
Lockton of any changes in a Designee or the extent of PHI that may be disclosed to a Designee.

4.3  Client shall provide Lockton with the Plan’s notice of privacy practices, as well as
any changes to such notice. Client shall ensure that such notice of privacy practices permits the
Use and Disclosure of PHI by Lockton as described in this Agreement.

4.4  Client will provide necessary authorization or instruction to the administrator of
the Plan to facilitate the release of PHI to Lockton.

4.5  Client shall provide Lockton with any changes in, or revocation of, permission by
an individual to Use or Disclose PHI, if such changes affect Lockton’s Use or Disclosure of PHI
under this Agreement.

4.6  Client shall notify Lockton of any restriction to the Use or Disclosure of PHI that
the Client has agreed to on behalf of the Plan in accordance with 45 C.F.R. 164.522.

4.7  Client shall not request Lockton Use or Disclose PHI in any manner that would
not be permissible under HIPAA if done by the Plan.

4.8 Client will not Use or Disclose any information received from Lockton for
employment-related actions and decisions or in connection with any other benefit or employee
benefit plan of Client.

ARTICLES. TERM AND TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT

51 Term. This Agreement shall be effective as of the Effective Date. This
Agreement shall continue until all of the PHI provided by the Plan to Lockton, or created or
received by Lockton on behalf of the Plan, is destroyed or returned to the Plan, unless otherwise
terminated as described in Paragraph 5.2.

5.2  Termination for Cause. If Lockton violates any material term of this
Agreement, the Client shall provide an opportunity for Lockton to cure the breach or end the
violation. If Lockton does not cure the breach or end the violation within a reasonable time
period or if cure is not possible, Client may immediately terminate this Agreement.

53 Effect of Termination.

(A)  Upon termination of this Agreement, Lockton shall, if feasible, return or
destroy all PHI received from the Plan, or created or received by Lockton on behalf of the Plan.
This provision shall also apply to PHI that is in the possession of subcontractors, vendors and/or
other third parties engaged by Lockton to assist in the provision of Services. Lockton shall retain
PHI only as described in Subparagraph (B) below.

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(B)  Lockton shall retain only that PHI for which return or destruction is
infeasible or retention is necessary for Lockton to continue its proper management and
administration or to carry out its legal responsibilities. Lockton shall continue to use appropriate
safeguards, comply with HIPAA, and adhere to the terms of this Agreement with respect to PHI
for as long as Lockton retains the PHI.

ARTICLE 6. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

6.1 Regulatory Reference. A reference in this Agreement to a section in HIPAA or
to a section of the Code of Federal Regulations means the section as in effect or as amended, and
for which compliance is required.

6.2 Amendment. The Client and Lockton agree to take such action as is necessary to
amend this Agreement from time to time as is necessary for the Plan to comply with the
requirements of HIPAA, including the provisions of HITECH. This Agreement may be
amended by the Client and Lockton by the express mutual written agreement of both parties.
This Agreement contains the entire Business Associate Agreement between the parties and
supersedes all other understandings and agreements, oral or written, between the parties
regarding privacy of PHI.

6.3  Survival. The respective rights and obligations of Lockton under Paragraph 5.3
of this Agreement shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

6.4  Interpretation. Any ambiguity in this Agreement shall be resolved in favor of a
meaning that permits the Plan and Lockton to comply with HIPAA. When a section of the
Agreement calls for Lockton to respond to a request from the Plan in conjunction with a
regulation specifically cited in the section, Lockton may rely on the Plan’s request as verification
by the Plan that the request is made in compliance with the regulation. Lockton is not
responsible for confirming that the Plan’s request is made in compliance with the specific
regulation.

6.5  Indemnification. Each party to this Agreement will indemnify the other and hold
it harmless against any loss, cost, damage, claim or expense (including reasonable attorney’s
fees) arising from the party’s improper Use and/or Disclosure of PHI through negligence or
intentional wrongdoing or from breach of this Agreement.

6.6  Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by HIPAA and, where not
covered by HIPAA or other federal law, the laws of the State of Missouri.

6.7  Terms. Where the context of the Agreement requires, the singular shall include
the plural and the masculine gender shall include the feminine. Headings or titles of sections are
for general information only and this Agreement shall not be construed by reference to such
titles.

6.8  Assignment. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the parties hereto and their respective successors and permitted assigns. If any provision of this

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Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect
any other provision, and this Agreement shall be construed and enforced as if such provision had
not been included.

6.9  Third Party Beneficiaries. Nothing express or implied in this Agreement is
intended to confer, nor shall anything herein confer, upon any person other than Lockton, or the

Client and their respective successors or assigns, any rights, remedies, obligations or liabilities
whatsoever.

Miller Electric’s responsibility on the Papillion/Bellevue Fire Station Alerting project will be to install
all audio systems in the stations including wiring, conduit/raceways where required. All cabling will
be installed according to the current EIA/TIA standard.
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DETAILED PROJECT PROPOSAL

System Components and Operation

The Phoenix G2 Station IP Alerting System provides Automated Dispatching through automated
VoiceAlert announcements (over radio channels and in stations, and on smart phones), zoned
alerting with ramping heart-saver alert tones and vocalizations, message display signs, and
message display and control units for individual dorm rooms. Automated Dispatching assists
dispatchers by automatically alerting stations with voice and visual alerts, simultaneously or
stacked, and provides a reduction in call processing time that allows dispatchers to focus less on
the transmission details and more on the job at hand. Visual message displays provide an
incredibly fast alternative to dispatch voice for fire fighters to get dispatch information (usually
received in less than a second after a unit is committed at dispatch), helping to increase situational
awareness and decrease response time.

The System displays the dispatch information on message signs, TVs, monitors, projectors and
video walls strategically located throughout the station, and can print the dispatch on one or more
rip and run printers in the station. The System plays a ramped-volume heart-saver alert tone and
then a system-generated voice announcement of the dispatch over the PA or radio system, in the
common areas of the station, in the dorm rooms of the assigned officers and responders, and over
individual smartphones using iOS or Android platforms. The System also displays messages or
audio alerts for non-emergency messages intended for fire and medical stations.

Further, the System remotely and redundantly alerts personnel with the USDD FSA Smartphone
Alerting App. The USDD App is the first and only App of its kind in the fire industry. The App sends
simultaneous mobile alerts, such as dispatch announcements, administrative alerts, IT support
notifications and application update notifications to authorized personnel via their smartphones.
The App alerts personnel as individuals or groups (e.g., stations, battalions, districts, etc.)
wherever they are, making it especially ideal for volunteers and reserves. The mobile alerts
broadcast the same consistent tones, alerts, voice and wording, as those seen and heard in the
station and over the radio; show incident location using the smartphone’s built-in mapping
capabilities; and enable users to save notifications for future reference and search for previous
notifications. In addition, the App provides an easy-access email address and phone link to local IT
support.

The System is comprised of a central Communications Gateway server pair that is located
adjacent to an existing CAD system, and one or more Station Controllers and peripherals located
in the fire and medical stations. The Station Controllers are connected to the Communications
Gateways using Wide Area Networks (WAN), radio data systems, or other communications
methods. The peripherals are connected to the Station Alerting Controller in the fire station using
standard TIA/EIA 568 Cat 5e or Cat 6 cabling, identical to that used by a standard local area
network. Speakers and other devices are connected using common cabling.

Communications Gateway

The Communications Gateway receives requests for alerts from the CAD system, reformats the
messages through the Look and Feel process, and then transmits the alerts to the remote Fire
Station Controllers, radios and smartphones using customer data, radio and cellular networks. If a
voice announcement is required for the alert, the Gateway generates the announcement and
transmits this along to the Station Controller for announcement. The Gateway coordinates the
retransmission of any failed messages and returns a final alert status to the CAD system, as well
as displaying the status on the Gateway Dashboard status display. All communications between
and through the Communications Gateway are time stamped and logged.
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The Communications Gateway is a redundant hot-standby pair of servers running a custom Linux
kernel with RAID 1 mirrored data disks, providing high availability. This proposal assumes an
agreement has been reached between Omaha Fire and the Papillion and Bellevue Fire
Departments to share Omaha’'s Gateways, Premier One CAD interface and the USDD CAD
interface. That agreement is separate from this proposal and referred to herein only in reference
to the system design. The terms and conditions of that agreement are not included in this
document. For this Project the Communications Gateways, CAD interface and USDD CAD
interface are located at Douglas County 911, located at 3603 N. 156" Street. Additional paired
Gateways can be easily added to the System for further redundancy at disaster recovery sites. An
application on each Communications Gateway server monitors the performance of the running
processes and can restart the running process or cause a system failover from one system to the
other in the event that the running system becomes unusable. The system administrator can also
cause a manual failover from the running system to the monitoring system.

The Communications Gateways communicate with the Station Controllers using UDP/IP or various
serial data protocols, including radio data systems and network data is secured using DTLS
authentication and encryption to prevent interception and impersonation. Multiple communications
paths can be configured and operate together such that if one path fails, the system automatically
uses the next operational path in priority order. The Gateways continuously poll the Station
Controllers at a rate such that all stations are polled to verify connectivity and operation twice each
minute.

CAD Interface

The Communications Gateways support multiple different simultaneous CAD interfaces including
interfaces to XML-based TCP-connected bi-directional interfaces and legacy serial interfaces using
basic message parsing. The CAD interface receives an alert message from the CAD system and
returns a Destination Status Message back to the CAD system indicating the success or failure of
the alert to the involved Station Controllers. The System may also send event information to the
CAD system based on configured activity events from the Station Controllers such as pushbutton
presses. The ability of the CAD system to process these messages is dependent on the particular
CAD system and not all systems can process these messages.

Some CAD systems also send unit status information to the Station Alerting System and the
system will display the available / unavailable status on message displays connected to the Station
Controllers when an alert is not active in the station. Not all CAD systems are able to send unit
status information.

USDD has provided an interface to the Motorola Premier OneCAD system utilized by both Sarpy
and Douglas Counties. An interface is developed using the USDD XML alerting interface. USDD
provides vendors an Implementation Guide, software development assistance, and can provide a
development virtual machine instance of the Alerting System for use in testing by the CAD vendor.
US Digital Designs is also willing to make necessary additions or modifications to the CAD
interface necessary to accommodate site or system specific CAD system functions.

By using our USDD-standard XML Alerting API, the customer has complete control of what events
on the CAD system can cause alerts, and USDD will provide assistance in configuring the XML
messages so they format VoiceAlert announcements, message sign text and printer output
appropriately for each use case. In addition, XML Alerting API supports both emergency and non-
emergency alerts. The Alerting APl doesn’t make a direct distinction between these types of alerts,
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but a customer can change the alerting behavior of the alerts using different alert parameters (such
as turning on / not turning on lights, selecting alert tones, etc.). There are two alert message
formats that can be used with the Communications Gateway to send alerts and one of the formats
primarily supports emergency alerts and the other allows free-form messaging more appropriate
for non-emergency alerts.

The Phoenix G2 Alerting System supports alerting by Station, Unit or Groups of Stations, Units or
other Groups. The Communications Gateway also supports Aliases that can be mapped to other
actual alerting entities to allow the CAD system to send different names than the names used by
the alerting system. This can be used in cases where one station or units is to be alerted for more
than one CAD identifier.

Web-Based Interaction

All interaction with the System is done through the web-based Dashboard and can be accessed by
authorized personnel using any web-enabled device. Because the System is web-based, the
System can accommodate as many dispatch positions as can be handled by the CAD System.
This also allows the County/City to use existing consoles for dispatching, provided the consoles
are web-enabled with any current web browser. The Dashboard is the primary interface used for
Manual Alerts, sending Administrative Messages, viewing Active incidents, managing VoiceAlert
Radio Controls, and viewing System alarms.

Manual Alerting Client

In the event that the CAD system is unavailable for any reason, dispatchers can use the web-
based Manual Alerting application provided with the Communications Gateway to alert stations
without the CAD system. All status information normally provided to the CAD system is then
provided directly to the dispatcher via the Manual Alerting application.

The Manual Alerting client also has an Administrative Announcement tab to allow authorized
personnel to make non-emergency announcements (both free-form and canned/stock) to one or
more stations using VoiceAlert, message displays and printers.

Because the Manual Alerting Client is web-based, no client software installation is necessary
allowing any authorized user with access to a web browser to generate alerts.
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Manual Alerting Client

Station Status & Control

The Dashboard application also organizes the status and control of each Station Controller. Using
this dynamic web page, dispatchers are immediately aware of any Station Controller link failures,
peripheral failures or input activations. The system can trigger alarms that are active while the
trigger is active (like a Generator Run indication) or latching, requiring acknowledgement (like a
station Fire Alarm). Each alarm can optionally trigger a single or repeating audible alert.

The operator can also override the operation of the station speakers and force the station to
monitor the radio or turn the radio on for an extended voice announcement. Through configuration,
inputs can be used to display and control bay doors, person doors, vehicle gates or other devices.
The Station Status & Control page provides a dispatcher-friendly replacement for station device
control.

VoiceAlert

The Phoenix G2 VoiceAlert product provides the audible component of the fully-automated
dispatch system. VoiceAlert reads the dispatch information in the customer’s format using a clear,
understandable male or female voice. These voices are generated by sampling real human voices,
but provide full text-to-speech capabilities. The System currently has male and female Australian
English voices available for VoiceAlert dispatches. Full text-to-speech allows the Alerting System
to announce any information provided to the system: dispatches, weather warnings, or
administrative announcements.

VoiceAlert is an option in the Station Controller for announcements in the response station, and an
option for radio channel or talk-group announcements and/or over our GS FSA smartphone App
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for iOS and Android. With VoiceAlert in the stations, multiple dispatches can be announcing
different dispatches in different stations simultaneously, while VoiceAlert on the radio announces
each dispatch sequentially. A radio channel announcement queuing feature can alter the dispatch
announcement during periods of heavy activity to shorten the announcement length by, for
example, not repeating the dispatch information.

The USDD Voice Editor application allows customers to modify the pronunciation of words that are
not familiar to the VoiceAlert speech system. This is typically necessary where there are local
pronunciations for street names. Other types of pronunciation adjustments can be made for unit
types and street types and directions. A user-editable table is also used to convert CAD incident
types into spoken forms.

GATEWAY AUDIO RADIO INTERFACE (GaRI)

Each Communications Gateway pair will be configured with Gateway Audio Radio Interfaces
(GaRl) to allow the System to transmit paging tones, alert tones and VoiceAlert announcements
over the customer’s radio channels or talk-groups without dispatcher intervention. The GaRl is a
network device that receives streaming audio and control instructions from the Communications
Gateway and outputs analog audio and control signals to detect radio channel busy signals,
generate radio push-to-talk signals, and play the audio over the radio system. Each GaRlI controls
and outputs audio for two channels. Multiple GaRI’'s may be connected to the system providing
control for multiple radio channels.

Radio channels connected to the system are independent and can announce different information
across each channel, have independent VoiceAlert announcement queues with queue depth
detection and announcement prioritization based on dispatch nature code or other CAD
information. VoiceAlert announcements can also be modified by queue depth to reduce
announcement length when multiple announcements are queued, allowing the queue to clear
faster.

The integrated network switch allows the GaRlI to be connected directly to two Gateway servers in
a hot- standby configuration, or to other network devices as necessary. In special applications, the
GaRI may be connected to a customer data network to allow it to be distantly located from the
Gateway servers.

Audio outputs from the GaRI are 600 ohm impedance and DC-isolated for connection to most
standard radio equipment. Each audio output channel has an analog audio output, a hardware
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channel busy input and a push-to-talk output. The Audio Output Channel 1 also has an adjustable
side tone output, which mimics the main output.

A System-selectable pass-through input may also be coupled to Output Channel 1 to provide
switching between a customer-provided input source and the internal Channel 1 output for
redundancy purposes. To ensure a failsafe operation, the pass-through input is coupled to Output
Channel 1 when the TCP/IP connection to the GaRl is lost or when the GaRl is powered off.

The GaRI has two normally-open auxiliary relay output and two auxiliary digital inputs that can be
used internally by the system. The inputs are low-active with a provided ground reference.

The front panel has indicators showing activity on the two Audio Output Channels and the Auxiliary
I/0. There is also a pass-through indicator that shows when the pass-through circuit is active.

Each of the Communications Gateways will be configured with direct radio console control of the
Motorola MCC7500 consoles. Direct console interfaces allow the Gateways to select console
resources such as channels or talk-groups, creating resource multi-selections and to send Call
Alerts and ICALs. The console interface also provides integrated resource busy and Emergency
Alarm / Call detection.

STATION CONTROLLER

The Station Controlier is the heart of the fire station side of the Phoenix G2 ATX alerting system.
Each fire station will be equipped with one Station Controller connected to a UPS. The Station
Alerting Controller receives the alerting information from the Communications Gateway, as well as
the voice announcement, if provided. The alerting information informs the Station Alerting
Controller which units are to be alerted for the particular dispatch. The Alerting Controller then
decides, based on its configuration, which areas of the station to alert and what information to
display or speak for this alert. The Controller then activates all the peripherals necessary to
complete the alert. This can involve any combination of Amplifiers, Message Remotes, and/or
Room Remotes or printers. Additionally, the Controller can activate output relays attached to any
of these peripherals in a momentary or latched mode, such as opening bay doors or turning on
lighting.

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Audio Inputs

The Phoenix G2 ATX provides the interface and control of audio sources in the fire station. The
ATX has 3 audio connections for dispatch radios, dispatch audio phone lines and telephone
intercoms. These audio inputs are switched to the audio output depending on their priority and the
status of any active alerts. The input level of the audio inputs can also have different input levels
depending on the alerted / not alerted state of the Station Controller allowing customers to have
the level of monitored radio inputs reduced in volume when an alert is active and raised to a higher
level for monitoring when an alert is not active.

Audio Outputs

The ATX Station Controller has x4 70 Volt audio outputs and 1 line- level audio output, each of
which is independently zoneable.

Tones

The ATX Station Controller has standard ramping tones incorporated into the system. These tones
are triggered by the receipt of an alert and the tone to play is contained in the alert message,
allowing the CAD system to control the tone through the Communications Gateway. Tones are
commonly selected based on the incident nature, but can also be based on the units alerted or
other CAD data. Additional tones can be added by USDD to meet individual customer
requirements. Alert tones can be fixed or selected based on incident nature or other CAD data to
meet operational requirements.

Backup Alerting

A doorbell input can be provided optionally and will play a selectable doorbell tone throughout the
station when activated. The ATX also has the ability to connect a telephone with a ring detector; if
the ATX detects ringing on the line it can play a ringing tone through the system into the fire
station, and display a message on any message device. The ATX is also qualified as a backup
controller in the event that the Alerting Controller or primary signaling circuit (T1 WAN) is
unavailable due to failure. An ATX operating in backup mode will alert the entire station by
activating all peripherals (Amplifiers, Message Remotes, HDTV Remotes, Sign Remotes or Room
Remotes) if ringing is detected on the telephone line. This feature provides a redundant alerting
circuit as specified in NFPA 1221.

Other Features
Lighting Control — Turn on high-voltage lighting systems using control relays.

Doorbells — Momentary switches can cause the Station Controller to play doorbell tones and
display message sign messages on activation.

IO Sensing and Relay Control — Along with the Station Status and Control page on the
Communications Gateway dispatchers can have full control and monitoring of various devices
connected to the ATX Station Controller or |0 Remotes. Sophisticated 10 Rules can also be
configured to trigger on various events.

SIP_VolIP Interface — The ATX Station Controller has an integrated SIP extension capability that
can receive SIP messages and cause the ATX to answer a VolP call directed to the extension. The
Station Controller can also be configured to trigger actions based on the SIP call to, for example,
trigger an All Station alert, or to play ringing over the station speakers.
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Unit Status Display — An optional unit status display is available when the system is interfaced with
some CAD systems. Currently supported CAD systems are TriTech VisiCAD and Intergraph.
Message signs can be configured to display unit available / unavailable status from the CAD
system. If Motorola can implement the unit status message in its Premier One CAD system, the
USDD interface can enable a unit status display.

PERIPHERALS

In addition to the ATX Station Controller, each station will have a combination of peripherals such
as LED Speakers, Outdoor Speakers, LED Message Signs, and Strobe Lights to meet
requirements for each station’'s requests as garnered during the walk-throughs. Please see the
engineered station designs included for the Bill of Materials proposed to be installed in each
station.

The Phoenix G2 ATX connects to the peripherals (Message Sign or Room Remotes) through
standard Cat 5e or Cat 6 cables. The ATX uses the single CAT network cable to provide the
peripherals Ethernet data, audio and power. The benefit of this is that only a single LAN cable is
required to connect the Station Alerting Controller and any peripheral in the station. Therefore,
peripherals do not require an external power source. This design also provides power for message
signs attached to the Message Remotes. Each ATX can provide audio and power for 8
peripherals, and expansion units can be used to expand the capacity in groups of 12 or 24
peripherals.
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The following is a description of the peripherals proposed for the station designs that are
manufactured and provided by USDD:

Speaker Lights, Strobes, and Message Boards

Speaker lights provide low-voltage lighting for use when an alert is active. Each speaker is fitted
with 16 high intensity red LED lights which offers exceptional luminosity without causing light
blindness due to dark to bright transition. Speaker lights are typically used in dorm rooms and exit
pathways from dorm rooms to the apparatus room. Speaker lights can also be used as alternative
alerting devices in high-noise areas like gyms or day rooms.

All USDD provided speakers have been universally accepted by its customers in dispatch alerting
as providing exceptional sound quality and providing clear audio. All indoor speakers, including
the LED Speaker Light can be flush or wall mounted. Speaker specifications (including the LED
Speaker Light): 8" cone-type loudspeaker, having a frequency response of at least 50 Hz to 12
kHz. Axial sensitivity is 95 dB, measured at 1-watt/4 feet. The loudspeaker will have a 6 oz.
ceramic magnet and a 3/4" voice coil. A transformer, capable of matching an 8-ohm loudspeaker
to a 25-volt or 70-volt line, and providing power taps of 4, 2, 1, 1/2, 1/4, and 1/8 watts will be
included. The loudspeaker shall be assembled on a 13" steel ceiling grille, finished in off-white
semi-gloss enamel. Assembly depth shall be 3-1/4".

Outdoor Speakers to be provided have been environmentally tested to ensure long-term
operations in any weather. The specifications meet or exceed the Mil-Std810E Test Methods for
Temperature, Humidity, Ultraviolet light and Salt Spray. A weather-tight enclosure houses all
components. The mounting brackets are designed with multiple angles to facilitate installation in
corners or when angulation is required. An integral safety strap mounting point shall be included.
The loudspeaker shall rotate, on its axis, a minimum of 180 degrees. Outdoor speaker
specifications: Power handling capacity of 100W (8-ohm) or 16W (70V), or approved equivalent;
loudspeaker consists of one 6-inch nominal low frequency transducer, one 1/2-inch nominal high
frequency transducer mounted coaxially, with a filter network for dividing frequencies between the
transducers; the low frequency driver utilizes a metal-alloy cone with deep-anodized surface
treatment for rigidity and corrosion resistance. The cone provides a heat transfer element for the
voice coil under high power input. The voice coil will be centered via a high gauss, low viscosity
magnetic fluid (ferrofluid), which increases the heat transfer rate from the voice coil under long-
term, high-power use. The magnetic fluid prevents corrosion from occurring in the magnet gap;
the high frequency driver utilizes an environmentally stable polycarbonate diaphragm; ferrofluid
dampens the voice coil and assist in the heat transfer for higher power capability; dimensions of
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each speaker does not exceed 9" Wide x 8" Diameter x 8-1/4" Deep (with knob & bracket).
Product weight does not exceed 8 Ib.

Strobe Lights are an attention-getting flashing light unit that is
typically used in high noise areas to provide visual alerting without adding to high noise levels in
the area. These will be provided in all workout rooms in stations.

Message Boards

Each station will be outfitted with a minimum of two message boards. The message boards
provided are the G2 LED Message Signs.

G2 LED Message Signs

The legacy BetaBrite and new Gamma signs provide a single line message, either scrolling or
static, depending upon the length of the message. The BetaBrite message sign is 25" long and
can display 110 characters of information. The BetaBrite is powered by the ATX Station Controller
(as proposed for this Project) or by the G2 Message Remote or G2S Sign Remote. All Remote
Peripherals are powered by the ATX Station Controller through the power of Ethernet (POE)
cabling, so no local power is required at the sign location.

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The Gamma Sign is designed to be powered directly by the ATX Station Controller; no Message
Remotes or Sign Remotes are necessary. The Gamma Sign can be wired for up to three in one
string. It comes in two screen sizes, a 24" active screen width, and 36" active screen width. The
36" screen Gamma can also be configured so a
portion is dedicated as a turnout timer. This
allows the 36" Gamma sign to provide the dual
functionality of providing the dispatch information
and turnout timer in a single screen.

This proposal provides for using two (2) 24" Gamma

LED Message Signs in a stacked configuration at the
Bay Doors. One LED Message Sign will provide the alert information, and one LED Message sign
will provide a turnout time counting up in one-second increments upon receipt of an alert.

OPTIONAL PERIPHERALS

The Phoenix G2 System has been designed to be modular, allowing for the addition of
Communication Gateways, Station Controllers and peripherals at any time with only configuration
changes required. This allows an agency to build on the System as the Agency expands or are
budgets allow.

In addition to the peripherals included in the initial station designs discussed above, USDD offers
the following peripherals that the departments may consider to include at a future date or as a
replacement in the initial designs:

G2 10 Remote

IO Remotes have 8 relay outputs and 8 relay isolated inputs that can be controlled by 10 Rules in
the Station Controller or by the Station Status and Control page on the Communications Gateway.
Outputs can be connected to overhead door or vehicle gate
controls, access control systems and other devices. Inputs
can indicate the status of doors, fire alarms, generator run
status or other similar devices. The Station Status and
Control page on the Communications Gateway can be
configured to display alarms to dispatchers when an input is
activated and play an alert tone until acknowledged by an
operator.

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I/0 Remote Speaker Zoning Module

Bunkroom zone selector switches can be used in each bunkroom to provide zoning for selected
Fire / EMS units. The module does not have the full functions of a Room Remote but are
considerably less expensive than the Room Remote 2. The Module is connected to the ATX
Station Controller and will enable station personnel to use the touchscreen in the Station
Controller to select unit assignments per bunk room and control sound and lights in each room.
The Module will not provide individual room volume selection, radio monitoring, turnout timer or
dispatch information display as is provided by the Room Remote 2.

The Color Indicator Remote offers an alternative alerting method, featuring high-intensity LED
lights.

The Cl Remote can be configured through the Station Controller to display colors for various
system events including Station and Unit alerts, Doorbell and other input activations, and system
status changes.

Message Remotes

There are 4 types of message display peripherals in the Phoenix G2 system: Message Remotes,
Sign Remotes, Room Remotes and HDTV Remotes.

G2 Message Remote

Message Remotes provide two 15-watt amplifiers with independent volume controls and also
connect to two LED message Signs to display dispatch units and information. Again, the signs are
powered by the Message Remotes and do not require any other external power supply. The
Message Remotes can be provided with a wall bracket for mounting two signs back-to-back for
use in hallways or common dorm rooms. Message Remotes include power and control for LED
Speaker Lights, and 2 auxiliary relay outputs and 2 auxiliary inputs.

G2 Sign Remote

Sign Remotes power and control one LED message sign and do not provide any amplifiers, 10, or
lighting control.
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G2 Room Remote

Room Remotes provide similar features of a Message Remote in a smaller package with a
message display integrated into the unit. The Room Remote can provide 15-watts of power to
speakers and provides a contact closure on activation to turn on overhead lights. The Room
Remote has a switched output to provide power
for LED Speaker Lights and tone auxiliary relay
output and one auxiliary input. The new
generation G2 Room Remote 2 (now currently
available) provides a 10.1" full color, high
resolution LCD touch screen display, which allows
the display to show dispatched units, incident
information text and a turnout timer

New G2 Room Remote

G2 HDTV Remote

The G2 HDTV Remote provides the functionality to turn any high definition TV, screen, monitor or
projector with a HDMI connection into a digital display monitor. The HDTV Remote connects the
Station Controller with an HDTV display through an integrated HDMI output and is powered from
AC power local to the HDTV display. The HDTV Remote can display any dispatch information,
incident location map and turnout timer simultaneously on the display. Provided the HDTV Display
has Consumer Electronic Control (CEC), which is provided with most modern HDTV's, upon
receipt of an alert, the HDTV Remote will automatically switch to the assigned HDMI input to
display the incident information. After a configurable amount of time, the HDTV will automatically
revert to the HDMI input prior to the alert, and resume the functions assigned to that HDMI port.
Each station will be equipped with an HDTV display and a full motion wall bracket.
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G2 HDTV Remote and Flat Panel Screen
(HDTV) powered by HDTV

Turnout timer functionality can be included in the display of the HDTV Remote when used in
conjunction with an ATX Station Controller. The HDTV Remote turnout timer counts up in seconds

and changes color form green to yellow to red as the time approaches the NFPA 1710 standard
turnout time.

OTHER FEATURES / FUNCTIONS

Zoning Capabilities: The System provides a zoning capability such that portions of a station can
be alerted without alerting the entire station. The ATX Station Controller fully supports station
zoning through its internal audio amplifiers and using station peripherals such as LED Speaker
Light outputs, LED colored light indicators and Message Signs. Common areas are typically set to
alert for all alerts and sleeping areas can be configured with fixed unit-associated zones, or
equipped with Room Remotes to allow unit associations to be selected per room. An inexpensive
alternative to the Room Remote (and which is proposed for this Project) is the IO Remote Module
discussed in the Peripherals Section above. USDD will configure the System with these modules
to allow the front panel touch screen of the ATX Station Controller to be used to select the units
associated with a Station Area to allow firefighters to select unit associations for example when
necessary to change dorm rooms.

The ATX Station Controller supports more than 200 zones in each station through the use of built-
in amplifiers and the addition of Message Remotes, Room Remotes, and |0 Remotes. The ATX
Station Controller has x4 70 Volt audio outputs and 1 line- level audio output, each of which is
independently zone-able for a total of 5 built-in zones. Additional audio zones can be added by
adding Message Remotes or Room Remotes, or by switching audio outputs using IO Remotes.

Each Message Remote has 2 audio amplifiers and can add 1 or 2 zones, and a Room Remote has
1 audio amplifier and adds 1 zone.

Fire Station Alerting System (FSA) Proposal

In the Station Controller individual Peripheral devices and audio amplifiers are associated with
Station Areas (or zones). All devices in a Station Area are activated for an alert that involves that
area.

Each Station Area is then associated with one or more units, and is activated whenever an
associated unit is alerted. Unit to Station Area association is configured using the web
configuration in the Station Controller.

Mapping Capabilities: USDD provides an optional hosted map display feature that can display an
incident map in HDTV Remotes in the fire station. When an alert is received by the
Communications Gateway from the CAD system, the Gateway will query the Mapping Server for a
map of the incident location. The Gateway will then provide this map to any Station Controllers
alerted for this dispatch and HDTV Remotes in the station will display the map. The mapping
server is hosted and maintained by USDD on an Amazon EC2 virtual machine. If the customer
selects this option the CAD system must support sending Latitude and Longitude for alerts and the
customer's Communications Gateways must be able to contact the USDD Mapping Server on the
Internet. Customers can provide mapping data to USDD in standard format for loading on the
server and later display on the maps. Note, an HDTV Remote with a flat panel monitor/HDTV will
be required for viewing maps in the station.

Printing Capabilities. The ATX Station Controller supports printing of incident dispatch information
on standard PCL or PostScript printers. The ATX supports multiple printers, and printers can be
zoned by Station Area allowing printers to be assigned to one or more units in the station. Printouts
can be made as one per station or one per alerted unit to give each unit a printout. Printers are
monitored for connections and can be reported as up or down.

The printer output format is configurable by USDD using any information provided by the CAD
system in the XML alerting message. The printer output does not need be identical to the
VoiceAlert announcement or message sign text and can include additional information if provided
by the CAD system.

Remote/Redundant Alerting: USDD has developed the new Phoenix G2 FSA Mobile Application
(the “App”) to provide the departments the capability to alert authorized personnel using a mobile
application that interfaces with the CAD system. The App is supported by Apple and Android
devices. The App will interface with the Cities’ CAD to send simultaneous mobile alerts, including
dispatch announcements, administrative alerts, IT support notifications and application update
notifications to authorized personnel via their smartphones and tablets. The App alerts personnel
as individuals or groups (e.g., stations, battalions, districts, etc.) wherever they are, making it
especially ideal for volunteers and reserves. The mobile alerts plays the same tones as those in
the station, shows incident location using the device’s built-in mapping capabilities and enables
users to save notifications for future reference and search for previous notifications. In addition, the
App provides an easy-access email address and phone link to local IT support. Each ATX Station
Controller will enable x24 App licenses at no additional charge while the System is under warranty
or annual service and support. Based upon the Cities purchasing an ATX Station Controller for
each of their 8 fire stations, the City will have 192 licenses available for use of the App. Additional
licenses can be obtained on a sliding cost scale. It should be noted, however, that the performance
of mobile alerting is subject to network reliability and coverage.
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The System also supports remote alerting capabilities by generating an alert that can send an
email to server via SMTP or ESMTP. Upon receipt of an alert from the CAD, the Communications
Gateway will generate an alert and can send an email to server via SMTP or ESMTP. This email
can be directed to a paging or cell phone system to deliver pages or SMS messages. Messages
can be sent when specific Groups, Stations or Units are alerted, or when configured key words are
found in the dispatch message. Event messages are delivered when the event occurs and when
the event clears. Again, it should be noted that the performance of the remote alerting is subject to
network reliability and coverage

How Alerts are Processed

The System will fully support alerting multiple stations simultaneously and playing VoiceAlert
automated announcements in the alerted stations and over the dispatch radio channel or talk-
group. If multiple alerts come in to the Communications Gateway for multiple dispatches, the
stations are alerted immediately and VoiceAlert plays in the stations, and radio voice
announcements queue for the radio channel as necessary.

When the Communications Gateway receives an alert request from the CAD system the Gateway
parses the alert information received and creates two parallel alerting paths, one for the Station
alerts and one for the Radio alerts. This process takes less than 500 ms after the receipt of the
complete alerting message from the CAD system.

The Station path immediately sends the alert to the involved Station Controllers and begins
collecting acknowledgements. It will then retry any unacknowledged alerts with the necessary
Station Controllers. If an alert is still unacknowledged after exhausting all retries, the Gateway will
move to the next available communications path and attempt to alert the Station Controller using
that path. After all Stations have either acknowledged their messages, or all retries have been
tried, the Gateway returns a Destination Status Message to the CAD system indicating the Station
Controllers that acknowledged processing the message, and those that did not acknowledge. This
status message is then used by the CAD system to indicate to the dispatcher the status of the
alert. The generation of this Status Message does not impact the system’s response time as all
message transmission attempts are tried before returning a status message to CAD. The
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Communications Gateway handles all necessary retries without CAD intervention.  See the
section titled “System Monitoring/Back Up Alerting” following for more information.

The Station Controller immediately activates all visual alerting devices on receipt of the alert, plays
the alert tone and then the VoiceAlert announcement. In the event of multiple alerts for a single
station, the visual alerts activate immediately as received, and the VoiceAlert announcements
queue for playback and are played in receive order after the previous announcement completes.

Simultaneously with the Station Controller alerting sequence, the Communications Gateway sends
the Radio alert to the responsible application, which either starts the transmission process
immediately or, if the radio channel is not immediately available, queues the alert for transmission
over the radio. When the channel becomes available, the alert announcement will be played in the
order it is put in the queue. The Gateway has the ability to put Radio alerts into the radio queue
based on incident priority if that is provided by the CAD system, allowing more urgent alerts to be
transmitted before lower priority ones. An algorithm is used to ensure that higher priority alerts do
not completely starve out lower priority dispatches by increasing the priority of lower priority alerts
over time.

The Phoenix G2 Station Alerting System can handle up to 16 simultaneous dispatches per station.

The System with VoiceAlert is designed to use low-latency broadband data connectivity between
the Communications Gateways and the Station Controllers. This connectivity must be capable of
carrying TCP and UDP / IP data streams in both directions. The alerting protocol is designed for
use on low-speed data radio systems and is very light weight with an alert message approximately
500 bytes, and an acknowledgement of 10 bytes.

The Phoenix G2 Alerting System uses a TCP/IP primary communication path from Dispatch to the
Station which allows for an almost instantaneous delivery (<300ms with decent OFE network) of
the alert. Once the alert is at the station, it can be viewed for immediate recognition of who and
what needs to go, sometimes long before any audio delivery is even finished. Further, by using any
of our message signs as a Turn Out Timer, our customers have seen an increased motivation and
response from the responders knowing and competing over exact reaction times.

Text message displays located in common areas of the station can provide visual information on
dispatches to give dispatched companies the information they need to respond quickly and
effectively. Coupled with the audible VoiceAlert dispatch announcement, the Phoenix G2 system
provides improved reaction times that some customers have credited with 30-90 second
reductions in response time.

The Phoenix G2 Station Alerting System begins audible alerts (and all visual and printing alerts)
approximately 20 ms after receiving the alert from the Communications Gateway. If a voice
announcement is included, it will take less than 200 ms to receive and begin playing a 10 second
announcement using a T1 data circuit. Thus, if a 2 second alert tone precedes the voice
announcement, the announcement will arrive approximately 1.8 seconds before the end of the
alert tone.
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System Monitoring/Backup Alerting

The Phoenix G2 System is capable of utilizing multiple, redundant alerting paths to ensure alerts
reach the station even during an outage of the primary alerting path. Options include IP-based
networks, serial data radio, 2-tone paging, DTMF, contact closure, and telephone ring detection.
For this Project, an IP based network will be used as the primary alerting path and radio as the
secondary or backup communications path.

The Communications Gateway monitors all two-way alerting circuits for integrity using periodic
handshakes and the success or failure of these handshakes is logged on the Communications
Gateway. The Communications Gateway tests communications with each station every 30
seconds. The Station Controller responds to each handshake with an acknowledgement and the
status of all active components, its software version, and the state of a USB-connected UPS if
present. If a Station Controller fails to acknowledge 3 consecutive handshakes, the station is
marked as "DOWN" by the Communications Gateway, and the Web interface displays
"Communications Down" for that station and plays an alert tone. The Gateway can also send email
and pager notifications for this event. This failure can also optionally notify station personnel using
visual and audible notifications.

Once an alert is received from the CAD system and sent to the affected stations, the Phoenix G2
System provides an automated alert acknowledgement as part of the System. The Station
Controller will return an acknowledgement message back to the Communications Gateway after
the successful receipt of an alert message. The Communications Gateway will then return a
message to the CAD system listing all stations that successfully received the alert and separately
listing those that did not successfully receive the alert. The Communications Gateway retries any
unacknowledged alerts with the necessary Station Controllers. If an alert is still unacknowledged
after exhausting all retries, the Gateway will move to the next available communications path and
attempt to alert the Station Controller using that path.

For this Project, when an alert is generated from the CAD system, the Communications Gateway
will send the alert to the appropriate Station Controller. If the IP network to a station is down when
an alert is sent, the Station Controller cannot acknowledge the alert from the IP network. The
Gateway will not receive an acknowledgment from the affected Station Controller, and after
unsuccessful retries, the Communications Gateway will automatically send the alert through the
secondary communications path, i.e., the City’s current radio system. This will cause the alert to
be sent over the radio system in tones, and decoded at the Station Controller. Upon receipt, the
Station Controller will cause the alert to be broadcast through the station. No dispatcher
intervention would be required. We look forward to discussing the City’s options for secondary and
tertiary (if needed) communication paths for back up alerting.

The status of all alerts sent by the System are displayed on the Active Alerts display on the
Communications Gateway Dashboard web application.
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ADMINISTRATION AND CONFIGURATION

Communications Gateway

The Communications Gateway has a web-based configuration and management interface. This
interface provides access to the configuration database as well as diagnostic reporting. Access to
the system is password protected and role-based, allowing function restriction to the individual
level when necessary.

System logging is provided on the Gateways, and all communication with the CAD system is
logged. In addition, statistical information on messages received and transmitted, along with
counts of message retransmissions is kept in the database. Stations that do not respond to
periodic polls are flagged as having trouble, and email / pager messages can be sent to
designated personnel advising of the failure.

The system also includes a manual alerting client for dispatcher use when the CAD system is
unavailable. This client can also be used by technical staff to generate end-to-end alert tests for
the fire station.

Station Controller

Administration and configuration of the individual Station Controllers in the stations is
accomplished two ways. Basic operations, configuration, and maintenance information is provided
using the touch screen display on the front of the unit. This display normally shows basic Station
Controller status information such as CAD link status, current time, and last dispatch received.
Other detailed diagnostic information can also be displayed when needed and basic
troubleshooting can be conducted using the IP address and device name display functions. The
display also provides the fire fighters control over the station radio monitor, and allows them to
reprint dispatch information on previously received dispatches.

The primary configuration of the Station Controller is accomplished using the web-based interface
to the Controller. Any web browser (such as Internet Explorer or Firefox) can be used to configure
the system from any PC that can access the Station Controllers. This allows staff to make
configuration changes either locally in the station or remotely from an office or home with VPN
access to the system. The interface allows the modification of all Station Controller settings,
including time-of-day volume changes, audio input level and priority behavior, message device
settings, unit configuration, and unit to station area assignments.

The System displays the operational state of all components, including the remote message
display peripherals. The web interface also provides access to a basic test alert function to allow
technical staff to generate local test alerts. A system log is kept by the system and is accessible to
staff through the web interface. This log contains all interactions with the Communications
Gateways as well as all received dispatches and the actions the system took for each of these
alerts.
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Software

The Phoenix G2 System is a special-purpose appliance system, with the components specifically
configured with hardware and software for station alerting. The Communications Gateway
requires a module that USDD calls the Look and Feel module to adapt the Station Alerting System
to the requirements of the Fire Department. This is a software module that is customized to meet
these needs and includes the mapping of all CAD data fields to internal system data elements, the
format of location information received from the CAD system, the VoiceAlert announcement
formats for both in-station and on-radio announcements, and Message Display formatting.

Although the system is capable of per-channel control of VoiceAlert announcements, some
customization is expected to the user interface to allow dispatchers to control the VoiceAlert radio
functions of the system on a per dispatcher basis.

Software updates are provided and applied to the components of the system in different ways
depending on the section of the system involved. The Communications Gateway is updated by US
Digital Design personnel using remote access. The Communications Gateway disk drives have
two separate partition groups and each can have a complete operating system and application
installed. This allows USDD to update the software on the Gateways and switch reboot the system
into either of the installed systems, as well as ensuring that database updates can be migrated
directly from a running system to a new system.

The Station Controller firmware is updated as a single file upload to the Station Controller using the
web interface. The Station Controllers can have two different copies of operating firmware
installed, and a restart of the system will boot into the primary image. When a new image is
loaded, the previous version is moved to the secondary image and is used automatically if the
system fails to boot with the primary image. US Digital Designs will provide customers under
support the current version firmware and they can decide to update Station Controllers or not
update.

Modularity

The System is very modular and scalable, to enable agencies to easily phase in peripheral
components at any later phase as needed or as budgets allow. Additional Communications
Gateways, Station Controllers, and Station Peripherals can be added to the System at any time
with only configuration changes necessary on existing systems. The System has been designed to
allow stations to phase in or upgrade equipment using an easy “plug and play” installation of
peripherals. Through hardware and software updates, the System will be able to migrate to new
features over time without a wholesale change-out of the System. All new USDD components are
fully backward compatible with our original systems and older components will work with the
newest systems (possibly with reduced features).

During this phase, the team will develop as-built documentation for each station illustrating the
interconnections of all installed equipment. User training will also progress during this phase. Fire
stations will not be moved to the next phase until all training has been conducted for all necessary
personnel.

The measurement to progress to the next phase is the success of a pre-cut full-up system test with
the installed stations to ensure all stations are ready for migration.

Phase 5 - Migration of Fire Stations to New System

This phase of the project involves migrating each fire station from the existing alerting system to
the new system. Tasks in this phase include identifying and relocating existing systems and
circuits that are to be connected to the new system; connecting existing speaker systems to the
new system, and functional testing of the installed and migrated station.

Progress to the next phase is based on successful migration of all stations.
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Phase 6 - System Acceptance Testing

System acceptance testing will be completed after the migration of all stations to the new system.
Progress to the burn-in period is contingent on the successful completion of the Acceptance
Testing and correction of faults.

Phase 7 - Burn-in Period
The Burn-in Period phase is defined time for the system to operate without major faults for 30
days. Completion of this phase will move the project into final acceptance and closeout.

Phase 8 - Final Acceptance and Closeout

This phase includes the handover of all final system documentation, review with project team
members and resolution of any remaining minor project issues. A project wrap-up meeting will
review the project including any lessons learned and any items that require further follow up. At
this point the system moves from the project team to the warranty and maintenance team.

Monitoring and Control
During the execution phase of the project, RACOM/US Digital Designs will monitor and control the

project work for which it is responsible. If any changes need to be made to the schedule,
equipment, or configurations the change order process will be used.

Problem ldentification and Resolution

RACOM/US Digital Designs will use an open communications process in identifying and
communicating issues and problems, and will work cooperatively with Cities and Department
project staff, as well as other Project participants to identify and implement solutions to these
problems. The team is also committed to implementation of a test system early in the project so
that as many potential issues can be identified and corrected early in the project schedule,
reducing the risk of later schedule slips. For any issues or problems that are identified that affect
the project, the USDD team will own the problem until the disposition is resolved.

Anticipated Project Timeline

RACOM/USDD anticipate completing all design work at the beginning of the project, then
completing individual worksite installations with per-site acceptance testing and a final system
acceptance test and training at the end of the project. Please see the estimated timeline for this
project below. The timeline is based upon the following estimated tasks and durations of each:

Detailed Design — 30 days

Communications Gateway Programming and Interface Checkout — 4 days

CAD provider interface installation — Complete

Communications Gateway system software customization — 10 days

Station Controller Installation and Checkout — 7 days per station

Station Peripheral Installation including all speakers/wiring — included in the 7 days
above

System Startup and Configuration — 10 days

e System Acceptance — 5 days
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Note that all the tasks, dates and durations are estimates based on the proposal as described in
this Response and assumes resources are available at time of contract signing. Changes to the
provided equipment, additional requirements or other adjustments to the deliverables may extend
the schedule. USDD does not pre-commit resources to projects prior to contract execution. This
schedule also assumes that the Cities have personnel available to adequately participate in
worksite walkthroughs during the project kickoff, detailed design, pre-construction, acceptance,
and cut-over activities in the project. A final schedule will be developed during the detailed design
process and activity and progress will be tracked during project operations.

The following details the scope of work that will be performed:

Worksite walkthrough and system design review — during this activity RACOM will walk through the
worksite with Department personnel and mark up the design drawings to adjust equipment counts
and locations for worksite-specific issues and needs. This includes obstructions to equipment
mounting and equipment quantity adjustments based on drawing vs reality of the worksite
construction and design. City and Fire Department personnel must also note any electrical or other
physical installation issues which are out of scope of RACOM/USDD work.

The City will note any City or private property that conflicts with equipment installation and that
must be relocated or removed before installation can start. The City or Fire Department is
responsible for this relocation or removal. The City and Fire Department are also responsible for
coordinating any design issues with worksite personnel to resolve installation location conflicts.

Construction Drawing Production — USDD will develop design drawings for each worksite based on
marked-up drawings provided for each worksite from the previous task. These will be provided
back to the installation crews to follow for installation.

Installation, Configuration and Testing — RACOM will install all hardware, cabling and equipment
for the system; will configure the equipment for proper operation with the System and will conduct
a functional test of all equipment. Any deficiencies will be corrected at this time.

Worksite Installation Acceptance — RACOM will conduct an installation acceptance visit with the
Department representative responsible for accepting each worksite. Any deficiencies will be noted
and routed to the work crews for resolution and reevaluation.

Worksite Cut-over — RACOM/USDD and City and Department Communications personnel will
work to cut-over each worksite by connecting the station to any City- provided equipment at the
worksite. RACOM proposes doing this task in batches of or a certain number of stations at a time,
which will be determined during the design phase. Actual time necessary for each cutover will
depend on personnel availability on the parts of RACOM/USDD and the City,and the complexity of
each cutover.

At the end of this task group, all worksites in the cut over batch will be working on the new system
and the installation / cut-over process will repeat until all worksites are complete.

Customer Obligations

For a successful installation of the System, the following tasks related to the installation and
integration of the System will need to be performed by the County and/or City. The following tasks
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will need to be performed prior to installation to enable RACOM and USDD to proceed without
delay, and to avoid change orders or travel charges resulting from insufficient information:

Communications Gateway

Equipment Physical Installation

The Communications Gateway server pairs are installed in a data communications room adjacent
to the primary dispatch center. The Communications Gateways were shipped pre-configured with
IP addresses and a basic system configuration for Douglas County to allow system integration and
testing. VPN remote access is required for final system configuration and for warranty and support
after installation. Remote access is configured. The Gateways will need to be programmed to
include station information for the Bellevue and Papillion stations.

Provide 1 15A 120VAC outlet for each GARI Radio Interface.

Data Network Services

Provided three 100/1000baseT LAN ports for the Communications Gateways and IP
KVM (1 for each Communications Gateway — 2 total, and 1 for IP KVM). These LAN
ports have connectivity to the CAD system interface server for the Station Alerting
interfaces, and connectivity to the fire station networks for station alerting.

Provided three CAT6 patch cables from LAN ports to Communications Gateway
installation location.

Assigned four IP addresses on the network where the Gateways reside. Provided
addresses, subnet mask, and default gateway address prior to the shipment of the
Communications Gateways. IP addresses are for physical Communications Gateways
(2), active Communications Gateway (1) and Spider IP KVM (1).

The 3 Communications Gateway IP Addresses communicate with the Station Controller
IP addresses (see below) as described in the Network Protocol Diagram provided as a
separate document. The Gateways communicate with the CAD system. Details of the
CAD interface and connection establishment depend on the CAD system and interface
used.

Provide 1 IP address at each station location for the Station Controller. This IP address
must be able to communicate with the Communications Gateways as described in the
Network Protocol Diagram (which is provided after award of contract).

Provided IP address and access to internal DNS server or access to DNS outside the
agency network.

Provided IP address for internal NTP server for Communications Gateway time
synchronization or allow outbound access to time.nist.gov or pool.ntp.org on NTP (UDP
123).

Provide VPN access to the IP addresses assigned to the Gateways and Station
Controllers (see below). Remote access is required to all equipment on TCP Ports for
SSH (22), HTTP (80), and HTTPS (443).

OPTIONAL - Provide IP address and credentials for outbound SMTP access to send
email alerts for system and station alarms.

OPTIONAL - If the agency anticipates using the G2 Mobile smartphone application,
allow all Communications Gateway IP addresses to access the URL https:/fsa-
mobile.com (note the use of https indicating use of TLS on TCP port 443). This is used
to push incident alert information to the smartphone application.
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CAD System Integration

11. Provided a CAD interface to Phoenix G2 Station Alerting System on the new CAD
System.

12. Provide lists of: all units with their assigned home quarters, nature codes with spoken
and displayable forms, street type codes with spoken form and other dispatch
operations information as needed to configure automated dispatching.

13. If customer wants to review street pronunciations, provide list of all unique street
names.

Voice Communications System

1. Procure and install Control Station(s) or Radio Console(s), if necessary, and

2. Integrate with existing radio system. Radio or console must have PTT input, audio
input, and COR output for full system functionality. Provide any 3rd party console
software licenses as necessary.

3. Provide network access from Communications Gateways to Radio Consoles if radio
console control is part of the project.

4. Provide Control Radios, Radio Consoles, or other radio system access hardware
necessary to interface the Gateway Audio Interface to the Cities’ voice radio
system. NOTE: The City is responsible for working with USDD on connection of the
Gateway Audio Interface to the City’s radio system.

STATION EQUIPMENT INSTALLATION

Detailed station requirements will be determined during detailed design review.
Minimum customer requirements at each station for ATX Station Controller installation are:

Equipment Physical Installation
1. Provide mounting location for ATX Station Controller.
2. Provide one 15A 120 VAC outlet within 4 of the ATX Station Controller location
preferably on a Generator circuit.
3. Provide installation location for ATX Station Controller UPS, if necessary.

Data Network Services
4. Provide one 10/100BASET LAN connection within 6’ of the Station Controller from
station LAN with 2-way TCP/IP and UDP/IP connectivity to Communications
Gateway network (dispatch center or computer equipment location).
5. Provide one IP address, subnet mask, and default gateway for each station location.
6. Provide external VPN access to the IP addresses assigned to the Station Controllers.

Voice Communications System

7. Provide connection to existing 70 volt speaker system if existing amplifier and/or speaker
system is to be used.

8. Provide dispatch radio for audio source for dispatch alerting, if necessary. Provide
documentation on the Make and Model of radio to be used, as well as any connector
pinouts if USDD is responsible for connections per the purchase contract. NOTE:
The City will be responsible for connection to customer radios unless otherwise
specified in the purchase contract.
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9. Provide connections from telephone intercom, secondary dispatch radio, or other
existing audio sources to the ATX Station Controller, if necessary. Provide technical
documentation on any interfaces that USDD is responsible for per the purchase
contract. NOTE: The City will be responsible for connection to customer equipment
unless otherwise specified in the purchase contract.

10. Provide technical documentation on all existing equipment to which the Station

Controller or Peripherals are to be interfaced. NOTE: The City will be responsible for
connection to customer equipment unless otherwise specified in purchase contract.
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WARRANTY

USDD’s standard warranty for a new system is 18 months from the date the purchase contract is
signed. This is designed to accommodate initial shipping and the installation period and so all
products can have the same warranty start & end dates. USDD anticipates that the installation of
equipment will be less than 6 months, providing the City with a warranty period of more than one
year.

The Warranty covers both hardware and software support: The warranty covers any hardware
defects, software updates and maintenance, remote support via telephone and VPN access during
normal business hours, and 24/7/365 support for the System Administrator in the event of a
mission critical failure (defined as a failure causing any fire station to be incapable of receiving
dispatches through all communication paths). The warranty is a comprehensive “bumper-to-
bumper” warranty, covering all components of the System purchased from USDD. The only items
not covered will be any components used with the System provided by the customer (i.e.customer
provided laptops, tablets, tvs, etc.).

NEW SYSTEM WARRANTY

1. Warranty. Subject to the terms, conditions and limitations contained herein, US Digital
Designs, Inc. (“USDD") warrants that the Products purchased under the Fire Station Alerting
System Purchase Contract (“Contract”) and integrated into the System shall not contain any
material defects and shall function in material conformity with the descriptions and specifications
set forth in the Contract for a period of 18 months from the date of the Contract (*Warranty
Period”). Capitalized terms used herein and not specifically defined in this Warranty shall have
the meanings set forth in the Contract.

2. Hardware Defects. If a Hardware defect arises and a valid claim is made within the
Warranty Period, at its option, USDD will either (1) repair the hardware defect at no charge,
using new parts or parts equivalent to new in performance and reliability or (2) exchange the
product with a product that is new or equivalent to new in performance and reliability and is at
least functionally equivalent to the original product. Any replacement product or part, including
a user-installable part that has been installed in accordance with instructions provided by
USDD, shall remain under warranty during the Warranty Period or for 90 days from the date of
repair, whichever is later. When a product or part is exchanged, any replacement item becomes
the Customer’s property and the replaced item becomes the property of USDD. Parts provided
by USDD in fulfillment of its warranty obligation must be used in the System for which warranty
service is claimed. Customer shall be responsible for and bear all risks and costs of shipping
any Hardware to USDD for repair. USDD shall be responsible for and bear all risks and costs of
returning any Hardware to Customer after repair or replacement. Replacement Hardware will
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be returned to Customer configured as it was when the Hardware was originally purchased,
subject to applicable updates.

3. System Maintenance and Support. During the Warranty Period, USDD shall provide
Software updates and maintenance for the System (collectively the “Support Services”). The
Services shall include the following:

a. Technical phone support Monday through Friday from 08:00 to 17:30 MST,
excluding USDD holidays;

b. Remote access support Monday through Friday from 08:00 to 17:30 MST,
excluding USDD holidays;

c. 24 hour per day telephone access for Customer's System Administrator to
USDD's senior staff and engineers in the event of a “Mission Critical Failure” (as defined below);
and

d. Updates for all System Software, as and when released by USDD.

4. Claims. Prior to making a Warranty claim or requesting Support Services, Customer is
encouraged to review USDD’s online help resources. Thereafter, to make a valid claim
hereunder, Customer must contact USDD technical support and describe the problem or defect
with specificity. The first such contact must occur during the Warranty Period. USDD’s
technical support contact information can be found on USDD's web site at
http://stationalerting.com/home/about-usdd/contact-usdd/ http:/stationalerting.com/service-support/.
Customer must use its best efforts to assist in diagnosing defects, follow USDD’s technical
instructions, and fully cooperate in the diagnostic process. Failure to do so shall relieve USDD
of any further obligation hereunder.

5. Mission Critical Failure. “Mission Critical Failure” means a failure in the materials,
workmanship or design of the System that causes any fire station served by the System to be
incapable of receiving dispatches through all communications paths, provided however, that any
such failure caused by operator error, internet or telephony service outages, misuse or neglect
of the System or any cause outside of USDD’s direct control does not constitute a Mission
Critical Failure. Customer's use of Emergency Support in the absence of a Mission Critical
Failure shall constitute Additional Services under the Contract, which will be charged at USDD’s
then current rates.

6. Exclusions and Limitations. USDD'’s obligations under this Warranty are contingent
on the Customer providing USDD with VPN access or other means for remote access to the
System for remote diagnosis. USDD does not warrant that the operation of the System,
Hardware, Software, or any related peripherals will be uninterrupted or error-free. USDD is not
responsible for damage arising from Customer’s failure to follow instructions relating to the
product's use. This Warranty does not apply to any Hardware or Software not used in
conjunction with the System and for its intended purpose. This Warranty does not apply to
monitors or televisions manufactured by third parties. Recovery and reinstallation of Hardware
and user data (including passwords) are not covered under this Warranty. This Warranty does
not apply: (a) to consumable parts, such as batteries, unless damage has occurred due to a
defect in materials or workmanship; (b) to cosmetic damage, including but not limited to
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scratches, dents and broken plastic on ports; (c) to damage caused by use with non-USDD
products; (d) to damage caused by accident, abuse, misuse, flood, lightning, fire, earthquake or
other external causes; (e) to damage caused by operating the product outside the permitted or
intended uses described by USDD; (f) to damage or failure caused by instaliation or service
(including upgrades and expansions) performed by anyone who is not a representative of USDD
or a USDD authorized installer or service provider; (g) to a product or part that has been
modified to alter functionality or capability without the written permission of USDD; or (h) if any
serial number has been removed or defaced. TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, THIS
WARRANTY AND REMEDIES SET FORTH ABOVE ARE EXCLUSIVE AND IN LIEU OF ALL
OTHER WARRANTIES, REMEDIES AND CONDITIONS, WHETHER ORAL OR WRITTEN,
STATUTORY, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED. AS PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, USDD
SPECIFICALLY DISCLAIMS ANY AND ALL STATUTORY OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES,
INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS

DEFECTS. If USDD cannot lawfully disclaim statutory or implied warranties then to the extent
permitted by law, all such warranties shall be limited in duration to the duration of this express
Warranty and to repair or replacement service as determined by USDD in its sole discretion. No
reseller, agent, or employee is authorized to make any modification, extension, or addition to
this Warranty. If any term is held to be illegal or unenforceable, the legality or enforceability of
the remaining terms shall not be affected or impaired. EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN THIS
WARRANTY AND TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, USDD IS NOT RESPONSIBLE
FOR DIRECT, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES RESULTING FROM
ANY BREACH OF WARRANTY OR CONDITION, OR UNDER ANY OTHER LEGAL THEORY,

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MAINTENANCE | USDD Service Agreement

Upon expiration of the warranty period, the customer has the option to enter into annual service
and support of the System through a Service Agreement. The Service Agreement provides the
same comprehensive bumper-to-bumper services provided during the warranty period, including
repair of hardware defects, software updates and maintenance, remote support via telephone and
VPN access occuring during normal business hours, and 24/7/365 support for the System
Administrator in the event of a mission critical failure. The only items not covered under the
Service Agreement are any components used with the System provided by the customer (i.e.
customer provided laptops, tablets, tvs, etc.).

The cost for the Annual Service Agreement is based upon the total hardware and software
purchased. The cost based upon this proposal is included in the Pricing Proposal of this
Response.

Please see USDD'’s standard Service Agreement attached for more information concerning the
services provided.

Description of Support under Warranty and Service Agreement

Both USDD’s New System Warranty and Service Agreement provide for the following support and
services:

o 24/7/365 support for the System Administrator for any mission critical failures, defined
as the inability of a station (or all stations) to receive dispatches from all available
communication paths.

e Telephone and remote access support Monday through Friday during normal business
hours (8:00 am to 5:30 pm MST).

» Software updates as and when released.

o Repair of defective Hardware, with ground shipping for the return of such repaired
Hardware.

e X24 Mobile App licenses per each ATX Station Controller purchased and used within
the System

If there is a mission critical failure of a component in the System, a replacement component will be
shipped within 24 hours with next day delivery if the Cities have not purchased spares. If spares
have been purchased then a RACOM technician will swap out the units and ship the defective unit
to USDD for repair. If there is a non-emergency failure of a component, a new component will be
shipped within 2 business days if the request is made during regular business hours, or within 3
days if the request is made outside of regular business hours — again this applies if a spare has not
been purchased. Alternatively, if the City decides to have spare stock on hand, the failed
component can be swapped out for the component in stock, and the failed component shipped
back to USDD for repair.

USDD'’s telephone and remote access support is provided by Software and Hardware Engineers
and field support and maintenance technicians from our Tempe, Arizona headquarters. Calls for
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service are handled directly by personnel skilled with the System operation and maintenance, and
are usually the personnel involved in the customer’s system implementation.

Calls for service will initially be answered by a customer service representative who will collect and
log the customer’s information and determine the best USDD associate to handle the incident. The
call will be passed on to the associate directly through a transfer or via electronic means. The
responsible associate will then call back the customer to handle the incident.

Escalation procedures are in place to ensure that an incident is handled in a timely manner and the
appropriate resources are assigned. USDD's goal is to respond immediately to the customer for
critical system issues that impact the ability to alert one or more stations. Accordingly, critical
defects get priority attention. Typical response time for system failure reports is 20 minutes,
depending upon the time of day. Typical critical resolution time is much less than 2 hours when
remote access if available. Software defect resolution times are typically much less than one day,
depending on the need to involve other entities such as the CAD company.

USDD Software Engineers are able to access client sites using VPN remote access to assess and
provide software support. Email support questions will be answered within minutes to several
hours. USDD will attempt to respond to telephone support questions in a similar timeframe, but the
2-way nature of a telephone call can sometimes require dedicated support which will take longer.

Non-critical repair needs or system change requests are prioritized by severity and ordered by
priority and time of call. The goal for defect reports is to handle them the same day as reported,
including shipping out replacement equipment.

The standard USDD Warranty and Support Agreements do not include ‘boots on the ground’ type
of in-person/on-site staff support for non-emergency situations. The System Administrators we
have trained can usually very easily handle these tasks. Moreover, most situations requiring
support can be handled remotely via the VPN access. Our customers have universally accepted
this approach as a cost effective means of support. With that said, RACOM has quoted on-site
support for the systems proposed in this response.

In the event a critical support issue arises that would necessitate on-site support, RACOM will
have a tech on site within four hours or less.

Our support programs have been optimized to provide the best value to each agency while
protecting its investment and our approach has been universally accepted as a cost effective
means of support. USDD will provide on-site support if needed for mission critical failures.
However, most support can be handled remotely via the VPN access. Please feel free to contact
our customers regarding our service model and get their view of the cost benefit associated
therewith.
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MAINTENANCE - RACOM

RACOM has quoted on-site support for all solutions proposed. It should be noted that most
problems can be resolved remotely via the VPN, but we appreciate the need for customers to have
a technician who can respond on-site in a timely manner. For critical emergencies, a certified
RACOM technician will be on-site within four hours or less. For non-critical issues a RACOM tech
will be on-site within 24 hours. We encourage the Cities to purchase critical spares for trade-out to
ensure all systems continue to run smoothly while a damaged component is being repaired.

RACOM'’s Network Control Center is staffed 24/7/365 so no call you make will go unanswered.
After hours service calls will be responded to by a technician via phone within 2 hours and on-site,
if necessary, within four hours. RACOM technicians will always work in concert with USDD system
and software engineers to resolve problems that might arise.

The breadth and depth of our experience working with all the major system components of your
solution will enable us to be a valuable member of your team. Many Public Safety Vendors simply
sell Fire Station Alerting Systems. We have unique competencies in that we've installed and
maintained several different systems and are a major partner of our manufacturer, USDD. Our
perspective goes beyond just fixing equipment and includes the day to day responsibility of
maintaining operations for your use.

d. “Emergency Support’” means telephone access for Customers “System
Administrator” (as defined below) to USDD'’s senior staff and engineers in the
event of a Mission Critical Failure.

e. “Mission Critical Failure” means a failure in the materials, workmanship or
design of the System that causes any fire station served by the System to be
incapable of receiving dispatches through all communications paths, provided
however, that any such failure caused by operator error, internet or telephony
service outages, misuse or neglect of the System or any cause outside of
USDD’s direct control does not constitute a Mission Critical Failure.

f. “Services” shall have the meaning set forth in Section 3, below;

9. “Software” means software programs, including embedded software, firmware,
executable code, linkable object code, and source code, including any updates,
modifications, revisions, copies, documentation, and design data that are
licensed to Customer by USDD;

h. “System” means all Hardware and Software purchased by Customer directly
from USDD under any contract, purchase order, or arrangement that is used
exclusively by Customer as part of its fire station alerting system, provided
however, that the term “System” specifically excludes any components,
hardware, or software provided by third parties, including without limitation
Customer’'s computers, lap tops, computer peripherals, monitors, televisions,
routers, switches, operating systems, computer programs, applications, internet
and network connections, and any other parts or items not provided to Customer
directly by USDD;

i. “Term” means the period of time during which this Agreement is in effect,
including the Initial Term and all Additional Terms, as defined in Section 9,
below.

3. Scope of Services. During the Term of this Agreement, USDD agrees to provide
Hardware repair service and Software updates and maintenance for the System (collectively
the “Services”). Subject to all other terms and conditions contained in the Agreement, the
Services shall include the following:

a. Free technical phone support Monday through Friday from 08:00 to 17:30 MST,
excluding USDD holidays;
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b. Free remote access support Monday through Friday from 08:00 to 17:30 MST,
excluding USDD holidays;

c. Free Emergency Support, available 24 hours per day, for Customer's System
Administrator in the event of a Mission Critical Failure;
d. Free updates for all System Software, as and when released by USDD;

e. Free repair of defective or malfunctioning Hardware (not otherwise covered

under the USDD warranty applicable to the Hardware) at USDD’s principal place
of business; and

f. Free ground shipping for the return of repaired Hardware.

4, Hardware Repairs. If a Hardware component requires repair and a valid claim is made
during the Term, at its option, USDD will, at its principal place of business, either (1) repair the
Hardware at no charge, using new parts or parts equivalent to new in performance and
reliability or (2) exchange the Hardware with a product that is new or equivalent to new in
performance and reliability and is at least functionally equivalent to the original Hardware.
When a product or part is exchanged, any replacement item becomes the Customer’s property
and the replaced item becomes the property of USDD. Parts provided by USDD in fulfillment of
the Services must be used in the System to which this Agreement applies. Customer shall be
responsible for and bear all risks and costs of shipping any Hardware to USDD for repair.
USDD shall be responsible for and bear all risks and costs of returning any Hardware to
Customer after repair or replacement. Replacement Hardware will be returned to Customer
configured as it was when the Hardware was originally purchased, subject to applicable
updates.

5. Claims. Prior to requesting Services, Customer is encouraged to review USDD'’s
online help resources. Thereafter, to make a valid claim hereunder, Customer must contact
USDD technical support and describe the problem or defect with specificity. The first such
contact must occur during the Term. USDD’s technical support contact information can be
found on USDD's web site at http:/stationalerting.com/home/about-usdd/contact-usdd/.
Customer must use its best efforts to assist in diagnosing defects, follow USDD’s technical
instructions, and fully cooperate in the diagnostic process. Failure to do so shall relieve USDD
of any further obligation hereunder.

6. Limitations. The Services specifically and expressly exclude any repair, software
installation, update, or other service that is necessitated by the Customer’s misuse or neglect
of the System, damage arising from Customer’s failure to follow instructions relating to the
product's use, cosmetic damage, including but not limited to scratches, dents and broken
plastic on ports, alterations or repairs to the System made by any person other than an
authorized USDD representative, failure of environmental controis or improper environmental
conditions, modification to alter functionality or capability without the written permission of
USDD, use with non-USDD products, any damage caused by fire, flood, vandalism, terrorism,
riot, storm, lightning, or other acts of nature or civil unrest. The Services shall not include
disassembly or re-installation of any Hardware at Customer's site. The Services shall not
include the repair of any Hardware that is determined to be obsolete or irreparable in USDD’s
sole discretion. The Services shall not include repair or replacement of televisions or monitors
manufactured by third parties. Repair or replacement of such components shall be subject
exclusively to the manufacturer's warranty, if any. USDD shall not be liable to provide Services
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at any time when Customer is in breach of any obligation to USDD under this Agreement or
any other contract.

7. Additional Services. Except for the Services, all other acts or performances requested
or required of USDD by Customer (“Additional Services”) will be charged at USDD’s then
current rates and will be in addition to all other fees and charges payable by Customer under
this Agreement. Additional Services shall include (without limitation) Customer's use of
Emergency Support in the absence of a Mission Critical Failure and any Services provided by
USDD on a rush basis or during hours not included in the description of the Services set forth
above. Customer shall pay all invoices for Additional Services within 30 days. Invoices
remaining unpaid for more than 30 days shall bear interest at 18% per annum.

8. Customer Facilitation of Services. In order to facilitate USDD's delivery of the
Services, Customer will appoint a person from its staff to consult with USDD and provide such
information, access, description, and guidance as is necessary for USDD to perform its duties
hereunder (“System Administrator’). The Customer will ensure that the System Administrator is
reasonably available to USDD. USDD may rely on the direction of the System Administrator in
performing its duties hereunder, including without limitation, direction to provide Additional
Services. The Customer may replace the person serving as its System Administrator only upon
prior written notice to USDD. Without limiting the foregoing, Customer will be responsible for the
following:

a. The provision of VPN or other means for remote access to the System for
remote access support;

b. The procurement and/or provision of all computers, peripherals, and
consumables (collectively “Customer Equipment’), including printer paper, toner
and ink necessary for the operation, testing, troubleshooting, and functionality of
the of the System;

c. Any configuration and regular maintenance that is normally undertaken by the
user or operator as described in the operating manual for the Customer
Equipment;

d. Providing a stable means of data transmission between the System Gateway
and each fire station serviced by the System necessary for the installation,
testing and functionality of the of the System; such means of data transmission
may include, but is not limited to, TCP/IP, data modems, leased lines, radios,
etc;

e. The correct use of the System in accordance with USDD’s operating
instructions; and

f. The security and integrity of the System.

9. [Service Option Terms, Renewal and Termination. If Customer exercises its option
to purchase the Services in compliance with the Fire Station Alerting System Contract entered
into between the parties (“Contract”), the initial term of this Agreement shall begin on the
Commencement Date and shall continue for one year (“Initial Term”). Unless previously
terminated as set forth in this Section, at each anniversary of the Commencement Date, this
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Agreement may be renewed for an additional year (each an “Additional Term”) as set forth in
the Contract. This Agreement may be terminated by either party by providing written notice of
termination to the other party at least 30 days prior to the expiration of the Initial Term or any
Additional Term. USDD may terminate this Agreement for any breach hereof upon 30 days
written notice. The notice shall specify the nature of the breach. If Customer fails to cure the
breach within 30 days, this Agreement shall be terminated. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
USDD may terminate this Agreement immediately upon non-payment of any sum due to USDD
from Customer under this Agreement or any other contract. Upon termination of this
Agreement, all sums previously paid to USDD shall be nonrefundable.]

[Ongoing Service Term, Renewal and Termination. The initial term of this Agreement shall
begin on the Commencement Date and shall continue for one year (“Initial Term”).

AGAINST HIDDEN OR LATENT DEFECTS. If USDD cannot lawfully disclaim statutory or
implied warranties then to the extent permitted by law, all such warranties shall be limited in
duration to the duration of this express warranty and to repair or replacement service as
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determined by USDD in its sole discretion. No reseller, agent, or employee is authorized to
make any modification, extension, or addition to this warranty. If any term is held to be illegal
or unenforceable, the legality or enforceability of the remaining terms shall not be affected or
impaired. EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN THIS WARRANTY AND TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED
BY LAW, USDD IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR DIRECT, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL OR
CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES RESULTING FROM ANY BREACH OF WARRANTY OR
CONDITION, OR UNDER ANY OTHER LEGAL THEORY, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED
TO LOSS OF USE; LOSS OF REVENUE; LOSS OF THE USE OF MONEY; LOSS OF
ANTICIPATED SAVINGS; LOSS OF GOODWILL; LOSS OF REPUTATION; and LOSS OF,
DAMAGE TO OR CORRUPTION OF DATA. USDD IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY
INDIRECT LOSS OR DAMAGE HOWSOEVER CAUSED INCLUDING THE REPLACEMENT
OF EQUIPMENT AND PROPERTY, ANY COSTS OF RECOVERING PROGRAMMING OR

12. Arbitration. If the Parties are unable to informally resolve any dispute arising out of
this Agreement either during or after its Term, including the question as to whether any
particular matter is subject to arbitration, the parties agree to submit the matter to binding
arbitration. In the event the parties have not agreed upon an arbitrator within 20 days after
either party has demanded arbitration in writing, either party may file a demand for arbitration
with the Phoenix regional office of the American Arbitration Association ("AAA") and a single
arbitrator shall be appointed in accordance with the then existing Commercial Arbitration Rules
of the AAA. Discovery may be conducted either upon mutual consent of the parties, or by
order of the arbitrator upon good cause being shown. In ruling on motions pertaining to
discovery, the arbitrator shall consider that the purpose of arbitration is to provide for the
efficient and inexpensive resolution of disputes, and the arbitrator shall limit discovery
whenever appropriate to insure that this purpose is preserved. The dispute between the
parties shall be submitted for determination within 60 days after the arbitrator has been
selected. The decision of the arbitrator shall be rendered within 30 days after the conclusion of
the arbitration hearing. The decision of the arbitrator shall be in writing and shall specify the
factual and legal basis for the decision.

In the event a dispute is submitted to
arbitration pursuant to this Section, the prevailing party shall be entitled to the payment of its
reasonable attorneys' fees and costs, as determined by the arbitrator. Each of the parties shall
keep all disputes and arbitration proceedings strictly confidential, except for disclosures of
information required by applicable law or reguiation.

13. Force Majeure. Except for Customer's duty to pay sums due hereunder, neither party
will be liable for any act, omission, or failure to fulfil its obligations under this Agreement if such
act, omission or failure arises from any cause beyond its control including acts of nature,
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strikes, lockouts, riots, acts of war, acts of terrorism, epidemics, governmental action after the
date of this Agreement, fire communication line failures, power failures, earthquakes or other
disasters. The party unable to fulfill its obligations due to Force Majeure will immediately:

a. Notify the other in writing of the reasons for its failure to fulfill its obligations and
the effect of such failure; and

b. Use all responsible endeavors to avoid or remove the cause and perform its
obligations.

14, Headings and Usage. The headings, captions, and section numbers contained herein
are provided for convenience only and are not part of the terms of this Agreement. When the
context of the words used in this Agreement indicate that such is the intent, words in the
singular shall include the plural, and vice versa, and the references to the masculine, feminine
or neuter shall be construed as the gender of the person, persons, entity or entities actually
referred to require.

15. Waiver. No failure or delay, in any one or more instances, to enforce or require strict
compliance with any term of this Agreement shall be deemed to be a waiver of such term nor
shall such failure or delay be deemed a waiver of any other breach of any other term contained
in this Agreement.

16. Governing Law; Parties in Interest. This Agreement will be governed by and
construed according to the laws of the State of Arizona without regard to conflicts of law
principles and will bind and inure to the benefit of the successors and assigns of the parties.

USDD will provide System training to the Cities’ and Fire Departments’ system administrators, IT
personnel and dispatchers on the use and configuration of the System. USDD uses a train-the
trainer concept to train dispatch personnel. On-site training will be provided for dispatch trainers
and supervisors. Training will consist of four modules (described in more detail below), which are
all completed during one business day. Written course materials will be provided for these classes,
and electronic copies of the material for use by the County/Cities in customizing the training for
their personnel. These will include the Operations Manual and Maintenance Manual. Additional
on-site training can be optionally added to the contract if necessary for an additional cost.

USDD will conduct training on the administration of the Communications Gateway (if approved by
Omaha Fire) including adding additional stations, units or groups, adding incident nature and unit
type translations and other configuration tasks. Also included will be the use of the Statistics and
Logs for troubleshooting tasks. Training will also be conducted on configuring and monitoring the
Station Controller, including setting volume levels, adding or configuring peripheral devices, adding
1/0 Rules, firmware updating and use of logs for trouble shooting.

Training will be provided on the use of the VoiceEditor Application to adjust street name and other
VoiceAlert pronunciations.

Minnesota Fire Departments Deploy Fire Station Alerting
Technology

The fire departments in Saint Paul and Ramsey County, Minnesota, acquired new fire station alerting
technology from US Digital Designs (USDD). The solution works by automatically transmitting emergency
alert data from the public-safety answering point (PSAP) to multiple stations simultaneously — in less than
a Each station receives and processes the transmitted data through an onsite station controller, which
broadcasts the information within the fire station via electronic signs and loudspeakers. USDD contacted
RACOM Corporation to submit a quote for installing the alerting system for the Saint Paul and Ramsey
County fire departments — a total of 31 stations.

RACOM previously performed two installations of the system in Marion, lowa, and five fire station
installations in Saint Cloud, Minnesota. RACOM started the Saint Paul and Ramsey County installation
project Nov. 3. The company expects the project to take about five months, with completion expected in
late March 2015.

RACOM will install and provide technical assistance to the fire departments for the new equipment, which
includes a G2 ATX station controller for each fire station, G2 peripheral devices and a G2 communications
gateway at the local dispatch center.

The new technology should provide the Saint Paul and Ramsey County fire departments with a much-
improved CAD-to-station alerting interface and significantly faster turnaround time on emergency calls.

US Digital Designs (USDD) and its partners at Racom Corp. have recently completed the training and
installation for a new Phoenix G2 Fire Station Alerting System in Dubuque, lowa.

This is USDD'’s fourth installation in lowa, as the company also services the communities of Davenport,
Urbandale, and Marion.

The six fire stations in Dubuque serve nearly 60,000 people, and the city is already seeing a decrease
in response times—one of many benefits of an automated dispatch system.



As the KCRG-TV9 news reporter, Katie Wiedemann, discovered, Dubuque’s emergency team is
seeing a decrease in response times of 30 to 60 seconds.

New ‘Voice’ Helping Dubuque Emergency Crews

A new “voice” in Dubuque is helping first responders get to emergencies faster. The Dubuque
Emergency Communications Center is now using a recorded voice to make that initial call out to first
responders.

When an emergency call comes in, Dubuque fire and rescue crews pride themselves on leaving the
fire station in record speed. “The tone goes out, they have 60 seconds to be in the vehicle and out the
door,” said Dubuque Fire Chief Rick Steines.

But, what they say they want to improve is the time between when someone first calls 911, and when
the dispatcher sounds the alarm.

Enter Samantha. She’s the newest member of the Dubuque emergency communications dispatch
team. Instead of placing a frantic 911 caller on hold while the dispatcher contacts the fire department,
the dispatcher instead types a message while talking with the caller, hits send, and Samantha puts out
the call to fire crews. “It takes all of that work off the dispatcher, sends the message actually quicker
than the dispatcher can manually,” said Steines.

Fire officials say Samantha streamlines the process. “It always reads the message in the exact same
order, all the time. It's the exact same voice in the exact same cadence all the time,” said Steines.

The basic system cost the fire department $235,000. Steines says that's an improvement worth the
investment. “Between 30 and 60 seconds shortening of the time, so that's significant,” said Steines.

Hour Meter:

The engine hour meter which is incorporated into the engine measures the amount of
idle time a motor runs while the vehicle is in the “P” or “N” position. The manufacturer then
establishes a conversion rate to the standard engine odometer in a vehicle. For Ford Motor
Company, they equate every hour of idle time to 33 miles of driving. The Dodge Motor
Company equates every hour of idle time to 29 miles of driving. General Motors Corporation
has not issued a rate conversion for their vehicles.

Therefore, a vehicle may appear to be low in miles, but in reality, could be much higher
due to the hour meter and vehicle idle time inherent in Police work. For example, the
Department K-9 Vehicles are idled for long periods of time due to their work assignment. If one
of the K-9 vehicles shows it to have 79,337 on the odometer, but has an additional 8,136 idle
hours on the engine(x33 miles per hr), a more accurate number of mileage for the vehicle
would be 347,825 miles, as the vehicle is approx 5 years old.

Identified Replacement Vehicles:

The vehicles on the following page are listed in order of year first and then mileage. A
shared Cruiser averages about 20k a year and a single use Cruiser averages 10k a year. These
numbers can fluctuate however, depending on the assignment of the single operator vehicle.
Listed below are the vehicles with the mileage as of 12/03/18, as well as, the projected mileage
by 07/01/19 when they would begin to be traded/auctioned out, as well as, the hour
conversion to mileage which is extremely important due to the wear and tear it provides on the
engine. These numbers are then added together for a more accurate mileage total.

CONTRACT

THIS CONTRACT (the “Contract”) is made and entered into this 10% day of December
2018 by and between the City of Bellevue Nebraska, a municipal corporation of the first class
and a political subdivision of the State of Nebraska (“City”), and Neuvirth Construction
("Contractor"). Whenever used in this Contract, the term “Party” shall mean City or Contractor,
individually, and the term “Parties” shall mean the City and Contractor, collectively.

WHEREAS, Contractor submitted a bid proposal (“Proposal”) to City in response to the
solicitation or invitation to perform certain work for certain project(s), (as the work and
project(s) are more particularly identified in Paragraph 2 of this Contract); and

WHEREAS, Contractor was selected to perform such work subject to the terms,
conditions and other provisions of this Contract.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1. Contract/Contract Documents. Whenever used in this Contract, the term
“Contract Documents” shall mean and include this Contract, and (i) the published notice inviting
or soliciting bids or proposals in connection with the Work or Projects; (ii) City’s request or
solicitation for bids or proposals together with all addenda, drawings, schedules, exhibits,
manuals, materials and documents attached or relevant to or referenced in such request or
solicitation, including all Instructions, Plans, Specifications, Provisions, General or Special
Conditions; (iii) Contractor’s Bid or Proposal, together with all addenda, drawings, schedules,
exhibits, materials and documents attached or relevant to or referenced in such Bid or Proposal;
(iv) all payment, performance, labor, materials, maintenance or other bonds or Contract security;
and (v) all written change orders, modifications or supplementary terms, conditions or
instructions from City pursuant to paragraph 14(g) of this Contract. All Contract Documents
shall be considered to be an integral part of this Contract whether or not attached to this written
Contract; provided that in the event there shall be any conflict between this written Contract and
any of the other Contract Documents, the provisions of this written Contract shall prevail.

Except to the extent expressly undertaken by City pursuant to
the Contract Documents, (i) Contractor shall perform all site preparation and security, labor,
supervision, direction, testing, and other services or work (“Work™) necessary or appropriate for
completion of the EAST LIFT STATION AND FORCE MAIN PROJECT (“Project”) in
accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents; (ii) Contractor shall furnish at its
sole cost and expense all bonds, barricades, materials, supplies, equipment, tools, power, water,
light, heat, utilities, transportation and all other services, facilities (whether permanent or
temporary) and resources required for the Work; (iii) except to the extent otherwise expressly
stated in the Contract Documents, Contractor shall be responsible for all means, methods,
techniques, sequences and procedures, including coordination of all Work. Whenever used in
this Contract, the term “Work” shall include all Corrective Work, unless the context otherwise
requires. Contractor shall commence the Work within ten (10) days (“Commencement Date”)
after receiving a Written Notice to Proceed from City. Contractor shall notify City in writing of
the Commencement Date prior to undertaking any work.

Contractor waives any claim for additional time, costs, expenses, compensation or other amounts
in connection with any condition (known, apparent, or concealed), which it may encounter at the
Project site.

5. Contractor’s Warranties. All Work is warranted by Contractor to be of highest
quality, to be free from any faults or defects and to conform in all respects with the requirements
of the Contract Documents.

6. Time of Essence/Liquidated Damages. Time schedules, limits or requirements
specified in the Contract Documents are of the essence to this Contract. All Work shall be
completed in accordance with the “Specifications”, as attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and
incorporated herein by this reference, unless (i) extended by City, in its sole discretion, or (ii)
prevented (assuming, in all such events, Contractor’s use of its best efforts to timely complete
such Work) by the act or neglect of City or by an act of God or for other reasons beyond the
control of Contractor, in which event time shall be extended for such reasonable time as City
may determine. Whenever any Work shall not be so completed, then as liquidated damages and
not as a penalty, Contractor shall pay City, within five (5) days of demand, the sum of Five
Hundred and no/100ths Dollars ($500.00) per day for each and every calendar day that the Work
shall remain uncompleted.

7. Contractor’s Compensation/Retainage. City shall pay the Contractor in current
U.S. funds for the Contractor’s performance of the Work. All Work, including any unit cost
shall be undertaken at and performed in accordance with Contractor’s Bid or Proposal. Subject
to additions and deductions as provided in the Contract Documents, the aggregate cost of the
Work shall not exceed One Million Six Hundred Seventeen Thousand Three Hundred Nintey-
Two Dollars and Ninety Cents ($1,617,392.90) (“Contract Sum”).

Upon completion of Work at the Project site, Contractor shall submit an invoice requesting
payment (“Application for Payment”) based upon the amount of Work actually completed at the
Project site and Contractor shall set forth in detail the Work performed at the rate specified on
Contractor’s Bid or Proposal. Unless withheld by city because the Project Site Work does not
comply with the Contract Documents or because the Contractor’s failure to otherwise comply
with the requirements of this contract as they may apply to any of the Work, City shall pay
contractor ninety percent (90%) of the invoice within thirty (30) days of its receipt. Final
payment constituting the entire unpaid balance of the Contract Sum shall be made by City to
Contractor when the Contract has been fully performed and accepted, including Contractor’s
responsibility to correct nonconforming Work and to satisfy other requirements, if any, which
necessarily survive final payment. Prior to final payment, Contractor shall provide evidence that
all employees, subcontractors, material suppliers and other persons or entities have been paid in
full for any labor, materials, supplies or equipment used in connection with the Work; such



evidence shall consist of receipts, releases, and waivers of liens, claims, security interests, or
encumbrances arising out of the Work, to the extent and in such form as may be designated by
City. At any time Contractor submits an Application for Payment, it shall constitute a
representation by Contractor that all Work is completed as warranted by paragraph 5 of this
Contract.

8. Corrective Work. Whenever discovered prior to the expiration of the Warranty
Period, Contractor shall promptly correct any Work (“Corrective Work™), which is found to be
substandard, defective or otherwise not in accordance with this Contract whether or not such
Work or Corrective Work has been completed, installed or constructed. Contractor shall bear all
costs and expense of Corrective Work, including all professional, testing, removal or inspection
costs.

9. Risk of Loss. Contractor shall bear all risk of loss of or damage to all Work until
(1) all Work has been satisfactorily completed and accepted; and (ii) in the case of Corrective
Work, until the Corrective Work has been completed to the satisfaction of the City.

10.  Contractor’s Indemnity. Contractor shall defend, indemnify and hold City, its
agents and employees harmless from and against any claims, damages (including damages for
any personal injury, bodily injury, including death, or property damages), losses and expenses,
including any reasonable attorney fees, of any person or entity arising or resulting from or out of
(i) Contractor’s performance under this Contract; (ii) any breach or default in or any violation or
nonperformance of any covenant, term, provision, condition or agreement (“Default”) in this
Contract to be kept, observed, satisfied or performed by Contractor; (iii) any alleged act, error,
omission or negligence of Contractor, its employees, subcontractors, agents, or any other person
acting on behalf of Contractor; (iv) any material misrepresentation by Contractor; or (v)
Contractor’s operations in or about any Project site while Contractor is performing Work on such
Project site except to the extent such claims result or arise from or out of, solely and proximately,
from City’s negligence, unlawful conduct or material breach of this Contract.

11.  Termination for Default. In addition to any other remedies at law or in equity,
City may terminate this Contract whenever Contractor (i) repeatedly refuses to materially
comply with any reasonable requirement of City; (ii) fails to timely make any payment required
by this Contract; or (iii) fails or refuses to cure any other Default within seven (7) days from
written notice from City specifying such Default. Termination shall be effective immediately
upon notice from City; provided, however, City may, without prejudice to any of its other rights
or remedies under this Contract or otherwise, correct such Default in which event Contractor
shall reimburse City for all costs and expenses incurred in undertaking such cure or to collect
such reimbursement from Contractor.

12.  Survival of City’s Rights. All indemnity obligations of Contractor under this
Contract and the Contractor’s obligations under Paragraphs 5, 8 and 10 of this Contract shall
survive the completion of all Work and the expiration or termination of this Contract.

13. Bonds and Insurance. Contractor shall furnish to the Department of Public Works
for City at least five days prior to commencing any Work under this Contract a Performance



Bond in an amount equal to 100% of the Contract Sum and a 100% Labor and Material Bond
and all other Contract security and all policies or certificates of insurance which are required by
the Contract Documents.

Contractor will maintain and provide evidence of the following insurance coverages from
insurance companies acceptable to the city:

e Commercial General Liability $1,000,000 per occurrence, $2,000,000 aggregate,
City of Bellevue named as an Additional Insured including completed operations,
Waiver of Subrogation in favor of City of Bellevue.

Commercial Auto Liability - $500,000 combined single limit.
Workers Compensation/Employers Liability — Statutory limits $100,000,
$500,000, $100,000 limits, Waiver of Subrogation in favor of City of Bellevue.

named as Additional Insured.

e Builders Risk/Installation Floater — Limit equal to completed value of project.
Coverage must apply to City’s and all subcontractors interests in property and
project.

14. Miscellaneous.

a. Contractor shall promptly pay all persons or entities that have furnished any services, labor,
material, equipment or supplies in connection with any of the Work.

b. Contractor shall secure and pay for all permits, fees, and licenses for execution and
completion of the Work.
C. Contractor shall perform all Work in compliance with applicable federal, state and local

laws, rules and regulations applicable to such performance. Contractor shall comply at all times
with the Fair Employment Practices Act (Nebraska Revised Statutes, Sections 48-1101 et seg.).
Contractor shall pay the Unemployment Compensation Fund of the State of Nebraska any
unemployment contributions and interest due under provisions of the Nebraska Revised Statutes
(Sections 48-601 et seq.).

d. Contractor shall provide City or its representatives access to all Work (including Work in
progress) for inspection or other appropriate purposes during all reasonable times. Contractor
shall uncover any Work which has not been inspected at its sole cost and expense unless due to
the neglect of City.

e. Contractor shall keep the Project site(s) free from accumulation of rubbish, debris and
hazards. Upon completion of Work at each Project site, Contractor shall remove all surplus
materials, all tools, equipment, machinery, waste, rubbish and other items not constituting a part
of the completed Work.

f. Contractor shall be responsible for all acts, errors, omissions or neglect of Contractor’s
agents and employees, including Contractor’s subcontractors and its agents or employees.



g City shall have the right to make minor changes in the Work, including Drawings, Plans,
and Specifications, at no additional compensation or consideration to Contractor by notice in
writing to Contractor. All other changes in Work shall be by written Change Order executed by
the Project representative of each Party. City and Contractor each represents that its Project
representative is authorized to execute such Change Order and shall be bound by the same;
provided, however, that prior approval of the Bellevue City Council shall be required for (i) any
Change Order resulting in an adjustment to the Contractor’s compensation of more than $10,000,
or (ii) any Change Order or series of Change Orders which in the aggregate increase Contractor’s
compensation by ten percent (10%) or more of the original compensation.

h. Neither (i) City’s payment of any invoice, nor (ii) the presence of City or its
representatives on any Project site, nor (iii) the inspection or approval of any Work shall
constitute acceptance of such Work as compliant or otherwise being in accordance with the
Contract Documents and shall not be construed to waive any right to indemnity or any other right
or remedy of City for any Default of Contractor.

i. Contractor may not assign or subcontract all or any portion of the Work, except as
specified in the Bid or Proposal, without City’s prior written consent, which may be withheld in
City’s absolute discretion.

J- Contractor shall not assign any moneys due or to become due under this Contract without
the prior written consent of City, which may be withheld in City’s absolute discretion.

k. Contractor warrants that Contractor has not employed or retained any company or person,
other than a bona fide employee working for the Contractor, to solicit or secure this Contract,
and that he has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, fee, commission, percentage,
brokerage fee, gifts, or any other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or
making of this Contract.

1. Contractor shall take reasonable precautions for safety of, and shall provide reasonable
protection and warnings to prevent damage, injury or loss to employees, subcontractors and any
other persons, such as pedestrians or motorists, who may be present upon or within the vicinity
of a Project site while Work is being performed or in progress.

m. Any approval, notice or communication to a Party required or permitted by this Contract
shall be sufficient only if made in writing.

inconsistent with this Contract; and third, those continued in any applicable Addenda to the
extent not inconsistent with this Contract or such Specifications and General Provisions and Bid
Schedules. Thereafter, if further interpretation is needed, the Parties acknowledge Contractor
having bid for this Contract via the Bid Documents prepared by City Engineer, City of Bellevue.

aa. Contractor shall not be entitled to terminate this Contract or suspend any of the Work for
any reason whatsoever, including any breach of this Contract by City.
