RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SCHOOL DISTRICT TREASURER
TO ISSUE NON-PAYABLE WARRANTS AND
AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF THE WARRANTS
AS INVESTMENTS FROM OTHER DISTRICT FUNDS

WHEREAS, the Independent School District 1-29 of Cleveland County, Oklahoma (Norman
Public Schools) anticipates cash flow deficits during the period of time of October, November and
December of 2024 prior to receipt of the 2024-2025 ad valorem taxes; and

WHEREAS, by reason of the cash flow deficit, it is necessary to authorize the District
Treasurer to issue non-payable warrants during October, November, and December of 2024.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Education of Independent School District 1-29 of
Cleveland County, Oklahoma (Norman Public Schools) does hereby authorize the Treasurer of the
District to issue non-payable warrants as provided by law during October, November and December
of 2024 at the discretion of the Treasurer if the issuance of non-payable warrants is necessary to pay
the District's current obligations, including payroll, on a timely basis.

The Board of Education, under the provisions of 70 O.S. § 5-115, further authorizes and
directs that the non-payable warrants shall be purchased by the School District Treasurer as an
investment from other District funds with provision that the warrants purchased will be non-interest
bearing and the Treasurer shall register each non-payable warrant on the Treasurer's warranty registry
as provided by law and no warrant shall be issued which would cause all warrants, payable and non-
payable, issued by the District to exceed the amount of the estimate made and approved for the
current fiscal year.

The Board of Education further directs that the non-payable warrants shall be paid in
numerical order from the first ad valorem tax receipts of the district, provided that the Treasurer, at
her discretion may pay the non-payable warrants from other sources of available District revenues.

This Resolution was adopted on this 15th day of July 2024.

29 OF CLEVELAND COUNTY,
OKLAHOMA, a/k/a Norman Public Schools (“NPS”), and Blindness Education and Advocacy Resources LLC

“BEAR”).

RECITALS

A. NPS desires to utilize educational consulting services for one or more its students.

B. BEAR desires to provide educational consulting services for one or more of NPS students.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

In consideration of the mutual covenants and promises and the above recitals contained in this
MOU, and intending to be legally bound, the parties agree as follows:

1.

Term. This MOU shall commence when fully executed by both parties and approved by NPS’s
Board of Education and shall end on June 30, 2025. This MOU may be renewed for
subsequent one-year terms upon mutual ratification of the parties. In addition, either party
may terminate this MOU at any time by notifying the other party in writing. In the event of
early termination, NPS will be responsible for paying any undisputed costs for BEAR’s services
rendered up to the time notice is rendered and for such reasonable services that BEAR
provides thereafter in connection with the transfer of services at the rate of $200/hour.

Summary of Services. BEAR shall provide professional development and support for NPS staff
as well as information, consultation, guidance, collaboration, technical assistance, and
accessibility support regarding the development, implementation, and maintenance of one
or more individualized educational plans (“IEP”) as identified by NPS. The parties agree that
these services are individualized to the needs of the student(s) while remaining focused on
best practices in the fields of blindness education and of education in general. The parties
acknowledge and agree that BEAR shall provide no legal services during this representation
and that no attorney-client relationship exists between the parties.

No Guaranteed Results. The parties acknowledge BEAR cannot guarantee results, but BEAR
promises and shall utilize its best efforts in the performances of services under this MOU and
shall at all times conduct itself with the highest professional standards and consistent with
industry standards and applicable law.

Independent Contractor Relationship. The parties understand and expressly acknowledge
that NPS engages BEAR as an independent contractor and BEAR shall not in any way or for
any purpose whatsoever be deemed an agent or employee of NPS or a joint employer with
NPS. BEAR is not an employee of NPS and shall have no right to receive any NPS employee
benefits or any privileges available to NPS employees. BEAR shall not represent itself in any
way as an agent or employee of NPS, and BEAR shall have no power to legally bind NPS to any
third party. BEAR shall be solely responsible for paying and accounting for its own tax
obligations and workers’ compensation coverages and liabilities arising from or related to this
matter.
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5. No Third-Party Beneficiaries. This MOU is not intended nor may it be construed to create any
third-party beneficiaries.

6. No Assignment. This MOU is not assignable, and the obligations of this MOU may not be
delegated to others.

7. Charges for Services and Out-of-Pocket Costs.

a. All hourly charges will be billed in increments of one-tenth of an hour (six minutes).

b. BEAR charges an hourly rate of $200.00 per hour for the educational consultant
services performed hereunder.

c. While no travel is currently contemplated by this MOU, if NPS approves travel in
connection with the services contemplated herein, time spent on travel will be billed
at one-half the standard rate: $100.00 per hour. Additionally, any travel-related
mileage will be billed at the then-current business mileage reimbursement rate, as
set by the U.S. Internal Revenue Service (currently set at $0.67 per mile).

This agreement is entered into as of the 1* of July 2024, by and between Independent School
District No. 29 of Cleveland County, Oklahoma, a/k/a Norman Public Schools (District) and
WhiteTail/Southern Plains Treatment Services, Inc. of Cleveland County, Oklahoma (Center)
for cducational scrvices at the Center.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS the District is requircd by state and federal regulations to provide educational
services to all qualified students; and,

WHEREAS Center is responsible for the operation and maintenance of the Center which houses
students who are entitled to a public cducation in accordance with state and federal law: and,

WHEREAS the District and Center are authorized to enter into agreements for the provision of
these services.

NOW THEREFORE, District and Center mutually agree as follows:

1. Services. District agrees to provide educational services at the Center for all qualified students
placed pursuant to the provisions of 70 0.S. § 1-113. Qualificd students are defined as being
between the ages of five and eighteen years of age and placed in the Center by court order, law
enforcement officers, or Department of Human Services. Provided, however, the District agrees

to provide educational services for the qualified students under IDEA between the ages of three
and twenty-one years of age.

The District shall, according to the District calendar, provide educational services during the

school year as defined by law. The District’s cbligations shall cease at the end of the school term
or as otherwise required by law.

2. Staff (Teachers Provided). The District shall provide 1.0 (FTE) certified teachers assigned {o
the Center. The Center may participate in the selection process of the teachers prior to final
placement which requires District school board approval. District shall also provide pari-time
administrative support for the educational program and maintenance of educational records.

3. Funding for Educational Services. Teacher salaries, unemployment insurance, workers
compensation, sick leave, holidays, insurance, retircment, substitutes, and all other teacher
benefits as provided other District teachers, shall be provided by the District.

4. Teacher Evaluation. Each teacher will be evaluated by a District administrator, The Center
director will provide the District administrator with documented information regarding each
teacher’s compliance with Center regulations as well as observations concerning teacher conduct
and behavior during the period assigned to the Center.

Materials. The District will provide current textbooks and teacher’s guides. The Center will
supply non-instructional materials, including pencils, erasers, papet, etc. The Center shall also be
responsible for providing and maintaining all classroom equipment, student and teacher’s desks,
chairs, chalkboards, smartboards, etc., including access to a copier, facsimile machine, computer,
printer, and intemet. The District shall assume the responsibility for the development and
supervision of curriculum taught at the Center.

Discipline. District will provide classroom management with assistance from the Center in
severcly disruptive situations. The Center will ensure appropriate staff member(s) is present in
the classroom at all times to assist with safety of educational staff and students. The Center will
provide management for outside-of-classroom suspension, time-out, and detention during school.

Records. Teachers will be responsible for recording students” enroliment, days on roll, abscnces,
and withdrawals according to policy of the District and state and federal law. This information
will be provided o the Center personnel upon request. The Center agrees to provide locked and
secured storage of student records. The Center students shall earn credit for classes in which they
are enrolled in the samc manner as other students within the District. Students’ transcripts will
be maintained by the appropriate scheol site.

Responsibilities for Special Education Students. The c¢ligible student’s school district of
residence shall be notified immediately by the District, upon finding that the initially eligible
student requires special education and/or related services, as to the time, date, and location of
meetings for the purpose of planning a student’s IEP and subsequent reviews in accordance with
the IDEA. The Center may have a representative present at the IEP conference to advise the IEP
team of any concerns or information the Center has to offcr regarding the eligible student’s
educational needs and eligibility for related services. The Center and the District shall coordinate
with the eligible student’s district of rcsidence regarding evaluation services, as necessary, and
for the development of the IEP.

Related Services. The cost for related services, therapies, treatments, or support services for
eligible students shall be the responsibility of the Center unless otherwise agreed by the partics or
as otherwise specified in an TEP and agreed to with all required representatives participating in
the development of the IEP. Valid obligations to provide or pay for scrvices, such as Medicaid

or other services, shall remain in effect for children who are eligible for the services from sources
other than the District.

Rules and Regulations. Both the Center and the District agree to comply with the requirements
of P.L. 101476, the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 as amended, and the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1992 as amended, including but not limited to giving equal
opportunity both to those seeking employment and those seeking services without regard to race,
color, religion, sex, national origin, disability, genetic information, or gender identification.

Confidentiality. District personnel are required to maintain the same level of confidentiality
concerning information regarding juveniles as are required of Center personnel. District
personnel may maintain such data or records on said students as required by federal, state, or
District guidelines, however, any release of information shall be governed by applicable state and
federal laws, including the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).



12. Indemnity. Each party will be legally rcsponsible for the actions of its own agents or employees
consistent with the Oklahoma Governmental Tort Claims Act.

13. Insurance Provision. Prior to the commencement of educational services, Center agrees to
furnish the District a certificate of public liability insurancc naming the District as co-insured in
the minimum amounts of $25,000.00 to any claimant for any number of claims for damages or
destruction of property, including conscquential damages arising out of a single accident or
accurrence, $1,000,000.00 to any claimant for all other claims arising out of a single occurrence,
and £1,000,000.0¢ for any number of claims arising out of a single occurrence or accident. This
certificate shall require at least ten (10) days’ notice to District before cancellation of the
coverage for any reason. Center agrees to maintain the liability coverage in force during the
entire term of this agreement.

14. Term of Contract. This contract shall be for a term of one (1) year commencing on the 1st of
July 2024 and ending on the 30th of June, 2025, provided the contract may be renewed annually,
upon the same terms and conditions, by mutual consent and ratification of the parties. In the
cvent either party elects not to renew, thirty (30) day written notice shall be given prior to the
ending of the term. In the event the District does not receive appropriated funds for the
continuance of this agreement for any fiscal year after 2024-2025, the agreement shall be
terminated.

OJA will provide a classroom within the geographic boundaries of the District and will supply
security, other equipment and assistance consistent with the primary agreement between the District and
OJA. The District will supply a classroom teacher and education related materials and instructional
supplies normally provided to students attending District schools. In addition, pursuant to a general order
of the Cleveland County District Court, the District shall provide individual student information
consistent with the Court’s Order and subject to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).

This Addendum shall be effective upon its approval by OJA and District’s Board of Education
and shall terminate on June 30, 2025. The parties may extend PROMISE for additional one year periods,
pursuant to this or a separate agreement.

Agreement for Behavioral Consultation and Evaluation Services
Between

This Agreement for Behavioral Consultation and Evaluation Services (Agreement) dated as of

the Ist day of July 2024, is between Independent School District No. 29 of Cleveland County,
Oklahoma a/k/a Norman Public Scheols (NPS) and Heather Eisel (Eisel).

In consideration of the mutual terms, covenants and conditions specified in this Agreement, NPS

and Eisel agree as follows:

1.

Behavioral Consultation and Evaluation Services. Eisel agrees to perform consultation and/or
evaluation duties and shall devote such time, skill, and experience towards the performance of
these duties as may be required and approved (Services) to the designated students of NPS as
requested during the term of this Agreement. Such services shall be provided on the premises of
NPS.

Certification and Licensure. FEisel represents and warrants that she is a Board Certified
Behavioral Analyst licensed by the State of Oklahoma. Eisel shall notify NPS immediately if, for
any reason, her Oklahoma license is suspended or if her certification is not renewed upon
expiration.

Confidentiality. Eisel agrees to adhere to all state and federal laws regarding the confidentiality
and privacy of the education records and patient healthcare records of students and students with
disabilities. Eisel specifically agrees to comply with the provisions of the Family Educational
Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), and the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act
(HIPAA), as well as all applicable laws and regulations related to privacy and security. FEisel
acknowledges that she may have or obtain access to confidential “education records”, as defined
by FERPA, and agrees that she will not disclose any such education records except to perform
her duties under this Agreement or as required by law.

Insurance. Eisel agrees that prior to entering into this Agreement, Fisel has obtained a
Commercial General Liability (CGL) insurance policy, Professional Liability insurance policy
(PL} and Legal Liability insurance policy (LL), each insuring Eisel in an amount not less than
$125,000.00 for personal injury to or death of any individual, and $1,000,000.00 in the aggregate
for personal injury or death. Eisel must add NPS as an additional insured party on each policy
for purposes of Eisel’s performance of this Agreement and maintain the required insurance
policies at all times while this Agreement is in effect. Eisel agrees that Eisel will furnish NPS
with certification of the insurance policies required by this Agreement. If any of the required
insurance policies is canceled during this school year, Eisel must immediately notify NPS.

Indemnification. In addition to the requirement of paragraph 4 and not in lieu thereof, Eisel
agrees to indemnify and hold NPS and its agents, employees and officers harmless (including
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11.

defense costs) against any claim, demand or action against NPS arising from Services provided
by Eisel.

Prior Criminal Convictions. Eisel hercby certifies that Eisel is not currently registered or
required to be registered under the provisions of the Oklahoma Sex Offenders’ Registration Act
or the Mary Rippy Violent Offender Registration Act and has not been convicted in this state, the
United States, or another state of any felony offense.

Compensation. NPS agrees to pay Eisel at the rate of $1,000 for a comprchensive FBA/ BIP,
price includes 2 typical 1-hr observations, 2 interviews, and 1-hr IEP meeting or staffing, to be
paid on a monthly basis. Eisel agrees and acknowledges that all invoices and applicable required
documentation and time logs shall be submitted to NPS no later than the 10™ day of the month
following the month in which the Services were provided and that NPS has no obligation to
forward payment to Eisel until NPS has been provided with a timely invoice. Invoices shall
include, at a minimum, the date of services, identification of the individual to whom services
were provided, and a brief description of services as well as the time applicable to each service
listing. NPS shall have no obligation to Eisel as an employer for withholding and remitting
taxes, insurance, FICA, etc. Eisel, and not NPS, shall be responsible for the payment of any
business expenses, such as transportation costs incurred by Eisel in the provision of Services
hereunder. This Agreement does not apply to extended year services provided to NPS by Eisel.
Such extended year services shall be set forth in a separate agreement between the parties, if
applicable.

Term and Termination. This Agreement is effective as of July 1, 2024 and shall continue in
effect through June 30, 2025, unless terminated earlier as provided herein. Either party may
terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days’ written notice with or without cause. The
specific starting date for the delivery of Services will be mutually determined by Eisel and NPS.

Independent Contractor Status. Eisel is acting as an independent contractor and Eisel shall not
be deemed to be an employee of NPS. Neither party undertakes by this Agreement or otherwise,
to perform any obligation of the other party, whether regulatory or contractual, or to assume any
responsibility for the other party’s actions, business or operations. Eisel shall not have the
authority to bind, commit or incur any liability on behalf of NPS or to otherwise act in any way
as an agent or representative of NPS. In no event will Eisel be entitled to employee benefits or
workers compensation coverage from NPS. Further, Eisel affirms she is covered by Workers’
Compensation Insurance and shall in no event be entitled to any such coverage from NPS,

Force Majeure. Neither party shall be responsible for any failure or delay in the performance of
any obligations due to any cause beyond its reasonable control, including, but not limited to, any
such delay or failure arising from third party labor disputes, third party strikes, other third party
tabor or industrial disturbances, acts of God, floods, lightning, earthquakes, shortages of
materials, rationing, utility or communication failures, fire, casualty, war, acts of public enemy,
riots, insurrections, embargoes, blockages, actions, restrictions, and new or changed regulations
or orders of any governmental authority; provided that the party claiming force majcure event has
given the other party reasonably prompt notice of the event.

This
Agreement is to be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of
Oklahoma. This Agreement may be amended only in a writing signed by both parties. If any
provision of this Agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or
unenforceable, then that provision will be severcd from this Agreement and any remaining
provisions will continue in full force and effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon and
insure to the benefit of and be enforceable by the parties to this Agreement and their respective
successors and permitted assigns.

AMENDMENT TO MASTER EQUITY LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS AMENDMENT (“Amendment”) dated this ___ day of June, 2024 is attached to, and made a part of, the MASTER
EQUITY LEASE AGREEMENT entered into on the 9" day of August, 2021 (“Agreement”) by and between Enterprise FM Trust, a
Delaware statutory trust (“Lessor”) and Independent School District No. 29, Cleveland County, Oklahoma a/k/a Norman Public
Schools ("Lessee"). This Amendment is made for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged by
the parties.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 4 of the Agreement to the contrary, Lessee shall be permitted to operate Vehicles
transporting minors subject to the following conditions:

So long as Lessee meets all requirements imposed by law, then, notwithstanding any language in the Agreement to the contrary,
Lessee may utilize such leased Vehicle for the transporting of minors. Lessee shall comply with all applicable federal, state and
local laws, regulations, ordinances and orders relating to the transportation of minors, including all insurance requirements. Lessee
shall ensure that anyone operating a Vehicle pursuant to the Agreement will be validly licensed for the intended use of the Vehicle.
Lessee shall not utilize any Vehicle in a for hire capacity wherein any passenger shall be required to compensate Lessee for any
such transportation. Lessee agrees to limit such Vehicle radius within the State of Oklahoma. Lessee is not permitted to operate the
leased Vehicles in Colorado, Ohio, New Hampshire, New Jersey, Pennsylvania or Rhode Island. Lessee agrees that no leased
Vehicle shall be registered as or qualify to be registered as a school bus. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein or as set
forth in the Agreement, Lessee hereby agrees that at no time shall it permit any individual under the age of eighteen to be an
occupant or passenger in any leased Vehicle with a seating capacity of 11 or more including the driver.

To the extent permitted by law, Lessee agrees to indemnify, defend and hold Lessor harmless from any and all losses, damages,
liabilities, injuries, claims, demands, expenses, fines, penalties and costs (including, without limitation, attorneys’ fees and
expenses) which Lessor may incur by reason of, or arising out of, Lessee’s (i) breach or violation of the foregoing paragraphs, or (ii)
performance of its services as a for-hire carrier. This indemnification is in addition to, and not in lieu of, the indemnification by
Lessee set forth in the Agreement, and shall survive the termination of the Agreement and this Amendment.

Lessee will maintain, at its own cost, Automobile Liability Insurance each with limits as required by law to transport minors, but in no
case less than the minimum limits of $5,000,000. This requirement can be satisfied with a combination of an auto liability policy and
an excess auto liability policy or umbrella policy.

Lessor hereby agrees to grant Lessee exclusive use and possession of the motor Vehicle during the duration of this Agreement,
save as is provided for by the Agreement. Lessor shall have the right to terminate this Amendment at any time without cause,
following ten (10) days prior written notice to Lessee. Lessor shall have the right to terminate this Amendment immediately with
cause. Termination for cause shall include, but not be limited to, Lessee’s failure to comply with any terms of this Amendment.
Upon the effective date of termination, Lessee shall immediately cease all subject activities hereunder, including, but not limited to,
using or operating a Vehicle in a for-hire capacity or otherwise transporting persons for hire.

All references in the Agreement and in the various Schedules and addenda to the Agreement and any other references of similar
import shall henceforth mean the Agreement as amended by this Amendment. Except to the extent specifically amended by this
Amendment, all of the terms, provisions, conditions, covenants, representations and warranties contained in the Agreement shall be
and remain in full force and effect and the same are hereby ratified and confirmed.

This Health Services Agreement is made and entered into on the 15th day of July, 2024, by and between
independent School District 1-29 of Cleveland County, Oklahoma (Norman Public Schools), hereinafter
referred to as NPS and Norman Regional Hospital Authority, an Oklahoma public trust, hereinafter referred
to as NRHA and Norman Regional Health Foundation, a 501C3 non-profit organization, hereinafter referred
to as NRHF.

l. RECITATIONS

WHEREAS, NPS is an independent school district under the laws of the State of Oklahoma and
provides free public education to qualified students with an enrollment of 16,000 students attending schools
in twenty-four (24) separate school sites; and

WHEREAS, NPS has a deep commitment to provide health services for all students attending NPS.

WHEREAS, NRHA is an Oklahoma public trust which provides health services to residents of
Cleveland County, and particularly residents of Norman, Oklahoma, including the area encompassing the
boundaries of the Norman Public School District; and

WHEREAS, NRHF is a 501C3 non-profit organization that is dedicated to the enhancement of
excellent healthcare in the regional community and advancement of the mission and vision of Norman
Regional Health System.

WHEREAS, NRHA and NRHF are dedicated to providing quality health services to residents of
Norman, Oklahoma, and are further dedicated to having a healthy community which enhances the quality of
life for the residents of the City of Norman; and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to enter into an agreement to provide health care services for NPS
students, thereby resulting in a healthy community in which all residents will benefit; and

WHEREAS, the parties previously made and entered into an agreement on the 26™ day of March,
2007; and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to continue the agreement on an annual basis commencing on the 15t
day of July and ending on the 30" day of June subject to renewal by mutual ratification.
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree to the following terms and conditions, to-wit:
1. Term of the Agreement. It is the intention of the parties that the agreement will be for a period of

one (1) year commencing on the 1%t day of July, 2024, and continuing through the 30™" day of June,
2025, provided however the agreement may be renewed subject to mutual ratification.

2. Salaries, Benefits and Projected Costs. It is understood and agreed that NPS shall employ one (1)
health services coordinator, four (4) registered nurses, nine (9) licensed practical nurses, sixteen (16)
school health assistants, and one (1) secretary. The RN's, the LPN's and the Health Care Assistants shall
be employees of NPS and their job descriptions are described on Exhibit “A” (RN), “B” (LPN) and “C”




(Health Care Assistants) and such descriptions are made a part of this agreement. All personnel will be
employed, supervised, evaluated, admonished if necessary, and terminated if necessary, by NPS. All
salaries and benefits shall be paid by NPS. NRHA shall have no control over, or responsibilities in
connection with such employees, and shall have no liability in connection with the acts or omissions of NPS
and/or such employees.

Health Facilities. Health services shall be provided exclusively by NPS at each school site. Health

services will be located in close proximity to the school office. NPS will provide areas for health services as
NPS continues to remodel and update NPS facilities. NPS shall be solely responsible for providing the
adequate space for the operation of the health services program at its sole expense.

Training Program and Professional Development.

NRHA hereby agrees to provide training programs as needed for personnel employed by NPS for
the purpose of providing proper health care services.

NRHA further agrees to provide a professional development program as needed for the
enhancement of the health care program personnel.

Furniture, Supplies and Equipment. Upon approval of this agreement, NPS shall provide at its

expense all furniture, supplies and equipment necessary for the operation of the program. NPS shall be
responsible for the maintenance, upkeep and replacement, if necessary, of any of the furniture, supplies
and equipment.

Financial Responsibilities. For the fiscal year commencing on the 1%t day of July, 2024, through the
30" day of June, 2025, NRHA shall pay the sum of Two Hundred Fifty-Three Thousand, Six
Hundred Dollars ($253,600), NRHF shall pay the sum of One Hundred Fifty-Nine Thousand, Two
Hundred Sixty-Seven Dollars ($159,267) for a total of Four Hundred Twelve Thousand, Eight
Hundred Sixty-Seven Dollars ($412,867), with provision that NPS shall pay the balance of all costs
and expenses necessary for the operation of the program.

Miscellaneous.

It is understood and agreed that this agreement is subject to the availability of funds by both parties
necessary to pay for the health care program as described herein.

The parties agree that all student health care records are confidential and each party agrees to
maintain the confidentiality of the medical records of each student and comply with the provisions of
HIPAA.

It is understood and agreed that this agreement does not constitute a partnership agreement and
each party is solely responsible for the responsibilities described herein.

Assignment. This agreement may not be assigned by either party without the written consent of the
other party.

Notices. Any notice or communication required or permitted to be given hereunder shall be in
writing, shall either be served personally or sent by United States certified mail, with return receipt
requested, addressed to the other party as follows:

AGREEMENT BETWEEN INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT I-29
(NORMAN PUBLIC SCHOOLS) AND
THE CENTER FOR CHILDREN AND FAMILIES, INC. - BOYS & GIRLS CLUB OF NORMAN

This agreement is made and entered into by and between Independent School District 1-29 of
Cleveland County, Oklahoma, (Norman Public Schools, hereinafter referred to as “NPS”), and the Center
for Children and Families, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as “CCFI”).

I. Recitations

Under the provisions of Title 70 O.S. Sec. 5-130, the Board of Education of NPS is authorized to
permit the use of school facilities for community purposes.

NPS recognizes the need and importance of supporting the Boys and Girls Club of Norman
operated by CCFI for the benefit of the Norman and NPS school community.

CCFI, a United Way Agency of Norman, has served children and families in Norman since 1969.
CCFI, in cooperation with NPS, provides for the operation of the Boys and Girls Club of Norman.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree to the following terms and conditions relating to the use of
NPS facilities by CCFI for the operation of the Boys and Girls Club of Norman.

1. NPS agrees to transport students from the following NPS facilities for participation in Boys and
Girls Club-related activities, to-wit:

(a) Adams Elementary School, 817 Denison.;

(b) Jefferson Elementary, 210 N. Cockrel Ave.;

(c) Kennedy Elementary School, 621 Sunrise;

(d) Wilson Elementary, 800 N. Peters;

(e) Alcott Middle School, 1919 W. Boyd Ave.;

(f) Longfellow Middle School, 215 N. Ponca Ave.;

(g) Whittier Middle School, 2000 W. Brooks St.; and

(h) Such other sites that may be mutually agreed upon by the parties.

2. CCFI will provide Boys and Girls Club related after school activities at Irving Middle School.

3. CCEFI shall be responsible for screening all of its employees and volunteers and further agrees to
insure compliance with Title 57 O.S. Sec. 589 which prohibits a person registered pursuant to the
Oklahoma Sex Offenders Registration Act to provide services to children on school premises.

4. In consideration of the benefit provided to the Norman and NPS school community, NPS hereby
waives any fees for use of NPS facilities and equipment including buses/vans and driver, when
available, by CCFI in connection with the operation of the Boys and Girls Club of Norman.

5. CCFI will occupy space as designated by NPS during CCFI’s operation of the program at Irving
Middle School. Alternate space may be provided at Irving Middle should the designated space be
needed for school related functions, provided that any alternate space satisfies applicable
requirements.



6. CCFI, and its employees, representatives, agents and guests, shall comply with NPS's rules and
regulations for the use of school facilities. CCFI shall ensure that it adequately trains its employees
and volunteers regarding NPS requirements.

7. During the term of this Agreement, CCFI shall maintain comprehensive general and professional
liability insurance each with limits of not less than $1,000,000.00 per occurrence. Additionally,
CCFI shall maintain insurance for sexual abuse and molestation in an amount of not less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 in the aggregate. Prior to commencement of
performance of this Agreement, CCFI will deliver to NPS a certificate evidencing required
insurance coverage. Throughout the term of this Agreement, CCFI shall provide an updated
certificate of insurance coverage upon expiration of the current certificate.

8. CCFI shall accept full and complete responsibility for the operation and supervision of the program
it operates at NPS during the term of this Agreement and indemnifies and holds NPS free, harmless
and indemnified from and against any and all claims, suits, or causes of action resulting from or
out of the operation of the CCFI's program at Irving Middle School, including any and all damage
to NPS property resulting from intentional or unintentional acts of CCFI employees or children
participating in the program.

9. This Agreement shall become effective upon the execution of the Agreement by both parties and
shall remain in full force and effect provided either party shall have the right to terminate the
Agreement by giving notice thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of each fiscal year or the
Agreement may be terminated at any time by mutual agreement of the parties.

Any proposed amendment must be signed by all parties to
be effective.

RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES
a. No agent or employee of any party shall be deemed an agent or employee of the

other party. Each party is solely responsible for the acts of its agents or
employees. Each party shall maintain professional liability, workers’
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compensation and other insurance applicable to their respective employees and
agents.

b. This MOU is for the benefit of the Parties and the public generally. It is not
intended, nor may it be construed to create any third-party beneficiaries. The
Parties agree to work in good faith to fulfill their responsibilities under this MOU.

CONFIDENTIALITY

a. Parties will protect the confidentiality of information received in the
implementation of the MOU to the extent allowed by law and the Oklahoma
Open Records Act and FERPA. The use of confidential information is confined to
the activities essential for providing services or activities governed by the MOU.
Information regarding individuals with disabilities as well as confidential juvenile
records must be protected in accordance with applicable state and federal laws.

TERMINATION

a. All parties to this MOU shall attempt to resolve all disputes occurring between
the parties through negotiation in good faith. Failure to resolve disputes may
result in immediate termination of this MOU. If any party chooses to discontinue
its role in this MOU, it shall notify the other party in writing and the termination
shall be effective immediately.

This Independent Contractor Agreement is entered into on the 15th day of July, 2024, is between Independent

School District No. 29 of Cleveland County, Oklahoma a/k/a Norman Public Schools (“NPS”*) and Sharon
Heatly (“Contractor™)

In consideration of the mutual terms, covenants and conditions specified in this Agreement, NPS and

Contractor agree as follows:

1.

Services. Contractor agrees to provide School Counseling (“Services™) as requested during the term of this
Agreement.

Requirements. Contractor will provide a monthly written description of services to NPS.

Indemnification. Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold NPS and its agents, employees and officers harmless

Prior Criminal Convictions. Contractor hereby certifies that Contractor is not currently registered or required
to be registered under the provisions of the Oklahoma Sex Offenders® Registration Act or the Mary Rippy
Violent Offender Registration Act and has not been convicted in this state, the United States, or another state of
any felony offense.

Compensation. NPS agrees to pay Contractor the compensation agreed upon by both parties for the Services
provided. Contractor agrees and acknowledges that all invoices and applicable required documentation be
submitted to NPS no later than the 10% day of the month following the month in which the Services were
provided and that NPS has no obligation to forward payment to Contractor until NPS has been provided with a
timely invoice. NPS shall have no obligation to the Contractor as an employer for withholding and remitting
taxes, insurance, FICA, etc. Contractor, and not NPS, shall be responsible for the payment of any business
expenses, such as transportation costs, meals, mileage, lodging or other expenses incurred by Contractor in the
provision of Services hereunder.

Term and Termination. This Agreement is effective as of the date listed above and shall continue through
June 30th unless terminated earlier as provided herein. If the agreement is for more than one fiscal year, the
Board must ratify the agreement by June 30 for each new fiscal year for which the parties seek continuation of
the agreement. Either party may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days’ written notice with or without
cause. The specific starting date for the delivery of Services will be mutually determined by Contractor and
NPS.

Independent Contractor Status. Contractor is acting as an independent contractor and Contractor shall not be
deemed to be an employee of NPS. Neither party undertakes by this Agreement or otherwise, to perform any
obligation of the other party, whether regulatory or contractual, or to assume any responsibility for the other
party’s actions, business or operations. Contractor shall not have the authority to bind, commit or incur any
liability on behalf of NPS or to otherwise act in any way as an agent or representative of NPS. In no event will
the Contractor be entitled to employee benefits or workers compensation coverage from NPS.




8. Force Majeure. Neither party shall be responsible for any failure or delay in the performance of any
obligations due to any cause beyond its reasonable control, including, but not limited to, any such delay or
failure arising from third party labor disputes, third party strikes, other third party labor or industrial
disturbances, acts of God, floods, lightning, earthquakes, shortages of materials, rationing, utility or
communication failures, fire, casualty, war, acts of public enemy, riots, insurrections, embargoes, blockages,
actions, restrictions, and new or changed regulations or orders of any governmental authority; provided that the
party claiming force majeure event has given the other party reasonably prompt notice of the event.

9. Miscellaneous. This agreement embodies the entire agreement and understanding between NPS and Contractor
relating to the subject matter of this Agreement, and supersedes all previous communications, representations,
understandings, and agreements, whether oral or written. This Agreement is to be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Oklahoma. This Agreement may be amended only in a writing signed
by both parties. If any provision of this Agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or
unenforceable, then that provision will be severed from this Agreement and any remaining provisions will
continue in full force and effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon and insure to the benefit of and be
enforceable by the parties to this Agreement and their respective successors and permitted assigns. This
Agreement may not be assigned by either party without the prior written consent of the other party. No waiver
by either party hereto of any breach of any provision herein shall constitute waiver of any other provision nor
shall such waiver constitute consent that the breach may continue or that any other breach will be waived. In the
event of any suits or actions or other proceedings to enforce the terms of this Agreement, the prevailing party
shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorney fees and other costs and expenses incurred therein. The
confidentiality provisions of this Agreement shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

Field Exploration

A total of Five (5) borings are requested to be drilled to the depth of Twenty-Five (25) feet using a truck mounted
CME 55 within the project’s footprint. Samples will be obtained from borings at regular intervals and at soil layer
interfaces where material characteristics change. A minimum of three samples will be obtained within the top
five (5) feet and at 5-foot intervals thereafter using the following methods:

o Split-Barrel Sampler (SPT) in cohesionless soils, and cohesive soils
e Thin-Walled Tube (Shelby) in cohesive soils (clays, plastic silts; ASTM D1587)

of STANDARD in the use of such information. CLIENT waives any claim
against STANDARD and agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold
STANDARD and its officers, directors, employees, shareholders, agents,
and subcontractors harmless from any claim or liability for injury or loss,
including costs of defense, arising from damage done to subterranean
structures and utilities not identified or not accurately located. In addition,
CLIENT agrees to compensate STANDARD for any time spent or
expenses incurred by STANDARD in defense of any such claim, with
compensation to be based upon STANDARD's prevailing fee schedule and
expense reimbursement policy.

e. CLIENT shall provide, or cause to be provided, to STANDARD
all documents and information known or available to CLIENT that relate to
the identity, location, quantity, nature, or characteristic of any Hazardous
Material (i.e., hazardous waste under RCRA, hazardous substance under
CERCLA, hazardous constituent, toxic material, radioactive material,
contaminated material, or petroleum product) on, under, or near the site,
and shall immediately transmit new, updated, or revised information as it
becomes available.

f. Unless otherwise provided herein, CLIENT shall assume all
responsibility for, including control and removal of, and protect, defend and
save harmless STANDARD from and against all claims, demands and
causes of action of every kind and character arising from pollution or
contamination (including naturally occurring radioactive material) which
originates above the surface of the land or water from spills of fuels,
lubricants, motor oils, pipe dope, paints, solvents, ballast, bilge and
garbage, except unavoidable pollution from reserve pits, wholly in
STANDARD’s possession and control and directly associated with
STANDARD'’s equipment. In the event a third party commits an act or
omission which results in pollution or contamination for which either
STANDARD or CLIENT, for whom such party is performing work, is held to
be legally liable, the responsibility therefore shall be considered as between
STANDARD and CLIENT, to be the same as if the party for whom the work
was performed had performed the same and all of the obligations regarding
defense, indemnity, holding harmless and limitation of responsibility and
liability, as set forth herein, shall be specifically applied.

g. CLIENT shall release STANDARD of any liability for, and shall
defend and indemnify STANDARD against, any and all claims, liability and
expense resulting from operations under this Agreement on account of any
alleged injury to, destruction of, or loss or impairment of any property right
in or to oil, gas, water or other mineral substances, if at the time of the
alleged act or omission causing injury, destruction, loss or impairment, said
substance had not been reduced to physical possession above the surface
of the earth. CLIENT shall release STANDARD of any liability for, and shall
defend and indemnify STANDARD against, any and all claims, liability and
expense resulting from operations under this Agreement on account of any
alleged loss or damage to any formation, strata, or reservoir beneath the
surface of the earth.

h. CLIENT agrees to pay STANDARD's invoices upon receipt.
STANDARD may suspend work for lack of timely payment. Should
payment not be received within 30 days of invoice date, the CLIENT agrees
to also pay a service charge of 1.5 percent per month or 18 percent per
annum and the costs of collection, including reasonable attorneys' fees. If
1.5 percent per month exceeds the maximum allowed by law, the service
charge of 1.5 percent will automatically be reduced to the maximum legally
allowed. If CLIENT has any objection to an STANDARD invoice, CLIENT
must so advise STANDARD in writing giving the reasons for such
objections within 14 days of receipt by the CLIENT of such invoice, and
shall promptly pay the undisputed portion. Payment shall constitute final
approval of all aspects of the corresponding Work performed to date by
STANDARD. If the Project is terminated in whole or in part, then
STANDARD shall be paid by the CLIENT for services performed prior to
STANDARD's receipt of written notice of such termination, including
STANDARD's reimbursable expenses and actual and reasonable shut-
down costs.

Construction Management
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ARTICLE 3. PUBLIC LIABILITY: Except for claims by employees of
STANDARD for Workers' Compensation, in the event any third party brings
suit or claim for damages against STANDARD alleging exposure to or
damage from material, elements or constituents at the Project before,
during, or after the services are performed by STANDARD or any of its
agents pursuant to this Agreement, which is alleged to have resulted in or
caused disease or any adverse health condition to any third party or
resulted in costs for remedial action, uninhabitability of any property, or any
other property damage or loss of any kind, then CLIENT agrees at its sole
cost to defend STANDARD in any such suit or claim and to indemnify and
hold harmless STANDARD and its officers, directors, employees and
shareholders from and against any loss, damages, liabilities and cost
(including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney fees) and to pay on behalf
of STANDARD and its officers, directors, employees and shareholders any
judgment entered against STANDARD and its officers, directors,
employees and shareholders, including any interest thereon. CLIENT will
have the right to investigate, negotiate and settle, with STANDARD's
written concurrence, any such suit or claim, and STANDARD will cooperate
in the defense of any such suit or claim.

ARTICLE 4. GENERAL CONDITIONS, NOTIFICATION, LIMITATION OF
LIABILITY AND INDEMNIFICATION

a.Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, STANDARD and
CLIENT shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the other, their agents,
and employees, from and against legal liability for all claims, losses,
damages, and expenses to the extent such claims, losses, damages, or
expenses are caused by their negligent acts, errors, or omissions. In the
event such claims, losses, damages, or expenses are caused by the joint
or concurrent negligence of STANDARD and CLIENT, they shall be borne
by each party in proportion to its own negligence under comparative fault
principles.

NEITHER PARTY SHALL BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER FOR: LOSS OF
PROFITS OR REVENUE; LOSS OF USE OR OPPORTUNITY; LOSS OF
GOOD WILL; COST OF SUBSTITUTE FACILITIES, GOODS OR

SERVICES; COST OF CAPITAL; OR FOR ANY SPECIAL,
CONSEQUENTIAL, INDIRECT, PUNITIVE, OR EXEMPLARY
DAMAGES.

b. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, and to

the fullest extent permitted by law, neither CLIENT nor STANDARD, their
respective officers, directors, partners, employees, contractors or
subconsultants shall be liable to the other or shall make any claim for any
delay damages, any punitive damages or any incidental, indirect or
consequential damages arising out of or connected in any way to the
Project(s) or to this Agreement. This mutual waiver of delay damages and
consequential damages shall include, but is not limited to, disruptions,
accelerations, inefficiencies, increased construction costs, increased home
office overhead, loss of use, loss of profit, loss of business, loss of income,
loss of reputation or any other delay or consequential damages that either
party may have incurred from any cause of action including, but not limited
to, negligence, statutory violations, misrepresentation, fraud, deceptive
trade practices, breach of fiduciary duties, strict liability, breach of contract
and/or breach of strict or implied warranty. Both the CLIENT and
STANDARD shall require similar waivers of consequential damages
protecting all the entities or persons named herein in all contracts and
subcontracts with others involved in the Project(s).

c. To the fullest extent permitted by law, and notwithstanding any
other provision of this Agreement, the total liability, in the aggregate, of
STANDARD and STANDARD's officers, directors, employees,
shareholders, agents, and subcontractors, and any of them, to the CLIENT,
for any and all claims, losses, costs, or damages, including attorney's fees
and costs and expert witness fees and costs of any nature whatsoever or
claims expenses resulting from or in any way related to the Project or this
Agreement from any cause or causes shall not exceed the total
compensation received by STANDARD under this Agreement. It is
intended that this limitation apply to any and all liability or cause of action
however alleged or arising, unless otherwise prohibited by law, except that
this limitation does not apply to the extent damages are paid under
STANDARD's Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or automobile
liability insurance.

d. The CLIENT further agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law,
to limit the liability of STANDARD and STANDARD's officers, directors,
employees, shareholders, agents, and subcontractors, and any of them, to
all construction contractors and subcontractors on the Project for any and
all claims, losses, costs, damages of any nature whatsoever or claims
expenses from any cause or causes, including attorney's fees and costs
and expert witness fees and costs, so that the total aggregate liability of
STANDARD and STANDARD's subcontractors to all those named shall not
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exceed STANDARD's total fee for services rendered on this Project. It is
intended that this limitation apply to any and all liability or cause of action
however alleged or arising unless otherwise prohibited by law, except that
this limitation does not apply to the extent damages are paid under
STANDARD's Comprehensive General Liability Insurance or automobile
liability insurance.

e. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, and to
the fullest extent permitted by law, neither party’s individual employees,
principals, officers or directors shall be subject to personal liability or
damages arising out of or connected in any way to the Project or to this
Agreement.

f. This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon giving
the other party not less than seven (7) calendar days written notice or by
mutual agreement. The receiving party shall have that seven (7) calendar
day period in which to cure the default. If this Agreement is terminated by
either party, STANDARD shall be paid in full for all services performed
through the termination date, in addition to STANDARD's reimbursable
expenses and reasonable shut-down costs incurred.

g. Neither CLIENT nor STANDARD may delegate, assign, sublet
or transfer its duties or interest in this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the other party, except STANDARD may retain the services of
subcontractors to assist STANDARD in performance of its duties and
obligations hereunder.

ARTICLE 5. UNFORESEEN OCCURRENCES: If during the performance
of services by STANDARD under this Agreement, any unforeseen

Reliance upon STANDARD's performance of the Scope of Work and any
work product is limited to CLIENT and is not intended for third parties. For
a time period limited to three months following STANDARD's completion of
the Scope of Work and submittal of any work product in the form of a report,
STANDARD will issue additional reports addressed to, and for the use of,
other parities designated by CLIENT, contingent upon each such party
signing and returning STANDARD's reliance agreement and STANDARD
receiving the agreed-upon fee for each additional report so issued.

ARTICLE 9. SURVIVAL: All obligations arising prior to the termination of
this Agreement and all provisions of this Agreement allocating the
responsibility or liability between CLIENT and STANDARD shall survive the
completion of the services and the termination of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 10. INTEGRATION: This Agreement and the documents
attached hereto, and which are incorporated herein constitute the entire
agreement between the parties and cannot be changed or amended except
by a written instrument signed by all parties hereto. In the event CLIENT

standard of care; (f) a list of every document related to the Project reviewed
by the Expert; and (g) a list of every individual who provided Expert with
any information regarding the Project. The opinion is a condition precedent
to the right of CLIENT to assert any Claim in any litigation or arbitration and
CLIENT'’s failure to timely provide an opinion to STANDARD will be
grounds for automatic dismissal of the Claim with prejudice. CLIENT shall
furnish this opinion to STANDARD and the parties shall endeavor to resolve
the dispute within thirty (30) days, after which CLIENT may pursue its
remedies at law. The prevailing party in any litigation relating to a Claim
shall be entitled to recover from the other party those reasonable attorney
fees, costs and expenses incurred by the prevailing party in connection with
the Claim.

ARTICLE 13. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: In performing services
under this Agreement, STANDARD shall operate as, and have the status
of, an independent contractor and shall not act as or be an employee of the
CLIENT.
